Attention has thus far ‘been devoted to the primary
branches, with Clinical Medicine and Surgery, but the
growing wants of the Province will not be satisfied with
a short Session and restricted curriculum ; hence, ta
satisfy’ this demand, the Faculty, with the advice and
approval of ‘the Board of Governors, have decided to in-
augurate a full six months’ term, Tt will be their aim
to utilize all the advantages that exist in the city of
Halifax—the Hospital, Dispensary, a?d Poory’ Ag

where'a large number of patients are freated yearly, and
every variety of diseaso illustrated, The best facilities
will be furnished to Students for clinjeal observations
under the direction of the Professors, Physical Diagnosis
being specially attended to without extra fee, The
Faculty "are bappy to announce that they have secured
the valuable cosperation of H. Blanchard, Bsq., Q.C,, who
will deliver a course .of Lectures, in connection with
Medical Jurisprudence, on the relations of the profession
to Courts of Law. This is an innovation on the ordinary
custom, but it is believed to be g necessary and progros-
sive step. The qualifications for graduation are the same
as those at Montreal and most British Schools, i

Matriculation Examiner to the Faculty.

Tue Fourth Session of the Medical Faculty of
Dalhousie College and Uhiversity will be opened on
Tuesday, 1st November, 1870, with a general introduc-
tory lecture at 8 p. m. 10 regular lectures will com-
mence on Wednesday, the 2nd November, and will be
continued during the six months following.

Registration is necessary cvery Session—it is required
upon entrance, or as soon afterwards as possible, and
always before any class#ickets are procured. The time
fixed for closing the Register is annually on the fifteenth
of December. Class tickets are payable in advance, and
if not taken out within the prescribed period of the
current session, will not be granted after its expiration.
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The student is advised to pass the Matriculation
Examination in Marech, 8o that his four years of pupilage
may expire at the close of g winter session, This exami-
nation is recommended to be passed before tho attendance
of a Medical Course—it is similar to that required by
MeGill University, Montreal,' the College of Physicians
and Surgeons of Ontario, and recommeuded by the
“Council of Medical Education and Registration” of
Groat Britain. The time sot apart for this examination
will be made known after the commencemont of ‘the

Session. Graduates in Arts of recognized Universities

are not required to submit to the Matriculation Exami-

nation,

While the University rogulations permit a Student to
graduate after three years attendanee upon Lectures,
provided he furnish proof that he has studied

one year,
before aftending Lectures, with

a private practitioner, yeot
he is recommended to devote four Sessions to Systematic
Instruction, as less'timo is scarcely sufficient in which to
acquire a fair knmvlodge_ of the many subjects which
compose the curriculum, \ 4

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HOSPITALS, ETC.

The ProvINCIAL AND Crry HosPITaL is visited daily
at 12 M., by the Medical Officers, and the.Ciry Anms
Housk, containing from 200 to 400 patients, half of whom
are usually in the Hospital wards, will be available to
students without fee. The best opportunities are here
presented for clinical instruction, midwifery practice
and treatment of diseases, likewise for the observation of
pathological appearances, which will be demonstrated
by post-mortem examinations. There is a Hospital fee
of $1 for certificate of attendance.

The HaArLipAX DispEnsary is carried on after the
model of the DeMilt Dispensary, New York, being divided
into three departments, viz.: (1) Surgical, including tho
Eye and Bar. (2) Medical, including the IHeart and
Lungs; (3) Diseases of Women and Children. Here the
Student can have the advantage of becoming practically
acquainted with the loss severe forms of disease, and will
have the privilege likewise of seeing patients with the
visiting physicians, and have opportunities for ‘Obstetric
practice.
