T'his Has been u week of anxiety and suspense for
all parties in the city, whether connecied with the
Exchinge, the'produce markets, or our ma
turing industry. ‘I'he very important question
before the iniperial parliiment absorbs attention
above every thing else. 'T'hose whom from self in-
terest are anxious to see our foreign trade carried
on at a yearly deeline, until at length we should be
left in possession ouly of that traflic which they pre-
tend so highly to prize, viz. with our colonial pos-
sassione, have spared ho exertion 1o orgatize their
party against the dreaded crusade declared by her
majesty’'s advisers, not against imonopoly in detail,
but as asweeping whule, No doiibt the publie
have been taken by surprise at the co-operation of
the shipowners' comiittee with the Fast and West
India interests, but on the anthority of the Shipping
Gazette, a journal which must certainly better un-
derstand the sentiments of the greut and wealthy
body to which it owes, if not ils very existence, un-
questionably its entire support, e inay confidently
assert that the majority of the shipowners of the Uni-
ted Kingdom do not assent to the course pursied
by the committes, which, in common fairness should
have piven all its members an opportinity at a spe-
ecinl meeting, called for the purpose of declaring
their sentiments on so important and novel a ques-
tion.

Some days
after the mate and erew doterminied, as they say, in
ordet 1o lighten the boat, to throw seventeen af the
passenigers overboard, which they accomplished,
and some of the most horrible and revolting seenics
took place. Thete werte two brothers and a sistor
of onie family ; the brothers wete throw i over, atid
the sisters jumped in after them.  One fine boy
prayed for a few wiinutes to say his prayets ; they
tefused, and harled bim into the sea at ohce.—
Some clang to the side of the bout, praying for
merey, but their hands wera cut off, #nd they were
pushed into the deep. Filteen ladies and two men
remained in the boat.  One hour afier this massacre,
the Crescent fell in with the boat, anid saved the
survivors of this horrid deed. The passengers re-
mained on bodrd the Creseent, the crew atrived in
the Ville de lyon ; they ate iow under examinidtion
before the American Consul,

May 13.—<I'hé Amierican ship Crescent, Captain
Dell, arrived hete vesterday evenitig with the te-
tnainder of the passengers of the William Brown,
who were saved i the long bodat.  The arrival of
this veasel has confitmed all the horrid details given
of the dreadful seeno which took place duting the
tight of the 20th and 21st of Aptil.  OF the sixtesn
passengers who were thrown into the sea furtsen
were men atd two women ; of the seventeet saved
fiteen are women and two are men. One of theso
ten was seized for the purpose of beitig thrown
overboard by the craw of the boat.  He etied out
1o the mate to save him, and not to tear hith from
his wife. ‘The miate told the men tiot to separite
man and wife if it were possible to help it, He fe
inito the bottom of the boat, and was saved. A boy
of twelve years old was thrown overboard, He
eatght hold of the boat, and, fuvoured by the dark:
tiess of the night, eranched under the bows and was
saved. All the women saved are young, except the
mother of i seoteh family fron Domiviesshire, who
with her five datighters and a soryant girl was sa-
ved ; her name is Edgar.  Hei busband and son
are setiled in Germantown, near Philadelphin.

A young woman, with her infiant at the breast,
siiceeeded in gotting into the boat with her husband;
they are amongst the survivors. His hatie is Pu-
trick, from Cook’s town, eounty T'yrone, the pro-
perty of Colonel Blewart.  Several persons from
that gentleman’s estate or neighbourhood have met
with a watery grave.  One family of the name of
Leyden (sixteen in all) sunk with the vessel ; anoth-
er family, nsmed Corr—/father, mother, and five
children, sunk at the same time ; the litile boy that
was thrown from the boat was one of that family

He had not a soul lefl belonging to him. ‘They
were nlso from Colohel Stewart’s property. A
Mrs. Anderson, with three children, who was going
to join her husband, o medical gonileman settled at
Cineinnati, sunk with the ship. siss Anderson and
A miss Bradley were throwh into the sea from the
long boat.  "I'he tales which the survivors relates
ure piteons, horrifying. The crew and passengers
have been examined by the British and American
consuls this morning, and the impression is that this
dreadful wet’of throwing their fellow creatures over-
board was of imperions necessity ; bul it is to be
hoped the two consuls will give publicity to the
examination, in order that the public mind may be
satisfied on this point.  Truly the circumstance
must be made out in the clearest way 1o palliate
such an aet. We have emigrant ships sailing every
week, and if it is held as law that * might is right,

it had better be declared so, aud thatthe crew are
Justified under extremities in throwing overboard
who and as many as they think right, without cast-
ing lots, or naking any choice than their will.- Post.
