New York, N. Y., Nov. 6.—A climax 
tn the etrlke by the drivers and help­
ers of the express companies is ex­
pected tomorrow, and this, in the op­
inion of the leaders of the movement, 
will be a general strike. After confer-

The impression, 
among the leaders seemed to be that 
a general strike is all but assured.

CLAIMS COLLAPSE
OF DIX CAMPAIGN

New York, Nov. 6.—The White Star 
Line steamer Cedric, which arrived 
here today from Liverpool and Queens­
town, brought Captain George L. 
Holden and four men comprising the 
crew of the Maine schooner Florence 
Leland, which was abandoned, water­
logged, in mid-ocean, on October 16. 
The other rescued men are Bartlett 
Robins, mate; Richard A. Gross, My­
ron H. Dow, and Chas. H. Vincent, all 
hailing from Deer Island. The Flor­
ence Leland was owned by A. O. 
Gross and was valued at $8,000.

Captain Holden said that the schoon­
er sailed from Ingramsport, N.
8., loaded with spruce laths, ran into 
a gale on October 9, and began to 
leak, and soon became water-logged.

“We ran before the wind in a south­
easterly course for five days,” he add­
ed, “all the time working the pumps. 
Now and then one of u« would make 
a dive down into the cabin—It was 
real diving—to get some of the water- 
soaked provisions. On the night of 
October 14, we sighted the lights of 
a steamship. We burned tar and oak­
um and the steamship saw the signal 
and bore down upon us. Something 
was shouted to us from the bridge in 
a language which we could not un­
derstand. The vessel almost ran us 
down as it came near. Then it turn­
ed about and headed away. We drift­
ed along in the gulf stream, pretty 
nearly starved, and didn’t manage to 
run in with another vessel until the 
morning of the sixteenth. That was 
the Commodore of the Harrison Line, 
which Jdcked us up and took us to S 
Liverpool.”

The session of the Common Council
