which for mutual protection unites the nations within
the Empire

The Pall Mall Gazette says:—'Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s

“readiness to leave the matter entirely to the discretion

“of the Home (lovernment contrasts strangely with the
“hostile resolution of the Montreal Board of Trade,
“which concurs with the overwhelming mass of commer-

“cial opinion in this country as to the vlow which Is
“being struck at our Imperial security.”

The Globe, dealing with the same subject, says:-
“This thing has been done without either the Admiralty
Yor Dominions being consulted, but we
“confess we read with some surprise the contention of
“Sir Wilfrid that it is better for the Dominions not to
“be consulted in these matters at all, and that the whole
“responsibility should be thrown upon.the Home Gov-
“ernment Did that view depend upon an exaggerated
“oconfidence in Downing Street it might provoke a smile
“put nothing more, but Sir Wiltrid specifically stated
“that if & Dominion insisted on being consulted in re-
“gard to matters which might result in war, that would
“imply the necessity that they would take part in that
“war, What else is the meaning of the Empire, if
“eyvery nation within it ie not resolute to assist the rest
“in their mutual protection and in resistance to aggres-
“sion? The Imperial connection is a bond of no value
“even now. We hope and believe that Canada will re-

affect the necessaries and necessary comforts of life-

food, clothing, shelter and warmth, The State of New
York recently concluded a successful suit against the
Ice Trust.

Indictments were returned in April, September and
October of last year against the chief meat packers of
the United States The taking of testimony in the
Federal case against the Southern Wholesale Grocers
is nearly completed, ‘The Sugar Trust paid $3.000,000
for its customs fraud, and the suit for its dissolution is
pending.

Dr. Robertson sumd up his idens clearly and con-
cisely:
think clearly, and manage without waste and with gobd
will” A particularly - wasteful course ia to allow boys
to leave school and tralning to go into unskitfed em-
ployments, such as the messenger service, which will
rather unfit them for any adult occupation; this kind
of work leads the boy into a blind alley.

In order to learn how to deal with this and kindred

problems, the Commission on Industrial Training and
Technical Education visited all the important Industrial
establishments and educational institutions throughout
Canada, and at each took testimony under oath, so that
they might learn what the country possesses, what it
needs, and how the needs may be met, The end in
view is to bettér conditions through bringing up the
standard of efficfency in both men and materials: “This,”
Dr. Robertson says, “will mean bettér chances for the
children, better schools, more leisure, better business
and a higher standard of living.”
The object of the Commission's vlsit to the Old
Country is to learn from the technical schools there
what may be apt and helpful to meet néew conditions
here, and to further, promote the extension of manu-
facturing and commeérce. Manual and technical train-
ing tp supplement the present public school education
Dr. Robertson thinks 18 urgently needed . for boys; and
for ‘girls a better knowledge of home sanitation, cook-
ing and domestic economics,

A UNIQUE CELEBRATION.

The one thousandth anniversary of the founding of
the Duchy of Normandy is just now being celebrated
in Rouen, France, It was in the year 911 that the
treaty was signed between Charles the Simple and the
Norse sea-king, Rollo, by which the latter received a
tract of land, with Rouen as its centre. The settle
ment of Rollo at Rouen grew ‘into the Duchy of Nor:
mandy, which, through his successor, Willlam the.Con-
queror, was united in the eleventh century with Eng-
land. The celebration of the Millenary of Normandy,
therefore, interests the English people as well as the
French, and many visitors are flocking to Rouen for the
festival, which opened on June 3 and will be continued
until June 8,

Under the honorary presidency of M. Fallleres,
President of the French republic, & distinguished com-
mittee arranged for the commemoration. The city ln
decorated and llluminated, theré are land and water
festivals, historical processions, jousts, and tourneys,
theatrical galas, fireework displays, and sports. The
influenice of Normandy upon the history and literature
of the world is being illustrated by & congress and by
fine art exhibitions.

The matter of office
eéquipment was then taken up by Mr,
Powell. Witness considered that the
switchboard was the most important
part of the plant. Mr. Hayes said
he found the plant in good operative
condition, and, judging by appearances,
it conld be kept in excellent operating
condition on an expenditure of about
five per cent. He estimated that the
average life of the plant as a whole
would be about twelve years,
