Meéeting of Canadian Press
Shortly When Managers
Will ' : Make = Propesition
That St. John Be Made Re-
lay. ‘Service to Better. Con-
ditions.

The news service supplied to dafly
papers: in the Maritime Provinces by
the Canadian Press has not always
been satisfactory, and the managers
of the. Canadian Press say the reason
is that it has to send. all its news
over one rwire which extends from
Montreal to" S8ydney, Cape Breton. Ac
cording to telegraph' operators this is
a long wire and the far eastern sec-
tion pasees through 'a country sub-
Joct-to eleetrical and magnetic distur-
bances. The operator at Montreal has
to adjust his. sending to conditions
at Sydney, and generally has to work
slow. This means that othef papers
on the circuit only get as many words
as can be sent to Sydney.

There will be a meeting of e
Canadian Press shortly, and the ména:
gers will'make & proposition that St.
John be made a relay station. Under
this scheme . Canadian press news
would be sent over the Quebec cir-
cuit and then down to St.  John,
whence it would be relayed to Monc-
ton ‘and the cities of Novd Scotia,
Newspapers would have to pay mare
for their service, but it is said ) 4
could on the relay system be supplied
with a much greater amount of news,
enabling @& better selection for thefr
readers than Is possible under the
present conditions.

selves lucky in having the wheles and
sharks shepherd .the pollock into their

tory t sgon be following thd
pollock inta the Wweirs when they got
better acquainted. Some men are now
keeping a watch on theéir welrs in fear
of an attack by whales and’ sharks.
Some. of the fishermen are trying their
hnlﬁ &t shark fishing and others are
talking of huntipg whales. In some
parts. of the world whales are used
extensively for food, but there are so
many fish of varigus kinds in the Bay
of Fundy this year that the natives
are not likely to eat whale meat.

| Contract for Constructing

Houses on West Side to
Rourke & Griffiths.

Atler the meeting of the St. John
City Housing Commission, lest even-
ing, it was announced that the lowest
tender for the construciion of houses
on the West Side to accommodate
twelve familles was that of Rourke &
Griffiths, of the West Side, their fig-
ure being $43,240. Commissioner
EBullock -announced that the awarding
of a contract was contingent upon
the action of the City Council in pro-
viding water and sewer facilities for
the pmpertlo; on Lancaster street,
where it is- proposed to build. He
added that the Housing Commission
would reach the limit of its expendi-
ture if it awarded a contract to the
lowest tenderer, and that if the city
dic not agree to provide the water
and sewerage facilities' the Housing
Commission would not build. A meet-
ing of the city commissioners will be
held this morning to consider the mat-
ter and if their decision is favorable,
& contract will be made and work
started as soon as possible.. There are
four other properties in the same
blo¢k that need facilities. The ten-
der i& for four individual houses and
four duplex or semi-detached houses,
affording accommodation for twelve
families in all. :

The Housing Commission decided to
inspect some more possible sites to-
day, but in view of the lateness of the
season it is doubtful if they will make
arrangéements to build any more housea
this year.

Improvement In
Shipping Position
Space Requirements on Shilpb
in Canadian Trade Reduced
to Forty Per Cent. is News

Which Reaches Local Ship-
ping Men.

News reached local shipping men
yesterday that the British govern-
ment had reduced its space require-
ments on ships in the Canadian trade
to forty per cent. This will, it &5 ex-
pected, effect a. considerable improve-
ment in the shipping position from
the point of view of-the private ex.
porter; The immediate cause of this
is supposéd to be the fact that dur.
ing the British rallway strike great
quantities of food stuffs which the
British government has been 'import-
ing from the ends of the'earth have
accumulated on the docks of British
seaports.. The action of the British
mindstry of shipping fdreshadows a
further. reduction of the space which
may be required by the government,
which Wwould have an important bear
ing on the businass of the winter
port, It is reported that if ‘the Bn-
tish government buys grain extensive-
ly. in 'Canada this ‘winter it will send
a ‘considerablp number of new ‘ships
here for it, instead of requisitioning
8pdce on' the ships running regularly
between Canada and Britaln. This
may ‘add a considerable number of
new sailings l’gmn 8t. John during the
winter, 1t should also afford more
epace’ for the, shipment of hmber,
box shooks, and other products for
which there is & market in Britain,
more or less closed ar present to the
Maritimee Provinces by reason of the
lack of shipping.

- In Courtenay Bay
Puts Out in Small Boat and
Brought Young Lads to
Shore. . °

That Thomas Keating, aged 19, and
Harold Keating, 17 years old, are alive
this 'morning s due to the skiil and
resourcefulness of Detective Sergeant
Power.

The two young men started out on
Courtenay Bay last night in a light
raft, retrieving logs amd pieces of
wood that were floating on the Bay.
Around nine‘o'clock-their raft began
to drift apant and with the craft some
distance from the shore, and the tide
receding rapidly, the outlook was bad,

In reply to the shouts for help from
the young men, parties along the
shore began to search for a boat,
which could not be found, and a hurry
call was sent to No. 2 fire station and
to the police patrdl.

Officers Godwin and Young, with
Walter Rowe and Archibald Lindsay,
of the fire department, started imme-
diately for the scene, but could get no
boat at the foot of Clarence street
(which was nearest the scene of the
trouble), at Grant & Horne's shipyard
nor at the Marsh Bridge. The pilots’
boat, however, was obtained at Reed’s
Point, and with three pilots and Wil-
liam and Henry O'Leary on board, it
started up the Bay.

In the meantime, Sergt. Power had
reached the shore and, searching
around, found a rowboat and a pair
of oars gt the Cotton Mills property.
Hastily pushing the boat into the
waber, he rowed vigorously to the
wrecked raft and rescued the two
young men just in the nick of time,
ac the water was sweeping well up to
their waists, and the timbers of the
raft were parting rapidly. Returning
tc the shore, Sergt. Power rushed the |
rescued lads to their homes, the elder
one living on King street east and
the other on Charlotte street,

The patrol was sent to' stop the
other boats, including Mr. Coughlan’s
motor, which were hurrying to the
scene of the accident. Much praise
wage heard from the spectators regard-
ing the prompt response that was
made by-the police and firemen, and
especially to the prompt action of
Sergt. Power, who undoubtedly avert
ed a tragedy.
