John Pickard, Esq., M. P., a contractor 
on the River du Loup Railway, has caused 
the following to be published :—
To the Editor of the Reporter.

Si*.—I fell called upon to contradict a 
report that reached me a lew days ago A 
gentleman from Chatham, Northumberland 
County, told me that J. C. Gough, Esq., 
M P. P., had circulated a report that 1 had 
tried to bribe him for the government, in 
offering him a sum of money to go home to 
Europe ns Emigration Agent. Now Sir, if 
Mr. Gough, or any other person, ma.de a 
statement ol that kind either in public or 
private, he or they made it knowing it to 
be false. Last fall 1 wrote to Mr. Gough, 
also telegraphed to him, getting his answer 
that he would be in St. John at a certain 
time.

Shore. 1 could think of no man so well 
calculated for an Emigrant Agent as Mr. 
Gough, from his general knowledge of the 
country and its business, and the character 
of the men we require for Railway work, 
and I told him so—not for the purpose of 
Battering him, but because 1 believed what 
f said, and believe so to-day. He then 
asked me what the Company would give. 
I told him 1 could not say, but wanted him 
to name a sum, and I would bring it before 
the Board ; at the same time 1 said to him 
if it would compromise him in any way 
politically by going, I would say to him 
not to go. He told me he had thought of 
running the County for the House of Com­
mons next summer and if he went home it 
was a question of money with him,stating 
at the same time that he would have to get 
some person to take charge of his Railway 
operations ; he also said nothing would 
please him better than to go on such a 
mission, that he would take pride in mak­
ing it a success, and as it was the first year 
that the Dominion Government had given 
anything towards emigration, we both 
thought and said it was all important that 
we do everything in our power to make a 
good start towards the end sought. 1 felt 
an interest in getting Mr. Gough to go, 
outside of having a good man lor the post 
t:on,—the early commencemeni of the River 
du Loup Road, and the successful comple­
tion ol Sec. 16 of the Intercolonial. Mr. 
Gough well knew the reason. Before leav­
ing Mr. Gough I told him I would write to 
him after I got home. A few days after 
my return to Fredericton 1 had a conversa­
tion with two or three members of the 
government about immigration, and what 

they thought of taking to get 
laborers in this country, at the same time 
told them if they would give us a good 
chance we would bring out more men at 
less cost than they could. They asked who 
wo thought ol sending. 1 told them that 
1 wanted to send Mr. Gou"h. Mr. Kelly 
using strong and emphatic language said, 
“ 1 will not consent to give him one cent." 
Since that time to the present I have not 
spoken a word to Mr. Gough or any other 
person about going to Europe or any other 
place as an agent, with the exception of 
Captain Hallin and Mr. Potts.

The public have the whole story in regard 
to Mr. Gough and myself and the bribe. 
They can judge for themselves and act ac­
cordingly.

work of the Press Room men and boys, 
however, are required. The girls are all paid 
by the pound, both for stripping and rolling, 
and cam $2 to $6 a week ; the men and 
lads, however, are paid by the week. The 
pay sheet for fifty persons would run Irom 
$7,000 to $10,000 a year. Ol the present 
force quite a number have been connected 
with the Factory since it was opened on 
Water St. six years ago.

MACHINERY, ETC.
This consists of a Rolling Mill, which can 

be driven either by hand or steam power ; 
the rubber rollers (patented) being 94x12 
inches. The kettles connected have already- 
been referred to. There are six Retainers 
(also patented) each with 15 pair of 
shapes, besides trucks, rail track, sidings, 
etc. The Hydraulic Press, with its pumps 
and connections, is an invaluable aid in 
tobacco making, giving a cheap and power­
ful pressure. The three polishers are mas­
sive iron chests, opening at one side, also 
acted Upon by hydraulic pressure. There 
are ten Boxing Screws with complete out­
fits. The Cutting Machine, worked either 
by hand or steam, is lor cutting tobaccos ; 
it will cut 400 lbs a day by hand or 1,000 
lbs by steam. The Boiler is about 15 horse­
power, and supplies steam which is car­
ried by pipes throughout the Factory,—to 
all the work rooms as well as the office and 
wareroom, the fittings being very com­
plete. The machinery is valued at $7,000.

THE RAW MATERIAL
comes from Virginia, lor bright tobaccos, 
and from Kentucky for other kinds. In pur­
chasing enquiry is generally made fortobac 
co for “ bright work” or “ dark work" or 
“ cutting,” the various requirements being 
chiefly grouped under these heads. Mr. 
J. D. Robertson is at present in the States 
making purchases for the Factory, which 
will probably use up this year about a 
quarter million of pounds. The leaf is re­
ceived in heavy hardavood casks weighing 
irom 1,200 to 2,000 lbs each, averaging 
1,500 lbs.

