Stratford, Aug. 25.—Within a few 
months Gertie Kidd has been wife, 
widow, mother and bride.

Mr. Pattullo will represent 
the riding With credit. He will be 
very useful in the House and on the 
stump as a capable Liberal speaker, 
and it is not too much to say that, he 
constitutes valuable Cabinet timber 
in réserve for the future. No question 
as between town and country arises 
in Mr. Pattullo’s case, as, being a 
journalist, he is equally interested in 
both town and country.

The Sarnia Observer does not seem 
to be of the opinion that the dailies 
in the larger cities are entitled to all 
the credit for political successes won 
by the party they support, and con­
tends that the greater part of the 
success is due to the local papers, 
without the aid of which many of the 
successful candidates would have been 
left on the other side of the. column. 
There is no doubt that our contem­
porary takes a right view of this mat­
ter. Among the various Western pa­
pers we know of none that has done 
more efficient service than the Sarnia 
Observer itself.

The Sewerage Bylaw.
The voting on the sewerage bylaw 

takes place on the 2nd of September; 
and the ratepayers should serious­
ly consider the reasons that require 
them to vote in its favor.

In the first place, it must be dis­
tinctly understood that improved sew­
erage for the city is not optional— 
it is compulsory. The courts have 
decided that we must not put our 
sewage into the river. A fine has been 
imposed; and an injunction to close 
up the present sewers prepared. These 
have been suspended for some years 
in order that the city might have 
reasonable time to prepare a satis­
factory scheme of sewage disposal. 
If we now refuse to do anything, and 
vote down the bylaw to be submit­
ted, we must calculate to pay the 
fine; and be prepared to wake up 
some morning and find our sewers 
closed.

In addition, there are other law­
suits against the city, growing out 
of Its imperfect sewerage. One of these 
has already been decided against us; 
but the judge allowed a few months’ 
grace to enable us to abate the nuis­
ance. The time has just expired.

There is really only one question 
to consider: Is the plan proposed a 
satisfactory one? The best answer 
to the question is this: The plan is 
one indorsed by three of the best san­

itary engineers that could be secured 
—one in the United States, and two 
in Canada. It is to ibe presumed that 
after a careful consideration by our 
local Board of Health, for more than 
a year; and by the three consulting 
engineers—each of whom devoted 
several months to the problem, that 
it ought to be satisfactory. There 
can be no doubt that all conceivable 
methods have been carefully discuss­
ed; and the conclusions so unani­
mously reached may be accepted by 
us without hesitation.

The plans, and the system of dis­
posal, have also received the official 
indorsation of the Provincial Board 
of Health, without whose approval no 
system of sewerage could be adopted 
by us.

But the chief reason why we Should 
improve our sewerage, though it is 
not the one that always appeals most 
strongly to the public, is that we need 
it for sanitary advantages. London 
•is a fairly healthy city. Its general 
cleanliness, its excellent water, its fa­
vorable surroundings, all tend to 
healthfulness. Only one thing more 
is needed. 'With a good system of 
sewerage it will stand without a peer 
in the Dominion. For this cause 
alone, the moine y expended would be 
the most profitable investment the 
city ever made.

The only objections anyone can raise 
would have their origin in the very 
natural hesitation we all feel over 
spending money and increasing tax­
ation. Fortunately in this case, the 
act obtained last session is exceed­
ingly favorable. If the entire amount 
should be borrowed at once (which, 
of course, will not be necessary), It 
would only add between six and 
seven thousand dollars a year to our 
taxes ; in other words, less than half 
a mill on the dollar of assessment. 
Surely,the outlay is trifling when com­
pared with 'the beneficial results that 
are to be obtained, in improving the 
city, and in relieving it from legal 
disabilities which would in the end 
cost much more than the sewer de­
bentures will cost.

Let every ratepayer consult the 
hand-bills; see Where his voting- 
place is, and go to the polls. Hf all 
those who are in favor of the bylaw- 
vote, it will be carried easily. But If 
they are indifferent, and neglect to 
vote, each one thinking there will be 
enough without him, then it is safe 
to say it will be defeats*.

Meantime, the authorities will 
doubtless see to It that meetings are 
'held during the week, and all neces­
sary information supplied the public.

AN EXPERT’S OPINION.

He Says the Mayflower Company Have a 
Good Mine.

The following extract Is from the 
last Issue of the Canadian Mining Re­
view, the official organ of the mining 
associations of Eastern Canada:

‘‘Occasionally there is lucky mining, 
as the owners of the Mayflower found 
out when the graders of the Trail 
Creek tramway uncovered a three-foot 
chute of $90 ore. Float from this vein 
had been found last summer, but the 
vein being heavily canned was never 
located. Today the owners of May­
flower have a force of men at work 
driving a tunnel on this body of ore. 
and the showing in the breast is all 
that could be desired. The moiith of 
the tunnel is right at the track of the 
Trail Creek tramway, thus facilitating 
the hauling of supplies and the ship­
ping of ore. Returns from two car­
loads shipped (at the time of writing 
this) give an average value of $90 per 
ton. The vein has been stripped for 
200 feet and has been found strong and 
true. The Mayflower may safely be 
considered a mine.”

