“At the moment of the success of the
offensive operations on the Macedonian
front, I wish to express to you my
entire satisraction with the brilliant
conduct which has marked the Greek
participation in the battle. I wish
particularly to mention a division which
attacked west of Lake Doiran over
ground that was very difficult. It cov-
ered itself with new glory, and carried
positions which were extremely formid-
able and sharply defended, capturing a
large number of prisoners.

“Certain of the Greek units have add-
ed materially to the magnitude of the
victory, One of these, the recently-
arrived 35th Regiment of Infantry,
united with the French in capturing the
important massif of Preslip and the
village of Zborosko. All of the Greek
troops engaged have rivaled in endur-
ance and spirit, and all have won new

HAIG’'S FORCES ENTER NORTHERN
SUBURBS OF CAMBRAI TOWN

London, Sept. 30.—British, American and Australian forces
pushed forward last night on the front between Bellicourt and Gon
nelieu, in the face of the severest opposition, Field Marshal Haig
announced today.

Four thousand prisoners were taken by the Allies yesterday
to the north of St. Quentin, and forty guns were captured there.

British forces have entered the northern suburbs of Cambrai.

On the front northwest of Le Catelet, German counter-attacks
pressed the British back to the outskirts of Villers-Guislain, while
to the southwest of Le Catelet similar pressure sent Field Marshal
Haig’s troops back to the edge of the village of Bony

Th text of the statement reads

“‘In the operations yesterday north of St, Quentin the Midland
Division alone took 4,000 prisoners and forty guns

‘‘Between Bellicourt and Gonnelieu, the enemy yesterday was
obstinate. American, Australian and English troops had heavy
fighting until the late evening. In spite of the strong opposition
they gained ground and took many prisoners.

“Heavy fighting also occurred yesterday afternoon on the left
of the battlefront. Our advanced troops, who had taken Aubenchul-
au-Bac and had entered Arleux, were compelled to withdraw from
these villages.

“West and northwest of Cambrai the enemy was unable to
prevent the progress of our troops, whose advanced detachments
reached the junction of the Arras-Cambrai and Bapaume-Cambrai
roads and entered the northern suburbs of the town.

““Heavy losses were inflicted upon the enemy in the repulse of
determined counter-attacks launched in this sector.

“‘Heavy rain has fallen during the night and the weather is

still stormy.”’

VIOLENT GERMAN COUNTER-ATTACKS
TO TAKE HILL 88 ARE REPULSED

Paris, Sept. 30.—French troops in the Champagne
their attack at daybreak today, the war office announces. The
Germans violently counter-attacked last night south of St Quentin.
in the Urvillers region, in an attempt to recapture Hill 88. All
these efforts were broken up by the French defence.

The text of the statement reads:

“In th course of the night the Germans delivered a violent,
counter-attack in the region of Urvillers, south of St. Quentin. All
their attempts to capture Hill 88 were broken up by the French
fire,

‘“‘Rather violent artillery fighting oceurred between the Ailette
and the Aisne.

““In the Champagne there was no infantry
night. The battle began again at daybreak.’’

BELGIANS AND BRITISH TAKE
MESSINES-WYTSCHAETE RIDGE

Havre, Sunday, Sept. 29.—The Belgian and British armies de-
feated the Germans today in heavy fighting on the Flanders ridge
and on the Messines-Wytschaete position, according to the official
statement issued by the Belgian war office tonight.

The Messines-Wytschaete ridge has been occupied and the
Germans have been defeated in efforts to defend the approaches
by the River Lys.

The British and Belgian troops on Saturday and Sunday
took more than 9,000 prisoners. They also captured more than
200 guns, some of a heavy calibre, as well as a very considerable

But such a league, powerful as
it may be, cannot stop war altogether, |
so long as there is a great power
which will not be bound by the laws
of nations, and will not respect the
sanctity of treaties, and such a power
is the power of Germany as she i3 at
the very moment.”

Labor and Capital.

A true democracy was the gospel
which the Liberal leader preached in
conjunction with the relation of indi-
viduals. Labor and capital, he declared,
must learn to walk hand in hand,
cause each was indispensable to
other.

“I have to say,” he declared frankly,
“that up to the present between the
working classes and other classes of
the community there have been more
clashes than union. There should be
more harmony. If the relations between
capital and labor have not been as cor-
dial as they should be. I blame capital
more than I blame labor. Reforms have
been won, it may be said, from a re-
sisting capital. It may be said that
they Were hard to win.”

Use of Violent Means.

