The title of this article may be 
somewhat misleading. I am not on 
a pedestal. I am not by any means 
superior to my fellows. In many 
ways I am their inferior. I would 
prefer the phrase “associating with 
men of low estate." No man who 
knows his own limitations and weak­
nesses should go “high hat” or as­
sume an air of superiority. Through 
years of unskilled labor I have de­
veloped perhaps to some extent an 
inferiority complex, but at least be­
cause of my experiences I know 
what it is to have much in common 
with the underpriviledged in the 
matter of labor, race and color. I 
do not regret having had these ex­
periences. I know the common per­
son better than as though I had be­
longed to and always associated with 
a privileged class. Come to know 
them the common folk are not as 
commonplace as some would im­
agine them, to be. Their experiences 
when you come to hear them related

Once-Hungry Writers Finally Hit 
Pay Dirt in Publishing Houses

After a long century of frugal, 
fruitless writing, Negro authors are 
finally hitting pay dirt. World War 
II and the heightened concern of 
America over the race problem has 
replaced the haggard, hungry look •- 
of colored writers with a new-found 
smile of prosperity. A book boom 
is here.

Along Book Row in New York’s 
mid-forties, publishers are frantic-I 
ally grabbing at any and all manu­
scripts which touch on the Negro. 
Lucrative prize money is held out 
as bait by several publishers for first 
rate works by Negroes. At least 
two or three new titles concerned 
with the darker brother hit the book 
stalls each month. The schedule in 
coming months calls for even more.

In the book stores around the na­
tion, ancient dowagers and giggling 
stenographers no longer shrink from 

“race books.” “They may ask for 
put - rare st-e re 
bots, but they ask, nevertheless.

The book clubs are finding novels 
about Negroes sell well and they 
vie with each other for first distrib- 

5ution rights. Richard Wright made 
3 history in having two successive 

works, Native Son and Black Boy, 
selected by the Book-Of-The-Month 
Club in little more than five years. 
Cheap, low cost editions are begin­
ning to clutter up the market. How­
ard Fast’s Freedom Road will be 
published in a $1 edition.

Beginning to reap a rich harvest 
of royalties for the first time in hist­
ory are the dozen or so really top- 
rank Negro authors who have been 
struggling in vain for years to crack 
th ebest seller class. Dust-covered 
manuscripts dragged out of forgotten 
attics have been rushed into print. 
And many aspiring authors, who had 
to turn to other fields because of the 
one-time futility of writing, are re- ] 
turning to their typewriters.

Typical success story of a long-

iard who in better English than some 
people of English descent use, can 
tell of life among the poor people 
of Spain, of experiences in various 
lines of work in the newer parts of 
Canada and of his own hard strug­
gle to support a family under try­
ing domestic conditions.

Wright was able to write for both 
a Negro and white audience. Today 
more and more other authors are 
doing the same

And he did, in his shining little 
house on Lansdowne Ave., Curley 
stresses with all the earnestness of 
his jovial being that example and 
association are the two most im­
portant factors in rehabilitating one­
self.

“When you are surrounded by 
others who are accomplishing things, 
it stimulates you to try,” says Cur­
ley.

They were made by men 
who dedicated their lives to this 
outwardly commonplace task. While 
the fighting soldier rightly sought 
such shelter as he might find, the 
photo squad had to take it standing 
up, because that was their business.

Men died to make this picture pos­
sible-—many men. How many, we 
do not know, for they were scattered 
through all the armies. All we 
know is that among the Canadian 
photographers alone five were killed 
at then task and ten were wound­
ed.

Perhaps there are people who will 
ask if this sacrifice was worth while. 
But they won’t be the people who 
have seen this picture and caught 
its underlying message. It isn’t just 
the story of those eleven grim months 
between D Day and VE Day. If it 
were, it would hardly be worth this 
comment, for most people will have 
seen the picture already and will 
have their own estimate of its story. 
It isn’t even that, in its own right, 
it has any quality of exceptional 
pictorial merit. Beyond its terrible 
reality it is perhaps no better pic­
torially than many a commercial 
film, for a photographer under con­
stant machine-gun fire may be for­
given if - his eyes are not completely 
single to camera angles.

But a sthe story unfolds in the 
unschooled narrative of simple ac- 

.cors inethiz epic drama its purpose 
becomes crystal clear. It is to tell 
the story of a united effort in which 
alone was any hope of survival. It 
was to make clear our hope that 
never again might there be an op­
portunity to film tragedy and hero­
ism so intermingled and so immense, 
rested on our ability to continue in 
this mind to the end.

It was a G.I. Joe from whose lips 
fell a sentence with an import etched 
in salvos of rocket guns and long 
processions of landing tanks. The 
words came with tartling aptness: 
"Anyone who sets out to say he won 
the war is not only boasting, but is 
also nuts.”

To those who can look back on 
the petulant and disruptive argu­
ments of another day, these words, 
in their setting of united and un­
selfish effort, have a vast significance. 
Here is the accomplishment of many 
lives. And if men died to make this 
argument valid and powerful, their 
lives were well spent. For the hope 
that we may not do this all again is 
founded on the added hope, and that 
alone, that we can continue in this 
unity of thought and effort and as­
piration and brotherhood in sacrifice. 
These words from the prayer of Sir 
Francis Drake spoken in another 
hour of Britain’s ordeal are a fitting 
text and a fitting epilogue.

"O Lord God, when thou givest to 
thy servants to endeavour any great 
matter, grant us also to know that it 
is not the beginning but the con­
tinuing of the same until it is thor­
oughly finished which yieldeth the 
true glory.”
