COMING TO LONDON

Petition Circulated 
In Behalf of Turner NEGRO SALESMAN 
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A petition is being signed by 
the Colored People of Western 
Ontario in the interests of Fred 
Turner, 19-year-old Chatham boy 
convicted of murder and sentenced 
to hang on December 3rd to have 
this sentence commuted to life 
imprisonment.

The widely discussed, long herald­
ed Pulitzer prize play, “The Green 
Pastures," will have its London prem- 
iere at the Grand Theatre on Monday 
night, October 29, and will be pre­
sented again on Tuesday, October 30, 
matinee and night.

Written by Marc Connelly and bas­
ed on Roark Bradford’s amusing 
Southern Negro sketches, the renown­
ed dramatic triumph has been running 
for the past four years since its ini­
tial presentation in New York, Febru­
ary 26, 1930. With the exception of 
two roles which have been vacated 
by death, “The Green Pastures" still 
retains its huge broadway cast head­
ed by Richard B. Harrison who never 
has missed a single performance in 
his internationally-famous role of "De 
Lawd."

Three baggage cars are necessary to 
carry the scenery and lighting equip­
ment of this spectacle over the coun­
try. Three other cars carry the 
troupe. There will be but one visit 
of the Green Pastures" to this city, 
as the play will have a New York 
engagement in the spring, after which 
it will be sent to London.

In eighteen separate scenes, “The 
Green Pastures" presents the simple 
plantation Negroes’ fantastic Idets of 
Heaven and of the old Bible stories. 
Rich comedy, music, drama and spec­
tacle abound in the play which has 
been termed by a famous New York 
critic “The Divine Comedy in Black- 
face."

Included in the splendid company 
are Daniel L. Haynes, remembered for 
his starring role in the motion picture 
“Hallellujah," Charles H. Moore, Alon­
zo Fenderson and others. The orig­
inal Hall Johnson “Heavenly Choir” 
containing more than a score of mix­
ed voices is an integral, part of the 
presentation.

Three advance agents are arriving 
at intervals of one week to herald 
the approach of “The Green Pastures” 
and to complete arrangements for the 
play’s engagement here. They are 
William Schneider, Beverly Kelley and 
Fred Davidson.

Record Enrollments In Most Colleges 
Despite the TimesiPAPERS 
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TYLER ACTS JUDGE CHARLESTON, W.Va., Oct._  
(Special to ANP) — Defying depressed 
conditions which have reduced re­
sources of the country and ushered 
in one of the most trying times in 
history, Negro students from various 
high schools and preparatory institu­
tions in all parts of the U.S. are 
thronging in larger numbers than 
ever to the colored colleges in the 
South and East.

LOS ANGELES, Calif. —(ANP) — 
For the first time in the history of 
California, a Negro attorney sat as 
judge in Superior Court here when 
Willis O Tyler was appointed to serve 
on the bench in Department 46 A, 
adjunct court to Sdperior Judge Rev.

MARSHALL, Texas, Oct. — Texas, 
which has been disgraced by 391 
lynchings since 1889, has at least one 
sheriff who knows how to handle 
mobs. He is John C. Sanders of 
Marshall, sheriff of Harrison County, 
who has just been nominated for his 
13th two-year term. Nomination is 
tantamount to elction.

In 1925 when a mob assembled ar­
ound the Harrison County jaiil intent 
on lynching two Negroes suspected 
of murdering two white men, Sher- 
iff Sanders promptly mobilized his 
deputies, searched the mobsters, tool 
their weapons and jailed a number of 
them. The others quickly left town 
Sheriff Sanders kept the men in jail 
until the next morning when he re­
leased them after a lecture. For this 
act he was awarded a bronze medal 
by the Interracial Commission.

PULLMAN CONDUCTORS WANT 
NEGRO PORTERS TO JOIN 

WITH THEIR UNION 
By WILLIAM PICKENS 

(Reprinted from St. Louis Argus) 
But necessary for what? We think 
“necessary” to keep the Pullman con- 
ductors in their jobs. When any 
business concern begins to retrench in 
personnel, it cuts off first the most 
unnecessary parts of its personnel: 
the Pullman Company cut off many 
"conductors," four hundred or more 
of them according to the report of the 
conductors, themselves. Why did 
they cut off conductors instead of 
cutting off porters? Because the 
conductors were "white"? No siree: 
no such nonsense as that in America 
—anywhere. It was because the
conductors are less necessary to the 
business than are porters: a pullman 
car can be run without a conductor, 
but not without a porter. Even in the 
most prosperous times some pullman 
cars were run only with a porter in 
charge, or even several cars with a 
head porter.

