THE ETdIJPIAN
SITUATION NOW

The latest developements on the
Italo-Ethiopian situation are as fol-
lows:

1. Representatives of Italy, Eng-
1and and France agreed at Geneva
cn a peace formula which they an-
llﬁ-i]mtn Mussolini will agree to. An
earlier telephone call from the Fascist
Dictator declared that he declined to
agree not to war on KEthiopia during
peace negotiations.

2. Ethiopia is not to be represent-
ed at the conference but will be dealt
with later “through the usual channels
whatever that may mean,

3. Britain has taken a firm stand
for peace and states that she will ad-
here te her League of Nations' obli-
gations, Capt. Eden is hopeful that
this stand will cool off I1 Duce.

4. Sir Herbert Samuel, British
Foreign Secretary, told the House of
Commons: “War between whites and
blacks in Africa might be fraught with
consequences for the British Empire
in which blacks out-number whites 6
to 1. Ethiopia must not be thrown to

FEEL COLOR BAR

JAMAICA, B.W.IL, July—I have been
reviewing a School History of Eng-

land. In reference to the Civil War in |

“It is not allowed for one country
to furnish weapons of was to another
for the purpose of being used against
a friendly country.”

This is the answer to the Emperor
of Ethiopia who in his article to the
Times, implied that were England
truly desirious of playing fair, she
should supply arms and ammunition to
his country to fight her friend Italy.

England has a just and plausible
excuse in this case; but is she wise
inactually giving support to the offen-
ding country? At least she might re-
main neutral. Anyone with half an
eye can see that she is ‘between the
devil and the deep blue sea.” The men
ace of Germany and her allies is not
to be tendered a trifling matter; while
Ethiopia is such a feeble little thing,
that even should she resent the action
of England, the harm she could do
this great country could be likened to
the story of the mouse and the lion.

Precedent to Uphold

On the other hand,England has a

precedent to uphold. By virtue of her

power, every move is being wat(‘hed;
by nations of the world, who wait

upon her for leadership and guidance.
This is especially true of her rela-
tions with weaker countries, who look
to her for the dissemination of justice
and fairplay. She is their supreme
court against stronger, ambitious
countries. The so-called League of
Nations is a misnomer, Nations have
long since learned the futility of ap-
peal to that source. England is the
lone shepherd of this flock
will require my flock at their hands.

If she does not do this Mussolini
may get angry and leave the league
anyway.
