RACE LAW FAILS, 
NEGROES INSULTED

By GORDON DONALDSON 
Telegram Staff Reporter

DRESDEN, Sept. 2 — Ontario’s 
new law against racial discrimina­
tion is not working out.

The men and women responsible 
for Dresden’s reputation as the 
stronghold of color prejudice in Can­
ada are ignoring the law.

And, as it now stands, the law 
gives a Negro no effestive legal re­
dress for the insults that are heap­
ed upon him.

Yesterday I accompanied a young 
Toronto couple to Dresden. They 
are Julian Brooks, 28, of Dufferin 
St. and Miss Gladys Grizzle, 20 of 
Borden St. They are quiet, well- 
dressed, well-spoken Negroes.

I sat in Dresden restaurants, feel­
ing ashamed and embarrassed as I 
saw the way they were treated, and 
I shared their helpless indignation 
as we discovered the police could do E 
nothing about it.

The events I shall describe are il- Y 
legal, according to the general inter- 5 
pretation of the Ontario Fair Ac- : 
commodation Practices Act, 1954. The ,| 
law provides a $50 to $100 penalty| 
for race discrimination.

The act states: “No person shall 
deny to any person or class of per­
sons, accommodation, services or fa­
cilities available in any place to 
which the public is customarily ad­
mitted because of the race, creed, 
color, nationality, ancestry or place 
of origin of such person or class of 
persons."

But the law can only be enforced 
by Labor Minister Charles Daley.

Then she returned, 
using the aisle furthest from the 
colored couple, apparently intending 
to ignore them.

Mr. Brooks called over to her,, 
asking if the manager was coming 
out.

HOBBS, N.M., August 30 — AP- 
Hobbs children, white and Negro, 
quietly began attending desegregat­
ed schools today and fears of vio­
lence proved groundless.

Opposition to the desegregation 
was led by Rev. William Carter, a 
Baptist minister who predicted last 
week that the city would “explode 
into violence" if the plan was al­
lowed to proceed. The Hobbs School 
Board ordered an end to segregated 
schools on the basis of the recent 
U.S. Supreme Court ruling outlawing 
the practice.

Unmarked police cars cruised 
through city streets today, sticking 
close to the five of seven schools con­
sidered potential danger spots.

Mr. Carter said today that he ex­
pected no violence. He had urged 
his followers Sunday to “seek God's 
solution" to the problem.

“I thought people would abide by 
the law,” he said.

DIES SUDDENLY

Herbie Lawson, who was known 
to practically every person in Guelph 
died suddenly at the General Hos­
pital recently. In his 72nd year, he 
had been confined to hospital since 
January 12, 1953 when he was ad­
mitted for the amputation of his 
legs.

For the past four months Herbie 
had been in failing health. How­
ever only a few weeks ago he had 
felt greatly improved, having been 
driven around Guelph to see his 
many friends and to visit the site 
of his familiar home on Bagot St 
which was wrecked by vandals 
shortly after he had been admitted 
to the hospital.
Legs Amputated

Following the amputation of his 
legs and the misfortune he suffered 
later, a special rehabilitation fund 
was started by The Mercury and 
more than $2,000 was gathered. Sub­
sequently a special committee was 
formed to administer the fund for 
Herbie. Included in it were Dick 
Kenyon, director of welfare here; 
R. L. Hamill, Mrs. Elsie Purcell, 
Gordon Grierson and Manny Birn­
baum.

Mr. Kenyon, who was chairman of 
the committee never missed paying 
a visit to Herbie every week in the 
year and eight months he was in 
hospital. He said this morning that 
Herbie had been in terrific pain for 
the past several months and that the 
doctors and nurses had done all they 
could to comfort him.

Herbie was financially destitute at 
the time of his death, but the com­
mittee in charge of the fund collect­
ed on his behalf say that funeral 
expenses will be paid for from it A 
special meeting is yet to be held to 
discover the best means of liquidat­
ing the fund.

Funeral services were hehld from* 
the Tovell Funeral Home and burial 
was in Woodlawn Cemetery.

The son of the late Henry and So­
phia Lawson, Herbie was born on 
the fourth line of Peel near Glen 
Allan. During most of Herbie’s life 
he lived on Bedford St. He attended 
South Ward School on Waterloo Ave. 
Throughout the years he did plaster­
ing work for local contractors. He 
was married to the former Maude 
Palmer, a native of Guelph who 
died a few years ago.

Herbie was well-versed in the 
scriptures of the Bible and for a 
great many years was deacon at the 
BME Church on Essex St. His 
friendly and affable manner were 
known to everyone.

From a family of eight, Herbie was 
the second youngest. One of his 
brothers, J. M. Lawson is an ordain­
ed minister in Cleveland, Ohio.

Another brother, S. Lawson, also 
an ordained minister, died in Niagara 
Falls where he had his last charge. 
One other brother Henry of Guelph, 
survives Herbie.

Four sisters predeceased Herbie. 
They were Mrs. Ellen Jewel, Mrs. 
Sophia Mallott, Miss Aggie Lawson 
and another sister Hanna, whose 
married name is not known.

One son, Louis “Hap” survives 
Mr. Lawson.
