PART PLAYED BY
 NEGRO IN AMERICA

SCHOOL BOOKS KEEP FACTS
FROM STUDENTS

COLUMBUS, S.C—(ANP)— Color-
ed citzens in South Carolina have
been chuckling with glee over the ad-
dresses which are being delivered by
Willlam Pickens at the educational
torums beiing held under the auspices
of the U.S. Dept. of Education. Es-
pecially have they been delighted with
the electure on the place of the Negro
in American history. The audiences
have been chiefly white folk who have
had all their preconceived ideas about
Negroes’ contribution to American life
shattered. Negroes have learned a
lot they did not know.

Among the things Pickens tells
them are:

THE NEGRO IN OUR HISTORY
Whites Were First Slaves

In this year 1938, the white people
have been in the original United
States for 331 years, and the black
people of Africa for 319 years. The
whites came into Jamestown ‘va., set-
tlement to stay in 1607, the blacks in
1619. When the whites came, they
brought with them their white slaves,
or indentured servants; and the first
blacks that were brought to the colony
by the Dutch, in their good ship
«Jesus” were sold tg the settlers in
the same sort of gervitude as that
whichheld the white workers. History
especially the books taught in Ameri-
can public schools, doesn’t make it
clear that slavery was not invented
for the blacks, but was an institution
which the advantaged whites had
made for the disadvantaged whites at
least a thousand years before the Ban-
tu blacks were known to the European
whites. In the 15th century, Colum-
bus discovered America; in that same
century adventurers of Europe went
for the first time in authentic history
far enough south along the African
coast to get acquainted with the South
African blacks.

Those African blacks had had con-
siderable civilizsation long before any
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white Europeans could be calléd civil-
ized; the blacks had worked in iron
when Europe was using stone imple-
ments. The whole stretch of African
glavery (of the Bantu peoples) was
about 400 years, from the middle of
the 15th to the middle of the 19th

century. White workers, therefore,
were slaves for a vastly longer period
than were the Africans.
Negroes Led

And when the African was brought
into Virginia, there was no color pre-
judice, and no “race problem:” slavery
was an economic institution. ‘When
the blacks served out their time, they
became freemen and slaveholders and
traders, just as sid the white slaves
who served out their time. And it may
be news for Virginia that the black
slaveholders bought and sold either

white slaveholders. Virginia did not
develop enough color prejudice to for-
bid black masters to buy and sell
whites until 51 years after white and
black stavery had gone lits course
there. South Carolina did not pass
such a law until sometime after Vir-
gina had passed it. Race prejudice was
being awakened by the superior num-
bers of black slaves over white slaves.
Blacks had increased fast than whites,
because blacks paid hetter dividends
to slavetraders: whites in Europe be-
longed to somebody and had to be
bought; blacks in Africa belonged to
nobody, and just had to be caught.
If it had been economically more prof-
itably to get white slaves from Eur-
ope than black slaves from Africa, the
blacks never would have geot into Am-
erica in large numbers—the Negro
was a slave in America for 246 years,
and for 200 years (at least) of that
time, there were also white slaves.

History books are racial and na-
tional propaganda, and do not make
m‘fg clear. Most of them never men-
tloﬁ the fact of white slavery, beyond
the so-called “indentured gervant” per-
jod. Whites were bought and sold in
America untii long after the Revolun-
tionary war. Louisiana was the last
state to pass a law forbidding black
glaveowners to buy and gell whites
(1820), just 43 years before the Eman-
cipation Proclamation.

WASHINGTON, D.C.,, — Baltimore,
fourth largest city in Negro population
(142,106 in 1930) was in 1935 accord-
ing to William L. Austin, Director of
the Bureau of Census, fifth among the
cities of the Uited States having a
Negro population of 50,000 or moré, in
the number of retail stores operated by
Negro proprietors. Three hundred
eighty-three retail stores operated by
Negroes in Baltimore — 101 more
stores than were operated in the same
city in ’29, but 1pl fewer stores than
were operated in Detroit in 1935, Tth
city in size of Negro population. Em-
loyes in Negro retail stores average
for the year 1935, 257 and total pay
roll amounted to $94505.

Sales made by Negro retailers
totaled 1893,000—$169,946 (16 per cent)
less than the sum realized in 1929
when Negro retailers in Baltimore
sold goods valued at 1,062,946. Food
stores, eating and rinking places, and
enterprises classified as “other retail
stores’—three of the ten clasgifications
into which retail stores of Baltimore
are divided—accounted for -788,000
(88.2 per cent. of total sales)—sales
being distributed among these groups
in the following amounts: Food stores,
$197,000 (22.1 per cent. of total sales);
eating and drinking places, $487,000
(54.5 per cent. of total sales); and
“other retail stores, -104,000 (11.6 per
cent. of total sales.)

