Blocks 8. Africa’'s Bid for Colony
Johannesburg, South Africa—Rus-
sia this week opposed the incorpora-
tion of Scuthwestern Africa, former
German cclony, into the Union of
South Africa on the grounds that
the move weculd eatend the union’s
rigid racial segregation.
' The controversy arose when the
section’s immediate  incorporation
as urged by a Nationalist Party
leader who declared that the color
line has been strictly enforced since
the mandate was granted by the
Lcague of Nations in 1920. Segre-
gation, therefore, would be nothing
new to the mandate inhabitants.
South Africa's urgent desire to in-
clude the territory as a fifth pro-
vince. of the Union seems to be
spurred by fear of disposition of the
rich sectidm by the United Nations’
Organization.

TO PASS OR NOT TO PASS

The United States has some pe-
!1115’11‘ laws. In one city it is illegal
| for a woman to appear on the streets
‘in less than elbow-length sleeves;
{in another the speed limit is still
| eight miles an hour. In one state a
|man may beat his wife if the stick

he uses will go through her wedding
ring; and in a number of states a
| person with one-sixty-fourth or less
| Nezro blood is a Negro. Blue-eyed,
pink-skinned, blonde or not, he is a
| Negro,

|

| He is a Negro in a legal sense
and, if he accepts the fact, in a so-
¢inl sense as well. He is not and
}cannot be a Negro biologically.

These non-esoteric facts form the
ibackgrwund for Negro-white “pass-
{ing.”

Therc are some ten million Ne-
groes with some* white blood. Prob-
ably a million of these have at least
as much white as Negro blood. Most
of this latter group are  potential
“passers.”

They are more or lass often mis-
taken, particularly by casual observ-
ers, for being.white. This misun-
‘,‘d(r.:nnding may or may not be fos-
tered. Some pass only unintention-
!ally. There are a surprisingly large
lnumber of cases where a Negro ac-
| tually has had to argue his way into
a Jim Crow car.

] A far greater number of such
| “passable” Negroes pass on any 0c-
casion it is to their temporary ad-
‘\'untngc—in cafes, hotels, streetcars,
\ipicture shows, stores and other plac-
es where they may become custom-
ers only if the management assumes
they are white. ‘Such persons are
simply opportunists. It is far easier
to put onc over on the ofays and
~st in a whit2 restaurant than to go
clear across town just to get a sand-
i wich and a cup of coffee.

Most such persons feel badly en-
ough treated without making mar-
tyrs of themselves. Since being
found out usually does not result in
serious consequence, the added thrill
of such experiences is usually en-
ough to counteract the element of
danger involved. Since such passing
usually is relatively unplanned and
infrequent, these light-skins do not
consider themselves as being trait-
ors to their race in any sense. Many
of the light-skinned, militant lead-
ers of the Negro group themselves
pass when the occasion seems to
mke that the sensible thing to do.

The life of the educated, cultured
light-skin is filled with so many
petty and unreasonable restrictions
that he passes as a matter of con-
venience. The anonymity of city
life makes it possible for light-skin-
ned persons to attend concerts, plays,
receptions, lectures, and other pub-
lic gatherings from which darker
persons are excluded. This is par-
ticularly true in cities where there
are large numbers of Cubans, Filip-
inos, Spnish, Portuguese, and Ital-
ians. A not inconsiderable number
of mulattoes cultivate a foreign ac-
cent and foreign phrases for use when
ever they find it desirable to pass.

In between those who completely
sever all ties with the Negro and
those who pass only occasionally are
a group who in truth lead double
lives. Persons in this group could
pass permanently, but they do not
desire exclusion from the Negro race.
At the same time, they wish the econ-
omic advantages of being white. As
a result, there are hundreds of per=
sons who are “white” from 8 to 5,
and “black” evenings and holidays.

This deception is not as difficult
as it at first appears. One’s boss sel-
dom invites himself to visit you. A
brown wife and children are no han-
dicap unless his white business as-
sociates actually see them. With
:segregation what it is, reasonable
Lcare reduces this danger to a min-
| imum.
