Joseph Meocrris, an Ohio Quaker, to
Chatham, where he found 2,000 col-
oured people, one third of the whole
population of the place. Their
homes, he thought compared favour-
ably with those of the whites and
there were no cases of extreme des-
titution.

“manifested a spirit of independence
in respect to obtaining the means of
living and educating their children.
The presence of the Negro refu-
gees in Canada does not seem to
have attracted any special attention
until late in the forties. The Nefro
created no special problem for the
government or for the local author-
ities. His status in Canada differed
in no material respect from that of
any other citizen. He had to work
or starve, therefore he worked. If
he transgressed the laws of the land
he was punished, though there does
not seem to have been any unusual
amount of Crime among the Negroes.
The black man had the same civil
rights as the white man, he exercis-
ed the franchise and could partici-
pate in politics.

Negro refugees were found enroll-
ed in the Canadian militia from an
early date. There were coloured
men on the Canadian side in the
War of 1812 and during the troubles
of 1838 they were much in evidence.
Sir Francis Bond Head speaks of
their promptness in answering the
call to arms, while the Rev. J. W.
Loguen says that he was in command
of a black company in 1838. Rev.
Josiah Henson, the founder of the
Dawn colony, was on active service
during 1838 and did garrison duty
at Amherstburg for several months.

Some time around the year Lon-
don became a city, there slipped
Into the little South-western Ontario
centre—perhaps singly, perhaps to-
gether—two poor but happy per-
sons.  Here they were married.

For them London was the end of
the trail, which had begun in the
slave plantations of the Southern
United States Freedom at a -ter-
minus of “The Underground Rail-
way” was theirs.

October 29, 1934, the son of this
numble colored couple was to re-
celve the highest honors London
could offer—the freedom of the city.
Richard B. Harrison “De Lawd” of
Marc Connelly’'s prize winning Pu-
litzer play “Green Pastures” had re-
turned in triumph to his native city.
On hand to greet him was the mayor
of the city and some of the boys
with whom Dick ‘Harrison had play-
ed baseball in the days of his youth
—on those days when he wasn’t
busy peddling papers in order to
help the family finances or from a
gallery seat watching the actors per-
form in the theatres of his day.

Richard B. Harrison climbed to
fame first in 1930, a few months af-
ter the poignant and beautiful Green
Pastures had opened in Broadway.
At 68, he was described at the time
as “The centre figure in what in
many respects is the most remark-
able drama ever produced on the
North American stage. . . . Both
actor and play are unusual. Harri-
son had never appeared in a theat-
rical presentation,

Yet, the native Londoner won
instantaneous success, in his portray
al of the Messiah as the Negro slaves
pictured Him and longed to see Him
appear in the days of their tribula-
tions. He won universal praise from

MAGAZINE URGES NEGROES
TO MAKE USE OF ECONOM.
ICAL STRENGTH TO WIN
FREEDOM

Chicago — Ebony, in its July issue
urges Negroes to awaken and make
use of their economical strength in
their eternal struggle for equal
rights. *“He has moneey to buy fine
homes, big cars and enjoy vacations
in foreign lands, and then has en-
ough left for riotous living. It's high
{'me that he stop those dollars from
singing and make them talk,” Ebony
says.

The magazine points out that the
Negro's most significant victories
have been won in the courts, that
good lawyers cost money and that
the Negro’s voice is only as strong
in the courts ‘“as his money is long.”

“With money, his most potent wea
pon, he can purchase the freedom
not given him by Abe Lincoln and
the Fourteenth Amendment.”

As an example of what the race
can do, the magazine cites the newly
created Regional Council of Negro
Leadership in the South, which est-
ablished a special bank fund to help
militant Negroes, whose credit is be-
ing stiffled by Southern whites. To
date more than $250,000 has been
deposited with the Council and mon-
ey is still coming in.

As for aiding other than Negro
drives the magazine says: ‘“There
are national appeals that the Negro
cannot afford to ignore. The March
of Dimes, Red Cross, Damon Run-
yon Cancer and local Community
funds, for example, are groups who
serve all races. The Negro should
be as vocal in helping these organ-
izations in their financial appeals as
he is in protesting when he is dis-
criminated against by them.”

When it comes to fighting on the
local front Ebony suggests that in-
stead of crying about dirty stores
and unfair prices in his vicinity, the

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REV. THOMAS
GETS HIS CHURCH

Lost November, the Reformed
Church got the first Negro pastor
in its 328 years of existence. That
happened when young Reverend
James Joshua Thomas, born in South
Carolina but raised in Jamaica, B.
W.I., was officially installed as pas-
tor of the 105 year old Mott Haven
Reformed Church in the Bronx, New
York. The Rev. Thomas’ congre-
gation, 80 per cent white, is of a
denomination that originated in the
Netherlands during the great Re-
formation of 1500, and brought here
by Dutch Settlers of New Amster-
dam in 1628. At present few Ne-
groes are members of the denomin-
ation, but these days, more are join=-
ing.

For Rev. Thomas, a white congre-
gation is not a new experience- Be-

fore coming to Mott Haven Reform-
ed Church, he was assigtant pastor
at the Reformed Church of Astoria,
L.I. In both instances the reason
for his appointment was the chang-
ing racial characteristics of the
neighborhoods.

At Mott Haven, many members
were lost when their homes were
demolished to make way for a huge
hcusing project. When that was

completed, the residents were racial-
ly mixed.

However, when some Negro ten-
‘ani,s sought a church, the Mott Hav-
_en Reformed was close by. So they
began dropping in and sending their
children to Sunday School. Church
leaders saw the problem and met
it face to face, honestly.

Without hesitation, Joe answered:

“Sure, sure — put me down for
five hundred.”

He started to walk away, stopped,
then turned back to Weill.

“By the way,” Joe added, “who
is the guy?”

Of the vast amount of money that
can be accounted for, Marva Trotter
represents by far the biggest single
item. Joe married Marva, then a
Chicago secretary, in 1835.

For Marva it must have been like
getting hitched to an oil well. Not
counting such gifts as cars and apart-
ment buildings which Joe showered
on her, she was cut in on a percent-
age of the champ’s total earnings.

But none of the above — includ-
ing Joe’s habit of buying a hundred
$150 suits at a time—adds up to the
million bucks Joe had left after the
government grabbed its end.

Where did the rest of it go?

This is where the Joe Louls story
begins to get real dirty.

Sports writers got many a laugh
out of the champ’s ill-starred busi-
ness ventures. On dull days, a piece
about Joe the Businessman was al-
ways good for a yak. But those
close to Joe still don’t think that his
strange investments constituted the
best kind of comedy material.

What's more, they would like a
closer look at the curious financial
juggling that went on behind the
scenes of the following specific in-
vestments:
