IN THE STACKS

Is it, T wender, an uupardonable
8in to review only part of a took?
I dor’t think the sin can be nelped
if one is so nilly ae to read anthol-
cgizs. This particular anthology is
a collection of sixteen American
plays, edited by Cerf and Cartmell
(I don't blame you {if ycu can't re-
memper their nemes—neither can
J). if whai you really desire in a
book is weight, there are, I think, a
number of other collections even
moie sizable than this ore. Tha
three plays I wish to mention, how-
ever, will prebably be in most an-
thologies.

My own favourites are Marc Con- |
nelly’s “The Greer Pastures” and
Thornton Wilder's “Our Town”.|
“The Green Fastures,” a delightful
version of tke Old Testament
stories 2s seen through the eyes of
devout Negro Christians, has about
it something of the wistfui charm
of a child’s first crude visions of
Bible stories. The angels at the
fish fry, eating boiled custard and
smoking ten cent cigars, ave, I
think. closely related to the cherubs
of my owr imagining, who spent
most of their time gulping down
mounds of ice cream from cones of
solid geld, which they kept filled
fromm an immense golden' barrel
studded with rubies and sapphires,
This barrei, if I remember correct-
ly, stocd under the tree of the know-
ledge of good and evil, on the
branches ¢f which grew the loaveli-
est pink and white popcorn halls
vou ever saw . My understanding of
heavenly geography was, 1 am
afraid, rather lazy, but I'm surel
thiat Marec Connelly’'s angels would
have fitted very comfortably into
my own particular heaven. just as
they would probably fit into yours.

I am not so certain of the perm-
anent value of Thornton Wiider's
“Our Town”, which is my other
favourite among the plays. As a
matier of fact, I'm not at all sure
why I like it. There ig an imitation
nomespun quality about it which
irritates me by its insincerity. Ffor
instance, the stage manager, whe
describes the town, introduces some
of the characters to the audiznce,
and acts, In general, as chorus,
sesme to me entirely unnecessary,
if the author had not decided tnat
doing without scenery would bhe
appropriately simple, he could bave
left cut this supzarflucus person
whose dull and tedious speeches,
clothed in a sort of moth-eairen sent-
imentality, are the most faulty
parts of the play., Still, in spite of
the sham feeling that mars the
surface cof “Our Town”, there is,
somahow or other, a reality about
it, an underlying sincerity which |
makee one willing to swallow much |
more of the saccharine sentimental-
izing about small town life than
would otherwise be possible. Per-
haps, after all, that’s a good enough
reason for liking it

Before cloging, I'd like to mention I
the really delightful comedy, "Liie |
With ¥ather”, about which I’'d have
sald much more if there had heen
space.

What Is Wrong with C. O. T. C.?

Advance copy of editorial tc appear in the January number of The
Engineering Journal, the monthly publication of The Engineering Instit-
ute of Canada. -

Universty students always find something about which to

grumble, but never has there been sc widespread and so com-
mon complaint as that about the Canadian Officers Training
Corps. A visit with the students in any university ceveals that
this is the first thing they are ready to ialk about.

The Institute’s interest in this iies principally in the fact
that cngineering students from practicaliy every university have
brought their questions and complaints to its attention and have
asked for assistance in exposing conditions which they claim
are unfair, unreasonable, and wasteful of time and energy.
The almost unanimous agreement among students of all univer-
sities indicates a state of affairs which requires thoughtful con-
sideration by the proper officiais. The opinion of members of
the staffs seems to support the complaints of the students.
The complaints are these:

(a) The work is very elementary, and the same programme
is followed every year for four vears. The student in his senior
year invariably feels that six hours a week have been totally
wasted. He has learned nothing that would be of value in the
event of an invasion, or that is of use to him if subsequent to
graduation he joins the Army. This repetitive work, of high
school cadet grade, bores the student of university calibre.
Many claim that their performance is worse at the ead of the
four years than it was when they started.

(b) No credit is given for all this drill when the student
enlists in the Army. On the other hand, the Navy ard Air
Force allow their candidates reasonable credit for the work they
do in the University Naval Division and University Air Training
Corps. What is even more, since their programmes are much
farther advanced than that of the Army, the boys maintain an
interest in them and actually get some benefit from them. If
the training of the C. O. T. C. is not worth anything to the Army,
it is a mild statement to say there would seem to be something
wrong with it.

(¢) The time taken by drill could be used to better advant-
age in studies. FEvery engineer knows that an engiresring
course is not easy. Most students require all the time they
can get to master it.  Six hours a week is over 15 per cent of a
work-week, and in four years amcunts to almost a hundred
work-days. Tlat is a lot of time to spend at learning how to
shoulder arms!

(d) Tre regulations are not interrupted uniformly. Some
universities have practically eliminated C. G. T. C. work in the
senior year. Others have been allowed to reduce the time
requirement and others are stili doing six hours. It is pcssble
that the responsibilities for these variations lie with the univer-
sities themselves and not with National Defence, but the fact
remains that the irregularities exist, to the dissatisfaction of
hundreds of students.

At this late date it is not likely that the whole system can
be changed for this term, but surely somehing can be dene for
Unless the Jeurnal has been misinformed, injury
is being done to the morale of this group of useful citizens.
Surely it is not necessary.
