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Montreal!, Nov. 14— (C.U.P.)—
Coing on record as fully supperting
the motion of the Students Execu-
tive Council requesting 1he Senate
to lift the ban on eligible Canadian
Forn Japanese, over 250 students
at the first Students Society meet-
ing of the year today resolved that
a copy of their supporting resolution
be ‘“respectfully forwardeu to the
Senete,” Subsequent motions sett-
ing up a cornnittee on racial dis-
crimination were also nassed.

Chairman John Ccstigan out-
lined the question as it affected
the student hody and read the res-
plution which the Council submitted
to the Senate.

After ennsiderable discussion ou
the preamble of the motion first
presented to the meeting, the
motion was passed reading as foll-
ows — wheieas the Students Soc-
iety is opposed to any form of
racial discrimination; and whereas
Canadians of Japanese origin are
ncw accepted into the Armed
Forces of Canada; and whuoreas
these students are accepted into
other Canadian universities; he it
resolved that these students rthat
the Students Society fuily support
the motion of the Students Execu-
tive Council regarding this decision
forwarded to the Principal on Nov
10, 1944; and be it resoclved that a
copy of this Students Society res-
olution be respectiully forwarded
to the Senate.

The motion passeu by the Stu-
dents Executive Councii last Thurs-
since the exclusion of Canadian
born Japanese students haa caused
day evening, was to the effect that
consideranle comment on the cam-
pus, the Council has discussed the
question and by a majority vote
respectfully requests *he Senate tc
recousider its decision lifting the
ban on eligible Japanese students
of Canadian birth.

The second motion passed at the
meeting this afternoon read,
“moved that we, wheieag the stu-
dents of McGill university are op-
pesed to all forms of racial diserim-
ination, and whereas racial discrim-
ination has been used in the past,
that a committee be set up to watch
and study such possible discrimin-
ations; and that if such discrim-
ination is found, it should be
brought to the attention of the Stu-
dents Executive Council who shali
call a meeting to attempt to rectiry
such diserimination.”

Following upon this resolution,
an additional one was carried .ead-
ing, “moved that representatives of
all clubs on the campus be a work-
ing committee to investigate any
discrimination on racial questions
and that a committee of :hrea he
appointea to contact all c¢lubs and
societies (o initiate such a move-
ment.”
