Police Action

An Editorial In The Acadia Athenaeum

There is an unpleasant ring given off by the action of the
Fredericton police in arresting a U.N.B. student on a flimsy
pretex, and refusing to allow him to communicate with his
wife or University authorities until several hours had elapsed

It would be easy for us to declaim “violation of the rights
and liberties of a citizen.” Yet we recognize that effective
police protection for everyone often requires that police be
allowed ‘to detain such & person whose actions may give rise
to suspicions. In such instances the police must recognize
their obligation tc establish his identity immediately whet-
her or not the person has done anything to justify further
detention. This the Fredericton police refused to do, and
is there the fault lies.

A certain capriciousness and exaggerated sense of the
power of an officer is to be found in many police depart-
ments. [t is not entirely absent in Wolfville,

Searcely a week has passed since one of our own students
was arrested through an exceedingly strict interpretation of
the law. If this were part of & systematic drive aimed at a
strict obgervation of all laws, ov if it were even a measure for
teh protection of the citizenry, it would receive cur plandits.

It can be neither. It is the rare day that cars speeding
through the town of Wolfville do not constituie a danger to
everyone crossing the street. We have been looking for a
strict enforcement of the laws against speeding, and we have
been looking in vain

Deserved or not, the Wolfville police force has been
acquiring the repatation of being out to “hook” non residents
for every minor infraction of the laws. Such actions are
aimed, not at enforcing laws, and protecting citizens, but at
increasing revenues. Like many other people, students have
very definite objections to an enforcement of petty laws
patently aimed at either increasing revenues or fattening
some officer’s record of arrests.

It-would be advisabie for those responsible for local police
action to look into the matter before some unpleagsantness
similar to that of Fredericton occurs here.

At the annual conference of MFCUS
held i Montreal over New Years,
the fact that students on Canadian
campi should be made conscious of
NFCUS was stressed emphatically.

First, something about the Nution.
al Federation of Canadian University
Students; its object is “to promote in
every way possible a.better under-
standing among all Canadian Uni-
versity students, a greater degree of
cooperation and correlation among
all Canadian universities for the ef.
fective promotion of student inter.
ests and to provide a means for de-
veloping international rq'la‘tionsl\ipa
with student groups in other coun-
{ries”. Several Canadian Univeds:

ity prganizations maintain NFCUS
is ot doing much and is not accomp-
lishing its objectives. But that is
not the favit of NFCUS as it is of the
individual Canadian stadent. With.
out your support and help NFCUS
cannot accomplish its gosls. From
you NFCUS gets its ideas on which
to act. Why not, if you have an idea,
see your NFCUS chairran on the
campus, or a member of the Stud-
ents’ Council. Ouly with your help

can NFCUS rise to strengh and with
this strength accomplish its primary
aim, furthering the lot of the Can-
adian student.

What may have placed a lot of
Canadian students against ‘NFCUS
it's proposed affiliation with the
Communist-run  International Union
of Students. This did not material.
ize and has now been rejected for
another year at least. But the issue
at stake is that the IUS question in
the NFCUS was not the most im.
portant though the raost controvers-
ial. There are micre interesting pro-
jects being undertaken by NFCUS
which you do not realize as they do
not have the news vslue that Com-
munism and IUS have. I will dis.
cuss the IUS problem with you at a
later date. To finish off, here are
some of the projects NFCUS are
working on or have accomplished,
the details I will set forth to you in
a series of articles in the future. The
mos¢ important project is a proposal
to the Federal government for more
equality of education. A big accomp.
lishinent was that of cheaper air tra-
vel in Canada and abroad by chart-
ered planes. Some further projects
are student exchange in Canada and
the United States, summer home ex-
change, the Quebec Seminar, the
setting up or a radio arts school in
Canada, reducing the cost of text
books, & closer co.operation with
National Employment Service for
undergraduntes and graduate student
employment,

taking to repay the loan as soon as

possible after graduation,

The Engineering Joumal, the pub-
lication of the Institute records the
progress and achievements of fthe
profession. Its editorial' columns give
consideration to vital questions af.
fecting engineers. Other departments
cover activities of the branches an
of the individual members,,

The institute approaches that the
cosfs of an engineering educetion
are high, The institute also believes
engineaning students need its ser-
vices and to reconcile these two con-
ditions it hae set student membership
fees at only $2.00 less than the prini-
ing and mailing costs of the twelye
copies of the Journal ineluded with
membership each year. The Institute
does this in the expectation that stu-
dent members will carry on after
graduation and become full corporate
memberss making their contribution
to the work of *he Tnstitute and the
advancement of the profession,
