U.N'B, Diliaters = |
Win Discussion

The U. N. B. debating team con-
sisting of Ruth Nicholson and Boh
Sansom won a 2-1 decision over
Pine Hill Theological College in
Halifax Friday, Feb. 23. It was
resolved that “Increased immigra-
tion would be beneficial to Can-
ada”, with U. N. B. having the
negative side. A good sized crowd
attended, and many expressed the
opinion that it was a very good
debate with the teams well-
matched and the arguments ad-
vanced by both sides interesting
and well-developed.

M. MacMahon, the first speaker
for the affirmative, declared that
Canada needed manpower, espec-
ially for the army and for indus-
tries. Imigration, he felt, could
supply this need. \

Bob Sansom stressed the fact
that Canada could absorb only|
996,000 people annually, and that
our natural increase equalled this
nnmber.

Dr. Maclnnis, the second Pine
Hill speaker mentioned the cul-
tural contribution of immigrants
the increased consumer market
they created, and the need for
more people to occupy our agri-
cultural land.

The second speaker for the nega-
tive, Ruth Nicholson, outlined the
dangers of allowing immigrants
into Canada faster than our fa-
cilities can handle them. Our
problems of housing and of over-
crowded schools and hospitals
would be aggravated. With Que-
bec's attitude as it is, any increase
of immigration would hinder the
attainment of national unity.

A heated rebuttal followed the
main speeches. Pine Hill claimed
that they were restrained from us-
ing too forcible words by the fact
that they were theology students
and that there was a woman on the
opposing team. U. N. B. was
hindered by no such limitation, and
the battle of wits in the rebuttal
entertained the audience highly
After the decision, the judges, de-
baters and their friends were en+
tertained at a coffee party.
