Al Crilly, who
portrays the sleeping car con-
ductor, and students Colin Har-
rowing, David Snowball, Joan
Lawrence and Vic Hatheway.

ANOTHER ATTEMPT AT
RESCUSCITATION

It is eight years since I last saw
Duvivier’s master piece “Un Car-
net de Bal”. Yet it has always re-
mained in my mind’s eye. I re-
member that dream waltz in those
dream clothes, taking place in a
ballroom of un-imaginable splen-
dour, beneath incredible chande-
liers, amidst what the French call
‘de luxe insolent et ecrasant’'—one
remembers asking oneself how in
circumstances of unheard of gran-
deur Christine could possibly have
picked up those lovers, whose point
is not shadiness of character but
mediocrity of station. One of them
becomes a hairdresser, another
runs a night club, the third is a
grocer, the fourth is an abortionist
— not one of them has elegance. It
is not until the end that one re-
alizes that the grandeur of the ball
existed only in Christine’s sixteen
year old imagination. There she
is twenty years later dancing once
more in the stubby flag-festooned
dance hall of the little country
town, surrounded by girls in frocks
of flowered gingham and cretonne,
courted by hobbledehoys in ill-
fitting dress suits. Time cannot
lay a finger on this film magnifi-
cent acting; the picture would be
worth seeing if only for the priest
of that great actor Harold Baur.
Then there is the Provencal of
Raimu. the ignoble shyster of
Louis Jouvet, the inimitable clown-
ing of Fernadel, the exquisite
playing of Francois Rosay, and the
brilliant self effacement of Marie
Bell. who never allows Christine to
be more than a necessary peg. One

Drum-
mie and McPhail will be upholding
the negative of the resolution.

In the event of a victory over
Acadia, an eliamtion tournament
will be held to pick a team fo re-
present U.N.B. in the Maritime fi-
nals. The Maritime championship
team will go on to the Canadian
finals to be held at Carleton Col-
lege, Ottawa, on March 7 and 8.

LATE NEWS BULLETIN

A
petition of protest against the
dollar fee was read, along with
letters of the same nature from the
Forestry and Engineering Socie-
ties.

As a result of the apathy shown
in the nomination (see page three
of this issue) it was moved that
the nomination deadline be ex-
tended to this Friday. It was felt
that the number of poesitions fill-
ed by acclamation and the number
of positions left vacant warranted

this extension.

Founders Day
Held Monday

The traditional pomp of he
Quit Rent ceremony and the sugar
coating of some form of entertain-
ment to top off the program were
missing from this year's Founders’
Day celebration, held in the Me-
morial Hall Monday evening. But
it turned out that there was no
lack of light of the interesting and
entertaining main address by Ca-
nada's most up-and-coming no-
velist, Hugh MacLellan.

Dr MacLennan, winner of three
Governor-General‘'s medals for
both fiction and non-fiction, in-
spired a good turnout of students
and townspeople and inspired
those who turned out. Thus the
growing U.N.B. tradition of fine
lectures, begun in Funders' Day of
several years back, and continued
in the 150th anniversary series and
more recently the Bryan Priest-
man Lectureship, is maintained.
This kind of event has become a
significant thing in the academic
and general educational life of the
university.

The Quit Rent Payment was not
included on the program due to
the absence of the Hon. D. L. Mac-
Laren, Lieutenant-Governor of
New Brunswick, and Visitor to the
University on behalf of Her Ma-
jesty the Queen. This was due to
the recent death of King George
VI and the continuance of official
court mourning.

MARITIME REGIONAL
NFCUS CONFERENCE

As a result of the Maritime Re-
gional Conference of the National
Federation of Canadian University
Students in Sackville on Feb. 9
and 10, the strength and actual
functioning of the organization
here was learned. It was unani-
mously resolved that NFCUS de-
vote more effort to student bene-
fits in Canada and less to inter-
national affairs and by so doing
give something tangible in answer
to the question “What is NFCUS
doing for me?” Fully was it realiz-
ed that recently it had not been
doing this and hence the federa-
tion had become greatly weakened
among the Maritime Universities.

The actual resolutions will be
published later in detail when
the conference reports are avail-

able. It was, however, suggested
that universities in this area
conduct exchange weckends

sponsored by NFCUS. A student
at UNB might be interested in
touring the art or music centres
at Mt. Allison. In return a stu-
dent there might wish to take ad-
vantage of our fine ski hill or
swimming pool since they lack
both. Lodgings and meals and the
actual activities would be in
charge of the local NFCUS Com-
mittee.

In addition to the actual con-
ference, problems of finance and
jurisdiction on the different cam-
pi were discussed. UNB and
Acadia with four reps, Dal. with
one and Mt. A. the host with fif-

teen were able to enlighten one
another as to their personal
peeves and problems. It was gen-

erally agreed that the students of
the University of New Brunswick
were entitled to more exact bene-
fits with their smaller levy than
the other three universities in-
volved. The facts will be published

Dear Madam,,

I welcome Mr. Barwick's com-
ments on my suggestions concern-
ing the future policy of the Drama
Society, since my intention was
not to dictate to the society but to
provoke discussion. However, since
Mr. Barwick clearly misunderstood
my views, and since he makes cer-
tain statements which can be re-
futed,, I should like to have the
privilege of replying to him.

