One of the most prized freedoms in a democratic
country is the right to dissent against an issue if a citizen
feels it is wrong. This right to a responsible protest if
abused can soon lead to anarchy, a complete breakdown
of other freedoms which must be protected as well.

Recent legislation passed in New Brunswick has lead

to an increase in the cost of licencing a car besides an -

extra cost for a safety check which if done right could
make our highways a safer place to drive. Whether this is
good legislation or not is the point to be made here.

Several tax payers have expressed disapproval of this
legislation and launched a protest against the legislation
to have it replealedlegislation and laucched a protest
against the legislation to have it repealed or modified.
To this end a protest arrived in Fredericton comprised
of drivers from all parts of the province to go to the
Legislative Assembly in session and make their views
known. The unfortunate result was that it got out of
hand like no student protest ever did.

Cries of “‘get a rope for Louis”” and other catcalls of
similar ignorant nature originated from the gallery of
the House from normally law abiding citizens. These
protestors put themselves in the same position if not in
the mentality as a lynch-mob of the days before this
country became civilized.

Destruction of property in this country is punished
by the courts on conviction. What difference is there
between property destruction and the destruction of the
right to speak without being hassled by an undirected
mob. No protest on this campus or any other has
attempted to tear down th democra‘i(c institutions of
this province like the spectacle last week.

Facist regimes have always destroyed the parliaments
first in order to bring anarchy and this it seems is the
intention of this poorly-directed, thought out protest
against a legal tax.

The result has been another blight on the province of
New Brunswick, first threat of a censure of its largest
university by a national organization and now an
irresponsible spectacle of anarchy, by the citizens of this
province.

If this protest had been run by students the public
outcry would be unbearable because that it is a popular
misconception that college protests are of no
significance. Contrast the UNBSJ protest of the previous
day to the car cavalcade. The students well organized
and peaceful were protesting an issue of equal
importance to them. The effect of their protest was
enchanced by the poor tactics of the supposedly adult
onenchanced by tge poor tactics of the supposedly
adult one.

Let us suppose that the University Senate rejects student
representation. Despite our cries, our pleadings and our un-
read briefs, they simply say “NO" and leave us out in the
cold. All right, where do we go from there? Do we turn our
backs on it all and say “screwed again’"? Or do we apply a
little imagination with a few dabs of organization and wage
an all out war?

The university as a business enterprise (i.e. UNB) needs
raw material (bodies, euphemistically referred to as
students), initial capital (government grants and tuition
fees), facilities (buildings, labs, typewriters, ink blotters, ad-
ministrators, etc.), and lastly, a market for their product
(governments, industry and business enterprises - eg. UNB),
A nice neat self-perpetuating circle.

Some bodies (students) have been for some time concern-
ed that perhaps they should have some say in this
process. But because they have had no power, they have
had no voice. So it seemed like the solution was t0 obtain
power. So they very politely asked for some votes in the
bodies that governed them, like the Senate and the Board of
Governors. So far, there has been no meaningful success at
UNB in this direction.

We must now take steps toward the Final Solution, and
that is to organize our own Board of Governors and our
own Senate with our own prasident. (Students only need ap-
ply.) With a bit of organization over the summer, we could
simply instruct all registrants to pay their tuition fee money
to the only legitimate power, namely, the Student Board of
Governors. That would give us nearly two-and a half mil-
lion dollars, which is sufficient to pay the faculty members
who plan to stay after CAUT censure.

Well, what about buildings? What about maintenance ser-
vices? No problem at ail. We would simply use the present
facilities. The illegitimate Board of Governors would have
no other alternative. After all, they simply can’t run a uni-
versity without students, and since we are the only stu-
dents . . . it puts them in a very difficult situation. The gov-
ernments certainly would not give the illegitimate board the
other two thirds of the money shot unless they were pro-
cessing the raw materials as promised.

** %

Of course, the students would not follow the present
elitist models before them. They would elect their president,
their Board and their Senate. It would be democratic and
fair and thus legitimate. Why, if the faculty or the adminis-
tration wanted to have seats on our elected bodies, | am
sure that if they were to present a brief, that we would give
it all due consideration in due time before rejecting it. I'hat
would be the only proper thing to do. We must follow due
process, you know!

