As we witness much to the chagrin of sun-worshippers I 
everywhere, summers eloquent passing into fall, we find I 
ourselves on the threshold of prophesy, a philosophical I 
futuristic interpretation of the year 1984 as written by I 
George Orwell.

There is no disputing the incredible contribution Orwell has 
made to the literary world and to social theory. Many of the 
prophesies made in this work are evident in todays I 
ideologically split international community. The concept of a 
'thought police' as outlined in this work has to some degree 
been realized already. Elaborate computer technology and 
sophisticated secret police organizations have infringed upon 

most basic freedoms of privacy and mobility.
Although -1984' will not see (I pray) many of Orwell's I 

predictions come true, we are seemingly heading in a 
maniacal, suicidal way toward a massive international con­
frontation. It is an irony of today's modern technological 
revolution that super-power military build-up coincide with 
unprecedented progress in science.

Nuclear war is a very distinct possibility even with the 
knowledge of its inevitable destruction of the species. A 
man of Orwell's awareness and intelligence could forsee that 

ideological differences and fear of one another would 
lead to a time where total control of the individual's thought- 
sand actions would be the only way for governments to en-

We are taught to fear the spread of communism at all cost, 
even if it means the build-up of nuclear arsenals and 
fanatical-misguided support for puppet military govern­
ments. Unfortunately the utopian idealism of the tO's has 
been replaced by a machiavellian isolationism and we 
the world gearing up for confrontation at all corners of the I 
globe. Orwell foresaw this ideological confrontation as I 
becoming so intense and compacted that governments (i.e. I 
Oceania) would control the very lives of the people to ensure I 
their passive existance and insulate their power base. What I 
is happening in our society is a very close parallel. Our I 
governments are presenting to us an outside threat to our 
way of thinking thus coercing us into a passive support for 
their foreign policies.

As Canadians, we are tied directly to American foreign 
policy and thus have allowed missile testing on our soil. I 
Even at such a basic level we are passively accepting the 
game plan of nuclear build-up and thus a share inevitably in 
the escalation to confrontation.

I am not trying to conclude a fatalistic truth in Orwell s 
predictions but am advocating a return to the liberal notion of 
the individual's contribution to society. We must again as in 
the 60's, voice displeasure with our governments and 

I mobilize ourselves asi ndividuals to change the collective, 
I aggresive, foreign policy initiatives we as being passive must 
I live with as our own.

Brian Ingram, University 
Registrar, reported a 6.2 
percent increase in enroll­
ment at UNB this September 
ofer the same time last 
year. Interestingly, though, 
the number of first year 
students actually dropped 
slightly, perhaps heralding 
a long-awaited enrollment 
drop.

Figures after three days 
of registration showed 5638 
undergraduates compared 
to 5311 last year. Increases 
were visible in many 
faculties and especially in 
the Faculty of Arts. Both 
Forestry 
Forestry and Forest 
Engineering, 
decreases.

Enrollment at Saint 
Thomas University stood at 
1110 early this week, 100 
more than last December 
figures. President Martin 
told UNB Senators he ex­
pected an overall 12 to 14 
percent increase this year. 
Reports from Université de 
Moncton indicate their 
enrollment has jumped by 
about seven percent but, 
like at UNB, there was no 
increase in the number of 
new students.

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By MIKE MACKINNON On August 31, a Soviet Union fighter pilot shot down a Korean Airlines Boeing 747, kill­
ing all 269 people aboard. Since that time we have had statements from Canada, the 
United States, Japan, Korea and several other countries. The Soviet Union, of course, 
after initially denying they had downed the airliner, blamed the U.S. for the loss of lives. 
The justification for their act of barbarism was the U.S. had an RC-135 spy plane, a 
glorified Boeing 707, in the area. It should be noted the RC-135 and Boeing 747 have the
same silhoute but there is a llfference in size.

There is no question that what the Soviets did is murder. What makes their act even 
worse is their denial and refusal to accept responsibility for the deaths. There is no 
justification for deilerate destruction of a civilian, unarmed passenger aircraft, even if 
they were in Societ airspace. I have to wonder what would happen if a Canadian pilot 
was to destroy one of the Soviet bombers, an armed military aircraft, that frequently 
stray over Newfoundland. No doubt that would be considered an open act of warfare by 

the Soviets.
After all the uproar has died down, we will begin to feel the effects of the whole thing, 

the greatest impact will be felt by the disarmament movement. We will have to question 
the sincerety of the Soviets in their attempts for disarmament. Andropov had brought 
forth a number of proposals which were generally considered to be an enlightened ap­
proach, especially since they were coming from the Soviets. Some people even thought 
the Soviets were making more of an attempt that the U.S. We were becoming compla­
cent and our mistrust of the Soviets was being replaced by a cautious optimism, an op­
timism which we can now see was naive.

The nature of the retaliation, if that is the word to use, of the reaction of the U.S. and 
Canada is obviously difficult to decide. The delicate improvement in relations between 
them and the Soviets had to be maintained and economic sanctions would only serve to 
harm us. Economic sanctions have not worked in past.

I'd like to start a new academic year off by welcoming

After a Very successful 
career as a member of Mott 
the Hoople, Ian Hunter 
became a solo artist. He 
released Ian Hunter in 1975, 
You're Never Alone With A 
Schizophrenic in 1979 and 
Short Back and Sides in 
1981. In many respects, his 
newly-released album All of 
the Good Ones Are Taken 
captures and optimizes the 
essence of these three 
predecessors.

Hunter's music is un­
mistakably unique to his 
fans; he imparts his own 
style into his self-written 
songs and his vocals are 
both geographically and 
stylistically distinctive. 
However, each of past solo 
albums have been different. 
After the pop-tinged badass 
R&R of Schizophrenic in 1979 
which any felt was Ian 
Hunter personified, the 
coming of Short Back and 
Sides two years later was a 
surprise to lot of people in 
that Hunter had very 
dramatically added an elec­
tronic sound to his music, 
when it worked, as in 'Cen­
tral Park and West', it work­
ed well, but when it didn't,

professor of chemistry and 
UNB's first dean of arts and 
science, who retired in 1965 
from the post of university 
vice-president (academic).
