In order to interest the 
administration in assisting this 
project, it was suggested that a 
third of the money be raised 
through a $10 increase on the 
student activity fee; otherwise, 
the plans will take five years to 
get underway.

"The growing needs of a 
student body is what we are 
seeking to fulfill," said Carson.

It was suggested that the 
President's role could be 
improved were he to promote 
himself with residence tours 
once per term, restrict his 
courseload to three courses per 
term and maintain his position 
throughout the summer mon­
ths to provide continuity to the

Concern was expressed that 
too much of the Student Union 
budget is being dished out for

by Leslie Robertson the purpose of social events. 
Some people felt that the 
various clubs and organizations 
should do more independent 
fundraising instead of treating 
the SU as a bank. The fact 
was pointed out that clubs and 
societies arc entitled to $9-15 
per student and cutting back on 
this funding would be 
depriving students of their 
rights.

"Cutting back on the student 
activity fee is not the answer," 
said President Carson. "What 
we need is a higher activity fee 
so that we can do more for the 
students."

SUB policy regarding the 
smoking issue was discussed at 
length. There appeared to be a 
general consensus that the 
prohibition of smoking in 
every area of the SUB has only 
made matters worse.

Now that smokers have 
nowhere to smoke, they are 
rebelling by smoking every­
where, which leaves the non- 
smokers in a worse position 
than before. SUB staff are not 
eager to enforce the policy 
since many of them disagree

with it. The SU feels it should 
have more control over SUB 
policy than it does, as the SUB participating as much as they 
administration board docs not should, a situation to which 
display enough efficiency.

common reasons for the ambition of these students, we must contend with the other reasons. These 
reasons should have everything to do with their perception of their abilities.

I have always had a hard time accepting the basic posture that politicians have to assume in order tol Distractions Editor 
win votes. Having been brought up in a tradition that held that leadership is not something to be gainedr 
through self-promotion; the very practice of campaigning for student office came as a disquieting reality!
to me during my undergraduate years. In the British styled high school that I attended, it was obnoxious,! Advertising Manager 
crude and simply uncouth to ask people to vote for you. You expressed a willingness to serve and you I . . tx •
simply trusted your manifest integrity to do the work for you. Of you lost a vote, you accepted the I Advertising Design 
decision of the body politic with stoic good-naturedness, and congratulated the winner even if you thought! Q^aphic Artist 
he was a totally inadequate ignoramus. I F

There were certain advantages to this code of behaviour. Firstly, the bitterness and rancour that often I 
arises when people get involved with open campaigns against each other were avoided entirely. Secondly, I 
students were not forced to deal with the long list of promises that campaign-oriented politicians have! 
come to be characterized by. The expectations of the leader were clear and the student selected was under! 
scrutiny from the word "go". Thirdly, the vote of confidence that was implicit in this process of I 
selection was tremendous. Without any overt attempts at convincing the "electorate" through speeches! 
and canvassing, the student was being selected on the basis of sheer popularity and ability as demonstrated I 
in their regular activities. At school, we took great pride in our leaders and a head-boy (it was an all-boys I 
college) gained a position of prestige that would last his entire life.

The cry of the barbarous multitude and the tumult of the fickle masses at University were for me I 
startling entrees into the world of democracy. Elections were hotly contested events. Posters were glued I 
to walls so they could not be removed by vandals. Those posters would often be still on the walls years 
later. Only rain and sunlight, or a completely fresh painting job could remove them. For weeks, long, 
violent debates would be held among the huge roots of the thick ficus berry trees that lined the Arts 
Courtyard. The political demarcations often duplicated the demarcations of national politics and these 
political parties would intensify this ideological rivalry by sponsoring candidates and sending strategists 
on campus to do both covert and overt campaign work. Manifestoes were published and distributed along 
with photographs of saintly looking students trying to find the smile that immediately translated into the 
words "Vote Me!".

Election debates were always crowded with students aching to ask tough questions like: "Is it true you 
beat your girlfriends?"; "How have your marks been this year"; and "How do you spell 'misinformed'?
You spelt it wrong in your manifesto." The counter bantering was often carefully orchestrated and was 
punctuated by loud cheering and hissing from the masses gathered in the building. The entire thing 
seemed somewhat disturbing to me. It was exciting; tempers flared; brilliant speeches were made; 
cheering, singing and chanting would permeate the hall; and every promise made by the candidates would! 
be challenged, dissected, and fully scrutinized. As an audience member, you learned to hone your skills in 
identifying faulty logic and in discovering loopholes in whatever was said.

