Press Release to designated university personnel 

for implementation.
Where a decision to curtail uni­

versity operations is taken after the 
commencement of the normal work 
day, it will be communicated by the 
department of personnel services to 
deans, directors, and heads of ad­
ministrative units, who are to ad­
vise their departments.

Implementation of this decision 
will not be discretionary. All em­
ployees will be permitted to leave 
at the same time.

However, this will not apply to 
those employees whose duties re­
quire them to perform some spe­
cific tasks prior to leaving or to 
those employees designated as re­
quired maintenance and operating 
personnel who are required to re­
port to work or remain at work.

Where storm conditions exist, 
but there is no curtailment of uni­
versity operations, department 
heads may allow individuals who 
are in particularly difficult cir­
cumstances to be absent for the 
day or, if the storm develops dur- I 
ing the day, to leave for home 
early.

UCAP Thanx It is not the intention of this article to either defend or advocate any pan 
of Prof. Yaqzan’s opinion column, but to discuss it in relation to freedom 
of speech.
It would seem to me that people could continue to argue that men are 
more aggressive than women, that our present society is more promiscu­
ous, or that the general message behind Yaqzan’s article was one of vio­
lence against women; and little would be accomplished.
Regardless of Prof. Yaqzan’s intentions, there is a warning that crystallizes 
from his article, and that is the idea that promiscuity is dangerous. As I 
listen to statistics that claim 80-90% of those who are raped know their 
attacker, I have to wonder what this means. For if these statistics include 
strangers who meet in bars, and then go home with each other, these 
statistics are sadly misleading. It is true that people who argue that they 
should be able to go home with others and not expect to be raped are 
correct, but stating this fact does not make them any safer. The prospect 
that two people could meet each other and trust each other in a matter of 
hours, is a naive one indeed.
In the past few weeks many writers have written in to the Brunswickan 
suggesting that sex is an act of love between two people who care for each 
other, but let’s face the facts, all too often this is not the case. This is not to 
suggest that promiscuous people deserve to be raped or that it is any less 
a crime, but undoubtedly they put themselves at a much greater risk. 
Articles such as Yaqzan 2, written by Lorraine Whalley, which suggest that 
“rape happens not because a man can’t control himself,” but “because he 
chooses not to control himself," are particularly offensive. To suggest that people 
rape because they “choose” not to control themselves, groups rapists together 
with honest, caring people who detest such crimes. The truth is, rape happens 
because violent people of all ages, sexes and colours move among us everyday. 
They seldom appear to be any different and are trained in the art of gaining 
people’s trust.
I wonder if those people who suggest that Prof. Yaqzan be disciplined, 
understand the consequences of such a move. For let us suppose that 
Prof. Yaqzan was suggesting “that women who engage in premarital sex 
deserve to be raped.” (As Tammy Yates accused him of on CBC, Nov. 14) 
Would society really want these kinds of ideas harboured in seclusion? It 
seems to me that views which may be racist or sexist in nature are poten­
tially more dangerous when hidden within a society. For it is easier to 
combat a problem which can be seen than one which is obscure.
To further emphasize this idea, we need only to look at the widespread 
public response over Prof. Yaqzan’s controversial article. Regardless of Prof.

