Engineering Professor Alan 
McLean enters its fourth month.

Police believe McLean was 
struck from behind while walking 
home along the Woodstock Road 
when returning from a social gath­
ering. An autopsy revealed 
McLean died instantly of “massive 
injuries.” The accident occurred in 
the early morning hours of Satur­
day January 8.

“We’re becoming very frus­
trated,” said Corporal Bob Ross, 
who is heading the investigation for 
City Police.

SU wants SUB expansion part of fundraiser
by Gordon Loane “In addition, we would like the 

SUB expansion project included 
in the university’s upcoming 
tional fundraising campaign. The 
Venture Campaign is stated to 
begin this fall, and extra money 
is crucial if the project is to pro­
ceed quickly.”

But before that even happens 
the project needs the approval of 
a Project Clearance Committee.

“We’re working to see that 
SUB expansion gets the commit­
tee’s approval.” van Raalte is 
quite optimistic.

But so far, financial support for 
SUB expansion has been slow 
coming. Saint Thomas students 
rejected a $15 annual fee for SUB 
expansion in a referendum held 
just over two weeks ago. Two

other student organizations, 
CAMPUS and the Graduate Stu­
dents’Association, have made no 
commitments.

“CAMPUS leaders seem quite 
interested in the project. 1 guess 
they realize their current office 
space on campus is temporary,” 
said van Raalte. “It’s probably in 
their long-term best interest to 
relocate more permanently in an 
expanded SUB. At the current 
moment the GSA are putting 
much of their resources into a 
fund to eventually build a Grad 
House, so if they are less finan­
cially committed to SUB expan­
sion, I suppose it’s understand­
able.”

Students ap­
proved the fee in a referendum 
held in conjunction with spring 
elections in February.

It is the first of two requests 
that Student Union President 
James van Raalte has made of 
administration officials in the af­
termath of the referendum.

“We met with President 
Armstrong just over two weeks 
ago seeking approval for the SUB 
expansion fee,” said van Raalte.

The Daycare Centre is undertak­
ing a number of projects this sum­
mer in preparation for September.

“We are looking for about 20 
volunteers who can provide some 
of their time over the next three 
months,” said Mathis. “We have a 
number of projects to undertake, 
money to raise and hopefully do­
nations of equipment to accept.”

Mathis estimates it will cost up­
wards of $50,000 to equip the new 
daycare centre.

“We hope donations will signifi­
cantly reduce this cost,” she said.

“We plan to store any donations we 
receive in our temporary office in 
McGee House. Our new adminis­
trator, Wendy Waite-Snow, can be 
reached at 453-3584 if anyone 
wants to donate equipment or is 
seeking information on how to ap­
ply for the daycare spaces avail­
able,” she concluded.

In the meantime, the Saint 
Thomas Student Union is expected 
to make a final decision this week 
with respect to funding for the 
daycare centre. A previous appli­
cation for funding had been turned 
down, but Student Union officials 
later decided to take a second look 
at the project.

The chair of the Board of Directors 
of the College Hill Daycare Co-op­
erative says applications are now 
being accepted to fill 60 Septem­
ber openings in the new facility.

Nancy Mathis stated that the cen­
tre began accepting applications 
April 1 from UNB and STU stu­
dents, faculty and staff.

“The deadline for receipt of ap­
plications will be near the end of 
this month,” said Mathis. “Since we 
expect to have many more applica­
tions than spaces available, we have 
decided to conduct a draw towards 
the end of April. We hope to notify

appears there will be some flexibil­
ity,” he said.

Lamrock also credits the New 
Brunswick government with being 
the first in the region to set up a 
Credit Review Board. But he won­
ders whether the government has 
not been looking over its shoulder 
at events in Nova Scotia.

“Nova Scotia has not yet set up 
such a Review Board, but 783 
provincial student loan applicants 
in that province were initially re­
jected this year because of credit 
abuse,” Lamrock said. “That’s 
about 6.3% of the total of 12,500 
applicants.’ No figures are yet 
available on what percentage of 
mature student applicants were 
rejected.

