Estabrooks confirmed that he had 
“a long range of concerns” with 
Rooke’s performance relating to a 
lack of work getting done.

He said that he found it “rather 
frustrating”.

He mentioned that she had made 
no contact with the office in the last 
ten days, and commented that 
“maybe if she was not happy, she 
should leave.”

Rooke in a later interview ex­
plained that she has been sick for the 
last few days and had been away sev­
eral days last week to attend a wed­
ding out of town. She said that more 
accurately she had only been out of 
the office for eight days at the most.

Councillor Paul McLean at this 
time moved that Council go “off 
camera”, and the meeting was closed 
to the media.

“It was a decision that given the 
circumstances I felt was best for all 
involved,” said Rooke after the meet­
ing. “I’ll still be involved in the Un­
ion as much as I can.”

Estabrooks emphasized that the 
pub showed a loss for the first two 
months of operation but has 
shown a profit for the months of 
November and December.

National student strike day planned

There will be a rally at 11:40 at 
Fredericton High School (the be­
ginning of the high school lunch 
hour), where students will be met 
by workers from CUPE and 
CUPW.

The protesters plan to march at 
noon down to the Student Union 
Building where there will be 
“speak-outs”, opportunities for in­
dividuals to voice their concerns 
about the social policy reforms to 
the crowd. At one o’clock, organ­
isers plan to march from the uni­
versity to MP Andy Scott’s office 
downtown.

Similar actions will be taking 
place at other campuses across the 
country.

“In Edmunston, the entire col­
lege is walking out,” said Corey.

“In Nova Scotia, people will be 
coming from many cities and towns 
and meeting in Halifax,” he added.

“They are expecting a minimum of 
100,000 people during the day.”

Campuses in Ontario and Que­
bec also plan on walking out.

“We want to uncloak apathy,” 
said Rodney Mowatt, an organizer 
with the Strike Action Committee. 
“We want people to care about 
what happens in our community.”

“People should understand that 
these cuts affect us all,” said Corey.

“These are the most massive cuts 
to educational funding that has ever 
happened in the history of Canada,” 
he commented.

“We want to applaud everyone 
that is speaking out against the cuts 
and to encourage them to come to 
the protest,” said Corey.

“We think that this strategy is a 
good one," Corey said. “Not that 
others are wrong.”

The strike will represent a 
number of different groups. The

Fredericton Native Friendship 
Centre, the UNB Anthropology So­
ciety, the Third World Studies Stu­
dents Association as well as the 
Fredericton and District Labour 
Council have all endorsed the strike 
action.

Social work students at STU 
have also been actively helping the 
effort.

“They are providing free photo­
copying and will have people at the 
demonstration,” said Corey.

“A majority of the student unions 
across the country are on board," 
confirmed Corey.

The UNB SU and the New 
Brunswick Student Alliance do not 
support CFS’s strike initiative.

Kelly Lamrock, chair of the 
NBSA and author of the position 
paper “No More Smoke and Mir­
rors” does not feel that the strike 
will achieve results.

“CFS has encouraged stude^s to 
yell without ideas,” said Lamrock. 
“It won’t work."

He commented that people don’t 
want to hear students simply say­
ing ‘Don’t cut us’, that people want 
to hear ideas about what should be 
done instead. Students have to take 
responsibility for suggesting alter­
natives to the funding.

Lamrock mentioned that CFS 
had three organizational meetings 
on the strike but none for discus­
sion of the issues. CFS has pro­
duced no alternative response, has 
done no research and has given no 
support to campuses who want to 
have meaningful participation in 
social policy reform debate, ac­
cording to Lamrock.

“CFS is guilty of a complete lack 
of leadership on this issue,” said 
Lamrock. “As a result students are 
going to have to pay a price.”

A strike organised by the Canadian 
Federation of Students to protest 
Lloyd Axworthy’s social policy 
funding reforms encourages stu­
dents to walk out of class later this 
month.

The CFS has set up strike action 
committees at universities and high 
schools across the country towards 
a national student strike day on 
January 25.

“It will be a strong statement 
that we want to oppose the Lib­
erals’ plans to cut federal fund­
ing to universities,” said Shawn 
Corey, a Strike Action Commit­
tee organizer.

