To acknowledge with grateful pleasure the gratifying in-

stances in which a liberal response has been made to the various

appeals of the Committee. In this connection the hearty and untiring

exertions of the Inspectors of the Counties of Ontario, Halton, the

southern part of Hastings, the northern part of York, and the Counties

of Brant, Waterloo, etc., deserve especial mention.

To give the friends of the cause of Education who have

either made no response hitherto, or a very slight one, to tiie statement
