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SESSION 0F 1883-84.

The ]Fifty-first Session of the University, being the Thirty-first under the
amended Charter, will commence in the Autumn of 1883.

By Virtue of the Royal Charter, granted in 1821 and amended in I852, the
Governors, Principal and Fellows of McGill College constitute the Corporation of
the University; and, under the Statutes frained by the Board of Governors, with
approval of the Visitor, have the power of granting Degrees in all)he Arts and
Faculties, in McGill College, andi Colleges affiliated thereto.

'Te Statutes and Regulatio.-s of the ULiversity have been franied on the Miost
liberal principles, with the view of affording to ail classes of persons the greatest
possible facilities for the attainment of nmental culture and professional training.
In its religlous character the University is Protestant, but flot denominational ; and
while ail possible attention wiIl be given to thie character and conduct of students,
no interference with their peculiar religious views will be sanctioned.

The educational work of the University is carried on in McGill College, Mont-
real, and in the Affiliated Coileges and Schools.

1. McGILL COLLEGE.

THEE FAcULTY 0F A Pas. -The complete course of study extends over four Ses-
sions, of eight nionths each: and includes Classics and àMathematics, Experi-
mental Physics, English Literature,L1ogic, Mental and Moral Science, Natural
Science, and one ModDrn Language, or Hebrew; ail which siibjects are
iraperative in the first two years of the course ; but in the third and fourth
*years options are allowed ini fàvour of the Honour Courses in Classics, Mathe-
niatics, Mental and Moral Science, Natural Science, and English IÀterature.
Certain exemptions are also allowed to professional Students. The course of
study leads to the ])egrees of B.A., M.A., and LL.D.

THE FACULTY 0F APPLIED SCIENCE provides a thorough professional training,
extending over three or four years, in Civil Engineering, Mechanical Engi-
neering, Mîning Engineering and Assaying, and Practical Chemistry, leading
to the Degrees of Bachelor of Applied Science, Master of Engineering, and
Master of Applied Science.

TEE FAcTJLTY 0F MEDiciNo.-Thie complete course of study in Medicine extends
over four Sessions, ofsix months each, and leads to, the Degree of MD., C.M
.There is also a Summer Course, which is optional.

TiIE FA&CULTY 0F LAW.-The coniplete course in Law extends over three Sessions,
of six months each, and leads to the degrees of B.C.L., and D.C.L.



II. AFFILIATED COLLEGES.

Students of Affiliated Colleges are matrieulated in the University, and may
pursue their course of study wholly in the Affiliated College, or in part in McGill
College, and may corne up to the University Examinations on the samne terms
with the Students of McGill College.

The fifty-first session of the Medical Faculty of McGill University
wili be opened on Monday, October ist, 1883, by an introductory
lecture at 8 p.m. The regular lectures wvill. begin on October 2nd,
at the hours specified in the time table, and will be continued six
months.

The Medical Sehool of MeGili University was founded in 1824 as
the Medical Institution by Drs. Stephenson, Holmes, Robertson and
Caldwell. In 1829 the Medical Institution became the Medica
Faculty of MeGili College. There were no sessions during the
political troubles frorn 1836 to 1839, and it is owing to this gap that
the present is the 5 îst session of the Faculty. In reality this is. the
55th session of the school which, is the direct continuation of the
Medical Institution.

Last Septer±iber the Faculty issued invitations to ail graduates
whose addresses could be obtained to join thern in celebrating the
opening of the 5oth session. The introductory lecture was delivered
by Professor Howard, who deait chiefly with the ie and labours of the
late Dean, Dr. G. W. Campbell, and at a banquet at the Windsor
Hotel the Faculty had the pleasure of entertaining a large nuniber of
graduates and friends. A report of the introductory address and of the
speeches at the banquet has been printed and a copy sent to each
graduate.*

In bis address Dr. Howard urged the advisability of establishing a
fund to, commemorate the services rendered to, the University and
tbe city by the late Dr. Campbell, and a friend bas generously
offered the Faculty $50,ooo if an equal sumn is raised as a "~Campbell
Mei-.orial Fund " by the first of August, 1883. About $3o,ooo has
already been subscribed, and an appeal bas been made to the graduates
to, help as far as lies within tbe powver of each one.

It affords the Faculty niuch pleasure to be able to state that in
ail departments the teachingr is beingy worked up to, the best possible
standards. Their ambition is to be able to offer to, the young men of
this Dominion a thorough medical education in ail its branches equal
to the very best afforded by European «Sehools.

