One huridred and fifteen ballots wvere
cast and seerecv was înaintainedl, as far as it is p)ossIie to main-
tain it, by a ballot eonducted throughi tbe post. T1he Revs. A. Shel-
drick. of Now Wvstiîser nd E. A. M %eLaren of Vancouver, acted
as seruitineers. Tru 'eene of these gentlemen confirmed tuie
general. feeling of confidence in the authioritie..

The Registrar hancI over the ballots, sealed, to the new
Council :thev havie, been returned to lin, unopenedl . with in-
structions to destroy t.hemi after thirty days. This wvas donc on
June 6th, in the presence of the 11ev. A. Shcldrick.

Tfhe Auditor, 1Mr. .Johin Anderson, wbien presenting bis report,
congratulated the Couricil on their financhil standing and bo-r3ý
testimony to the accurate and careful k-eiigc of the b)ooks undei'
the new systeni. A financial statemenit for the vear was
ordered to be sent to eacli nimmer.

The practice of the " unlicensed " lias, as forrnerly, give1n
great trouble. Whien possible, aiction bas been takien, with tho
result that twelve &4irregulars " have been driven to, other flelcis.

The Council lias heard of, w'ith regret, the continueci and
constant " counter-prescribingy" of druc gists. The matter is a
cliI1icult, one to deal with, even thoughi tbe law is decided on the
question. The Counicil hopes that druggists will, when their
attention is called to the evil, wveigh -%vell their action. Suchi pro-
scribing is simply a matter of routine or copying. The difficiulty
aiid science is, i the proper al)prcciation of ceh individual
case and this is impossible when a truc understanding of
causation and sequiloe is wanting.

The Registrar has rcceived instructions to keep in force the



section of our Ac.t dealing %vithi unprofessional conduct, and bas
been asked to rernind menibers that advertising in any form is
unprofessional.

Twenty-nine candidates I)rese1ntCd themselves for examina-
tion during the year. Twenty-four were ordered to be registered.

It is with deep regret we have to anlnounee the death. of
Lhree members during the past vear, viz. :Drs. Duncan Eberts,
of Wellington ;Edward Furrer, of Kamloops, andi Richard R.
Se,'r of South Vancouver.

An Act respecting the Profession of Medicine and
Surgery.

Her 'Maj esty, by and with the advice and consent of
the Legisiative Assenibly of the Province of British
Colunmbia, enlacts as follows:

SHORT TITLE.

i. This Act may be cited as the " Medical Act, 1898."

ORGANIZATION.

2. TPle inienîbers of the miedical profession of Brit-
ish Columbia heretofore incorporated. under the nanie
of "'Plie MNedical Council of British Colunmbia," shall
be deeîned to be and to have been froni its first estab-
lishnient, a body corporate by the niaiine*, aforesaid, and
the said naine is hereby changed to that of "The Col-
legre of Physiciails and Surgeons of British Columbia,"
and under the chancged lnie shail be deemied to be and

to have beenl fromn its first establishmnent a body corpo-
rate, having perpetual suiccession and a colfiof seal,
with. the power to ac-qii-ce, hold and dispose of chiattel
property and real estate for the purposes of this Act,
and to sue and be sued ini the ianner usual with sncb
corporations.

3. IEvery perzoxî regristered according to tlue provis-
jolis of the "MdclAct," and any othier_ 4ct of the

Legisiature of British Columbia relating to the medical
profession shall be a miember of the said 1'The College
of Phvsicians and Surgeons of British Columbia."

4. Every person hereafter registered under the pro-
visions of this Act, shall also be a meember of the said
College.

COUNCIL.

s.There shall be a Council of the said " The Col-.
lege ofPhy-sicians and Surgeons of British Columbia,"
to, be elected in the inanner hereinafter provided for in
this Act; and referred to in thils Act as the " Council."

6. The Council shall be cornposed of six lieensed
Medical Practitioners, and no person shahl be ehigible
for election as a miember of the Council except he be a
practitioner duly registered under this Act, or the Acts
xnentioned iii section 3 of this Act.