THE PROCESS OF MANUFACTURE.
The raw Leaf, which reaches the Factory 

in huge casks, is first removed to the open­
ing up and sorting rooms. The great 
amount of compression to which it has 
been subjected in the casks renders neces­
sary thorough handling for the purpose ol 
detaching the leaves from each other and 
opening them out to their fullest extent. 
The raw material is divided into two dis­
tinct qualities known as “ wrapper” and 
“ filler.” “ Filler” is broken leaf used for 
t&e insides of tobacco figs. “ Wrapper” 

• is the perfect leaf,' used as a covering, and 
must be as nearly whole as possible. To 
facilitate the opening-up process with 
“ wrappers,” the leaf is placed on slats in 
a covered box and there steamed for a short 
time, alter which it goes down to the strip­
ping room without being “dipped.” The 
“ dipping” is applied to “ fillers” only. 
The process of “ dipping” is very simple. 
Two large tanks or “ kettles” of about 140 
gallons capacity each are filled with a pre­
paration of liquorice, sugar and other 
i. gradients, all thoroughly mixed through. 
The leaves are then dipped into this mix 
ture, and quickly passed through a pair ol 
heavy India rubber rollers, which re- 

.move the surplus of the preparation.— 
The “ filler” then passes to the dry room 
(which is heated Irom the boiler as well 
as by steam pipes) where it is placed on 
racks and remains 8 to 12 hours according 
to the quality of tobacco to be produced. 
It then goes to the “ casing” room, where 
it is deposited in bins, and where the 
flavoring is done by sprinkling over it a 
watery mixture of an agreeable aromatic 
flavor ; then it is stripped by female strip­
pers, the stem being removed ; after which 
it is sent to bins connecting with the plug 
or rolling room. The “ wrapper,” in the 
meantime, has been “ cased” and stripped 
and carried tosimilar bins, from which a sup 
ply is furnished to the female operatives in 
the same room. This room would furnish 
space enough for twenty-five young women 
to work in, each of whom has before her 
on the rolling table a quantity both of 
“ filler” and “ wrapper,” which she dex 
terously and neatly works up together, 
rolling it into a round shape, about four 
inches in length, with the ends neatly 
fastened, so that no part of the contents 
may fall out at either extremity. This is 
the “plug” in embryo.

These plugs are then removed to the
PRESS ROOM,

where they are first placed in cells in an 
iron frame containing say 72 cells (11 12’s 
to the lb. are to bo produced) over which 
is placed another frame, with say 72 blocks, 
each block fitting into a cell and falling 
upon a “ plug.” Between each pair of 
frames a sheet of Russia iron is interposed. 
There are fifteen of these shape and block 
frames to what is known as a “ retainer,’ 
and this mounted on a truck, is rolled 
under a Press beam and suiyected to an 
enormous Hydraulic pressure A few 
minutes suffice to “ squeeze the life” out 
of the plugs which have now become 
“ figs.” Although soon removed from the 
Press, the retainer is so secured by an 
ingenious arrangement that the excessive 
pressure is “ retained” for as many hours 
longer as may be deemed necessary. By 
the time one “ retainer” is wheeled away 
another is ready to take its place in the 
Press ; and so the work goes on. When 
the tigs are taken Irom their cells, they 
are removed to a “ polisher” or “ pot,” 
where they undergo another series ol pres" 
sure, a sheet of zinc, well oiled, being 
placed between the layers of tigs ; and they 
leave here wearing a decidedly “shiny” 
appearance, to pass to the boxing screws, 
then to he boxed and warehoused. We 
can not enlarge on the process of manufac­
ture which, however, is well worth seeing 
and describing.

Ontario and Manitoba.No foreign tobacco is mw imported into 
the Province, except the most expensive 
kinds which are not in general use, such 
as the very brightest. The Customs duty 
is now 20 cents per lb. and 12) per cent ad 
valorem, while the Excise duty is only 15 
cents,—thus allowing a fair margin of pro 
lection to the Canadian manufacturer.

The Nova Scotia Legislature.