Note.—The above was written In 
June last. Since that date an immense 
amount of work has been done, and 
Mayflower is daily shipping from 3 to 
5 carloads of ore. The ore shipped has 
carried sufficient gold to meet all run­
ning expenses of the Mayflower mine, 
and the company is only selling shares 
so as to put in machinery that will In­
crease its production. *

On the school question, he 
believed that settlement would be in 
sympathy with the Liberal principle 
of provincial rights. In harmony with 
progressive thought and consonant 
with the right of self-government. 
The Conservative party was prepared 
to disrupt the whole Dominion In ord­
er to gratify its inordinate thirst for 
power. After Its failure to Inflame the 
prejudices of Quebec it had turned 
upon that province and maligned It.

MR. LEMIEUX’S SPEECH.
Mr. Lemieux was warmly greeted 

by his fellow-Liberals when he got 
upon his feet to second the address 
He spoke in French. He condemned 
the vacillating school policy of the 
Conservatives, and prophesied the 
satisfactory settlement of the ques­
tion in a few months. He eulogized 
the alliance between Mr. Laurier and 
Sir Oliver Mowat, “the noble veteran 
of Ontario, and the champion of scho­
lastic liberty.” Quebec, he said, was 
legitimately delighted at the election 
results, but he denied any desire on 
her part .to dominate. He pleaded 
eloquently for mutual toleration.

SIR CHARLES. TUPPER. ’
Sir Charles Tapper arose amid Op­

position applause. He started out 
with a plea for protection and said 
that the result of the elections would 
have been different but for the school 
complication. The rallying cry of the 
Liberal party in Ontario was “Hands 
off Manitoba.” But coming to Que­
bec there was a curious thing. While 
Mr. Laurier had obtained his support 
—mot a majority—in the Province of 
Ontario on the distinct pledge and 
declaration that he would never In­
terfere with Manitoba by any act of 
this Parliament, in Quebec Mr. Lau­
rier not only placed himself on the 
same platform as the Government, 
but in gambling parlance went them 
one better, and said that he would 
not only use constitutional means to 
give relief to the minority of Mani­
toba and restore their privilege toy 
constitutional means, but he would do 
it in its entirety. Without his change 
of front in the face of the enemy, 
on the tariff question and those 
pledges in Quebec the honorable gen­
tleman (Mr. Laurier) would still be 
sitting on the Opposition side of the 
House.
It being 6 o’clock, the Speaker left 

the chair.
After recess Sir Charles Tupper con­

tinued his address, and quoted news­
paper extracts, reports of speeches 
and press comments to bear out his 
contention that Mr. Laurier’s victory 
was not due to the vote of the people 
on the issues submitted to the coun­
try, and that the Premier's triumph 
was a triumph of race. Sir Charles 
went on to say that over 19,000 of the 
electors had polled their votes for the 
Conservative party over and above 
those oast for the Liberal party.

Continuing, Sir Charles said; "In 
the light of what has occurred, I am 
in a position to frankly admit that I 
greatly overrated the importance of 
this question of remedial legislation. 
I entertained the opinion, and I en­
tertained it sincerely, that the Roman 
Catholics of Canada attached the most 
Vital importance to the question of 
religious education for their children; 
I had the conviction, and I entertain­
ed it sincerely, that it would be a 
cause of deep resentment on the part 
of the great body of Roman Catholics

House of Commons. The debate up­
on the speech from the throne 
was opened but was not com­
pleted. The first speakers were, as us­
ual, two new members on the Govern­
ment side, and then speeches were 
made by Sir Charles Tupper and the 
Prime Minister. These were of more 
than ordinary interest by reason of 
the unusual circumstances surround­
ing the occasion, Sir Charles is in the 
saddle as leader of the Opposition, 
and leading his serried forces with 
good temper thus far. Yesterday he 
was moderate of speech, and not more 
bitter than the license allowed to the 
defeated side. Much of his time was 
devoted to establishing his conten­
tion that the people of the country 
had declared against the new Gov­
ernment on all the most important 
Issues between the parties. Dealing 
with the school question, he frank­
ly admitted that he had been disap­
pointed in Quebec. As for tariff re­
vision, he urged the Government to 
announce at this present session its 
policy, and not to keep the business 
interests and manufacturing Indus­
tries in a disastrous state of uncer­
tainty.