“On the other hand, speaking as free
men to free men, too often violent
have been the methods used to secure
these reforms. You may say that the
ends could not have been securing sav-
ing by violence; but I do not turn my
eves to the dark past. I turn my eyes
upon the dawn which, I think, I see
already reddening the hills. Capital
and labor must walk hand in hand.
They are indispensable to one another.
We are working for democracy, and
democracy means peace and harmony
between man and man. -

The day upon which I could close my
eyes with delight would be the day
when I could see a league of nations,
consisting of France, my native land,
of Great Britain, whence I have drawn
my inspiration throughout my political
life, of Italy and of the American re-
public, which has been the beacon of
democracy, whose flame has always
risen *high to heaven. That would in-
deed be a day on which to rejoice. It
would be an example not for the na-
tions only, but for individuals, that is
the ideal I hold up to my fellow-coun-
trymen.”

PLAIN TALK FROM THE PRESIDENT.

OLLOWING rapidly upon his rejection of

Austria’s invitation to a conference, Presi-

dent Wilson has struck another hard blow

at the central powers’ peace offensive. There can

be no misunderstanding of the following state-

ment made to a gathering of Liberty Loan work-
ers at New York:

‘““Peace is not a question,’’ deeclared the
president, ‘‘of coming to terms, for we cannot
come to terms with them, as theyv have made
it impossible.

‘‘Peace must be guaranteed, for there
would be parties to the peace whose promises
have proved untrustworthy, and means must
he found in eonnection with the peace settle-
ment to remove that source of insecurity.

““‘It would be folly to leave the guarantee
to the subsequent voluntary action of the
governments we have seen destroy Russia and
deceive Rumania.’’

These words should demolish Berlin’s hopes
of a bargain-counter peace. The president makes
it clear—and he speaks as much for the entire
Entente as for the United States—that the Allied
nations do not consider that the central powers |
have a case. Therefore there can be no barter- |
ing, no compromise, no give-and-take. There is
but one issue, the making of the world safe from a
repetition of the present catastrophe, and the
record of the central powers absolutely cuts them
off from any terms save such as the Allies ehoose |
to inflict. There is a fine frankness about the|
president’s words. He tells the enemy baldly he |
cannot be trusted to earry out any engagement
or pact. The ‘‘serap of paper’’ policy of Germany |
nas definitely placed her apart from decent, hon-

The president insists that guarantees will|
have to be supplied to insure the security of peace ]
when a settlement is reached, but just what he|
would conmsider a guarantee that the = central |
powers would not resume their plottings is not |
stated. It may be that Mr. Wilson had in mind a |
promise to carry out just peace conditions signed
by a body of Germans truly representative of the
masses of the people. Once before he put this
forward as an essential part of a peace settlement,
but since that time the masses of the German
people have repeatedly approved the deceit and
ruthlessness practiced by their leaders. It is
more than likely that the president now realizes
that the only way in which the Germans can be
prevented from making a fresh attempt at world
domination is to take from them their military
power. With his armies permanently demobilized,

his navies taken over by a league of nations and
the Krupp plants razed or given over to industrial
purposes, the Prussian will be impotent. This
with some degree of economic control is the only
guarantee that is worth considering. It is the
one certain security against the further slaying
and enslaving of nations. Mr., Wilson is simply
repeating what he and the other Entente leaders
have safd distinetly and frequently—that Prussia
must be treated as we treat a madman, placed in
a position where it is impossible to do further
mischief. If there are any sane, reasonable men
left amongst the rulers of Germany Mr. Wilson’s
latest word should show them the futility of their
peace drive,

subject. The idea is to convey to The Advertiser
a rebuke for having printed an appeal for the
wives and families of two men who were recently
sentenced to terms in prison, and whose absence
from their homes as breadwinners means the cut-
ting off of whatever those men had been earning.
In making this appeal The Advertiser used the
phrase ‘‘blind justice’’ and told an oft-repeated
story of wives and families being made to suffer
because of the offenses of their husbands and
fathers. There was no criticism of the sentence,
no argument that it was not a fair and just sent-
ence, no defence set up for the men who had been
found guilty. It was not with the idea of bring-
ing the judgment of the magistrate into question,
but simply an effort to enlist public interest in
the case of the women and children, who told
their stories to a reporter in such a manner as to
convince him that they were in real want.

““While we live let us enjoy life,”” to quote
our friend. ‘‘Live and let.live’’ might have been
as appropriate a pseudonym. Certainly these
people did not find it easy to ask help from the
publie, but it would have been a cold, long day for
them had they waited for organized charity to
reach them, because organized charity usually
waits to be sent for. As for ‘‘hard-hearted Lon-
doners’’ the experience of newspapers is that a
worthy case is never reported in vain, but at the
same time many a case would go uncared for if
the public were not informed of the facts.