But these porters never have had 
any rights which either the Pullman 
Company or the Pullman conductors 
were bound to respect. Even Mr. 
John Passenger was "always right", 
however nasty he might be or how- 
ever big a lie he might choose to 
tell on the porter.

In "them good old days" the con- 
ductors paid no attention whatever to 
the plight of the porters: the porter 
belonged to a lower class in the an- 
imal kingdom. The conductor was 
insulted at the very idea of taking 
the porter into a union with con- 
ductors and giving him the right of 
organized self-defense. Why it would 
spoil porters even to give them the 
right to talk back to anybody—even 
to a brutal drunk, a dirty little travel- 
ling snob, or especially to a tyranous 
conductor.

But finally the porters (without the 
slightest gesture of help from con- 
ductors) succeeded in organizing a 
union or "brotherhood" of their own 
and lastly along came old man De- 
pression and hit the conductors in the 
solar plexus. And now the conduc- 
tors are trying to absorb, or rather 
to subjugate, this porters union for 
the benefit of the conductors. And 
we are amused, but not surprised, to 
read the following paragraph from a 
letter sent out by "Mr. Warfield, pres- 
ident,” of the Conductors’ Brother- 
hood, to all the conductors telling 
them just why the conductors’ organ- 
ization has finally decided to extend
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a welcome hand to the porters to 
come in—but to come in at the back 
door and to remain in the kitchen:

"It took th is step only after 
repeated requests from our mem- 
bers to do something to stop the 
loss of conductors’ jobs to porters 
in charge and to seek relief from 
unfair working conditions gener- 
ally. Acquiring jurisdiction over 
porters makes it possible to re- 
move the incentive to put porters 
in conductors’ places, by reviving 
the rule established under federal 
control providing that the wage 
runs with the place. This would 
give conductors’ rates of pay to 
porters in charge. Had we re- 
presented porters from the begin- 
ning, this rule could have bee. pre- 
served, and today there would 
probably be three or four hundred 
conductors working instead of be- 
ing on furlough. There are many 
many other advantages of great 
value to both parties in this joint 
representation."
I say to pullman porters: "Watch 

your step." This is the most classic 
motto for you in this emergency. If 
these conductors can get you in and 
under they can put the screws on to 
keep you from accepting places as 
porters-in-charge or as ticket collec- 
tors by any other name. Why not 
suggest to them that your organiza- 
tion and theirs merge into a union 
of pullman car employees," with all 
of you on equal footing? That they 
may refuse, of course, but it will be 
a good way for you to get rid of them 
on their own motion.

Beware of the Greeks when they 
bring gifts, especially since they 
never brought them when the gifts 
were really and sorely needed.

HAMPTON INST., Oct. 22 — The 
United States Bureau ot Indian Af­
fairs requested the release ot pro­
fessor Clarence D. Stevens director 
of the School of Business during the 
first semester.

He is to make an economic sociolog- 
‘ical survey of opportunities for the 
1Cherokee Indians, and for that pur- 
|pose will proceed to the Cherokee Re- 
I serve in North Carolina. This sur­

vey is in the furtherance of a new 
policy of the government, which is 
intnded to develop lay leadership 
among the Indians, with the ultimate 
end in view of turning back the gov­
ernment of the Indians themselves as 
rapidly as they are fitted to exercise 
it.

That policy is expressed by the 
Commissioner of Indian Affairs in the 
statement that “The increasing use 
ot Indians in their own official and 

, unofficial service must be pressed 
without worrying" and that "With re­
spect to unofficial Indian self ser­
vice, a steadily widening tribal and 
local participation by the Indians in 
the management ot their own proper­
ties and in the administration of their 
own service must be pursued."

The designation ot a Hampton pro­
fessor to do service for the Indians 
is In keeping with the school's tradi­
tional labors for this race. Indian 
education in the Hampton Insti­
tute.