It was to Canada that these people
then looked for protection and safety,
and they came across the border al‘
Windsor, Amherstberg, Niagara and
other points by the hundreds, if not
by the thousands.

Ten years later came the Civil
War, then Emancipation Proclama-
tion, the victory of the mnorth under
Lincoln and the passing of tiie 13th
Amendment abolishing slavery. Many
Negroes who had come to Canada
now returned to their own country
and people. But there were others
wha having made Canada their refuge
in time of trouble, dee¢ided to stay
under the British flag and their des-
cendants are numerous in Western
Ontario to-day.

It was on hehalf of this little racial
group of a few thousand people that
J. P. Jenkins raised his voive and
proclaimed through his |paper ithat
there was a tomorrow at hand when
better things were im store for his
people #f they would prepare for them.
His was not an easy task of leader-
ship. He had many disappointments,
he mafle many saerifices, and he pas-
sed on wihput sesing hie work com-

blacksmith to death and twice burned
him two days before, a mob Saturday
burned the body of a dying 60-year-old
man after he had killed the lone pulice'
man of this small South Georgia vil-
lage.

Jchn Dukes was the victim. He was
unconscious when an angry mob form-
ed and fired his body where it had
fallen on the ground. Shortly befere,
Freeman O. Epps, white, Arabi mar-
shall, had attempted to arrest Dukes
on a charge of being drunk, and Dukes
shot him.

An angry mob formed immediately.
As Dukes lay there dying, his body
was ignited after it had been doused
with oil.

eg against the gun-powder of Europe
were not only more economical to
slavetraders, but more comforting to
glaveholders: they were easier to con-
trol and keep than white slaves, in a
country dominated by white slave-
holders. So that the poor whites were
gradually pushed out of the slave posi-
tion and into “the hills.” By the Civil
war time, there were several thousand
glaveholders in America; in Louiana
they organized a regiment to help the
Confederates.

There are many things which racial
and national history does not bring
out about the Negro: That next to the
American Indian, the Negro is the old-
est American people,—for the blacks
stopped coming to America just at the
beginning of the Civil war, when the
last slave ship got through into Mob-
ile: whie the whites have mostly
come into America since the Civil

War clogsed. In the years preceding
the World war, the whites came in to
the number of one million and five
hundred thousanda year. "All the fif-
teen million Negroes are therefore
descendants of Africans who came be-
fore 1860; and the most of the whites
are from Europeans who arrived after
1865.

The Negro today, as one tenth of
the poplation, is the smallest part of
the people he has ever been since he
came here; during colonial days he
would be as much as 45 black to 55
whites in some of the colonies, and
was a large part of the total non-In-
dian population of the English settle-
ments. Even at the close of the Civil
war, the Negro was 13 to 14 per cent
of the total people.

No school history mentions the fact
that the first patriot to die in the
struggle for independence from Eng-
land was a Negro in Boston named
Crispus Attucks. All the books tell of
“phe Boston Massacre;” none call the
name of the first martyr there Crispus
Attucks.

Negoes Martyrs of U.S.

White and black children may get
their lessons for 12 to 16 years in Am-
erican colleges without ever learning
that George Washington had Negro
soldiers i his armies; that there were
Negro “Minute Men” in the states or
colonies; that some of the “pare and
bloody’ feet at Valley Forge were also
Black feet; that 754 Negroes answered
the roll call at the battle of Monmouth
and that about 5,000 Negro troops
fought with George Washington when
he overcame Cornwallis at the last
great battle in Yorktown, Va.: Hist-
ory books never say that these facts
are not so; they simply fail to men-
tion the presence and participation of
the Negro and the readers, white and
colored draw their conclusions uncon-
sciously. 1 was graduated from Yale
university before I knew that there
were 200,000 Negro soldiers in the Un-
ion armies between 1863 and 1865 and
that Lincoln had said that the Union
could not have been saved without
them. Perhaps it will not be long be-

fore school history will let it be en-
tirely forgotten that in the World: war
the United States enrolled about ' 450-
000 Negro soldiers, and that approx-
imately one quar ter-million of them
got overseas,— and that the first hero
honors went to two of the Negro sold-
jers, of all the American forces. !

History is not science, like arith-
metics, or physics; but history is prop-
aganda, like sociology and anthropol-
ogy. The young and innocent read
history books with the same reverence
with which they lear ned the multipli-
cation table. There is nothing racial
in mathematics, but hwtm y is the tale
of race or nation. In our history books
we whipped the British; in British
history books the fact is not mentioned
or at least not made clear.

Both white and black in America
grow up and finish wllvge in ignor-
ance of this participation of the Negro
in our common history. 1If white and
black children were taught the truth
in their schools, it would solve, or
greatly lessen the difficulties of the
race problem.