When I referred to the tradition
of alternating a classic with a
modern play I did not mean to

confine the classics to Shakes-
peare, Shaw, Ibsen, Wilde, Synge,
Yeats, Pinero, Pirandello, Maeter-
linck—the best plays of all of these
men have stood the test of half a
century of production, and are
certainly worthy to be called
classics of the theatre. I should
be quite happy to see a play by
any one of these men produced by
the next year.

I do feel, however, that older
plays should occasionally be pro-
duced, I should like to see a four
year cycle, so that during his un-
dergraduate days a student would
have the chance of seeing or par-
ticipating in a play by Shake-
peare, Marlowe, or Goldsmith, one
by Shaw or Wilde or Ibseen, and
two more recent plays by such
writers as O“Neill, Fry, Eliot, Max-
wel Anderson, Odets or Robertson
Dayvies.

But Mr. Barwick asserts that
Shakespeare could not stand up to
a student performance, and that
in any case the production would
be a financial failure. These as-
sertions can be easily refuted by
referring to the past experience of
the society. Macbeth, produced by
the society under Mr. Hicklin’s di-
rection in 1949, was both an artis-
tic and financial success. Golden
Boy, a modern play presented in
1950 and sufficiently well to win
the Regional Drama Festival, was,
on the other hand, a financial
failure, and it was the desire to
make money that led to the pro-
duction of The Taming of the
Shrew in 1951. Shakespeare on
this occasion may not have made
money, but this was because al-
most no advertising was done and
little effort made to sell tickets.
Mr. Barwick goes on to assert
that Restoration plays are also
beyond the range of the society,
and that in any case Fredericton
audiences would not stand for
their indelicacy. Two or three
years ago Dr. Tracy’s eighteenth
century literature class put on a
very successful private perfor-

An answer to your ‘enquiring
reporter’s question “What meas-
ures do you suggest the S.R.C.
adopt in order to balance their
budget in the future?”, shows a
complete lack of knowledge, on
the writer’s part, of YEAR BOOK
policies and finances. I refer to
the suggestion forwarded by Bill
Reddin, Freshman Electrical.

If Freshman Reddin had ever

bothered to attend an S.R.C.
Budget meeting he might have
learned something about the

Year Book. He might have learn-
ed that the 1952 Year Book re-
auires from the S.R.C. only half
of the amount which was allocat-
ed for the same purpose in 1951,
This would appear to be a step
toward the ‘self-support’ suggest-
ed by Mr. Reddin.

I am happy to support Mr. Bar-
wick’s suggestion that the society
have two major productions next
year. The only difficuity I forsee
is in finding competent direction.
As long as the direction is left as
a voluntary effort on the part of
members of the faculty, it is going
to be difficult to find such mem-
bers with the time to direct a three
act play. Ideally, there should be
a professor of drama who could
direct the plays of the society, give
a course in dramatic production,
and as an extension director of
drama throughout the province.

But I cannot follow Mr. Bar-
wick when he suggests that we
drop out the Regional Drama Fes-
tival. What are his reasons? If
they are simply that we did not
win this year, when perhaps he
thinks we deserved to, they seem
to me very flimsy. After all, in
three years of participation we
have won once and been runner-
up once. What more can we ex-
pect? But you may well ask me
why I think we should participate.
My reasons are, first, that the pro-
vincial university should in this
matter give a lead to other groups
in the province, and, second, that
the expert and objective adjudica-
tion available at the festival is a
useful training for our aspiring
actors.

Finally, Madam Editor, may I
be allowed to express the opinion
that, in spite of talk of the drama
society having been in the dol-
drums, it has in fact maintained a
surprisingly high standard of per-
formance over a good many years?
In my time at U. N. B. I
have seen memorable perfor-
mances of plays as various as
Wilde’s Impertance of Being Ear-
nest, Ihsen’s Doll’s House, Shake-
speare's Macbeth, Odets’ Golden
Boy, Wilder's Our Town, You
Can’t Take It With You, and The
Man Who Stayed to Dinner. A
university should be the home of
creative experiment in all the arts,
not least in drama. If we cannot
produce Shakespeare, Webster,
Congreve, Jonson on the one hand
and Christopher Fry, T. S. Eliot,
and Jean-Paul Sartre on the other,
how can we expect the dramatic
society in St. Andrew’s and St.
Stephen and Bathurst to attempt
drama at all? We should be set-
ing he pace, and we should not
mind if occasionally, in our en-
thusiasm, we trip and fall. Let us,
in short, have more of the vigo-
rous directness of Laertes, and less
of the cautious circuitousness of
Polonius!