There are definite advantages to being behind in this

world, especially in the realm of car safety on our highways.
Canada, in it's position as a carbon copy of the US, doesn’t
have to copy all the U.S. mistakes. Although change is a
dirty word to most status-quo Canadians, there is and must
be a change in the philosophy of preventing useless acci-
dents that claim too many lives every year.

There are two methods open to the Canadian govern

ment, if they hope to reduce the carnage on the nations
highways. One is to continue the present policy of listing
fatal accident statistics that the average motorist can't
identify himself with and jaunch an appeal for the nation’s
drivers to use more care. There is no
just, it-cant-happen-to-me, statistics.

Government bureaucrats-are concerned and sympathetic

to the problem but the trouble and resulting problems are
because of the governments tactics, not their lack of con-
cern. Millions of dollars are spent in safe driving promotion
but with no visible signs of improvement. A revolutionary

approach would be to appeal to drivers to take pride in
their driving, not to just motor thoughtlessly to their destin-

ation.

Leon Mandel, editor of Car and Driver, one of North
America’s leading, car-enthusiast’s magazine wrote recently;

It never occurs to the federal government and seems to
never have dawned on anyone that driving a car can be a
pleasure and pleasure produces knowledge of what it’s all
about, and pride in doing it. More than that, it might even
be the road to re-education of the driving public. Let them
enjoy that they might survive. Is that simple premise too re-
volutionary?"”’ g 2

To the ultra-conservative of this nation it would be re-
volutionary, but to the car bluffs and the tiny minority that
loves to drive well, it's 2 good sound approach. This can be
the second path opening to Canadians. To develop, in the
driving public both present and future the love of driving
well and with a skill that they constantly try to improve.
This TYPE OF DRIVING IS what racing and rallying are
all about.

Racing and railying are two sports with a two-fold pur-
pose. One being. a rich exciting spectator spectacle, the
other causes a love for cars and what they are capable of ac-
complishing in the hands of capable race driver.

If the safety-through-pride method is used in making the
general driving public aware of better driving practises then
it stands to reason that racing and rallying should take on
greater importance than just an amusement. .

No one is trying to say that these skilled drivers have
some superior intelligence that no one short of a Stirling
Moss can attain. This is not the case. The peintis that these
drivers, when they do make a mistake or if someone else
makes a mistake, can take corrective this ideally will be the
case if the governments adopt this method of public driving

education.

This development of a love for cars and defensive driving
methods has been the point of this column the past five
months. | personally urge all readers to try a car rally or
take in a race this upcoming summer. Don't forget the For-
mula 1 race this early summer in Mosport, just one long 60

The sports season for most at UNB is now nearly
finished. Except for a few intramural activities not quite
wrapped up yet, the athletics program has compileted
another year. Each year now, the whole program i
expanding. The increase in the coaching staff over the
past 2 years has been unbelievable, as specialization has
become the order of the day. While the women's teams
have continued to flatten all opposition as in the past,
the men’s teams have not been any more successful than
they were before the specialization.

This is not to say that the new coaches are any less
competent than the old personnel, New staff was
needed to help spread the work load. The simple fact is
that nearly all Maritime college teams are improving.
UNB has to improve just to maintain its position. Even
the Beaver's swim team, perennial Maritime champions
had a serious challenge from, of all places, Mt. Allison.

While UNB had put more and more into athletics and
the varsity teams, the other colleges have not exactly
stood still. Offers of athletic scholarships and other
bribes to varsity players by other colleges mean that
UNB will have tough sledding ahead.

A case in point is the basketball team, the Red
Raiders. While injuries and academic problems have
undoubtedly contributed to their mediocre season, the
Raiders have been slipping two steps backward for every
one forward. In their league with Maine colleges, the
Raiders have developed into a winning team. In the
Maritimes, however, it has been a different story. Using
the same basic philosophy, having mostly NB high
school graduates for players, that gave them the
Maritime title in 1967, the Raiders cannot now win
against import-laden teams like Acadia, Dalhousie, and
St. Mary's.

The story is similar for the other varsity teams. Up to
now, enough good athletes have been volunteering to
play on varsity teams to at least keep UNB competitive.
in many activities, this looks as if it will continue.

However, unless UNB begins a more systematic
recruitment of athietes, break-even and losing teams will
be a way of life. Do UNB students and administration
care if this comes about? A situation such as that at Mt.
Allison would not be very pleasant 1o have here, The
hit-or-miss system we have now cannot do anything but
leave UNB varsity teams among the inevitable also-rans.