But the aggression and egomania that this style of politicking brought out often undermined whatever 
positive qualities that it possessed. Students would vote for personalities; picking men over women.

Fools, incompetents and self-seeking egocentrics would walk 
into office on a whim.

questionable ritual in which people sought power to beef-up that resume and mark out a path for greatei 
political activity in the future. Like many of my fellow students, I became disillusioned and did not vote I effect - #8120.

In my third, and final year as an undergraduate, I discovered that student government was too, 
important to ignore.

about the validity of the process. It taught me, also, that students must demand excellence from their I 4911. 
leaders. When someone steps forward to lead; it is those who are led who must make it clear to the leader 
that they are to serve and not be served. I discovered that the investment of a vote gave the student a right! 
to demand good, reliable and responsible service from the leaders.

If these student who have put their names forward for student office don't know it yet, it is time they 
realized that their role is primarily as servants of their fellow students. The job is not always rewarding 
but it is challenging and one that builds character. Perhaps when students begin to make the kind of 
investment in student politics that is needed, the combined pressure of a large and concerned electorate, as 
well as the double-edged support and endorsement of those who vote in the winners, will lead to more 
responsible and less self-serving student governments. The bottom line is that students should vote. No 
matter what is said about Wayne Carson's government, one thing must be said to their credit: Whether 
because of fear or appreciation students have seen student government to be worth running for. This year 
there are thankfully only a few council positions that will go uneontested. I will let the Carson regime 
have the pleasure of taking credit for this.

An interesting paradox for feminism and environmentalism is that both implicitly 
imagine social conditions in which neither "ism" would be necessary or important. 
Seeking the subversion of male dominated, patriarchal culture, feminists find themselves 
in the uneasy position of promoting the end of feminism itself. Feminism is, it seems to 
me, parasitic on a dialectic of mutual entailment with patriarchy — feminism exists 
because patriarchy exists - and if patriarchy is somehow abolished, feminism will perish 
as unworthy of interest By the same token, environmentalism seeks a non-instrumental 
relationship between humans and non-humans that will render environmental discourse 
dated and trivial. Environmental thought is a product or symptom of environmental 
crisis, and if this crisis is resolved environmentalism will, like feminism, run its course.

A better way of making my point is to say that when feminism ceases to exist there is a 
good chance that it will have finally passed from marginal belief to concrete embodiment 3 
in the social weave of institutions and personal relationships. Feminism wants ultimately 
to be taken for granted, to be part and parcel of the social, political, and cultural air we j 
cant help but breathe, but once this condition is achieved feminism becomes 
insignificant. Likewise, environmentalism will cease to exist when it achieves 
submersion as assumed procedure in our institutional and personal dealings with the non­
human world. If and when feminism and environmentalism constitute the very fiber of 
our presuppositions about how to conduct ourselves toward women and nature, then 
what had started as anticipatory belief will know true success precisely in becoming 
superfluous. In other words, feminism and environmentalism will have succeeded in 
reforming societal practice when it no longer seems interesting to talk about feminism and 
environ-mentalism at all. Of course, other beliefs will form in the wake of those beliefs 
that have passed from anticipatory hope to concrete realization, and the cycle of particular 
beliefs and their hopes for embodiment in public life will continue.
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The disconcerting implication for feminists and environmentalists who openly 
acknowledge their desire for social conditions that will abolish their most cherished 
beliefs is that this necessarily requires accepting one's future triviality. Those feminists 
and environmentalists who wish to see their beliefs attain "matter of course" status in the 
ordinary functioning of public institutions and private relationships face the prospect that 
their most cherished beliefs will, at the moment of concretization, cease to exist in the 
sense of becoming trivial and obsolete. Accepting the notion that the beliefs which 
constitute our innermost selves require, to be fully justified, a kind of extinction — 
embodiment in the taken for granted life of society - seems threateningly morbid. It is 
undeniably difficult, psychologically speaking, to realize that the cherished beliefs you 
hope will find widespread embodiment in social practices demand, as the condition for 
success, the demise and trivialization of those very beliefs.