Yaqzan’s intention, the fact is, his article brought the issue of date rape to 
life on this campus in a magnitude that has never been achieved before. 
It is understandable that groups which work against violence grimace at 
the thought that Prof. Yaqzan has aided their cause, but this is none the 
less the case!
To take another example from Whalley’s article, she states “Women who 
have been raped, especially by someone they know, experience fear, hu­
miliation, shame and self-blame (because society blames them).” Judging 
from the outpouring of writing which has denounced violence against 
women, in response to Yaqzan’s opinion column; I think Whalley does a 
disservice to society when suggesting that we blame the victims of rape. 
Thus, it seems to me that much is learned about what a society thinks by 
the expression of unpopular views.
The very notion of freedom of speech suggests that our society is willing 
to tolerate unpopular views. If a person’s views do border on hatred, it is 
our responsibility to speak up in an attempt to show those who we disa­
gree with, why we feel they are wrong. Our society should be dedicated to 
changing views which it does not accept, and this quest becomes much 
more challenging when the views in question are not expressed.
Even those who argue that Prof. Yaqzan has crossed some line of freedom 
of speech, must realize the obvious problem of establishing where that 
line is. This may be illustrated by exploring President Armstrong's sugges­
tion that there is a difference between freedom of speech and irresponsi­
ble speech. For in Mr. Armstrong's own opinion column, he states “We 
would be doing a disservice not only to the women attending UNB. but 
also the men, if we were to accept date rape as an inevitable and necessary 
outcome of contemporary life.” These are powerful words, but sadly thev 
are void of meaning, for despite our best attempts to rid our society of 
crime, it is inevitable that some good people will fall victim. Furthermore, 
the chances of crimes occurring are greatly increased when innocent peo­
ple are given a false sense of security.
If Prof. Yaqzan is disciplined for his article, it will only ensure that in the 
future those who feel their writings may be looked on negatively by soci­
ety, will refrain from putting them on paper. The unfortunate outcome of 
this scenario, is that a society does not always realize its mistakes and will 
continue to make them, until enough people push for change. After all, 
we should keep in mind that it was not all that long ago that slaver)1 was 
accepted by a large portion of the world. Although we may argue that 
Yaqzan’s views are wrong, what about next time? Do we want to take the 
chance that views which would have greatly enriched our society might be 
lost, because people were afraid to speak out?

Sexual 
assault is a violation of a person’s 
physical and psychological integrity, 
regardless of whether they are a vir­
gin or have had numerous sexual 
partners.
It is a myth that sexual assault is a 
crime of uncontrollable sexual pas­
sion or urge. Sexual assault is an act 
of violence and aggression, not a 
crime of passion. The motivation is 
not sexual gratification, but rather 
the need to gain control over and 
dominate another human being. 
Most sexual assaults are premedi­
tated, not perpetrated on impulse. 
It is the spreading of this myth that 
the assailant is carried away by un­
controllable impulses that dimin­
ishes the seriousness of the crime 
and may even cause some to excuse 
it altogether.

SE A Day Without Art: mourning the effects of AIDS

In the early 1980’s, the 
world reeled in shock and horror 
to learn that a new disease had 
manifested itself throughout the 
world, with devastating results. To­
day, we recognize this disease as 
AIDS (Acquired lmmuno-Deficiency 
Syndrome), the culmination of ex­
posure to HIV (Human lmmuno- 
Deficiency Virus). Current data in­
dicates that four million people in 
the world have contracted HIV, with 
two and a half of them developing 
AIDS. Past misconceptions have er­
roneously labelled AIDS as strictly 
a gay man’s disease, however, re-

ist s work, displays... the possibilities are 
endless.

search data has found this disease across 
a wide spectrum of the population: 
heterosexuals, homosexuals, bisexuals, 
people of all races, religions, cultures 
etc. The World Health Organization 
(WHO) in 1991, began the global coor­
dination of AIDS research, which has 
succeeded in helping fund and perform 
research to combat AIDS.

One of the social aspects of the 
world that has been hit hard by AIDS, is 
the art community. In recognition of 
this crisis, a Day Without Art Ain jour 
sans art was created to coincide with 
WHO’s World AIDS Day. Day Without 
ArtAJn jour sans art is held on Decem­
ber 1, and commemorates and mourns

the loss of members of the art commu­
nity who have died of ADS. The mem­
bers of the community represent par­
ticipants from all artistic fields: muse­
ums, the visual arts, music, theatre, 
movie production, literature, fashion, 
education, dance, and design. Some 
artists who have lost their lives to ADS 
are: Rudolf Nureyev, Freddie Mercury, 
Jim St. James, and Robert Flack. This, 
in effect, unites the arts in Canada and 
the rest of the world, under the banner 
of promoting ADS awareness and edu­
cation. Vicious art institutions in Canada 
respond in different ways to mark this 
special occasion; moments of silence,