“The Nova Scotia government 
finally backed down this year and 
guaranteed everyone’s loan,” said 
Lamrock. “I’m sure the New 
Brunswick government is not anx­
ious to experience a similar situa­
tion.”

Lamrock would also like to know 
why the provincial government is 
seeking to expand its order in Coun­
cil and regulation making author­
ity under the proposed changes to 
the Youth Assistance Act.

Blaney explained it this way in 
remarks made in the Legislature last 
week:

“I would note that these changes 
will enable future improvement to 
our student aid program to be made 
more easily. It is no secret that we 
seek to harmonize the federal and 
provincial programs in the near fu­
ture,” said Blaney. “As you know, 
we are completing a review of how 
to deal with student debt levels, in­
cluding possibilities for income- 
contingent student loan repayment. 
These amendments to the Youth As­
sistance Act will enable us to legally 
proceed on these issues, as arrange­
ments are worked out.

“We have some concerns about 
the harmonization of student loans 
and about income-contingent stu­
dent loans,” said Lamrock. “We’re 
concerned that the government will 
be able to implement these changes 
simply by order-in-council or regu­
lations. It will be quicker, easier, 
faster for the government. But the 
catch is there will be less public 
debate as well.”

Lamrock is pleased with the new 
provision in the proposed legisla­
tion which allows the Minister to 
provide grants to a qualifying doc­

toral student who is a female and is 
resident of the province.

“It’s an attempt by the Minister 
to recognize the need for gender 
equality in certain professional ar­
eas where women have traditionally 
been underrepresented,” he said.

But Lamrock still has one ques­
tion he would like someone in the 
Department of Advanced Education 
and Labour to answer. He wants to 
know why the government has cho­
sen to set up a Credit Review Board 
when a Student Aid Review Board 
is already in place.

“I’m afraid I don’t know the rea­
soning behind this yet,” Lamrock 
concluded.

Francois Rioux, Director of Stu­
dent Services and the person in 
charge of administering the student 
loan program says the two Boards 
deal with two separate matters.

“The Student Aid Review 
Board deals with the needs of stu­
dents, while the Credit Review 
Board will deal specifically with 
those who have been rejected be­
cause of credit abuse. The Credit 
Review Board needs to maintain 
certain confidentiality and pro­
vide a rapid response to an appli­
cation,” said Rioux.

Information contained in the

Artists from all walks of life find the 
inspiration for their works from many 
sources. Some derive their focus from 
social issues, in the simplicity of life and 
sometimes from the nightmares and 
desires of the human mind. This 
month, the UN B Art Centre exhibits a 
most interesting show that delves into 
another focus; that of pure creativity, 
passion, the spiritual and the material.

Taming The Goat is an exhibition 
featuring Halifax artists 1-eya Evelyn and 
Sylvie Stevenson, and refers to the strug­
gle that artists must go through to cre­
ate a work; of taming one’s own per­
sonal goat in order to produce a reflec­
tion of their inner creativity. Both art­
ists share this common vision of crea­
tivity, the flow of work, and observa­
tions on the visible and invisible world. 
Yet, each artist finds a different focus 
on how that creativity and vision is 
achieved. For instance, the title Tam­
ing The Goat, has different meanings for 
each. For Sylvie Stevenson, it is the 
struggle of actually doing work, of 
putting thought and feeling into action. 
A structuring of one’s life in a manner 
that will produce results. For Leya 
Evelyn, the title is a way of going be­
yond the parameters and limitations 
that artists impose on themselves. It is 
a way of transcending “...the individual 
personality...” to harness a deeper, uni­
versal creativity. The works in Taming 
The Goat possess a presence that is 
subtle yet dynamic, a way of looking at 
the visible and invisible meanings be­
hind art.

replied that she had wanted to do mul­
tiple panel pieces that could relate to 
each other in some form. The pieces 
are painted in its entirety, even the 
frame, and then various media are in­
corporated to produce each piece. It is 
a reflection of her interpretation of Tam­
ing The Goat-, there are no divisions or 
boundaries in her art. Each piece can 
stand on its own, or be combined in a 
larger whole. Leya Evelyn's exhibition 
is very Zen-like in quality, a composi­
tion of space and nonspace that does 
not clutter the mind with too much 
stimuli.