The Canadian Union of Public 
Employees and the Canadian Un­
ion of Postal Workers have also 
given their endorsement.

Canadian International Summer 
Villages (CISV) is looking for vol­
unteer leaders to supervise delega­
tions of eleven year old children in 
an international camp.

CISV is an independent, non-po­
litical volunteer organization that 
promotes peace education and 
cross-cultural friendships. The or­
ganization hopes that world peace 
can be promoted by friendships that 
stretch across cultures.

many are tired of feeling that eve­
rything they do is taken as a politi­
cal statement -“When all you’re 
doing is going for dinner,” as one 
person said.

“When you first come out, it be­
comes an issue to reaffirm that it is 
positive - this is who I am. It’s only 
an issue if someone reacts nega­
tively,” said one man.

One woman argued that “for the 
rest of your life you’ll be coming 
out.”

The overall consensus was that 
you can’t argue with ignorance. So 
the question remains: how to get 
people to accept one’s sexuality? 
One person suggested that you 
“change the world by changing 
yourself.”

However, another felt that it 
would be “a lot easier if the gov­
ernment legislated some laws to 
show support against harrassment.”

The need to label instead of sim­
ply accepting people for what they 
are was questioned by the group.

“I ask myself questions - do I 
dress different, have a different 
hairstyle, etc — there is no need for 
stares or whispers,” said one man.

“If more people made the step to

be open, things would be much dif­
ferent,” said another person.

“There is no such thing as a gay 
lifestyle- we are all humans,” said 
one man.

Things have changed quite a bit 
in the past few decades, some com­
mented. One woman told the story 
of how she was asked to leave 
Mount Allison University when she 
came out.

The most important thing for 
people to realize is that people 
should accept others for who they 
are. No one should be expected “to 
change for someone who’s passing 
you by,” as one woman said.

Another main theme of the dis­
cussion was that many people have 
gay/lesbian friends but are unaware 
of it. Some people have fears that 
if they show support for gays that 
they will be assumed to be gay/les­
bian.

Some students felt that STU was 
more tolerant toward the gay and 
lesbian community than other cam­
puses.

Fredericton has the second larg­
est gay population per capita after 
San Francisco.

Shane Donovan, President of 
STU SU and DAve Lewis from the 
Social Issues Committee put to­
gether the forum. Anyone inter­
ested in more information can con­
tact the Gays and Lesbians Asso­
ciation (GALA).

Homophobia awareness was high­
lighted at Saint Thomas University 
this week.

On Wednesday night, a small 
group of students met to ask ques­
tions and to listen to how students 
have dealt with being gay/lesbian. 
The forum was held for anyone in­
terested in discussing issues and for 
trying to understand why 
homophobia exists.

UNB and STU students sat casu­
ally in a circle verbalizing their 
thoughts and sharing stories.

The group felt that many straight 
people do not understand why sexu­
ality has to be such an issue. There 
were contrasting opinions in the 
group about the effect of being gay 
on one's life.

“People see it as an all-encom­
passing issue - it’s just one small 
issue about who one falls in love 
with,” claimed a student.

Other students commented that 
they felt that one’s sexuality affects 
everything because it is a part of 
you. Some choices are made be­
cause of a fear of intimidation and

January 25 is approaching, the day which was proposed by CFS that all 

students across Canada strike in order to show their opposition to the 
government's proposed changes to the funding of higher education. The 
question is would a strike do students any good?

Kelly Lamrock of the New Brunswick Student Alliance (NBSA) has 
draughted a position paper which is endorsed by the UNBSU entitled “No More 
Smoke and Mirrors”. This paper offers alternatives to the government’s 
proposed Green Paper’s cuts to educational spending. Mr. Lamrock has also 
come out in opposition to CFS’s planned strike. He claims the rally will not only 
not make a difference but that it will detract from the effectiveness of the 
NBSA's presentation.

The CFS strike is being organized Canada-wide through the student 
action group the International Socialists. According to their plan, students 
from across the country will demonstrate against the cuts to education on 
January 25. In Fredericton, the protesters are supposed to gather by the rear 
door of the SUB at 12:00 noon for a march downtown to Fredericton MP Andy 
Scott’s office. In the Brunswickan’s December 2 issue, Shawn Corey of the IS 
admitted that a one day strike is somewhat ineffective but said that it is better 
than making no effort at all. Corey stated that “Inevitably a strike, 
day one, becomes a means to building a bigger end”.