The Medical College, a large and substantial building situated
within the University Grounds, contains two spacious class rooms,
Student's waiting-room, Library, Museum, Laboratories, together with
a large and well-furnished Dissecting-room.

The class tickets for the various courses are accepted as qualify-
ing candidates for examination before the various Colleges and licen-
singr bodies of Great Britain and Ireland, and the College of Physicians
and Surgeons of Ontario.

To meet the circumstances of the General Practitioners in British
North America, where there is no division of the profession into
Physicians and Surgeons e:ýclusively, the degree awarded upon
graduation is that of 'IDoctor of Medicine and Master of Surgery,"
in accordance with the general nature and character of the curriculum,
as fully specified hereafter. The degree is received by the College of
Physicians and Surgeons of the Province of Quebec.

For experimentat illustration, abunda-nt
apparatus is possessed by the Professor, among wbich, may be enumerated, a
powerful Air Pump-Oxy-Hydrogen Microscope-Polariscope- extensive series of
Models of Crystals, Electricai and Galvanic apparatus, Steam Engine, &-c., &c.

4 Practical Chemistry.- [Prof. Girdwood.1-Thioroughi instractionis,
given in the different departmrents of Practical Chemistry in the Laboratory of the
Faculty, under the personal supervision of the Professnr. Mie course includes
blow-pipe manipulations, qualitative and quantitative analysis, toxicological investi-
gations, &c., &'c. This class may be taken in the Summer Session.

5 Institates of Medicidie.-[Prof. Osier and Dr. Mills.]-Embraced in
this course are the following classes

(a) Physiology, comprising.
(r) A full course of didactic lectures upon the structure and functions of the

various organs of the body in health. The lectures are illustrated by freshi prepa-
rations, diagrams, plates and rnodels, and by experirnents withi apparatus.

(2) Practical Physiology :-In addition to the deinonstrations in the Lecture-
room, the senior members of the class have an opportunity of attending the fol-
lowing. (a) Physiological chemnistry (weely until Christmas), in wvhichi class eachi
student works over the essentials of the chemistry of digestion, the secretions and
the urine. (b) A special demonstration course iii Experimiental Physiology (weekly,
after Christmas) wîth the use of apparatus. Candidates for the Morrice soholar-
ship must take these classes.

(-) Histology.-ist. Normal. A bi-weekly course of lessons throlighout
the session. Microscopes, re-agents and material provided. It comprises thorougli
instruction in the use of the Microscope and the preparation of the tissues, eachi
Student preparing for hirnself during the course a cabinet of Ioo or more speci-
mens. 2nd. Pathological, including the Microscope in relation to Practical medi..
cine. Bi wveekly in the Summer Session.

(b) Pathology, conlprising,
(i) Twenty lectures on General Pathology to the students of the 3,rd year.
(2) Pathological Demonstrations-wveekly-Saturdaýy, Io a.m. This course

is baseci upon, and conducted, as far as possible, in the same ivay as that ùf Prof.
Virchiowv at the Berlin Pathiological Institute. Specin-ens of ahl kinds are collected
throughiout the -week, kept until Saturday, and then broughit before thie class,w~hen
practical comments are made upon them.

(3) Instr:uction in Fost-Mortens-The Autopsy Room of the General Hospital
is in charge of the Professor, and the post-mortems are performed by the Students
in rotation, under his supervision. System and thiovoughiness in inspection are
insisted upon, the method followed being that of Virchowv. As far as possible,
attention is dra,%vn to the Medical Anatomy of the thioracic and abdominal organ rs.
In connection withi this class, aided by the Professor of Medical jurisprudence, two
Coroners' Inquests will be conducted during the Session beL'ore thie class, and thie
Mýedico-legali aspects of post-mnortems; dwclt upon.



6 Materia Medicai--[Prof. Stewart.]-

7 Tlieory- and Fractice of Medicine.- [Prof. Howard.]-While the
lectures on this subject are mainly devoted to Special Pathology and Therapeutxcs,
the department of General Pathology in this University being included in thie Insti-
tutes, of Medicine, no opportunity is lost of illustrating and explaining the gencrat'
laws of cisease. Withi the exception cf certain affections seldom or nevel observed
in this country, ail the important diseases of the body, flot described from the chairs
of Surgery and Obstetrics, are uiscussed. and their Pathological Anatomy illus-
trated by th. large collection of morbid preparations in the UTniversity Museum,
and by freshi specimens contributed by the Demonstrator of Morbid Anatomy.