7. The manner of holding sucli election sha11, wvith
respect to the tiîne and the taking the votes thereat, be
deterniined by a by-law of the Council, and in defauit
of sucli by-law the Lieutenant-Governor ini Council shall
prescribe the time and inanner of holding such election
or elections.f

8. The minbers or the Concil provided for by the
sixth section of this Act shall be elected for the period I
of three years, buit ally inber nîiay resign his ap..
pointînent at any tînie by letter addressed to the Presi-
dent or Registrar of the Council.

9. Upon the death or resignation of any nieînber of
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the Council it shall he the duty of the Registrar to
forthwvith cause a new election to be held iii such. man-
ner as miay be provided for by by-law of the Counicil;
such election shall be conducted iu accordance with the
by-laws and regulations of the Coui.1cil, but it shahl be
lawful for the Council during such vacaucy to exiercise
the powers hereinafter mnentioued.

The persons entitled to vote uxider this Act at
any election shall ail be duly registered practitioners,

if such election be found to have been illegal, the
Council shall have power to order a nexv election.

able -with costs of suit ini the naine of TIhe College of
Physicians and Surgeons of British Columlbia, in the
County Court, Smiall Debts Court, or other Court
having jurisdiction -,.t the place whiere the iiieinber
resides.

28. The Council fromn tiinie to tiiîne, as occasion miay
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require, make orders, regrulations or by-laws for regu-
lating the register to be kept un 1er this Act, and the
fee to be paici foi- registration.

29. Every p2rson registered under this Act who
obtains a higylier degrree, or any qualification -itlier than
the qualification ini respect of which he has been regis-
tered, shall bc entitled to have such higlier degree or
additional qualification inserted in the register, in sub-
stitution for, or in addition to the qualification pre-
viouisly registered, on the paymient of sucli fees as the
Cou.ncil mnay appoint.

3o. No qualification shall be entered on the regis-
ter, either on the first registration or by way of addi-
tion to a registered naine, unless the Registrar be satis-
fied, by proper evidence, that the person claimiing it is
entitled to it; and any appeal from the decision of the
Registrar niay be decided by the Co'tincil.

1 . In the event of the Registrar being dissatisfied
with the evidence adduced by the person clairning to be
registered lie shall have the power, subject to an
appeal to the Council, of refusing the said registration
until the person clainiing to be registered has furnished
proper evidence, duly attested by oath or affirmation,
before the Judge of any County Court.

32. If the Registrar mnake or cause to be made any
wilful falsification in any matter relating to the regis-
ter, he shahl incur a penalty of fifty dollars and shall
be disqualified froni again holding that position.

FoR FEI'rURE 0F RIGWP 0F REGISTRATIOIN-ERASIJRE

0F NAMES.

33. Anly entry in the register, proved to th2 satisfac-
tion o.' the Council to have been fraudulently or incor-
rectly miade, iiay be erased froiîî the register by ail
order in writing of the Council.

34. If any person procure, or cause to be procured,
lus registration under this' Act, by means of any false
or fraudulent, representations or declaration, either ver-
bally or in wvriting, it shall be lawful for the Registrar,
utpon the receipt. of sufficient evidence of the falsity or
fraudulent character of said representatioiis or declara-
ti011, to represent the mnatter to, the Council, and upon
the written order of the President, attested by the seal
of Th.eý College of Physicians and Surgeons of British
Columbia, to, erase the naie of sucb person froili the
register, and to miake known the fact and cause of such
erasure by notice to be published in the British Coluni-
bia Gazette> and after sucli notice bas appeared, the per-
son wbose naine has been erased as aforesaid, shahl
cease to, be a nuenber of The College of Physicians and
Surgeons of British Columubia, and shall cease to enj oy
any of the privileges enjoyed or conferred by registra-
tion under this Act at any future turne without the
express sanction of the Council.

3,5. Any registered medical practitioner wliho, either
before or after the passing of this Act, and either
before or after lie is so registered, lias been convicted in
any Court of any felony or nuisderneanor, shall thereby
forfeit the riglit to registration, and by direction of the
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Couincil his nine shall be- erased from the registe r; and
in case a person known to have been convicted of a

féoyor misdemeauor present hiniself for regristration,
the egitra shll avethepower to refuse such regis-

tration; and if any person regristered under this Act
shall, after due iliquiry by the Cotuncil, be adjudged to
have been guilty of infamious or nprofessional conduct
ini auy respect, tlue Couuucil mnax, if thev see fit, direct
the Registrar to, erase the iiuaie of such person froin the
reaister.