The Government of Nova Scotia, after 
an experience of several years of “ruin” 
and all sorts of villainy under Confeder­
ation, have requested the Governor to say 
in his Speech :—

It is with a feeling of thankfulness to 
Divine Providence that 1 am able on now 
meeting you for the first time since the 
late general election to congratulate you 
on the healthy vitality which is conspicu­
ous in nearly every branch of our Provin­
cial industries. An abundant harvest, 
satisfactory returns from our fisheries, and 
an increasing demand for our materials, 
all combined to render the past season one 
of gratifying prosperity.

Paragraphs of the Speech are devoted to. 
the Prince of Wales’ health, the Public 
Accounts, the Arbitration, the Small Pox, 
and the Lunatic Asylum. Of the scheme 
of Immigration, the Speech says :—

1 trust that one of the greatest require­
ments for our Provincial prosperity in the 
future may be shortly secured by a policy 
that will enable us to attract to our shores 
the industry, capital, and skill of an emi­
grant population from the overcrowded 
communities of Europe.

It is the policy of the Dominion Govern­
ment that is here so heartily commended. 
The Locals, it appears, intend to push for­
ward the Provincial Railway system, for 
they say ;—

Although the revenue raising power by 
which the development of local railway 
enterprize could be best effected, has by 
the operation of the British North Ameri­
can Act, passed largely out of the hands of 
the Provincial Legislature, yet the exten­
sion ol Railways east and west is still most 
desirable, and, I trust, some means will be 
adopted to secure the construction ol these 
important public works. Surveys of lines 
authorized by resolutions ol the last House 
of Assembly have been made, and the plans 
and reports thereof will be laid before you.

The state of Nova Scotia, therefore, is 
singularly in contrast with the representa­
tions of the Press which speaks for the 
Local Government. On all sides there arc 
evidences of prosperity, which the Govern­
ment, speaking through the Governor, are 
now compelled to acknowledge.

The 
manufactured article is bonded as soon as 
made and a sworn statement submitted 
every half month to the Collector of Inland 
Revenue. The regulations arc very rigid, 
and an Inspector may enter at any time. 
As early as possible alter the semi month­
ly statement is submitted, a revenue officei 
visits the Factory, examines the new arti­
cle, and stamps it agreeably to the return 
if found correct. The duty is paid when 
the tobacco is sold, unless it be re­
moved to another warehouse, for which 
provision is made by law. Thus far the 
proprietors of the Factery and the officials 
have got along very harmoniously.

THE MARKET

for the products of this Tobacco Factory 
has thus far been chiefly in St. John City, 
although it has won a fine reputation 
wherever it has been introduced, and recent 
satisfactory advices from Nova Scotia indi­
cate a good field for sales in that quarter. 
The proprietors intend to take the utmost 
pains to meet the wishes of customers, and 
will turn out a first class article. They 
have formidable competitors in Montreal 
houses, who do not scruple to use every 
means in their power to crush out all op­
position. The St. John Tobacco Factory 
will this year, we believe, make claims on 
the community with special reference to 
the favorable quality and prices of their 
goods, winch will leave the merchants 
without excuse for ordering from distant 
paints. With increased products will come 
an increase of employment lor our own 
people and the expenditure of money 
among ourselves that is now sent to build 
up the manufactures of other cities.

I observe in your issue of to day an ac­
count of the efforts of some of our scientific 
people in this town, in collecting what are 
vulgarly called snow fleas, but of which 
the scientific name is pediculus nivis. The 
true origin of this little animalculus 
has been suggested by a learned friend 
on the Marsh, who is much interested 
in the subject. His idea for some time 
past has been that the moon is really com­
posed of green cheese, and, in the presence 
of these interesting insects, he sees certain 
proof of this ancient hypothesis ; for, as 
ne observed to me, “ these snow fleas are 
nothing but cheese mites who have fallen 
from the moon during the recent bright 
winter’s nights.” 1 am rather inclined to 
think that my friend is right, but I should 
be glad to hear from any person more con­
versant with these matters than I am.

■•"It does not come within our province to 
present even a synopsis of the address 
which followed. It would simply be fore- 
atalling, in a very crude and unsatisfactory 
manner, What will doubtless be given to 
the public in a correct and authorized 
shape by the Society, under whose aus­
pices it was delivered. The address, as 
has been announced, waa upen the subject 
of “ The Anglo-Saxon—His Present and 
Future,” and ior a little more than an 
hour the distinguished orator riveted the 
attention of his audience on what, under 
ordinary circumstances, would be enjoyed 
only by the student. In the delivery ol 
his address, Dr. Irvine displayed erudition 
rather than eloquence, and a style of elo­
cution vigorous and emphatic rather than 
polished.