Mr. Laurier was -in splendid fighting 
form and made a capital three-quarter 
hour reply to the two-hour attack of 
Sir Charles Tupper. He dismissed Sir 
Charles’ calculation as to majority 
and minority by saying that the result 
was plain -to toe seen. He held the 
same language on -the school question 
that he has spoken at other times. 
He hopes to see the question settled 
before next session to the satisfaction 
of all reasonable men—the extreme 
men who would be willing to cut 
their pound of flesh out of the dead 
body of their country he did not hope 
to satisfy. It was not justice that 
they wanted, but revenge. He prom­
ised that the tariff would be dealt 
with with prudence and care after 
full investigation had been made into 
all the interests concerned. During 
Mr. (Laurier’s speech the statement 
was drawn from Sir Charles Tupper 
that he had never authorized Mr. 
Taylor or anybody else to say that 
remedial legislation was no longer -a 
part of the Conservative platform. To 
this Mr. Laurier’s retort was apropos, 
that the next day would be polling 
day in North Bruce, and it was a 
pity Sir Charles had not made that 
denial eight days ago. Mr. Foster 
moved the adjournment of the de­
bate at 10:30 o’clock. It is not known 
how long it will be prolonged. The 
Opposition policy in the matter may 
be influenced hv Mu» result of the el­
ections.

MOVING THE ADDRESS.
When Mr. Mclnnes arose to move 

the address there was an outburst of 
applause from the Government side of 
the House. Before entering upon the 
discussion of the matters alluded to in 
the speech from the throne, he ack­
nowledged the compliment paid to 
British Columbia by the GovernmeraJ: 
in selecting a representative of that 
Province to take part In the proceed­
ings of this Parliament. This was 
the first occasion on which this honor 
had been done his Province. He re­
garded this as a circumstance show­
ing that at last there was a Govern­
ment in power which recognized the 
importance of British Columbia and 
was prepared to pursue a policy of 
generous treatment towards It—treat­
ment that had not been accorded -the 
province In the past. The speaker 
■aid the late Government’s trade pol­
icy bed produced stagnation tn the
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tlbn as expounded by the highest 
tribunal in the empire. I find that 
there has not been that deep Import­
ance attached to -this question by a 
very large number of that denomina­
tion that I had previously supposed to 
be attached to it. I made that admis­
sion frankly to the House, and I can­
not but feel that it is not unlikely 
that it will be much more difficult in 
the future to induce gentlemen to 
sacrifice their own judgment—(Liber­
al bear, hears)—to some extent, and 
the feelings of their constituents to 
some extent, to maintain a policy 
that, when subjected to the test of 
actual experience.ls not found to have 
the Importance attached to it that It 
was believed it should have.”

Sir Charles criticized the Govern­
ment for having resorted to the use 
of Governor-General’s warrant® to 
meet the cost of the -public services. 
He also condemned Mr. Laurier for his 
views on international relations, as I 
published in a Chicago paper. All the I 
evidences of trade showed that Can­
ada was emerging from the period of 
depression. This tariff uncertainty 
threatened to destroy confidence and 
retard the investment of capital in 
Canadian interests. He implored the 
Government to -let the interests know 
what their fate would be. Mr. Lau­
rier had declared that he would take 
off the duties on coal and Iron. These 
interests wanted t-o know, • andi for 
want of knowing could not make their 
arrangements nine months ahead. So 
with the great manufacturing indus­
tries: they did not know what to ex­
pect or fear, and they had a right to 
call upon the Government to be re­
lieved from the suspense. He con­
cluded with an expression of the hope 
that the leader of the Government had 
done with all his rhodomontado about 
free trade, and that his conversion to 
the late Government’s policy would 
be an enduring- one. (Applause.)

THE PREMIER.
Mr. Laurier rose, amid the loud ap­

plause of his friends. He said ,he had 
no fault to find with the speech to 
which they -had just listened. -Nor was 
it his intention to offer many com­
ments with regard to it. It was, on 
the whole, moderate in its spirit, and If 
the source from which it came were 
considered, they must consider it very 
moderate indeed. If there was some 
bitterness in its latter part it need 
not be criticized. They could under­
stand the feelings of a gentleman, 
who. giving up a high office in the 
service of his country for the hon­
orable ambition of reuniting his party, 
like Caesar, came and saw, buj: un­
like Caesar, did not conquer. (Laugh­
ter.) Mr. Laurier ridiculed Sir Charles’ 
contention that the Conservatives poll­
ed 19,000 more votes than their oppon­
ents. He said: “I refuse to go very

Canadian territory upon which United 
States money might by some interna­
tional co-operation be expended. Mr. 
Laurier, amid the applause of his fol­
lowers, declared that he had in that 
interview nothing to take back. Re­

ferring to the treatment of the Am­
erican fishermen by the late Govern­
ment, he again got back at Sir Charles 
by quoting him as declaring that it 
had brought the relations of the two 
countries in 1886-87 and 1887 to the 
verge of commercial war. This state­
ment Sir Charles had made in the 
session of 1888.

THE TARIFF QUESTION. 1
Touching the tariff, Mr. Daurier 

said: “It is a matter of extreme sor­
row to me, and of sorrow to my col­
leagues as well, that it is not possible 
for us at this moment to bring in a 
measure of tariff reform which we 
would like to do. But there is an ob­
vious reason for it.

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Jingo Attacks on Mr. Laurier.