What are the results of this appeal? One of
the wives in question has been offered support for
the three years during which her husband must
serve. Warm clothing has been received for the
children of the other family. The Advertiser
makes no claims to havicg performed any great
service, because these cases usually reach a
newspaper and through the newspaper reach those
disposed to help. And while it is not the inten-
tion here to deal with the broad question of law
and its administration, the fact has been made
plain time and time again that it is a pity that the
services of men sent to prison eannot be made pro-
fitable in such a degree as to insure their families
a reasonable amount of money for support during
the serving of the sentence. This is as far as The
Advertiser has gone in this regard, and perhaps
our correspondent might turn her pen to that
subject with good results for all concerned. Cer-
tainly she would find supporters among those who
are the instruments of justice, those who often
must impose a severe sentence but see at the same
time a cardinal defect in the system.

heat is made than there is heat ex-
pended,

Whatever the cause of this over-
production of diminished output, it is
fever. A very high temperaturas out-
side, with a generation of heat from
too much food within, may be a momen-
tary source of fever. Bacteria, polsons,
congestions and severance of the co-
ordinating brain wires between the
various structures of the living anat-
omy also are causes of fevers.

It matters not what the cause, there
will be a rise of temperaturs if the
heat loss by perspiration, respiration
and kidney fluids is interfered with,

The combination of arrested heat loss
or excess heat production with high
humidity leads to an accumuiation of
heat In the tissues. Of faver in zeneral
it may be averred that it is less the re-
sult of over-production than of a failure
of the flesh to dissipate what there is.

A rapld heart, high blood pressure
and rapd breathing, to be sure, yields
more heat than a quiet bed. Children
and bables kept awsake near older per-
sons on hot summer nights, even in
parks, are hotter than when undreased,
asleep and In bed in their owno homes.
The earlier they are put to be the cooler
they are.

Senses Are Unrellable.

Fever does not arise if the central
Btations, such as the gland juices or the
brain fibres, send quick and secourate
messages back and forth to balance the
output and the manufacture of heat. If |
the balance hetween thermotaxis” and
“tl rmogenesis’ Is swittly and precise-
ly » sintalned there ia no rise of tem-
par.. re; that I8 to say, no fever. But
this . .lance may be re-cstnblishad at a
wron 5 point, several degrees abova the
standard. This {8 what happens when
a fever is present and holds a steady
course. Such a fever is at a false
standard.

A man's sense of temperature, of
touch, of recognition, are not reliable as
to a fever. Your senses would have to
be as accurate as an instrument of pre-
cision, such as a spectroscope or a
thermometer, In order to indicate a
man’'s temperature.

The proof of man’s unreliability as a
judee without instruments is well illus-
treted in a myriad of ways, cne of
which has to do with the sensation of
heat. This is dependent upon the skin.
If the surface of the skin is warm you
say that you feel warm. The glow pro-
duced by alcohol supplies you with such
a false impression. What you actually
perceive, however, is the flux of heat

exterlor. The subject feels warm, be-
cpuse heat is escaping through the skin
to the outside. He s, In fact, losing
heat and getting cooler. Indeed, sub-
normal temperatures have often been

clated with sudden, severe shocks of

cold.
Benefits of Cold Water,

On the other hand, when the blood
flow through the skin is very much
diminished you may feel chilly, yet you
are actually warmer, because there is
less chance of a loss of heat through
such a pale, shrunken, goose-fleshy

Your skin toned thus by cold water
and habits of exposure allows little of
the cold air, dampness or icy weather
to penerate to your interfor, and you
are not so liable to *colds.”” It is the
flushed, overheated, flabby, engorged
skin which fecls warm and comfortable
that carries an excess of frosty weather
to your vital parts.

An artillery depot for Military Dis-
trict No. 1 will be formed shortly and
the 63rd and 64th Battalion will be
non-existent. The artillery depot will
be divided into two sections, overseas
and permanent sections. The overseas
section will be composed entirely of
men of category A who are available for
draft. The section will have 2 officers,
5 sergeants, 280 gunners, drivers, clerks
and signallers, making a total of 287
officers and men.

The permanent section of the artillery
depot will be composed of men in lower
categories than A. These men will be
trained for artillery instructors. The
section will be composed of 5 offlcers, 8
staff sergeants and sergeants, 4 wheels-
men and tailors, etc., and 65 gunners,
drivers, cooks and clerks, making a
total of 82 officers and men. One hun-
dred horses will be secured for the
permanent section.

A large portion of the men
63rd and 64th Batteries have volun-
teered for the Tank Battalion. Major
N. K. Cameron has been unofficially
notified of an appointment with the
Tank Battalion. The artillery of Can-
ada will be reorganized and each dis-
trict will have an artillery depot similar
to that of the one in Military District
No. 1. It is not known yet who will
be in charge of the artillery depot for
his district.