During Professor Stevens’ absence, 
Miss Ethel C. Buckman will serve 
as acting director until the appoint­
ment of another head of the depart­
ment.

A thor- 
ough study was made of the trans­
portation facilities in Haiti and the 
need of the formation of a company 
that would bring about improvements, 
in this direction.

Woman Mistakes Box of Deadly Oxalic ill 
Acid for Salts—Dies Within Twenty a TLA 3Four Hours. Three of Babies Born in 1907 Are Alive

SAVANNAH, Ga., Oct. 22 — (AP)- 

The birth of five children to a Negro 
woman in Emmanuel County, Ga., in 
1907, has become known here through 
the casual mention of the rattending 
physician, Dr. Rufus Graham, of Sav- 
annah.

If the filing of birth reports in. 
Georgia rural section had been com- 
pulsory at that time, the birth of 
the five babies would have been wide­
ly known. However, it was only at 
a recent meeting of local doctors that 
Dr. Graham brought up the subject.

His fellow doctors questioned him 
and learned that three of the Negro 
quintuplets are alive now and are 
robust and healthy.

Dr. Graham plans to visit Emanuel 
County in the next few days to obe 
tain data for the records of the Amer- 
ican Medical Society from other per- 
sons who are familiar wwith the birth 
of the five Negres 27 years ago.

ST. LOUIS, Oct. à Mistaking a box 
of poison powder for Epsom Salts 
cost the life of Mrs. Peggy Mitchell, 
38 years old. She was brought to 
City Hospital No. 2 Tuesday morning 
by her daughgter, Isalie Brwn and 
succumbed Wednesday at 8.55 a.m. 
A coroner’s verdict of accidental pois­
oning was returned in the death.

Before her death Mrs. Mitchell was 
able to explainher fatal blunder to 
hospital attendants. She stated that 
she went to the bathroom about 7.30 
a.m., Wednesday and took a dose 
of what she thought was salts from 
a box sitting on a shelf. About an 
hour later she became violently ill.

Life for Negroes in Germany is an 
anomaly, according to William T. 
Frary Von Bloomberg, Baron, who 
has recently returned from Germany 
where he went to become acquaint­
ed with the customs of the home of 
his adopted parent, the Baroness Von 
Blomberg.

In an Interview at the office of the 
Boston Chronicle, Mr. Frary Von 
Blomberg pointed out that under the 
Hitler regime all Negroes and peo­
ples not German had to be subjected 
to sterilization, or the alternative was 
that they had to get out of the coun­
try. Howeverx, in speaking to offi­
cials of the German Republic he was 
informed that Negroes were regarded 
with high esteem and that as a citi­
zen of the country no position was 
closed to them.

At the present time the majority of 
the colored people in Germany are 
the children of French Colonial troops 
and German women during the Occu­
pation of the Rhine.

NEW YORK, Oct. 22 — Internation­
al dispatches received here tell of 
trouble which has developed in the 
African empire of Abyssinia through 
the competition of Japan and Italy for 
its trade.

A report from Italy stated that 
troops were being sent to Italian cel- 
onlies to protect them in case a con­
flagration in Europe should command 
Italy’s undivided attention at home. 
Abyssinia borders upon colonies in 
question.

|According to a high colonial auth­
ority, Japan’s advance in Abyssinia 
had been tremendous.

Returns at the Japanese Finance 
ministry show Japan has been stead­
ily gaining in African markets. Ex­
ports to that continent in the first 
seven months of 1934 amounted to 
nearly $31,000,900 compared with 
about $22,000,000 for the correspond­
ing months of 1933.

Build Military Strength
| The other reason was the fact that 
the ruler of that land, Emperor Halle 
Selassie, has modernized his army 
with airplanes, howitzers, field artil­
lery and other modern equipment. All! 
this in addition to the fact that the 
Abyssinian cavalry already is noted 
as one of the finest bodies of Its 
kind in the fighting world.

That army is understood here to be 
composed of 150,000 men, and for 
months past there has been uneasiness 
over rumors that a holy war was 
not beyond the realm of possibility.

Premier Mussolini will attend a con­
ference of all his army generals. It 
is regarded as likely that the Red 
Sea colonial military situation will be 

discussed at this meeting.