So what is the point of all this? Does it matter? Can I be serious about advocating that 
feminists and environmentalists take seriously the planned obsolescence entailed in 
furthering the social conditions in which feminism and environmentalism will cease being 
compelling, interesting issues? If what I said about the dialectical relationship between 
feminism and patriarchy and environmentalism and ecological crisis holds true — that 
feminism, for example, needs patriarchy as its condition of possibility - then accepting 
the hope of ceasing to be a feminist or environmentalist is, I think, justified.

In light of my hope for the future end of these two "isms", it seems to me that feminists 
who want to eternalize feminism and environmentalists who want to eternalize 
environmentalism tacitly desire the perpetuation of patriarchy and ecological crisis. You 
can’t have feminism without patriarchy or environmentalism without environmental 
crisis, so to eternalize either "ism" is to simultaneously eternalize their dialectical 
opposites. Assuming that this state of affairs is unacceptable*, to both feminism and 
environmentalism, it follows that feminists and environmentalists need to embrace the . 
contingency of their beliefs as subject, hopefully, to the end that would fully justify them: 
pervasive embodiment in public institutions and private relationships as obligatory 
attitudes toward women and nature. Obligatory, because feminism and environmentalism 
would ideally become "automatic" in being constitutive of our deepest beliefs about 
women and nature.

(STU-PR) On June 4,1971, 
Donald Marshall Jr., a 17-year- 
old Micmac Indian, 
arrested and charged with 
second degree murder in the 
stabbing death of Sandy Seale. 
Five months later, he was 
found guilty and sentenced to 
life imprisonment in 
Dorchester Penitentiary.

He served 11 years in prison. 
After four trials and three 
appeals, the appeal division of 
the Nova Scotia Supreme 
Court acquitted Marshall of 
murder, May 10,1983.

On September 9, 1987, a 
Royal Commission inquiry 
into the failure of the justice 
system in the Marshall case

began hearing evidence. The 
inquiry heard from 113 
witnesses over 14 months and 
cost 7 million dollars.

It concluded that the "justice 
system failed Donald Marshall 
at virtually every turn, and that 
the fact that he was a Native 
was a factor in his wrongful 
conviction and imprisonment."

The resource do not exist for 
this program, anyway. The 
cost of testing every single 
New Brunswicker on an 
ongoing basis, combined with 
the cost of quarantining HIV 
positive individuals makes the 
cost of Official Bilingualism 
look like small change. We 
cannot afford to incarcerate all 
of our convicted offenders -- 
how does the Gleaner propose 
to pay for the quarantine of 
hundreds, even thousands of 
New Bnmswickers?

Far less expensive, and far 
more effective is education. 
The editorial claims that 
"Noting has worked to date, 
and that makes a serious 
clamp-down necessary." If 
nothing has worked to date, 
then why is the incidence rate 
among gay men levelling out? 
We are taking care of 
ourselves. Those who are 
blind to the danger put 
themselves at risk. We must 
stop ignoring the problem, 
hoping it will go away. We 
must teach people that we are 
all at risk, and how we can 
protect ourselves. Silence only 
condemns the ignorant to 
death, and condemns us to pay 
for their health care.

The most disgusting passage 
in the pice state, "It must be 
remembered that 85 per cent of 
those known to have AIDS are 
homosexuals. That makes the 
disease all the more offensive 
to the vast majority of 
citizens." Just who the hell 
gave the editors of the Gleaner 
the right to speak for the vast 
majority, anyway? And since 
when does the vast majority 
prevail when matters of human 
rights are at stake? (or is the 
French language policy of the 
majority in Quebec justified 
then?) Fully seventy per cent 
of Canadians, and seventy one 
per cent of Atlantic Canadians 
in a Gallup poll in 1985 agreed 
that discrimination on the basis 
of sexual orientation ought to 
be made illegal. I find this to 
be a tad more credible than the 
bad assertions of the editors of 
the Gleaner.

Do the editors 
of the Gleaner seriously believe 
that their proposal will 
eradicate AIDS?

knowledge that people who 
drink and drive can face very 
serious consequences if they 
injury or kill someone. 
Because the costs of such 
accidents can be so very high, 
the legal community has had to 
look beyond the drunk driver to 
obtain restitution for the 
person who has been injured. 
As a result, the providers of 
alcohol, such as bars and 
bartenders are now being held 
financially responsible.