Apparently not. The whole thing 
gets a little bit more bizarre at this 
point because Columbia House 
state that they do not carry out the 
editing, but are offered edited ver­
sions from the record companies. 
Columbia House simply passes on 
these versions to the listeners as if 
providing some special service to 
look after the morality of minors 
in the music club. When I asked 
Columbia House to justify the cen­
sorship, they told me that it was 
so that these albums could be en­
joyed by a family audience. So why 
not offer the full and edited ver­
sions side by side? Maybe because 
the edited version would not sell 
when in direct competition with 
the full version. Go into any store, 
they sell albums only in the way 
that the artists intend - unedited. 
Yet Columbia House maintain that 
they do not cause the censorship. 
But by buying and distributing ed­
ited version, they are perpetuat­
ing the whole process. l3y only ask­
ing for the full versions then the 
edited versions would disappear 
overnight. I’m still not exactly sure 
what is removed in the editing 
process - it would be interesting 
to compare and contrast - but it 
does mean that the recording is 
not being presented in the way 
that the artist intended. I even 
wonder if the artist is aware of 
what is going on.

The other thing that troubles me 
is that there doesn’t seem to be 
any consistency in their policy. 
Why are some records are edited 
while others get through? It goes 
back to the idea that there is some­
one sitting in an office somewhere 
making the decision about what 
is or is not acceptable for you to 
listen to. If that upsets you as a 
member of Columbia House, then 
write to tell them, as they tell me 
that 1 am the only person to com­
plain. Show them that someone 
else cares too.

Skrewdriver are a band that most 
people are thankfully unfamiliar 
with but they were a neo-Nazi 
hardcore punk band that have 
been putting out albums for years 
now. The albums are almost im­
possible to find; most stores refuse 
to carry them because of the sen­
timents involved. But the music 
was available for the people that 
really wanted it; only a small per­
centage of population. Most of the 
REALLY nasty music has been 
driven underground as the major­
ity of the population is simply not 
interested in it - maybe we have 
less to worry about than we think. 
Even without censorship, this 
music is having little success. In a 
post script to this, the leader of 
Skrewdriver was killed in a car 
crash last month and the music 
press are having a field day in re­
porting the death in an ambivalent 
fashion in most cases, although I 
did glimpse one ‘Goodbye Nazi 
Scum’ headline in a special anti­
fascism issue of a British music 
magazine.

records last weekend. The women increased their record to 6-0 
with a couple of wins over the Memorial Seahawks.

They now sit atop the 
AUAA with 12 points, 4 better than Dalhousie. The men ascerted 
their strength in their season opener against the Seahawks. They 
bounced back from a two game deficit to win the first match 3-2 
and then followed up with a 3-1 win on Sunday. UNB setter 
Darcy Harris was Pepsi Player of the Game Saturday while Mark 
Coy was given the honor Sunday. The women head to Moncton 
for the UdM Invitational today while the men have the weekend 
off before heading to Dalhousie for two league games next 
weekend.

Who would have thought that the 
UNB Men's Basketball Team would 
be sitting atop the highly competitive 
AUAA conference after the first two 
weeks of the regular season? Well, 
believe it or not, that's where they 
stand after a pair of weekend victories 
against the Memorial Seahawks. With 
the wins, UNB finds itself with a 
perfect 3-0 record in what is 
considered by many to be the toughest 
league in the country.

The Reds took to the hardwood 
Saturday night to the rousing applause 
of the standing room only crowd, 
many of whom were out in 
conjunction with the Varsity Mania 
event. 'The Pit' only got louder as 
time wore on, especially during the 
warm-up, when the rookie 
combination of Mitchell and 
McNeilly treated the fans to their 
version of the highwire act as they 
displayed their ability to get 'above 
the rim'. This not only raised the level 
of intensity of the players, but it 
raised the excitement level of the fans. 
And as Coach Hamilton points out, 
strong fan support is important to 
have when you're playing at home.