Sylvie Stevenson’s Vajrayogini is a 
massive piece that reflects the artist’s 
own belief in the Buddhist emphasis on 
enlightenment and wisdom The 
Vajrayogini is a semi-wrathful dancing 
female energy form, symbolic of an 
empowered practitioner of Buddhism's 
understanding of emptiness and the 
dissolution of the energy manifestation 
back into emptiness at the end of a prac­
tice session. The work by Sylvie 
Stevenson forces us to look beyond 
mere physical detail to the hidden 
meaning behind this manifestation. The 
various accoutrements, known as char­
nel ground ornaments, appear as sev­
ered heads, skulls and numerous bone 
jewelry, but also symbolize various 
states of human emotions, Buddhist 
doctrines and practices. The inspiration 
for Vajrayogini, according to Sylvie 
Stevenson, was her desire to transform 
her beliefs and thoughts of Buddhism 
into a physical reality; a way of making 
the invisible visible, so to speak. In a 
way, this comes through in the piece; 
Mary White, a local artist commented 
that the piece could almost be put on - 
a sort of mantle that people can wear 
to acknowledge awareness of their po­
tential.
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Leya Evelyn's pieces, Genus Capra/ 
Study No. 1, Genus Capra/Study No. 2, 
Genus Capra/Study No. 3, Bridled No. 
1, Bridled No. 2, Bridled No. 3 and Ge­
nus Capra, emphasizes the observer’s 
self-interpretation of her work. The 15 
pieces contain micro and macro im­
agery in their very being; one can look 
at individual images such as bicycle tires, 
a bridle, separate swatches of vibrant 
colour or scenery, then stand back and 
envision a common whole, uniting in­
dependent parts into a cohesive assem­
bly. When 1 asked Leya Evelyn about 
the inspiration for her exhibition, she

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The process I chose to conduct 
my research was a focus group 
in a forum setting. The object 
was to be a discussion of the 
topic of how the campus could 
be improved to most benefit 
students in general, and more 
particularly those who are 
mobility restricted, from lim­
ited funding that could be 
made available through a 
Grad-class or similar project. I 
hoped to achieve from the 
discussion a recorded session 
directed to the problems, that 
could then be used to influ­
ence decision makers with 
qualitative evidence.

Attempts were made to 
identify, seek out and invite 
people using wheelchairs to 
the forum. This was a more 
difficult process than antici­
pated, as those who dealt with 
the targeted people profession­
ally were not disposed to give 
out names of their clients, and 
likewise the Canadian Paraple­
gic Association does not give 
out members’ names. The 
University of course, does not 
keep track of its students with 
any such categorization. I had 
placed an advertisement in the 
Brunswickan, which drew no 
response. After much travel­
ling I did manage to find stu­
dents who were on the cam­
pus, and former students who 
were willing to participate. I 
was helped in this by Chris 
McAloon, a former student at 
St. Thomas who had been 
involved and provided input 
on behalf of wheelchair users 
in St. Thomas’ new building 
and exterior garden landscap­
ing.

tioned that individuals with dis­
abilities had different needs from 
others with disabilities; that 
needs were very individual. This 
was from both those in the tar­
geted group, and from those that 
dealt with them professionally. 
While I understood this, I think 
now that the point I may have 
missed is that these individuals 
don’t want to be thought of as a 
group, they prefer to think of 
themselves as individuals, who 
manage in spite of the problems 
they have encountered, and 
don’t want to seem to be an im­
position on others. While each is 
candid in discussing the issue of 
accessibility for themselves one 
on one, they don’t wish to come 
forward as a group because they 
do not think of themselves as a 
group and do not wish others to 
classify them as a part of a 
group. Ideally then, the research 
would have been carried out on 
a one to one basis and possibly 
recorded in a different way than 
video taping.