The problem is that both sides seem to have missed the point. A strike 
need not be the exercise in futility which both the NBSA and IS paint it as being. 
It is true that joining in a protest that is doomed to be ineffective would be 
idiotic. And to have a protest in which you assert your displeasure but offer no 
constructive alternatives is to do little more than throw a temper tantrum.

But it is also true, however, that a show of political strength and 
solidarity is essential if we as students expect anyone to take what we have to 
say seriously. To purport to have alternatives to the governments proposals is 
all good and well but only if you can get them to listen to you. However, if you 
want to ensure that they listen, a show of strength and solidarity is essential. A 
small group of individuals can travel to Ottawa to lobby their position all they 
want. They can converse with as many politicians as they like and still get 
nothing more than lip service and empty promises. Take the same message 
however, and get 100,000 people to take to the streets even for a single day to 
demand that the government consider it and they will. The interests of the 
students would be better served if both sides would stop their posturing and 
realize that their interests would be best served if they worked together to attain 
the overall goal, universally affordable education.________________________

were typically treated with respect, and al­
though we recognized our political differences 
(as well as our areas of agreement), no per­
sonal animosity had ever developed. It was 
shocking to us, therefore, to have our organi­
zation, and in particular two of our friends and 
fellow members come under personal attack 
from Mr. Lamrock. While our response gives 
Mr. Lamrock's cheap shots more legitimacy 
than they deserve, we feel that a few facts must 
be set straight.

Mr. Lamrock states that the I.S. is, “no 
friend of democracy, surely”. This is a lie. 
Anyone who knows us, or knows about our 
organization (which Mr. Lamrock clearly does 
not—unsurprising considering he has never 
seen fit to attend a single I.S. meeting), under­
stands that we consistently defend democratic 
rights Whether it be the right of lesbian or gay 
couples to same-sex spousal benefits, the right 
of women to choose an abortion, or the right 
of the people of Quebec and the First Nations 
to self-determination, we can hardly be con­
sidered enemies of democracy. Our group has 
always denounced Russia, China, Cuba, etc... 
as undemocratic dictatorships which have noth­
ing to do with genuine socialism. We believe 
that real socialism means a society of freedom 
and democracy where wealth is produced to 
meet human needs, not corporate profit. Any 
claim that we are in any way “undemocratic" is 
mere ignorance of our political perspective. 
Besides, Mr. Lamrock's very definition of de­
mocracy seems a little hazy since he appears 
determined to lead a one-person assault on 
the Canadian Federation of Students’ call for a 
National Day of Strike and Action on Jan. 25 to 
fight education cuts. The decision for this day 
of action was voted on and approved by stu­
dents all across the country, and Mr. Lamrock 
is a member of the Federation, but apparently 
he would like democracy to apply to everyoné 
but himself, because he is actively campaign­
ing against the Jan. 25 actions.

Mr. Lamrock claims that the I.S. wants to 
silence students. He miraculously argues the 
I.S. tells students to stop thinking and “shut 
up”. This is also a lie. This is precisely the 
opposite of what we would like to see (as Mr. 
Lamrock is well aware, which makes his claim 
all the more disturbing). We want students to 
think about $6000 a year for tuition. We want 
students to speak out against the Liberals’ 
plans to cut all federal funding to post-second­
ary institutions, thus making higher education 
only affordable for the wealthiest individuals 
In society. We want students to stand up and 
be heard - opposing these plans which will 
hurt us all. In this we stand firmly on the side 
of other groups which share this perspective— 
the Canadian Labour Congress, the National 
Action Committee on the Sums of Women, 
the Canadian Federation of Students, the Ac­
tion Canada Network, the Public Service Alli­
ance ofCanada-we could go on and on. Look 
around Mr. Lamrock, we all want to fight these 
cuts.

Throughout this entire year, the support, 
in terms of campaign materials, that we have 
received has been deplorable. Can you tell me 
exactly what the eleven of you in the office do 
with your time? Our student union is, for all 
intents and purposes, volunteer based and we 
are able to produce and run more campaigns 
in any given month than the Federation seems 
to be able to in an entire academic year. This 
too will not be forgotten come referendum 
time. At least we have been fortunate to have 
the New Brunswick Student Alliance (NBSA), 
as they have been more than effective with 
their campaigns.