The College possesses an extensive serles of Anatomical plates illustrative of
the histological and anatomicai appearances of disease, and the wards of the Gene-
-rai Hospital afford the lecturer ample opportunities to refer to living exaniples of
very m-any of the maladies he describes, and to give the results of treatment.

8 Cliniicai Medicine.-[Prof. Ross.]-Attendance is given in the Medical
Wards of fixe Montreal General Hospital on three days of every w'eek %with the
3rd year students and three days with the 4th year men. Accurate reports
of ail cases are kept by duly appointed clinicai clerks, andi are systematically
read before the class. Instruction is given by the bedsîde, and special induce
ments art offered to every pupil to take part in the physical examination of patients.
The mode of conducti.. g investigations, the use of the micri,>scope, the value of the
therniometer and ophthainoscope, etc., in Medical Diagnc'sis, are ail explained and
illustrated. Senior Student, are called upon in rotation to examine new cases
before the class, and to be examined thereon as to their general knowledge. In
addition, one weely Clinical Lecture is delivered, bearing upon sonie case or cases
of importance w'hichi nay happen to be under observation at the time. Special
attention is directed to Medical Anatoniy, and candidates for the degree wvill îDe
exarnined thereon.

9 Su.rgery.-[Prof. Fenwick,].--The lectures on this subject are divided into,
ist. Surgical Pathology, illustrated by a large collection of preparations f -Dm the
CollAge Museum, also -pecirnens as they are obtained from, cases under observation
at thie Hospital, and contributed to that c.Dllectioii by the Hiospital pathologist and
from private sources. The second part of the course is devoted to the practice of
Surgery, in which attention is dratvn to cases whichi have been observed '.-. the
class during the previous summer session. The various surgical apparatus are
exhibited, and their uses and application explained. Surgical Anatomy and Opera-
ive Surgery forms a special departrnent of this course, and Quain's and Maclise's
plates are used in illustration.

10 Clinical Surgery.- [Prof. Roddick,.]-This course is exninently practi-
cal, consisting of bedside instruction and lectures dielivered weekly, illustrative of
Surgical c.tses actually present in the Nvards of the General Hospital. The class is
separated into junior and srnior divisions wvhich are takzen charge of by the Teacher
on alternate days, Niher. the reports of the Clinical clerks are read and criticized,
anet freshi cases are exaniined by the senior Students. The Surgicai dressings are
as inucli as possible, reserved for these occasions, s0 as to give ail present an



opportunity of participatiug in the application of splints to, fractures, dressing of
wounds, minor operations, etc. Major operations are performed in tb"- theatre
attachied to the Hospital, which is so constructed that the most distant can obtain
a fair ýview of the operation. Ail of the recently invented appliances for the
treatment of Surgical disease have been introduced into the Hospital.

11, M-idwifery.-[Prof. llroxvne.3-This course will exubrace (i) Lectures
on the principles and practice of the obstetric art, illustrated by diagraxus, freshi and
preserved specimi-ns, the artificial pelvis, &c. ; (2) Bedside instruction i the
Lying-in Hospital, including the management and after-treatment of cases ; (3) A
cornplete course on obstetric operations with the cadaver and preserved foetuses, in
w'hich each final student will pàrformn the various manipulations and operations (4)
The Diseasekf Infancy.

N., 2 u-yn-cology.- (Prof. Gardner.)-The course on this subject will comprise
txvo lectures a xveek, throughout the session. The anatomy and physiology of the
parts concerned w'ill. be first discussed. Then the various methods of examination
xviii be fully described., the necessary inrCruments exhibited and their uses
expiained. After this the diseases peculiar to the sex xviii be considered as fully
as tixue will permit in the folloxving order :-Disorders of Menstruation ; Leucor-
rhoea, its causes and treatmnent ; Pelvic Cellulitis and Peritonitis; Lacerations of
the Cervix Uteri and Perineum ; Urinary and Foecal Fistuloe; Inflammations of-
the Uterus; Dispiacements of the Uterus ; Tuniours of the Uterus; Diseases of
the Ovaries.

The lectures will be illustrated as fully as possible by dra;vings and mi-orbid
specimens. The gynScological clinic of the University Dispensary furnishes the
Frofessor wvith ample material to illustrate the subjects considered in the didactic
lectures.