36. The Council may, and upont the application of
auy three regristered miedical practitioners, shall cause
inquiry to, be nmade into the case of a person alleged to
be hiable to have his namie erased under the last pre-
ceding section, and on proof of such conviction, or of
such infamnous or unprofessional conduct, shahl cause
the naine of such person to, be erased from the
register.

Provided that the naine of a person shahl not be
erased under this or the hast p-receding section on
account of his adoptingr or refraiingo froni adoptingr
the practice of any particular theory of miedicine or
surgery, nor on account of a conviction for a pohitical
offence out of Her IMajesty's dominion, nor on account
of a conviction for an offence which, though within the
provisions of the last preceding section, oughit flot, in
the opinion of the Concil or the conmittee hereinafter
namied, either froni the trivial nature of the offence or
froin the circumstauces under. wh.viich it -%vas comniitted,
to disqualify a person fronu practicing medicine or
surgery.
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37. The Comncil inay order to be paid out of auy
funds at their disposai sucli costs as to them înay seemi
just to aîîy person againzý.t whoin aiiy conîplaint lias
been made, w~hich, w~hen finally deteriuied, is fouild te
have been frivolouis and vexatious.

38. Where tue Council direct the erasure froin the
register of the nine of any person or of any other
exitry, the inanie of that person or that entry shall not
be a-yain euitered oni the regyister, except by the direc
tion of the Concil, or by the order of a Judge of tue
Suprenie Court.

39. If the Concil think fit, in auy case, they may
direct the Registrar to restore to the register any ixame
or entry erased therefromn, either without fee, or on pay-
mxent of such fee, îlot exceeding the registration fée, as

thie Council niay fromn time to tirne fix, and the Regis-
trar shall restore the saine accordingly.

40. The Council shahll for the purpose of exerci *s-
il] ilu any case, the powers of erasingr froni and
restoring to the register the naine of any person or any
entry, ascertain the facts of sucli case by a conxiittee
of their own body not exceeding fiive in nuxuber, of
whom tlue quorum shall be ixot less than three; and a
xtten report of the committee niay be acted upon as

to thie facts thxerein stated for the purpose of the exer-
cise of the said powers by the Council.

41. The Council shial fromi tinie to tinie appoint,
and shall alwavs niaintain a comnxittee for the purposes
of the six last preceding sections, and, subject to, the
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provisions of this Act, inay fromn timie to tiiuie deter-
inie the constitution aud the numlber and tenure of

office of the ienibers of the commiiittee.

42. The commiittee shall meet from tiixue to timie for
the dispatch, of business, and, subjeet to the provisions
of this Act and of any regrulations froin time to timie
made by the Council, may regrulate the sumimoning,
notice, place, management and adjouriiiii-t of such
meetings, the appoîntmnent of a chairman, the mode of
deciding questions, and generally the transaction and

mangemnt f bsinssincludingr the quorum; and
if there be a quorum the commiiittee inay act, notwith-
standing any vacancy in their body. Iii case of any
vacaucy tlue commuittee mnax appoint a nieniber of the
Coxiicil to fill the vacancy utntil the xuext meeting of
the Council.

,43. The comniittee under the four last preceding
sections nhay, for the purpose of tlue execuition of their
duties under this Act, enuploy at the expeuse of the
Couixcil suclu legal or other assessor or assistant as the
coinnmittee nuav tiink -necessary or proper, and the per-
son wh.l-ose coiiduct is the subject of inquiry shahl also
have the righlt to, be represented by couasel.

44. At least onue w-eek before the first meeting of the
connittee to. be held for takiuug tlue evidence or other-
wise ascertainiuug flue facts, a notice shahl be served up-
on the person whose coxuduct is the subjeet of inquiry,
auud sucli notice shall ei-uLbody a copy of the charges
niade agaiinst hlmii, or a statemnen t of the subject inatter
of tue inquiry, and shall also specify the tiuuîe anxd place
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of such iimeetinig. The testimoniy of witnesses shahl be
takenl under oathi, which the chairinan, or acting chair-

iaiof the coiniiiittee is hereby authorized to adminis-
ter, and there shiah be full rigyht to cross-exainie all
wvitiiesses called, and to cali evidence in defence and te-
ply. In the event of the non-attendance of the person
whose conduct is the subject of snch inquiry, the coni
miittee niay, upon proof of personal service of the no-
tice aforesaid u- accordance with the provisions of this
section,Nw'hich proof of service miay be by statutory de-
dlatation, proceed w'ith the subject inatter of the inquiry
ini his absence, and iniake their report of the facts wvith-
ont further motice to such person.