The Toronto World Is authority lor 
the statement that a concerted at­
tack upon the Liberal Administration 
at Ottawa will be based upon Mr. 
Laurier’s Interview with a representa­
tive of the Chicago Record, In which, 
In reply to the clever interviewer, he 
expressed himself as favorable, in a 
general way, to common ownership of 
canals, reciprocity of trade, and ex­
change of fishing privileges. This, ac­
cording to the World, is regarded as a 
step in the direction of annexation, 
and the Judgment of the House will at 
an early opportunity be challenged on 
the policy thus enunciated. In the 
Interview referred to, to adopt the 
compact summary of the Monetary 
Vîmes, Mr. Laurier Is represented as 
expressing his strong desire for the 
good-will of the United States, and for 
a reciprocity treaty with that country. 
Commenting on the phenomenal 
growth of the commerce of the great 
lakes, and especially upon the numer­
ous 3,000 and 4,000 ton steel steamers, 
drawing 15 to 17 feet of water, built 
of recent years for Inland traffic, Mr. 
Laurier perceives that the day of small 
sailing ships or wooden steamers in 
these waters is past. He enlarges up­
on the very gretat benefits that would 
be conferred upon the farmers of the 
Western and Northwestern Spates, no 
less than upon the farmers of the Can­
adian Northwest, If these great steam­
ers could load at Port Arthur and Du­
luth and carry produce without break­
ing bulk, as they have to do now at 
the Welland Canal, and again at Pres­
cott, right through to Ogdensburg, 
Kingston, Oswego, Montreal or Que­
bec, and carry back merchandise and 
manufactures for the western settlers 
at cheap rates. And while considering 
that a 21-foot channel from Lake 
Michigan to the sea would reduce the 
cost of what the farmer hias to buy 
from the Eastern States and give him 
lower transportation rates for what he 
has to sell, he indulges the supposition 
that a reduced rate on the lakes and 
the St Lawrence water route would 
oblige Canadian and United States 
railroads to meet it with equally low 
rates to and from the seaboard dur­
ing the season of navigation, so that 
the farmer far inland from the route 
would experience equally the good ef­
fects. Referring to the international 
commission appointed to consider deep 
waterways, he expresses the hope “that 
a perfectly feasible scheme will short­
ly be reported—a scheme that will en­
able the United States to participate 
in the work and exercise a joint con­
trol without in an.y way compromising 
the sovereignty of Canada over its 
own territory. It should be a purely 
business arrangement, with nothing 
political about it.”

The foregoing is a fair summary of 
Mr. Laurier’s Interview with the Chi­
cago Record's reporter. Mr. Laurier 
has always had a friendly side for the 
representatives of the newspapers, 
partly owing to the fact that in thé 
earlier stages of his career his pen 
was devoted to the service of the press. 
There was no reason in the world why 
Mr. Laurier should not have frankly 
expressed his individual views on 
these subjects. When one considers 
the overwhelming Importance of good­
will among all branches of the English- 
speaking people, it was an act of 
statesmanship on the part of Mr. Lau­
rier to take advantage of the wide and 
influential circulation of a great United 
States newspaper to extend the olive 
branch to our neighbors in the terms 
in which it was extended. The effect 
cannot be other than advantag­
eous. The time when Lord Salisbury, 
Prime Minister of Great Britain, goes 
out of his way to address words of 
friendliness and conciliation to the 
United States in connection with the 
Venezuelan difficulty, and the time 
when the Chief Justice of England, 
Lord Russell, has thought it worth 
while to cross the Atlantic on invita­
tion to deliver a powerful address at 
Saratoga in favor of International Ar­
bitration, is the very flme for the 
Premier of the Dominion of Canada 
to assist In the laudable work of pro­
moting friendliness between kindred 
peoples. If the gentlemen of the 
Dominion Opposition think to make 
any capital at this time of day by the 
silly jingo attacks on Mr. Laurier, 
threatened by the World, we hope they 
may proceed at once with their at­
tacks. Mr. Laurier has committed 
himself to no plans and to no legisla­
tion. His unofficial words are merely 
words of friendliness, which will 
awaken responsive echoes In the hearts 
of all patriotic and sensible Canadians, 
even though the various ideals sug­
gested may not be capable of realiza­
tion in their entirety. Instead of re­
ceding before any attacks of Jingoism 
•uch as are threatened, we would 
strongly advise Mr. Laurier to stand 
to his guns, and, if necessary, double- 
shot them.