Traditionally, the law did not 
require that establishments 
such as bars control the 
conduct of people, except while 
they were actually on the 
premises, now, after a series 
of important decisions, the law 
says that alcohol providers 
(bartenders, bars, pubs, etc.), 
have a legal duty not to serve 
customers past the point of 
intoxication, if they do, they 
can be held partly liable for the 
conduct of the intoxicated 
person.

On Monday the readers of 
The Daily Gleaner were treated 
to one of the most appalling 
displays of bigoted and 
homophobic 
journalism I have ever seen in 
that paper. The editorial piece 
displays an ignorance and 
irrationality which is 
deplorable among those who 
have the ability to shape public 
opinion.

The piece arose from a 
discussion held during "Law 
Week" on AIDS and the Law. 
The editorial says, "Our 
opinion is that people infected 
with or carrying AIDS have to 
be identified to safeguard the 
public. A system of quarantine 
has to be installed: that method 
has been used for many years 
in the cases of a contagious 
disease, and certainly AIDS is 
that. How can authority get a 
grip on it if no one knows who 
has it and is spreading it?"

Such a system would require 
mandatory testing, since not all 
people who are HIV positive 
have been tested and people in 
their right mind would never 
consent to be tested with the 
threat of lifetime quarantine 
handing over the result. 
Mandatory testing is a 
violation of our right to be free 
from unreasonable search and 
seizure, guaranteed under 
section eight of the Charter of 
Rights and Freedoms, and a 
quarantine infringes on the 
right to life, liberty and 
security of the person, as 
guaranteed by section seven of 
the Charter.

Would such a program be 
found by the Courts to be 
demonstrably justifiable in a 
free and democratic society? I 
think not. The test is not one 
hundred per cent accurate. 
Furthermore, AIDS cannot be 
spread through casual contact. 
No one is at risk from a person 
with AIDS or a person who is 
HIV positive around them. 
You have to have unprotected 
sex with the person, share a 
needle, or come into direct 
blood contact. Forget the 
spurious tales of "What if the

The ultimate 
purpose of the program is to 
prevent alcohol-related 
problems for both servers and 
drinkers.

It must be emphasized that 
the intoxicated person is still 
largely responsible for his or 
her actions. The liability of 
alcohol providers is merely an 
extension of the chain of 
responsibility to the victim. 
The costs will be split between 
the individual who caused the 
accident and the establishment 
which provided him or her 
alcohol.

SEXISM IN TELEVISION ADVERTISING
t
t Years ago, when I made a conscious decision to acquire knowledge about women's issues t attain a better understanding of 

myself, I had no idea of the Pandora's box I was opening. As my awareness increases I have come to believe that enlightenment 
generates nothing more than feelings of anger, helplessness, and a total sense of despair.

However, in all my years of learning about women's issues, no issue has brought on more feelings of anger and irritation 
than that of the covert, and at times flagrant, sexism found in advertising. The problem seems to be that society has been socialized 
so well that it accepts this blatant oppression, particularly of women and children. I recognize that sexism directed towards men 
exists, nevertheless, the focus of this article will be on sexism directed towards women.

Television is a medium of communication which is available in at least 95 per cent of homes (McArthur and Resko, 1975), 
and it has been estimated that people of all ages spend more time viewing television than any other single activity participated in 
during waking hours (Gomey, Loye and Steele, 1977). Television therefore has the ability to profoundly influence society, and its 
definitions of social reality cannot be ignored. Advertising is a $100 billion a year industry, a large part which is derived through 
television. The power which advertisers hold is enormous, and although their main purpose is to market products, they are also 
selling the public values, images, and the concepts of love, romance, success and normalcy at the expense of women and children.

Studies on the topic of sex stereotyping in television commercials have found that males are represented as the central figure 
in 66 per cent of advertisements. Males are also characterized more often as an authority (70 per cent) on the product, where females 
are typically portrayed as product users (86 per cent) (Manstead and McCulloch, 1981). An example of the typical advertisement 
features a suave and debonair older gentleman telling his young beautiful wife which product she should use to clean her toilet 
bowls.