With apologies to Benjamin Franklin, it seems there are actually three 
certainties in life: death, taxes and an F.H.S. football championship 
every fall.

Although the F.H.S. Black Kats seemed almost mortal at times this 
season, even losing a game for the first time in three years, when all 
was said and done, the team in yellow and black hoisted the New 
Brunswick High School Football League trophy for the sixth time in 
as many years.

Just as Kats’ championships have come to be commonplace, so too 
is the inevitable departure of many graduating Kats to ply their 
football skills at various CIAU schools. In the fall of '92 when the 
Kats clinched their fifth straight championship. Mount Allison 
Mounties Head Coach Marc Loranger indicated interest in recruiting 
six or seven graduating players including then All-Star quarterback 
Alison Brooks who lost only one football game in his entire three year 
High School career. Remaining true to his word, Loranger managed to 
recruit the star QB and also several of his F.H.S. teammates.

Other former Kats who have parlayed their F.H.S. success into 
stints at CIAU universities include: Sean Hickey, Matt Khoury, Bob 
Yeamans, Darren Bruce, Jonas Colter, Phil MacDonald, Desmond 
Wright, J.R. Rickard, Todd Canavan, Courtney Atkinson, and Jeremy 
Curnew at Mount Allison; Lee Hoyt and Weston Frontin at St. Fx.; 
Tommy Hart, John Goobie and Barry Calhoun at Bishops.

Granted lists are boring, however the aforementioned one should 
underscore the fact that many former Frederictonians have made 
contributions to various CIAU squads. There are also plenty of Black 
Kat Alumni currently enrolled at UNB including former All-Star 
receiver Simon Pacey and former All-Star running back Jody 
Lockhart. It is a damn shame that none of these players had the 
opportunity to star for a university football team right here in 
Fredericton in front of their friends and family. Prior to 1981 they 
would have been able to.

The UNB Red Bombers football program was axed in 1981 due to 
financial considerations. Despite occasional rumblings, the program 
has remained dead for a dozen years. With the successful launch of the 
Campaign for Excellence in Intercollegiate Athletics, which has raised 
over $215,000 to date and hopes to eventually collect over $ 1,000,000 
it would seem that a football revival, along with the "stabilizing and 
sustaining” of current varsity programs, should be a definite priority.

The resurrection of the UNB football team would certainly not be 
inexpensive, lack of equipment and a suitable playing field are just 
two glaring deficiencies, however the nucleus of a formidable team 
could be established by merely drawing on the local talent pool. With 
a veritable football factory on Prospect Street, an excellent minor 
football program, and other high school football teams in nearby 
Oromocto and v *. in, the Varsity Reds football program would have 
a stable feeder system of local talent which could be bolstered by 
recruits from other areas.

While UNB will not likely be the school that 1993-94 Black Kat 
Back-of-AlI-Trades Shawn Linden, who rushed for over 1100 yards 
last season and was the co-player of the year in the league, opts to 
attend next fall, a resurrected UNB football team would give stars like 
Linden the opportunity to shine at the CIAU level in front of their own 
hometown crowd. Such a situation would be good for the players, for 
UNB and for local fans. Bring back the Bombers.

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Even given that my ramblings are usually quite esoteric to begin with, 1 feel 
that it is my duty to warn you that this week's drivel is even more esoteric 
than usual. The reason is that 1 can’t think of any topics sufficiently conten­
tious enough to fill up even half of my required space, just a bunch of little 
ones which 1 will address at bottom. So, with your indulgence, I hope that 
you will excuse me if I wax a little philosophic for a moment.

There are two main branches of sport philosophy: aesthetics and eth­
ics. My opinion of the importance of aesthetics to sports is on record. I 
don’t care how you look when you do it, just go out there and do your job. 
Actually, that’s not entirely true. 1 find individuals and teams that go about 
their business in a workmanlike manner more appealing than I do those 
who demonstrate a lot of flash and showmanship in their efforts. That is 
why I preferred Roberto Duran to Saccharine Ray Leonard, Joe Frazier to 
Muhammad Ali, the Boston Celtics to the Los Angeles Lakers, Larry Bird to 
Michael Jordan, and just about everybody to Rickey Henderson. My theory 
is shut up and do your job; there ain't no style points round here.