I spoke with several people 
who are involved with the issue 
as part of their work. In speak­
ing with the Dean of Students I 
found that there had been a 
report done over the summer i 
1991 through the Challenge 
program, titled “Accessibility and 
Services for Students with Dis­
abilities,” which outlines the 
areas of the current issue cur­
rently being covered by the uni­
versity, but adds few insights on 
planning. I contacted the Eng­
lish Department in Carleton Hall 
which is inaccessible, to help me 
in my search, they know the 
people with mobility restrictions 
as they must make arrange­
ments to change classrooms in 
the instance needed, din ah 
Stocker who works in bio-medi- 
cal prosthesis was interviewed.

In conclusion, the overall 
implied policy of the University 
is a re-active rather than a pro­
active stance on the issue of 
campus accessibility. While this 
is perhaps understandable to 
some extent, the lack of taking 
care of some of the smaller de­
tails, in comparison to the plan­
ning of grand designs for capital 
expenditure in a time of re­
straint, is disturbing. Both the 
Student Union, with its plans for 
expansion, and the Administra­
tion, with plans for more build­
ings, may be missing a point; 
that accessibility to a university 
education, not grand capital 
construction, is the issue of the 
nineties.

made. Perhaps the most notice­
able is the recent installation of 
an assisted door at the Harriet 
Irving Library this fall. Interest­
ingly, this change was made 
with little fanfare.

Still, there are problems 
that need to be addressed, there 
is only one room on campus, in 
Lady beaverbrook Residence, 
that has been fitted for wheel­
chair use. For residence meals, 
the student who would reside 
there would have to climb across 
in front of the Old Arts Building, 
and then up to McConnell Hall.

in the area between the Harriet 
Irving Library and the Student 
Union Building, the terrain along 
the walkways follow a twisted 
route, till sideways, fall off and 
ascend abruptly, have potholes, 
cracks and curbs. In wet 
weather puddles and ice form, 
making the route unpleasant at 
best and possibly dangerous for 
anyone. I have appended some 
photographs to illustrate my 
point, but must mention that 
they were taken in dry condi­
tions and do not fully show the 
problem.

These photos demonstrate the problem of inaccessibility at one of UNB's many trouble 
spots. The photo above shows the sloping of some of UNB's paths and walkways which 
makes them prone to cracks, potholes and ice patches (note particularly the dip in the 
walkway leading towards Kierstead Hall, immediately in front of the Harriet Irving Li­
brary). The photo below shows the curb and upward-sloping sidewalk which wheelchair 
users would run into going towards the SUB.

By November 18, the date 
of the forum, I had contacted Unless they were in Engineering 

or Computer Science, the library 
and most of their classes would 
be an up and down commute, 
several times a day. From the 
front door of the residence, all 
directions slope and the parking 
area is sloped, making it nearly 
impossible to use. If one of the 
residences up the hill had been 
fitted instead, the effort would 
be greatly reduced. Obviously, 
given such circumstances, few 
people that are not already resi­
dents of Fredericton would feel 
welcome to study at UNB.

The second general problem 
for the mobility restricted on the 
campus is evident in the walk­
ways, which seem to be built as 
an after-thought. For example,

connect by enclosed walkways 
and elevators. Until the new 
buildings are built, the policy is 
one of accommodating the 
studentby changing classrooms 
when buildings are inaccessible 
and rearranging parking when 
necessary. The university has 
provided temporary ramps in 
certain cases.

One who I would have liked 
to interview and was not able to 
contact was Joanne McLeod, a 
lawyer who graduated from law 
at UNB in a wheelchair and has 
since earned an Order of 
Canada.

A look at this area is practi­
cal in that there are currently 
two wheelchair users in the 
Business Administration Pro­
gram, centered in Singer Hall. 
The area could be improved dra­
matically in several ways:
1) The route from the SUB caf­
eteria level should be straight­
ened and properly graded with a 
continuous slope to a level 
crossing at Pacey Drive. At the 
Pacey Drive end the path would 
“Y” with an upper route crossing 
at te Library entrance elevation 
and the lower route continuing 
its slope toward the entrance to 
Singer Hall.
2) The path from Singer Hall to 
Kierstead Hall which is currently 
undulating, should be made all