Are we going to have a field worker this 
year or not? If this hiring process were to take 
any longer a suspicious person might begin to 
think that the executive does not intend to fill 
the position. I am sure that your defence is 
based on two arguments. Process is sure to be 
at least partly to blame. I do not buy this. The 
process has been flawed from the start. The 
hiring committee consisted of people who 
have never been to the region nor who could 
speak very much French. How were they sup­
posed to find someone suitable for the region? 
Secondly, financial considerations may be 
partly at fault. This may be so, and 1 cannot 
comment on this since treasurer’s reports have 
been inconsistent and less than revealing. All 
in all, it will be interesting to see how the new 
field worker finds life in the region since, to 
my knowledge the former field worker office 
here in the SUB is no longer available.

Lastly, we cannot believe how little lobby­
ing you have accomplished since your elec­
tion. I am fairly sure: we can count your 
meetings with MP’s on one hand. In compari­
son to the 18 meetings the NBSA has mus­
tered, this is down right awful. Matter of a fact, 
the only three meetings that I am aware of you 
attending, were set up by the NBSA and you 
were their invite. Considering you are fifteen 
minutes by foot from “the Hill" and they are 
ten hours away by car, this serves to further 
highlight the Incompetence of the Ottawa of-

In closing, 1 am flattered to hear that as 
many as nine people are being sent to fight in 
the referendums here. I am sure much of this 
is due to the fact that Mr. Lamrodt still roams 
our campus. This is, however, disappointing 
news for two reasons. To my knowledge, the 
nine does not include the chair or deputy 
chair. My question to you and Mr. Mancinelli 
is: are you afraid your incompetence will lose 
the referendums for you? Secondly, It is a sad 
statement on the organization that you can 
afford to send nine people to NB to fight two 
referendums and cannot (a) hire a field worker 
for virtually the entire academic year, (b) offer 
any sort of meaningful arguments to the Green 
Paper debate and (c) offer any useful cam­
paign materials in a year when students, gov­
ernment and the public must be made aware 
of the importance of affordable education.

I wish your nine hired guns all the best 
when they arrive in March, but they should be 
forewarned that, to date 1 have yet to hear of 
any student attending UNB who is prepared to 
fight on behalf of the Federation.

I am writing to outline a number of the 

concerns of the UNB Student Union Executive 
in regards to recent decisions of the CFS Ex­
ecutive. As you know, we are holding a refer­
endum in late March to review our member­
ship in the organization, and many of your 
recent decisions and anions have only served 
to strengthen our resolve to leave the Federa­
tion. Below, I have outlined a number of these 
concerns so that you better understand our 
position.

First, the manner in which the Federation 
has handled the Gteen Paper is embarrassing. 
CFS has been perceived as a group of whiners 
and brats. The Federation has yet to offer any 
sort of useful alternative. This is unbelievable 
considering your office has nine full-time staff 
as well as Mr. Mancinelli and yourself. You and 
your staff should be reprimanded for your 
incompetence. Considering that Mr. Lamrock, 
with my help, was able to offer a position 
paper and have 30 student associations en­
dorse it, just goes to show how pitiful your 
office has been. We managed to do so using 
our phones and our fax machine and the 
paper has been quoted by Minister Axworthy 
and read by the Prime Minister.

The Lack of a Policy Against Racial Discrimination: A Case of Willful Blindness?

The Canadian society is one of the most 
diverse in the world. Within our boundaries, 
one can find a large variety of cultures and 
beliefs. One of the main reasons that makes 
Canada great is the people. As a student, it is 
important for me to be aware of this diversity 
and be proud that I am a part of it.

The University of New Brunswick, like 
many other post-secondary Institutions across 
the country, opens it’s doors to many interna­
tional students each year. With these students 
come samples of the large variety of cultures 
that exist in the world. It is because of this fact 
that UNB is one of the most accurate pictures 
of the diversity in which we live. Within the 
student population at UNB, there are over 50 
countries represented. With each new country 
being represented, comes a whole new set of 
beliefs, values and, in essence, a new culture. 
These new aspects of student life must be­
come integrated into an already complex struc­
ture at UNB.