13 Médical JuriSprUdence.-[Prof. Wilkins.]-This course includes
Znisaii,thie subject being treated of in its Medical as weil as Medico-legal aspects.
Special attention is devoted to the subject of blood stains, the Clinical, Microscopic
and Spectroscopical tests for whichi are fu]ly describcd an~d shown to the class. The
varions spectra of blood in its different conditions are showri by Zeiss' Micro-spectros-
cope, so well adapted for showing the reactions with exceedi»giy minute quantities of
suspected material. Recent researches in the diagnosis of human froxu animal blood
are alluded tc. In addition to, the other subjects usually included in a course of
this kind, Toxicology is taken up. The modes of action of poisons, general evi-
dence of poisoning and classification of poisons are flrst treated of, after which. the
more common poisons are described -%vith ref'erence to symptoxus,' post-mortem
appearances, and chemical tests. The post-mortemn appearances 2 re illustrated by
plates, and the tests are shown to the Class.

14 Hygiene and Pul2.J!ie ea1th.-[Dr. MacDonnell.]-A three months'
course of Lectures xviii be delivered on this subject, the attendance upon xvhiclh is
now compulsory. The course comprises lectures on Drinking water and Public water
supplies; conditions of Soul and Water as affecting hxealth, inciuding Drainage andi
the various methods for the removal of Excreta ; the Atmosphere, including Heat-
ing and Ventilation ; Individual Hygieiie, com.0 rising the subjects o! Food and,



Drinkc; PhYsical Exercise and ]Bathing ; discussion of the respective n1erits of the
various formis of each, precautions, contraindications, etc. Village Sanitary
Associations ; Mutual Protective Sanitary Associations for cities.

15 Ophthalmology and Otology.--[Dr. Buller.]-"Will include a course
of lectures on diseases of the Eye and the Ear, both Didactic and Clinical. In the
former the general principles of diagnosis and treatment Nvill be deait -'vith ; in the
latter, cases illustrative of the typical forms of ordinary diseases of these organs
wvi11 be exhibited and explained to the class, and afterwards placed under the
special care of gentlemen who niay show themselves competent to take charge of
them. A Course of Operations on the Ca.davpr -%vill1 be open to such Students as
may wishi to avail themselves of the sanie.

1L6 ]Botany anid Zoology.-[Prof. Penhallow.]-The course in i3otany is
illustrated by specimens, diagrains, models, and the microscope. Students have
access w'ithout any additional fee to the lectures in Zoology in the Faculty of Arts,
and to the Natural History Museum of the University and the Museum of the
Natural History Society of Montreal.

Students have an opportunity of attending a course of *eight lectures
on the Parasitîc Diseases of Man and the Domestic Animals. (Prof. Osier.)
The life history and development of t'ýe Entozoa, together with the diseases
causu.d by them, are fully considered. The lectures are illustrated by a series
of beautiful diagrams, and by fresh and prepared specimens.

The following are extracts from the University Reguilations with
respect to the courses of Lectures:

Ist. Each Professor shahl deliver at least five Lectures during the week,
except in the M edical jurisprudence and Botany, if extended thirough six inonths,
in whichi case three Lectures a week -%vilI suffice.

2nd. Every Lecture slîall be of one hour's duration.
3rd. Every Professor shall occasionally examine his cl.ass upon the subjects

treated of in his preceding Lectures, and every such examination shahl be con-
sidered a Lecture.

4th. A roll of the names of the Students attending each c]ass shaîl be called
from tinie to tinie.

QUALIFICATIONS FOR IlHl DEGREE.

5th. No one shall be permitted to becorne a Candidate for examination wvho
shall not have attended at least one Session of this University, and one full course
of ail the branches included in its curriculum,

6th. Courses of' less lengili than the above will only be received for the tme,
over which they have extended.

7th. Every Candidate for the Degree must, on or before the fifteenth of
February, present to the Dean of the Medical Faculty testimonials of his qualifi-
cations, entitling him to an examination, and nmust at the sanie time deliver to the
Dean of the Faculty the following Certificate

Areadingr room lias been established in connection with the
Society, in which the leading English and American medical journals
are on file.

XII.

CQST 0F LIVING, &c.

This will, of course, vary with the tastes and habits of the Student,
but the necessary expenses need flot exceed those in smaller towns.
Good Board may be obtained from $14 to $20 per rnonth. A Eist of
Boarding-houses is prepared annually by the Secretary of the
University, and may be procured from the Janitor at the M1edical
Coilegre.

XIII.

HOSPITAL&.

MONTREAL GENERAL HOSPITAL.