A PPEAL.

45. No action shall be broughlt agraist the Council
or the said connniiittee for aniythingç done bond. fide un-
der this Act, iiotwvithstaniding any -%vant of forin in the
proceediings; but any person w\hose iine hias been or-
dered to be erased froîn the register iiay appeal fromn
the decision of the Council. to aniy Judge of the
Suprexne Court of British Columibia-ý, at aiy timie within
six xîîontlis fromu thc date of the order for sùch erasure,
and suchi Judge niay, uponl the hearing of sncb appeal,
niake such order as to the restoration of the naine 50

erased, or coxrfiringi suc> erasure, or for futther in-
quiries by the comxnittee or Council into the facts of
the case, and as to costs, as to sucli Jndge shall seeni
righit ini the preinises.

46. The appeal nay be by summiionis served upon
the Registrar to showv cause, and shahl be fonnded up-
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on a, copy of the proceedings, before the commnittee, the
evidence taken, the coiinmiittee':-; report, and Èhe order of
the Council iii the mnatter, certified by the Registrar;
and the Regristrar shall, upon the request of any snch
person desiriug to appeal, furnish to, any such person a
certified copy of ail proceedings, reports, orders and pa-
pers upon wvhich the commiittee have acted iii making
the order complaixîed of.

EVIDENCE OF REGISTRATION.

47. In any trial iinder tliis act the burden of proof
as to, registration shall be upon the person charged.

48. In ail cases where proof of registration under
this Act is required to be mnade, the production of a cer-
tificate that the person or persons thereiin namied is or

are ulyregisterd certified under tie hand of the Regr-

istrar of the Council and tie seal of the Collegre for the
timie beiiug, shail be sufficient evideuce of suci regristra-
tion iii lieu of the production of the origrina-l register;
and iiy suci certificate purporting to, be signed by any
personl in tic capacity of the Regristrar of thc Counicil
undler thiis Act shall be prima facie evidence thi such
person is such Registrar witheut anv proof of his sig-
natCuIre or of bis beinîg iii fict suci Registrar.

49. Tie Registrar of tie Council shah], froin t*,ii
to tinte, under the directio-i of the Cotncil, cause to be
printed and publishied a correct register in tic for,,ni set
forth iii thc first scliedule of this Act, or to the like ef-
feet, of the naines of ahl persous appearing ou the regr-
ister. as existing on the day of publication, in alpha-
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betical order accordinig to their surnamnes, with tlieir
respective residences, alid together with the niedical
tities, diplornas and qualification conferred by any Col-
lege or body, aîid the date thereof.

5o. A copy of sucli register for the timle beîugr pur-.
porting to be SQ printed and published as aforesaid
shall be prima fadie exidence in ail Courts, and bcfore
ail justices of the Peace and others, that the persons
therein specified are registered according to, the provis-
ions of this Act.

,51. Ii the case of any person whose naine'does flot
appear iii such copy, a certified copy under the hand of
the Registrar of the Council and the said seal of the
said College, of the entry of the mne of such person
on the regrister shall be evidence that such person is
registered under the provisions of this Act.

5.2. Except as in the last preceding section men-
tioned, the absence of the naie of any person froin
such copy shall be prima fac-ie evidence that such per-
son is not registered accordingr to, the provisions of this
Act.

EFFECT 0F REGISTRATION oR, NON-REGISTRATION.

53. Ever'y person registered under the provisions of
this Act shahl be entitled, according to, his qualification
or qualifications, to practice miedicinie, surgery or rnid-
wifery, or any of thern, as the case niay be, in the
Province of Britisli Coluxnbia, and to dernand and re-
cover in any Court of law%, with full costs of suit, rea-
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sonable charges for professional aid, advice and visits,
and the cost of any medicine or other medical appli-
ances rendered or supplied by hin to his patients.