The Elections Today.
Today polling 1» In progress In 

North Grey and Sunbury and Queen’s,
N. B. In the former constituency, 
Hon. Wm. Paterson Is asking for re- 
election on his taking office as Min­
ister of Trade and Commerce. North 
Grey was gerrymandered to be a safe 
Conservative constituency. With two 
exceptions ft has always returned Con­
servatives, and Mr. John Clark, who 
was elected by a majority of 32, owed 
his return to .the personal vote of 
Conservatives in his own township of 
KeppeL These facts have all been 
dinned Into the ears of the electors, 
who have been further told that the 
Conservative party has dropped Its 
remedial bill policy—that they no long­
er contend that the constitution re­
quires Manitoba to be forced to es­
tablished separate schools, the people 
having voted against that contention! 
Of course, the fact that whereas there 
were over 40 per cent of the electorate 
in the Dominion contest Catholics, 
whereas only 6 per cent of the North 
Grey electors are of that faith, had 
nothing to do with this phe­
nomenal flop and desertion of 
the principle which Sir Charles 
Tupper called the skies to 
witness he would die for. The 
fact remains that Mr. Paterson, in 
seeking election in this Conservative 
constituency exhibited a courage 
which deserves to be rewarded. If 
elected, the result will be a tribute 
to his personal popularity, and a 
Government triumph each as has not 
been recorded in Canada for many a 
day. If the Minister Is', defeated, it 
will be no disgrace to him or to his as­
sociées, for he could scarcely hope to 
rescue the seat under such conditions, 
and with so able and popular an op­
ponent of Mr. McLaughlin,

Our advices from New Brunswick 
are that Hon. Mr. Blair will be elected 
by a good majority, despite the hercu­
lean» efforts of Hon. Mr. Foster, ex- 
Finamce Minister. Mr. Blair has 
fought a manly fight. Learning that 
hitherto the employes of the (Govern­
ment railways,of which he is the head, 
had hitherto been coerced at each re­
curring election by Conservative boss 
influence, Mr. Blair took occasion, at 
Fredericton Junction, to say that they 
are now freemen—that under Liberal 
rule they can vote as they like. Said 
the Minister;

“He would promise them that the 
Liberals were not going to resort to 
the same means that had character­
ized t'he late Administration. They 
were not going to put the control of 
the ballot boxes in the hands of their 
own nominees and they were not go­
ing to use the railway system of 
Canada as a means of corrupting the 
voters of the country. Another 
thing they were not going to do, and 
he, as Minister of Railways, would 
not remain in office one hour if it 
were done—they were not going to 
say to the thousands of men employ­
ed on the Government railways: You 
'have got to vote for the Government 
or lose your positions. He wanted 
it known that the Government was 
going to give its employee the free 
exercise of their franchise. He re­
gretted to say that that had not been 
done in the past, and evidence of the 
truth of this statement was shown in 
the county of Westmoreland in the 
late election. Hundreds of men in the 
employ of the Government 'had not 
been allowed to say that their souls 
were their own; but those days have 
gone past. So long as employes do 
not make themselves offensive they 
shall be allowed to vote as their Judg­
ment dictates.”

As there are under the supervision 
of Mr. Blair, Minister of Railways, 
some 8,000 persons, this declaration 
means a great deal. Numbers of 
these men are voters in the constitu­
ency which Mr. Blair seeks to repre­
sent, and some have expressed them­
selves ready to vote for him on the 
sole ground that he treats them like 
men, not as vassals. In the long run, 
no politician loses by conduct of this 
description. The people are prompt to 
distinguish between the statesman 
and the place hunter.

The London Advertiser remarks: "It 
must cause men like Hon. George W.

Dr. Gallagher, the Irish-American, 
who, with Daly, Whitehead and 
others, convicted as dynamiters, has 
been confined in Portland Prison, will 
be released in the course of the next 
ten days, and will sail for the United 
States without delay.

AGITATION IN SPAIN. 
Barcelona, Spain, Aug. 25.—A man­

ifesto has been scattered broadcast 
urging the troops now under orders 
to reinforce- the Spanish army In 
Cuba to refuse to embark, telling them 
to resist all attempts to compel them 
to leave Spain with force.

The people also are urged to rebel 
against the C-overnment, thus pre­
venting the departure of the soldiers.

Several arrests have been made, 
and the Government has taken extra 
precautions to insure the departure 
of the troops os planned and to sup­
press the threatened disorder.

MANY ALPINE ACCIDENTS. 
London, Aug. 25.—A great number of 

Alpine accidents have occurred this 
season. Hardly a week has passed 
without several involving loss of life.

A Munich tourist was killed this 
week while climbing the Predigtstuhl,
In the Tyrol. He fell into a crevice 
a thousand feet deep. The Predigt­
stuhl has only been ascended six 
times and this number involved two 
fatal accidents.

Another tourist, from Gera, was 
killed while ascending the Mittags- 
pitze, and two Grenoble tourists were 
killed while climbing the Melje, In the 
Italian Alps.

ON TO DONGOLA.
London, Aug. 25.—Reports from 

Cairo indicate that the preparations 
for the general advance on Dongola 
are nearly completed. A heavily- 
armed gunboat, forwarded In sections, 
has arrived at the advance post of 
Kosheh, and was launched Thurs­
day. Two other gu.nboats are on their 
way there in sections, and with seven 
smaller gunboats and three stern- 
wheelers. which are now navigating 
the . Semneh cataracts below Kosheh, 
and 200 sailboats to convey the ex­
pedition to Dongola, the start is ex­
pected to take place on Sept. 5, and 
it is anticipated that the troops will 
reach Dongola on Oct. 12. The gun­
boats will clear the way and bombard 
Dongola.

PLAN OF SETTLEMENT. 
London, Aug. 25.—The proposals 

of the powers for the government of 
Crete are as follows:

1. The nomination of a Christian 
governor of Crete, who shell serve 
for a term of five years under a guar­
antee from the powers.