The aspect of television ads to which I personally take offence is the situation where the only actor in the commercial it a 
female, who might expound the merits of her favorite shampoo, while stating that we should not hate her because she's beautiful. 
For the first 49 seconds her voice is the only one heard, but lo and behold, a male voice-over cuts in to tell us that he only dates 
women who use this certain brand of shampoo. The fact remains that in 87 per cent of commercials tested by Dominick and Rauch 
(1972) males were used as voice-oven. Females only accounted for 6 per cent of voice-oven, regardless of the product which was 
being advertised.

Denise Warren in her study on commercial liberation (1978) stated: "A woman may never buy Hamburger Helper, but she 
may accept as 'natural' and 'normal' (and therefore not even think about it) in their commercials that mother/daughter cooks for 
husband/son, serves them and waits, standing, hands clasped, breath baited, for a tidbit of praise." Seventy-three per cent of central 
figures shown at home are females, whereas sixty-four per cent of central figures who are males are featured in an occupational 
environment (Marutead and McCulloch, 1981). These figures are in no way correlated to the actual percentage of women in the 
labour force.

Oh yes, the world of advertising has responded to the women's movement, but not in the way we think 1 Their response has 
simply been to market, package, and sell the "sexual revolution" under the guise of liberation. They have successfully created a 
fiction of the liberated woman which further establishes women in sexual role-playing by exploiting their needs and fears - fear of 
aging, fear of being overweight, fear of being alone. Advertisers have invaded the media with images and representations of the 
sexually active women, who if of course completely deodorized, antiseptisized, epilated and perfumed. Only in this way can she 
"hook a man" and liberate herself to the home - her rightful place in their eyes I

Even though we don't really watch television commercials as intently as other programs, only an hour of television viewing 
can yield as few as 200 commercials. This means that over a child's lifetime he or she may view hundreds of thousands of 
commercials. These images act as a strong socialization agent (Murray et al., 1972), and may very well play an active role in 
shaping cultural values.

A sense of helplessness and despair can easily be sensed when television commercials, as well as print ads, are analyzed. 
Realization of this existence of gender stereotyping has altered my television viewing and I find myself watching commercialized 
channels less often. My socialization is largely completed, but my son is still very young and 1 can choose to restrict his television 
viewing to programs without advertisements. How about you?

Upon editorial advisement I recently rented a new release titled Parents. Now before I go any further I 
should say that this is not the Ron Howard film, Parenthood, which stars Steve Martin. If you want to rent 
that one go ahead, I won't try to stop you. This movie is a strange little horror/(black) comedy mixture 
about a (hopefully) non-typical American family. Mom, dad and less-than-perky young son move into a 
new town as the film opens. It’s immediately obvious that somethings not quite right about this 
subnuclear family unit. The son is afraid of the dark and wont eat well-rounded meals. This seems normal 
enough (except that he likes the vegetables and not the meat/yeah!) Dad is a pseudoscientific type who 
works at a company called Toxico, specializing in chemical defoliants. Yknow how some people steal 
office supplies such as paper dips, elastic bands and the like? Well dad here swipes stuff from the human 
research center that explains his young nippers lack of appetite. Ill say no more except that the film stars 
Randy Quaid and Mary Beth Hurt.

Another individual with trouble with traditional social integration is the title character from the George 
Romero film, Martin. The story concerns a mildly mentally handicapped young man who passes into the 
guardianship of his crotchety old uncle, Cuda. A strongly religious man, Cuda is convinced that Martin is 
the latest in the family line to the affected by a heredity curse of vampirism. Apparently from repeated 
pronouncements of this type Martin himself has also becomes convicted of the fad that he is a vampire. 
His shyness conflicting with a strong sexual drive is probably at the root of his problem, but one is never 
quite sure. Martin meticulously plans assaults on women, wherein he drugs them, has intercourse with 
them, slits their wrists making their deaths appear as suicides and ritually drinks the blood from their 
wounds. This is an updating and twisting of the sexual component which is seemingly inherent in most 
vampire tales. Diredor Romero is best known for his trilogy of zombie films, (Night Dawn and Day of the 
[Living] Dead), but this is one of his most compelling early efforts.

Loot will shock and entertain with its contrast between prim and proper dialogue and scandalous I 
action. There is an element of fun and games in this play; Orton at his outrageous best. Authority figures are 
his villains, upper class values his targets, and business as usual is his scene. Orton's unique blend of the 
ridiculous and macabre earned him a notorious reputation. He was a moralist of the amoral, which is dearly 
evident in LOOT, where death is consistently mocked. "P’j play still manages to be funny wanton and 
lacerating at the same time.