Ethics is a different story. There is a legitimate debate among sport 
philosophers about the role of ethics in sports. It all begins with the ques­
tion as to whether it is ethically okay to intentionally commit the good foul 
or good penalty. The good penalty is one in which the punishment for com­
mitting the penalty is not as severe as the damage of not committing the 
penalty. An example would be tripping the puck carrier in order to prevent 
a breakaway. The purists in the study of sports ethics feel than any such 
deliberate attempt to break the rules of the game is inherently unethical. It 
is their argument that such an action is equivalent to electing to no longer 
play the sport in question. To intentionally trip a player, knowing full well 
that such an act is against the rules of hockey, is thus to them a tacit ac­
knowledgment that the game being played is no longer hockey. Ultimately,, 
they claim that all rules set forward by a sport must be followed if the sport 
is to be played in an ethical manner. Thus, there is no such thing as the good 
foul or penalty.

At first glance this seems reasonable. It would be nice if the rules were 
all followed. Only the extremely naïve among us would expect that this 
could ever happen in real life at the competitive level, but it is still a nice 
ideal to daydream about as Ulf Samuelsson gets yet another hooking minor. 
Unfortunately, a closer look at the concept reveals a breakdown when it is 
taken to its logical extremes. The purist line of thought, when taken to logi­
cal extremes, claims that in hockey it is unethical to intentionally ice the 
puck, that in soccer it is unethical to intentionally kick the ball out of bounds, 
that in baseball it is unethical to intentionally throw a ball or fail to swing at 
a strike. Each of these actions is against the rules, and each is accordingly 
penalized. However, the penalties are so minor that we often fail to recog­
nize them as such. This is especially true of balls and strikes in baseball. 
Every time a pitcher throws an 0-2 pitch outside of the strike zone he is 
penalized by having a ball called (assuming that the batter does not swing). 
Every time a batter looks at a 3-0 pitch on the outside comer he is penalized 
by having a strike called. But does anyone really believe that these are ac­
tions of an unethical nature? Somehow, I doubt that all but a very few pur­
ists - determined to fight a losing battle - would think so.

From these logical extremes it becomes obvious that there is in fact 
such a thing as the good foul. The only element of doubt is to what extent 
the rules can be broken whilst maintaining ethical integrity. It seems to me 
that this point is the one at which the breaking of the rules is deemed to be 
acceptable by the sports public at large. So long as the sports public does 
not deem it unethical to take a penalty which will help the team, then that 
player is not acting in an unethical manner. Not all penalties which help the 
team are deemed acceptable by the sports public. Even though it would be 
a winning strategy, it is not considered as acceptable to intentionally injure 
an opposing team’s star player. Thus, throwing at a batter’s head or Bobby 
Clarke pole-axing Valeri Kharlamov in 1972 are both obviously considered 
unethical. However, a potentially dangerous act such as the brushback pitch 
must be considered as ethical, since it has long been accepted by the sports 
public as a legitimate part of the game. But..., all of this is simply common 
sense and of little or no value in the real world (much like philosophy in 
general), so I once again must apologize for wasting your time.

1 realize that this may seem kind of petty and minor in light of recent 
events touching upon the topic in the past few weeks, but doesn’t it seem 
like a good idea to test the NHL’s gag order for players with regard to the 
scab referees. As 1 understand it, any player found to make disparaging re­
marks about the replacement officials will be faced with heavy fines from 
the NHL. If this is not a blatant example of a restriction of free speech then 
I don’t know what is. 1 hate to have to point it out to the NHL, but the NHL 
players are not employed by the NHL, but rather by their respective teams. 
As such, any comment which a player may make should not be construed as 
representing the NHL. Thus, where does the NHL get off in this heavy handed 
restriction of the player’s right to expression? The scabs should receive the 
same protection from criticism and abuse as do the regular officials. No