There appeared in the December 7,1994 issue of the Aquinian a small article, “Banned From Campus", which informed us that, “An 
African male... has been banned from the university grounds... The male could receive as much as a $1000 fine if seen on campus.” 
There are many problems with this announcement. Apart from the fact that the male is not African but American, what action does 
the article suggest we take if we see an “African male” on campus? Does it suggest that we call security every time we see a man on 
university grounds who we suspect is African? A second and greater problem is its insensitivity to visible minority persons. Reverse 
the situation. Imagine that a white student visiting a Nigerian university reads in the student paper, “A white male has been banned 
from university grounds..." How would you feel if you were a “white male" on that campus? Would you not feel uncomfortable in 
that situation?

The intolerant racial undertones of the article are striking and symptomatic of a vcy serious problem at STU, UNB and in our 
society. We are quick to label and categorize visible minority persons based on our own preconceptions. A male is black, ipso facto 
he’s African (or vise versa) and he is banned. Such a statement implicitly segregates people by colour and reinforces the racist attitude 
that black means trouble. Racism is a problem and, as Kwame Dawes pointed out in his letter last week (Brunswickan 128,13, p. 6), 
it does not have to be “rife" for it to be a problem, as VP Academic Tom Traves seems to believe. Is racism a problem at UNB? Ask 
any visible minority person. It is.

The conference When Rights Collide (Sept. 28-29,1994), was organized to discuss “issues surrounding the difficulties that arise 
when different rights and freedoms conflict” (UNB Perspectives 21,1 in article “Rights-or wrong?" by VP Traves). Laudable. However, 
the conference did not include on its panel of speakers one or more visible minority persons. That is disturbing especially since 
organizer Peter Kepros fprofessor of psychology) and his committee were informed of their oversight eight days in advance, and since 
they were given suggestions of willing and available participants. Why did the organizers not correct this mistake? Did they even try? 
Dr. Kepros commented on this matter, and his reaction reflects the simple-mindedness and the “pass-the-buck” attitude demon­
strated by the Administration. Excerpts from his statement include, “It is outside of the responsibility of the committee to respond...” 
(i.e. don't ask me); “All decisions were made by consensus” (i.e. it’s not my fault). “The process of selecting speakers and panelists 
conformed to the non-discrimination clause of the UNB-AUNBT Collective Agreement” (i.e. don’t blame me, blame the system). The 
defensive character of these remarks is striking. Is Dr. Kepros just now becoming aware of the problems visible minority persons face, 
or does he still lack this awareness?

VP Traves, who initially conceived the idea of the conference, was also aware of the committee’s oversight in advance, and he 
too failed to take any positive action whatsoever. Was VP Traves really interested in increasing the awareness of matters involving 
the rights and freedoms of all individuals (including persons of different genders, races, nationalities, religions, etc.) or was he not 
more interested in saving face from the Administration’s poor handling of the Yaqzan fiasco?

The administration has been aware of the problems created by the lack of policy against racial discrimination for a long time 
now, yet it has done nothing to implement one in spite of an appeal and proposal made by the Board of International Students in 
1993. What it has done, in July 1993, is distribute a 1-page brochure, “Say NO to Racism on Campus”, prepared by VP Traves and the 
Dean of Students. It defines racism, identifies its effects, and explains the procedure for filing a complaint. Substantively, however, 
the brochure is worthless because it is not based upon a firm policy which guides the manner in which complaints may be resolved 
fairly and consistently. For example, it states that “Offensive or discriminating behavior by employees is subject to action by the 
university.” What action is that? What committee or person decides that action? How is (are) the decision maker (s) selected? What 
rules must be followed? In addition, the section “How do 1 make a complaint?" does not indicate the effect of filing a complaint. What 
guarantee is there that it will not be held against the complainant, or will be taken seriously at all? Finally, the brochure states that 
“A student may seek the advice of the Dean of Students with respect to the filing of a complaint or an informal resolution.” Not 
surprisingly, there is no explanation of how an “informal resolution" translates into a fair one. If the Administration is so committed 
to fighting racial discrimination on campus, what is needed is a formal mechanism for resolving complaints which is guided by the 
clear rules of an unwavering policy.