The Mi--ontreal General Hiospital affords ample means for the
instruction of Students in Cliý-tica-,l Medicine and Surgery. The daily
number of beds occupied by patients averagres from 140 to i50, and
duringr epidernic visitations lias reached a much highier number. he
Governors have also erected a Hospital for Children, contigruous to the
Reid Wing of the present building. The Students have thus an oppor-
tunity of becoming familiar withi nea-ly ail the diseases of suffering
humanity, and with the peculiarities imparted to, them, by infancy,
adolescence, maturity and declining age.

The large nuniber of out-door patieýnts that are treated in the Hos-
pital-averagingr from sixty to, seventy daily-supply illustrations of
nîost of the diseases of infants and children, of very niany of the eye



and skin, and of those chronic and ill-defined ailments which, as they
do not require admission to the wards of a hospital, would not other-
wise come under the observation of the Student.

The large number of patients affected with diseases of the eye and
ear, now attending the out-door department, will afford Studen ts ample
opportunity to become familiar with all the ordinary affections of
those organs, and to make themselves proficient in the use of the
ophthalmoscope, and it is hoped that every Student will thus seek to
gain a practical knowledge of this important branch of Medicine and
Surgery. Operations are performed on the eye, by Dr. Buller, after
the out-door patients have been seen, and Students are invited to
attend the saie, and, as far as practicable, to keep such cases under
observation so long as they remain in the Hospital.

The shipping contributes many examples of accidents and
surgical cases.

CLINICAL CLERKS to both medical and surgical wards are
appointed every three months, and each one during his termi of service
conducts, under the immediate direction of the Clinical Professors, the
reporting of all cases in the ward allotted him. The holding of one
of these offices is found to be of the greatest possible advantage to
Students, as affording a true practical training for his future profes-
sional life. They will be awarded on application at the end of each
Session to final Students of that year, in order of their standing in the
primary examination.

DRESsERS are also appointed to the Surgical wards and to the Out-
door Departnent. For these appointments application is to be made
to the Professor of Clinical Surgery, and to the Out-door attending
Physicians.

Th,. Operating Room (used also for a lecture room) is so con-
structed as to enable the Students to obtain a good view of the opera-
tions.

MONTREAL DISPENSARY.

ST. ANTOINE STREET.

About io,ooo patients yearly are treated at this Institution. The
cases are of great variety, comprising a large number of pulmonary



affections a.nd children's diseases. Minor operations are of daily
occurrence, and excellent practice is afforded in the application of
splints and bandages. The attending Phiysicians furnish Stuclents
with ail possible facilities. The hours of attendai .:e are fromn 12-2
daily.

UNIVERSITY LYING-IN HOSPITAL.

This is under the direction of the Professor of Midwvifery. Stu-
dents who have already attended one course of his lectures are fur-
nished wvith caset in rotation; they are advised to attend this Institu-
tion as much as possible during the sumnirier, when, since there are as
rnany patients and not so many pupils as in winter, a larger propor-
tion of cases falls to the share of each.

UNIVERSITY DISPENSARY.

This Dispensary ivas establishied two years ago for special clinical
instruction in Diseases of wvomen ; and s1)ecial clinics have been
establishied at the same place, for I)iseases of Children and for
Diseases of the Skmn.

.Diseases of Womzen.-The difficulty of affording to senior stu-
dents practical instruction in gynScology is felt in most schools, as
women wvill not present themselves for examnination before a large class
of mnen. The plan follo'ved for the past four years with mnarked success
has been the limitation of the number of students to twvo or three,
wvho in rotation assist at the examinations, and receive instruction
in the diagnosis and treatrnent of uterine diseases and the use of gynm-
cologfical instruments. The attendance is on Tuesdays, Thursdays and
Saturdays, 1-4. P.n.

RULES FOR STUDENTS.

i. In the case of disorderly conduet, any S-INudent may, at the
discretion of the Pro fessor, be required to leave the Class-rooni. Per-
sistence in any offence agrainst discipline after admonition by the Pro-
fessor shall be reported to the Dean of Faculty. The Dean rnay, at
his discretion, reprimand the Sttudent, or refer the matter to the
Faculty at its next meeting, and may in the interval suspend from«
Classes.

2. Absence frcm any number of lectures can only be excused by
necessity or duty, of which proof must be given, when called for, to
the Faculty. The number of times of absence, from necessity or duty,
that shall disqulalify for the keeping of a Session shall in eachi case be
determined by the Faculty.

~.While in the College, Students are expected to conduct them-
selves in the same orderly manner as in the Class-rooms.

4. When Students are brought before the Faculty under the above
ruIes, the Faculty xnay reprimand, impose fines, disqualify from com-
peting for prizes and honours, suspend from Classes, or report to the
Corporation for expulsion.