54. Any person entitled to be registered under this
Act, but who neglects or omits to be so registered, shall
not be entitled to any of the rights or privileges con-
ferred by registration under the provisions of this Act,
so long as such neglect or omission continues; and he
shall be liable to all the penalties imposed by this Act,
or by any other Act in force against such unqualified
or unregistered practitioners.

55. It shall not be lawful for any person not regis-
tered to practise medicine, surgery or midwifery for
hire, gain or hope of reward.

56. No person shall be entitled to recover any
charge in any court of law for any medical or surgical
advice, or for attendance, or for the performance of any
operation, or for any medicine that he may have pre-
scribed or supplied, unless he be registered under this
Act; but this section shall not extend to the sale of
any drug or medicine by any duly licensed chemist or
druggist.

57. No person shall be appointed as a medical
officer, physician or surgeon in any branch of the pub-
lic service of this Province, or in any hospital or other
charitable institution, unless he be registered under the
provisions of this Act.

58. No certificate required by any Act now in force,
or that may hereafter be passed, from any physician or

2'7
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surgeon or miedical practitioner shahl be valid unless

the person signing the saine be registered unider thisAct.
59. The expression " legalv qualified miedical pýrac-

tioner," or the expression " duly quailified miedical prac-
titioner," or any other words or expression ixnporting
legal recognition of any per.,soli as a iedical practi-
tioner or miember of the iedical profession, when used
in any Act or law shah;. in so far as sucli Act or iaw*'
applies to this Province, be construed to iean a person
registered under thiý Act.

6o. Every person who shahl be registered under the
provisions of this Act shall be exempt, if lie so desire,
froi serving on ail juries and inquests whatsoever.

61. No duly registered iniember of The College of
Physicians and Surgeons of British Columbia shlall be
hiable in any action for negligence or inaipractice by
reason of professional services requested or reiideré*d,
unless sucli action be cominenced within onie year frorn
the date -%wheii, in the mnatter conxplained of, sucli pro-
fessional services are terminated.

OFFE-NCES AND PENALTIES.

62. If any person wilfully procure, or attempt to
procure, hiinseif to be registered under this Act by
rnaking any false or fraudulent representation or declar-
ation, either verbally or iii writing, he shahl, on convie-
tion thereof before any justice of the Peace, incur a
penalty not exceediug one liundred dollars; and every
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person knowîngly aiding or assisting himi therein shahi
on conviction thereoSl iincur a penalty of îlot less than
twenty nlor more than fifty dollars for eaclî offence,

63. If any person not registered pursuant to this
Act, for hire, gain or hope of reward practise or profess
to practise mnedicille, surgery or miidwifery, or advertise
to give advice in niedicine, surgery or mnidwifery, lie
shall, upon a suinimary conviction thereof before any
Justice of the Peace, for any and every such offence
pay a penalty not exceedingr one hutndred dollars.

64. Any person who wilfully or falselv pretends to,
be a pliysician, doctor of miedicine, suirgeon or general
practitioner, or assumes any title, addition or descrip-
tion otiier than he actually possesses and is legally
entitled to, shall be hiable, on conviction thereof before
a justice of the Peace, to a penalty not exceeding fifty
dollars nor less than ten dollars.

65. Any person not registered pursuiant to this Act,
whio takes or uses any name, titi e, addition or descrip-
tion ixniplyiing or calculated to lead people to, infer that
lie is registered under this A ct, or that lie is recog-
nized by law, as a physician, surgreon, accoucher, or a
licentiate iniimedicine, suirgery or inidwifery, shahl be
hiable, uipon a sumîuiary conviction thereof before a Jus-
tice of the Peace, to pay a penalty flot exceeding one
hundred dollars nor less than twenty-five dollars.

66. AI] penîalties- recoverable under thîs Act shall
be paid to the convicting justice, and by hiîn be paid
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to the Registrar of the Council, and shall form part of
the funds thereof.

67. Any prosecution under this Act may be
brought or heard before any one or more of Her Ma-
jesty's Justices of the Peace having jurisdiction where
any such offence has been comnitted; and such Justice
or Justices may award a payment of costs in addition
to the penalty; and -in case the penalty and costs
awarded by him or them be not, upon conviction, forth-
with paid, he or they may commit the offender to the
common gaol, there to be imprisoned for any term not
exceeding one month, unless the penalty and costs be
sooner paid.