2. Economic autonomy, with the 
payment of a tribute to the Sultan.

3. The reorganization of the gen­
darmerie by European officers.

4. The Independence of the judiciary 
of Crete by the creation of a high 
court at Canea.

The Sultan is said to concur in the 
first three proposals, but objects to 
the fourth.

The terms of the proposal were also 
submitted on Friday to the Christian 
deputies of Crete by the foreign con 
suis at Canea, and a majority of 
the deputies have signified their ad 
berenoe to its conditions.

AN ANGLO-RUSSIAN “DIVVY.* 
London, Aug. 25.—The Daily Mail pub­

lishes an interview with an anonymous 
Russian statesman, in which the latter is 
quoted as suggesting that Great Britain will 
co-operate with Russia to re-organize China, 
Russia taking the benefits accruing in the 
northern half and Great Britain in the 
southern half, by means of a great China 
company, which would form the nucleus of 
a future government as in the case of India. 
The statesman interviewed regards the 
Franco-Russo alliance as being without real 
strength, and the love for it all on the side 
of France, which Russia is utilizing as 
means of borrowing money. Russia, he 
adds, would much prefer England as an ally 
in the east. He speaks of Li Hung Chang’s 
tour as the endeavor of China to escape 
from her Russian creditor, and pictures 
Europe as vying in servility towards Li 
Hung Chang, whose powers and position,

natives of Matabeleland, which they 
determined to resist to the death.

Bari Gray, who was appointed to 
administer the affairs within the juris­
diction of the British South Africa 
Company, believes that the surrender 
of the natives was practically uncon­
ditional. The Matabele chiefs prom­
ised not to fight the English forces 
provided Mr. Cecil Rhodes would agree 
to remain in the country and care for 
them. They also asked for the re­
moval of a prominent Government of­
ficial of whose conduct they complain­
ed bitterly. Mr. Cecil Rhodes replied, 
telling them that the official referred 
to had already left the Government 
sq flee. He then asked the chiefs 
whether they were for peace or for 
war. Sekombo, the leading chief, laid 
his gun and assegai before Mr. 
Rhodes, and signified that they were 
in favor of peace. Mr. Cecil Rhodes 
promised to spare their lives, but said 
that the surrender must be uncondi­
tional.

Never on a More Substantial Basis Than 
Now.

Cleveland, O., Aug. 25.—Great inter­
est is manifested in the eighteenth bi­
ennial session of the Supreme Lodge 
and National Encampment of Knights 
of Pythias. Supreme Chancellor Wal­
ter T. Ritchie, in his report, says:

The Catholic question has in some of 
the domains materially affected us. We 
have lost some for another reason. In. | 
a great many of the domains the j 
lodges have set about the weeding-out 
process and are permitting members 
who have proved undesirable to quiet­
ly drop out. In addition to this, it 
may be said, in many grand domains 
the provision of the old constitution 
as to arrearages working a suspension 
was disregarded; but the mandatory 
provision of the supreme statutes has 
resulted in the lodges complying 
therewith 'and has very materially 
added to the suspensions, as there 
were many members whose names had 
simply been left on the books for 
years after being In arrears.

During the two years ending Dec. 31, 
1895, the suspensions, practically all 
being for non-payment of dues, am­
ounted to 82,444. The receipts from all 
sources were: For the fiscal year end­
ing March 31, 1895, $8,788 05; ending 
March 31, 1896. $10,197 03. The revenues 
have been sufficient to meet the cur­
rent expenses.

The increase in new divisions for the 
two years ending March 31, 1896, has 
been 104.. Since March 31, 1896, and up 
•to and including July 2-8, there have 
been received 23 applications for addi­
tional divisions which have been ap­
proved, and those divisions will soon 
be instituted.

The report of R. L. C. White, su­
preme keeper of records and seals, 
showed that in 1864 there were three 
subordinate lodges and 78 members, 
and in 1896, 6,504 subordinate lodges 
and 464,339 members.

THE ADVANCE TN CHEESE.
Montreal Trade Bulletin.

The recent advance in the price of 
cheese, in our opinion, has been due 
mainly to the fact that English buy­
ers have at last begun to appre­
ciate the significance of the shortage 
4n their own make. No report of de­
creased production on this side of 
the Atlantic would have the slightest 
effect on the other side, for, as a rule, 
the shorter the make reported in Can­
ada, the larger has it turned out in 
reality. .Nothing less, therefore, than 
the realization of the fact under their 
own noses has convinced them that 
they have now to face a short .make 
of English cheese, and should it turn 
out that the fall production in Can­
ada is below the average, the recent 
advance. in values may not only be 
maintained, but materially enhanced. 
After all 8 l-4c to 8 l-2e for 
latter part of July and early 
August goods cannot 'be called 
high; and we sincerely hope, for the 
sake of Canadian as well as. English 
makers, that prices may go to 9c and 
10c. Consumers have had things too 
much their own way for a long time 
past, and it is about time a happy 
average were struck. If providence 
would kindly prolong the drought In 
England into September and October, 
we should no doubt experience a much 
healthier trade, and consumers would 
be little lf any the worse for it. We 
believe in drought and other natural 
causes as a cure for, and corrective 
of, over production; but the trouble 
is they are not severe enough to 
create a general revival of business. 
It is true the price of Cheese has ad­
vanced of late from 34s 6d to 41s 6d 
in Liverpool, and at the advance there 
has been a much more active inquiry; 
but what is wanted is a still further 
rise, as a result of protracted dry 
weather in England. It would be good 
for all. It must be admitted that the 
price of cheese has been abnormally 
low, and as a natural result trade has 
been correspondingly dull and de­
pressed.