This fierce and marvellous farce follows the antics of a houseful of characters with questionable 
morals attending the wake of the recently dearly departed Mrs. McLeavy. Hal, her son, had just robbed a 
bank with his friend Dennis, the undertaker. When Detective Truscott, masquerading as an official of the I 
metropolitan water board, suspiciously stops by, they have to stash the LOOT and suddenly no place is I 
sacred I Meanwhile, a mourning widower is consoled by Nurse Fay, perhaps moreso than is called for, as she 
seeks a husband for the eighth time!

Loot first opened in Cambridge, England in February 1965, and was scheduled for a short provincial 
tour and a West End run. However, due to what Orton attributed to poor directing and casting, these plans 
were short-lived. In addition, the combination of frivolity and ferociousness that defined Orton's comic 
milieu was new and unfamiliar to the English stage. The play eventually received the attention and praise it '• 
deserved, however, on September 27, 1966, when it reopened at the Jeanette Cochrane Theatre to rave 
reviews. Orton is now a widely accepted playwright, respected for his bizarre comedy, and known for the 
development of "Ortonesque" humour.

àWhen most people think of popular Canadian artists, usually they think of Rush, 
Chalk Circle, or any other of a myriad of groups. Chances are, you've heart something 
by this group at one point in your life, but never really noticed it. This album is designed 
to change that.

Neo A4 first found acceptance at the CASBY awards for best non-recording group. 
This soon changed with the release of their first EP, "Desire", when they became one of 
the best "unknown" recording artists of this country. Later, in 1988, they released a 
self-titled LP, which gave them more exposure, and elevated them from their "just- 
another-Canadian-band" status. With this LP, they're shooting for success, and may 
have found it.

With the impulsive drum intro to the first track, "Again & Again", you can tell that this 
group is out to grab your ears and move your feet. This song has a very likeable, 
"accessible" feel to it, and is a good example of the group's changing musical style.

Next, we find ourselves inside a surprisingly well-written (yet sappy) love ballad. You 
may have heard of this one, AM radio stations just eat up this stuff. It was also on 
Much Music a few months back. The name of this tune is That's the Way", (Sound 
familiar?) It was co-written by guitarist John Tidswell and new member bassist Douglas 
Radford. (Neo A4 isn't the only Canadian threesome that's found a need for a fourth 
member. The Grapes of Wrath have done the same.)

The next two songs are real standouts because the musical style incorporated is so 
much different than that on the rest of the album. They show a much more powerful side 
of the group, one which I find more musically satisfying. These songs "If your Believe" 
and "For the Truth" are ones you can really sink your teeth into (if you have a registered 
dental plan), with their ominous chord structures and deep lyrics, and even some off- 
time beats. All-around wonderful stuff.

Speaking of wonderful, now comes the time for me to laud my favorite of the songs on 
this album. My choice here is "Calling You". This song is not so light that it can be 
dismissed as "fluff”, yet also not so heavy that it lays poorly on the untrained ear. Also, 
the productive genius of Chris Wardman really shines, here, much more so than on the 
most recent album by Chalk Circle, also produced by Wardman. The song is also 
balanced by careful use of backing vocals, some even being screaming and shouting 
far off to the sides. Take a sister, you'll see what I mean.

• I have only a few qualms with this album, but my major one is this: half the songs are 
just too damn short. In a way it seems they may have tailored some of them for pop- 
radio (heaven forbid...), although some songs have strange intros/extros or even 
vocals-thru-a-wa/A/e-fa/k/e (no, really I) which would make most AM radio types shiver. 
On past attempts, this group's songs tended to sound similar for my living, but 
thankfully, they have changed for the better. The song writing is now more evenly 
dispersed throughout the group, providing a more diverse selection, although some 
songs still sound like out-takes from the past album.

To say that I recommend buying this album would be an understatement. I would 
actually say that you should buy it, whatever your musical tastes, it's definitely worth 
it.

of areas, during their time at UNB; those students who make an outstanding contribution 
in a limited area during their years at UNB; and those students who make an outstanding 
contribution in a variety of areas during a limited part of their time at UNB. Gold Awards 
are intended to recognize those students who have demonstrated an outstanding 
commitment to student activity and campus life in a variety of ways during their years at 
UNB.