In light of the lack of such a policy, President Armstrong was recently invited to comment on the following two questions: 1. 
Does the UNB Administration adhere to a policy of and strive to achieve greater inclusiveness within the UNB community? and 2. 
Does the UNB Administration recognize the contributions to be made by members of visible minorities in the advancement of human 
rights.

On the first question, Dr. Armstrong listed a number of programs which recognize diversity within the UNB student body, 
including “our policies against racial and other forms of discrimination and harassment.” But UNB does not have a policy against racial 
discrimination and harassment! It is an astonishing oversight (to give the benefit of the doubt) for the President to assert that it does. 
Indeed, it is precisely such a policy that many students, including Keli Tamaklo, Kwame Dawes, Fazilah Mohamed Ismail, Aurelius 
Gordon, George Eguakun and Pat Fitzpatrick were and are fighting for.

On the second question, Dr. Armstrong asserted that “it is not phrased with sufficient clarity for me to understand the precise 
issue you wish addressed.” Maybe so. However, this response does not inspire confidence that this is an issue which the 
Administration considers important or is willing to deal with. Such ambivalence, if that be it, is unacceptable. Racial discrimination 
is an issue that is real, ongoing, and is one that should be of concern to all of us. Visible minority persons have made enormous 
contributions in the advancement of human rights and their continued participation in this endeavour is absolutely critical. Placed 
within the context of When Rights Collide, of what value is a conference that purports to discuss “rights” (itself an elusive concept) 
when the perspectives of different peoples are not heard? Who speaks for whom? Without these contributions, what could otherwise 
be a constructive and educational discussion degenerates into little more than Eurocentric tongue-wagging.

Until a comprehensive policy against racial discrimination is adopted, there will continue to be friction between the 
Administration and the student body. There will continue to be insensitivity and ignorance of which the article “Banned from 
Campus” is but one example. Next week is Cultural Diversity Week, organized by the Student Union's Tareq Islam. It is a time to 
celebrate diversity and expand our awareness. It is also a timely opportunity for the Administration to renew its commitment to 
implementing a policy against racial discrimination and show that it cares for all of its students equally. Failure to take positive action 
in this regard is all too easily interpreted as either ambivalence or ineptitude, or perhaps both. No doubt the Administration is neither 
ambivalent nor inept, but as an institute of higher learning, UNB must take, and be seen to take, a leadership role in the field of human 
rights. So far, it is doing a miserable job. A remedial first step would be to implement a policy which heightens our awareness of 
different peoples and sensitizes us to the problems that racism and ignorance breed. How much longer must we wait before the 
Administration takes this first step? Indeed, why must we wait at all?

the chance to do so. University should 
not be a free ride; you should have to 
earn your way in, but those earnings 
must be paid in the coin of intelligence 
rather than money.

One of the most notable events in 
Canadian history is the public’s increas­
ing participation in the management of 
Crown Lands. Canadian citizens, as the 
owners of Crown Land, are now mak­
ing demands on their tenants—the for­
est industry. TWo demands in particu­
lar concern me, however—not singly, 
but when they are voiced in conjunction 
with one another.

First, there is the demand to main­
tain or enhance natural forests. This is 
needed in order for the ecological in­
tegrity of the land­
scape to be pre­
served.

Some might claim that such a 
policy is economically naïve; that the 
money for such a notion simply does not 
exist. They are wrong, the money quite 
obviously does exist, it simply requires 
a humanising of our priorities. What we 
need to establish in our nation is a will

In order for us, as owners of Crown
towards making university the priority 
it needs to be.

Anti-racism week serves to bring 
to our attention that because you or someone you know has never 
experienced racism, doesn’t mean that it does not exist here at UNB. 
Each and every one of us may at sometime feel discriminated against 
- Think about it

Cultural diversity is the basis of Canadian Society; it is what 
makes our country a richer and better nation. If, at the very least you 
can’t appreciate this then realize this — everyone deserves our re­
spect as an individual, without being judged on their national back­
ground. It takes a great deal of courage to leave your home and study 
as an international student.

During Anti-racism week the Festival of Cultural Diversity will 
be taking place on campus from January 23-28, this is a great oppor­
tunity to understand more about cultures other that your own. Re­
member, discrimination is based on ignorance and ethnocentrism - 
Get out and discover what makes other cultures as wonderful as 
your own.