68. All prosecutions against anyone acting in con-
travention of the provisions of this Act shall take
place in accordance with the " Summary Convictions
Act," and any Act or Acts amending the same.

69. Any person may be prosecutor or complainant
under this Act, and the Council mnay allot such portion
of the penalties recovered as nay be expedient towards
the payment of such prosecution.

70. Every prosecution under this Act shall be coin-
menced within six months from the date of the alleged
offence.

71. Any person convicted under this Act who gives
notice of appeal against the decision of the convicting
Justice shall be required, before being released fron
custody, to give the said Justice satisfactory security
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for tihe arnouiit of the penalty and the costs of convic-
tion and appeal.

72. The Counicil, by an order signed by the Presi-
dent, havinig the seal of the Counicil appended thereto,
mnay stay proeeediligs in any prosecution under this
Act where it is deemied expedient.

MONEVS.

73. Ail mioneys forming part of the Council funds
shall be paid to the Treasurer, and may be applied to
carry this A'ct into execution.

SUBIWT'S FOR ANATOMY.

M4. The body of'any person found dead, publicly
exposed, or who iiînniediately before deati Ihad been
supported ini and by any public hospital receiving
pecuiiiary aid fromi the Governmlent of this Province,
shall1 unless the person so dy-ing, otherwvise directs, be
delivered to, persons qualified as hereilnafter nientioned
for the purposes of dissection. But if such body be
claimed -witliin the usual period of intermrent by
bonia fide friends or relatives, the body shall be deliv-
*ered to theni, or if the person otherwise directed, as
aforesaid, before death, the body shali be decently in-
terred.

75. The persons qualified to receive such unclaimed
bodies shahl be such mnedical practitioners as are duly
qua1ified to practise, and are actually practising under
the provisions of thi:; Act, wvho miay require such bodies
for dissection,, either for their own iniprovement or the
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instruction of any student or students under-them, or
to the teachers of surgery and anatomy in any public
or private school, college, society, or faculty of- medi-
cine or surgery, that may hereafter be established in
this Province.

76. The person in charge of any and every public
hospital as aforesaid, the Coroner of each district, shall
forward to the Registrar-General of Titles the naime,
age, sex, birth-place [if it can be ascertained], and date
of death of all unclaimed bodies given up by them
respectively, for dissection under this Act, within one
week from the time of giving up such bodies as afore-
said.

77. It shall be the duty of the Registrar-General of
Titles to enter in a book to be kept for that purpose by
him, the name and residence of all medical practitioners
qualified to receive and desirous of receiving bodies for
dissection, and also to enter from the returns forwarded
to him by the person or persons in charge of the pub-
lic hospitals, and of the Coroners, in a register to be
kept for that purpose, the naie, age, sex, birth-place,
and date of death of all persons nentioned in such
returns, with the name and place of residence of the
practitioner to vhom the body was delivered as afore-
said.

78. Such returns, book and register, shall be open
at all reasonable hours for the inspection of any medi-
cal practitioner who may desire to inspect the same, on
payment of a fee of fifty cents.
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79- The person or persons in charge of the public
hospitals as aforesaid, and the Coroners, shall niake an
impartial distribution of the bodies in rotation, accord-
ing to the actual wants of the claimants.

8o. On delivery of every such unclaimed body as
aforesaid, the person or persons in charge of the hospi-
tal, or the Coroner, as the case may be, shall take from
the medical practitioner receiving the body a receipt in
the Form A in the Second Schedule to this Act, and
such practitioner shall pay the suin of ten dollars to
the person from whom he receives the body, and takes
a receipt therefor in the Form B in the said Second
Schedule, and such sum shall, in every case be applied
towards the support and maintenance of the public hos-
pitals in the Province.

81. The Coroner who presides at the inquest on any
body found publicly exposed, and unclaimed by bona
fide friends or relatives, shall deliver up the body to
any medical practitioner (on application by him), duly
qualified by him to receive the same under this Act.

82. Every medical practitioner wishing to avail
hiniself of the benefits of the nine last preceding sec-
tions of this Act, shall appear before the Registrar-
General of Titles, and give security himself in the sum
of one hundred dollars, and two sureties in the sun of
fifty dollars each, for the decent interment of the bodies
after they have served the purposes required.

83. The "Medical Act" is hereby repealed.