Studying for Grand Opera.

Olivia Susan Clemens, eldest daugh­
ter of -Samuel L. Clemens (Mark 
Twain), who died 'last week at her 
father's home on Farmington avenue, 
Hartford, Conn., was a graduate of 
Bryn Mawr College, and was 24 years 
old. After graduation Miss Clemens 
went to Paris -and studied vocal music 
under Mme. Marchesie, who pronounc­
ed her soprano voice of great promise. 
Miss Clemens was studying for grand 
opera, and it was her ambition to com­
plete her education and take such a 
position in the musical world as to 
recoup -her father’s fortune. It nearly 
prostrated her when ill-health com­
pelled her to abandon her music. She 
returned to America last year, and 
while her parents and sisters Clara 
and Jean were on Mr. Clemens’ lectur­
ing tour she was trying to regain her 
health at Hartford. She would have 
joined the family in England, but was 
unable to stand the journey. Miss 
Clemens’ illness developed into menin­
gitis, which caused her death. The 
burial was at Elmira, iN. Y.

• Washington, D. C„ Aug. 25. — 
While the reapers are busy in many 
parta of the land, and the harvests 
are being gathered, the scene brought 
before us in this subject is especially 
appropriate. The text Is H. Kings, 
iv., 18, 19, 80: "And when the child 
was grown, It fell on a day that he 
went out to his father to the reap­
ers. And he said unto Ms father. My 
head, my head! And he yald tt> a lad, 
Carry him to his mother. And when 
he had taken him, and brought him 
to his mother, he sat on her knees 
till inoon, and then died.”

There Is at least one happy home 
In Shunem. To the luxuriance and 
splendor of a great house had been 
given the advent of a child. Even 
when the Angel of Life brings a new 
soul to the -poor man’s hut, a star of 
joy shines over the manger. Infancy, 
with its helplessness and innocence, 
had passed away. Days of boyhood 
had come—days of laughter and 
frolic, days of sunshine and promise, 
days of strange questions and curios­
ity and quick development. One day 
there -is the shout of . reapers 
heard afield. A -boy’s heart always 
-bounds at the sound of sickle or 
scythe. No sooner have the harvest­
ers cut a swath across the field tlhan 
the lad joins -them, and the swarthy 
reapers feel young again as they 
look down at that lad, as bright and 
beautiful as was Ruth in the harvest 
fields of Bethlehem gleaning after 
the reapers. But the sun was too 
hot for him. Congestion of the brain 
seized on him. In the ^nstant of con­
sciousness he put his hands 
against his temples, and cries 
out: ‘'My head! my head!"
And the father said: “Carry him to 
his mother,’’ just as any father would 
have said; for our hand is too rough, 
and our voice is too harsh, and our 
foot is too loud to doctor a sick child, 
if -there be in our home a gentler 
voice and a gentler hand and a stiller 
footstep. But all of no avail. While 
the reapers of Shunem were busy in 
the field, there came a stronger reap­
er that way, with keener scythe and 
for a richer harvest. He reaped only 
one sheaf, but O, what a golden sheaf 
was that! I do not want to know 
any more about that heart-breaking 
scene than what I see in just this 
one pathetic sentence: “He sat on 
her knees till noom, and then died. 
Though hundreds of years have 
passed away since that boy skipped 
to the harvest field and then was 
brought home and died on -his moth­
er’s lap, the story -still thrills us. -In­
deed, childhood has a charm always 
and everywhere. The morning comes 
out of the gates of the east, throw­
ing its silver on the lake and its gold 
on the towers and its -fire on the 
cloud; but it is not so bright and 
beautiful as the morning of life! 
There is no light like that which is 
kindled in a child's eye, no color -like 
that which blooms on a child’s cheek, 
no music like the sound of a child’s 
voice. O, what a dull, stale, mean 
world this would be without the 
sportfulness of children. When I 
find people that do not like children 
I immediately doubt their moral and 
Christian character. But when the 
grace of God comes upon a child, 
how unspeakably attractive. When 
Samuel begins to pray, and Timothy 
begins to read the Scriptures, and 
Joseph shows himself invulnerable to 
temptation—'how beautiful the scene!
I scout the idea that good 
children always die. Samuel, the pious 
boy, became 'Samuel, the great pro­
phet. Christian Timothy became a 
minister at Ephesus. Young Daniel, 
consecrated to God, became Prime 
Minister of all the realm, and there 
are hundreds -in the schools and fam­
ilies of the country today who are to 
be foremost among the Christians and 
the philanthropists and the reform­
ers of the next century. The grace 
of God never kills anyone. A child 
will be more apt to grow up with re­
ligion than it will be apt to grow up 
without it. Length of days is prom­
ised to the righteous. The religion of 
Christ does not cramp the chest or 
curve the spine or weaken the nerves. 
There are no malarias floating up 
from the -river of life. The religion 
of Christ throws over the -heart and 
life of a child a -supernal beauty. 
“Her ways are ways of righteousness, 
and all her paths are peace.”

I pass on to consider the suscepti­
bility of childhood. Men pride them­
selves on their unchangeabil-ity. It is 
Charged to frailty or fraud when a 
man changes his sentiments in poli­
tics or in religion, and it is this de­
termination of soul that so often 
drives back the Gospel from a man’s 
heart. But childhood; how susceptible 
to example and to instruction! You are 
not surprised at -the record: "Abra­
ham begat Isaac, and Isaac begat 
Jacob’’; for when religion starts in a 
family It is apt to go all through. 
Jezebel, a murderess, you are not sur­
prised to find her son Jehoram at­
tempting assassination. The musician 
touches -the keys, and the response of 
those keys is away off amid the pipes 
and the chords, and you wonder at 
the distance between the key and the 
chord. And so it is In life; if you 
touch a child, -the results w-111 come 
back from manhood or old age, 
telling just the same tune played, 
whether the dirge of a great sorrow, 
or the anthem of a great joy. The 
home and the school decide the re­
public or the despotism; the bar­
barism or the civilization; the up­
building of an empire, or the over­
throwing of it. Higher than Parlia­
ment or Congress are the school and 
the family, and the sound of a child’s 
foot may mean more than the tramp 
of a host. What, then, are you doing 
for -the purpose of bringing your chil­
dren into the kingdom of God?

I pass on to consider the power 
which children wield over the parental 
heart. You no more educate them 
than they educate you. With their 
little (hands they have caught hold 
of your entire nature and you cannot 
wrench yourself away from their 
grasp. You are different mem and 
women from what you were -Before 
they gave you the first lesson. They 
have revolutionized your soul. There 
are fountains of Joy in your -heart 
which never would have been dis­
covered had they not discovered them. 
Life Is to- you a more stupendous 
tMng than it was before those little 
feet started on the pathway to etern­
ity. Oh, how many hopes, how many 
joys, how -many solicitudes that lit­
tle one has created in your soul. You 
go to school every day—a school of 
self-dental, a school of patience. In 
which you are getting wiser day by 
day; and that Influence of the child

from tee very throne of God they will 
reach down an influence to your eoul, 
leading you on and leading you up 
until you mingle with their voices and 
sit bèslde their thrones. The grasp 
which the child has over the parent’s 
heart to seen to wMt the parent will 
do ’tor the child. Storm and dark­
ness and heat and cold are nothing 
to you if they stand between you and 
your child’s welfare. What stream 
will you not swim, what cavern will 
you not enter, what battle will you 
not fight, what hunger will you not 
endure for your children? And, oh, 
when the last sickness comes, how 
you fight back the march of disease, 
and it is only after a tremendous 
struggle that you surrender. And 
w hen the great spirit has fled, the 
great deep is broken up, and Rachel 
will not be comforted because her 
children are not, arid David gees up 
the palace stairs, crying: "Oh, Ab­
salom, my son, my son, would God I 
had died for thee, Oh, Absalom, my 
son, my son.”1-

There is not a large family, or 
hardly a large family that has not 
been over such a treasure and lost 
it. In the family fold is there no 
dead lamb? I have seen -many such 
cases of sorrow. There is one pre­
eminent in my memory as pastor— 
Scoville Haynes McCollum. The story 
of his death has brought hundreds 
unto God. He belonged to my parish 
in the West. A thorough boy, 9 or 10 
years of age. Nothing morbid, noth­
ing dull about him. His Voice the 
loudest and his foot the swiftest on 
the playground. And yet he was a 
Christian, consecrated to' God, keep­
ing his commandments. That is the 
kind of childish piety I 'believe in. 
"When the days of sickness came sud­
denly -and he was told-that he could 
not get well, he said: "Jesus alone can 
save me. Jesus will save me. He 
has saved me. Don’t cry, -mamma. I 
shall go right straight up to heaven." 
And then they gave him a glass of 
water to cool his hot Lips, and he said: 
"Mamma, I shall take a draught from 
the water of life after a while, of 
which if One drink, he shall never 
get thirsty again. I lay myself at 
Jesus’ feet, and I want him to do 
just what he thinks best to do with 
me." In those days, "Rest for the 
Weary" was a new hymn, and he 
had learned it; a-nd in a perfect ecs­
tasy of soul, in his last hour, he cried 
out:

Fifty Bushels of Oats to the Acre in 
Kill tyre.
