For fuller particulars in regard to the convey-
ance to places of examination, &c., we beg to
refer to the advertisement of the Commission-
ers.  'We trust that Canada, which gained so
high a place for herself at the Exhibitions of
1851 any 1835, at London and Paris, will not
exhibit any felling off in 1862, but rather a
proportionate advance upon her former posi-
tion. Industrial products of every deserip-
tion, except live stock and vegetable products
of a rapidly decaying nature, will be received.
‘We understand that already a considerable
number of applications have been sent in, but
as yet only a small proportion of what may be
expected. The Agricultural and Natural pro-
ducts selected will, we understand be purchas-
ed by the Commissioners, and the freight on all
the articles forwarded to London will bepaid
by them. The very best specimens of agri-
cultural products which it is possible to pro-
cure ought to be obtained for the Exhibition,
and those who are able to supply such speci-
1aens ought to be forward in placing them at"
the disposal of the Commissioners for the pur-
pose.

The Wentworth and City of Hamilton agri-
cultural societies, it will be seen by an adver-
tisement which appesars in another column,
propase holding & special exhibition in Jan-
uary, for the purpose of selecting articles to
send to London. 'We commend their example
to the consideration of agricultural societies
elsewhere,
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Substitutes for Guano.

It is well known that the British farmer for
the last quarter of a century has been largely de-
pendent on Guano in sustaining or mereasing the
fortility of the soil, and consequently the aug-
mented crops which characterise modern hus-
bandcy. This article, as yet, has been but
partially employed by Canadian farmers ;—where
however, it has been tried,—more particularly in
the raising of root crops, the results, we believe,
have been generally satisfactory. The present
high prices of good varieties of guano wiil
operate as a check to its employment in this
country as a manure for general purposes, and
barn-yard dung and gypsum must continue to
constitute the {principal materials for dressing
the land. The following facts condensed from
a prize report of Mr. John Dove, in a recent
number of the Highland Society’s Transactions,
will be found instracting and suggestive to our
readers.

Mr. Dove comes to the coaclusion {rom ex-
tended and carefully conducted experiments,
instituted for a special purpose, that the supply
of guano iz not absolutely necessary in Britain
for keeping up the fertility of the soil, as there
are other substances at command by which it
can be equally well done, and that 1t becomes a
mere question of relative vost.—OUn turnips,—
a-crop to which by far the largest quantity of
artificial manare is appled, superphosphate and
sulphate of ammonia are quite aqual to most kinds
of :;guano ;—on wheat, sulphate of ammonia has
“baen found superior to it; on oats, there is not
mach difference between guano and nitrate of
goda; and on grass, nitrate of soda is better.
Mr Dove is of opinion that if it were possible
to get a larger importation of the nitrate of
soda, at a cheaper rate, it would be one of the
-greatest-boons that could be rendered to British
agriculture, The supply of it is said to be un-
limited,.and the cost to consist chiefly in the
lebor of preparing and transporting it to the
aeg -const in those countries where nature pro-
duges . If the means of cheapening its pre-
~parationand transit could be effected, its expense
would be greatly lessened, a reduction in the

price of guano.must soon follow, or'the demand,

for it would quickly fall off, A few years since
we employed the nitrate of soda on a small scale

for experimental purposes, and in most instances
with marked benefit to the crop. Grain thay
luoked yellow and aickly in the beginning of June
was in a marvellously short time changed toa
swarthy green, andits growth pushed forward
,vigorously ; which was also the case with grass,
O flowers and garden vegetables its effects were
in many casesin a very short tune, most striking
and the crop materially augmented. As a farm
fertilizes, however, the nitrates of potash and
soda, from their hizh price, cannot, we think, be
profitably employed in Canada., Mr. Dove is of
opimon that these and other materials, such as
rape, woollen rags, superphosphates, &e., will
for the tuture keep down the demand for guano
in Britain, whereits price has of late years con-
siderably increased.

Agrienlinral and Veterinary Instruction

1t is probably known to most of our readers
that a gentleman from the Edinburgh Veterinary
School, has recently come to Canada at the
instigation, and under the patronage ot the
Board of Agriculture. One of the principal
objects contemplated is the ultimate formation
of a Veterinary School for this Province. An
object of such importance can only be realised
by the careful adoption of preparatory and pro.
gressive measures, and as on initiative, it is pro-
posed to devote four or five weeks this winter to
the giving of popular instruction to all such
young men in the country who may be disposed
to avail themselves of it, in scientific and prac
tical Agriculture, including the breeding and
managewent of farm animals ;—their anatomy,
physiology, diseases, &c. This course will pro-
bably commence the begimning of February.
Professor Buckland, assisted by the Professors
of Chemistry, Gleology and Natural History, it
University College, will conduct the Agriculty
ral, and Mr. Andrew Smith, the Veterinary de
partment of the course. The main object ajmed
at will be impart as much useful information to
youug men of ordinary powers of comprehension,
engaged in farming pursuits, as the limited timt
will allow, and to put them into a way of subst
‘quently prosecuting these studies by themeim
As the only expense incidentadl to, the propos&
course of fustruction will bé & few text-hook
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and board and lodging, it is expected that a
number of our young farmers desirous of im-
provement will readily avail themselves of it.
We shall give full particulars in our next issue.

Death of Mr. Dods, of Petite Cote.

This sad and unexpected event has spread a
gloom of sorrow over the whole of Lower
Canada. Remarkable for his unassuming and
retiring habits and manner of life, Mr. Dods,
nevertheless, was known, and his character re-
spected, over the whole of the Lower Province,
while Ins many amiable gualities had endeared
him to a large circle of friends. A liberal
patron of every benevolent scheme, he was in
an especial manner the friend of the poor and
needy in his own immediate neighbourhood. As
a spivited and successful agricalturist, his death
is to be regarded as little short of a national
calamity.

For nearly thirty years he had resided on Lis
farm at Petite Cote, near Montreal, and his
career as a farmer was one of untiring diligence
and steady improvement in his profession.—
Bringing with him from Scotland, his native
country, & large amount of experience, he en-
grafted into his system of farming all the im-
provements of the old country that were suitable
to the altered circumstances of the new world;
wisely adopling ruch of the prevailing customs
of his-adopted country, s he saw to be benefi-
cial. As aresult, his farm, at the time of his
death, was in every respect a model one, while
his perseverance amid the many difficulties inci-
dent to a new couatry, and the prejudices which
oftimes obstructed his efforts to influence others,
call for our admiration, as they are worthy of
the imitation of the farmers of the whole Pro-
vinee,

Mr. Bods was an enthusiast in his profession,
and excelled in every department of it. Of the
various breeds of sheep, horses, and cattle, he
bad imported from Great Britain perhaps more
then any other single individual in Canada; this
bis ample means enabled him to do to the best
slvantage. That he was singularly fortunate in
bis selections is best attested by the numerpus
prizes which he received whenever he exhibited
bis stock in competition with others.

Nearly the whole of his large farm had been
thoroughly tile drained, and it is satisfactory, as
well as highly important that the farmers of
Canada should know, that in his experienee,
this operation was found to be remunerative.
His system of cultivation was neat, husband-like
and thorough, based upon enlarged and scientific
principles—at the same time eminently practi-
cal, widely different from the lavisi—often use-
less and inconsiderate expenditure’ which too
frequently marks the practice of those whose
money constitutes their only title to the rank of
¢ the Gentleman Farmer.”

Mr. Dods has, thus done much to elevate the
standard of A griculture in Canada. His life hac
been 2 bright example of a man, “nct slothfal
in business—fervent in spirit, serving the Lord;”
one who, looked up to by his brother-farmers,
commanded also the respect of others whose
educationand intellectual endowments, had placed
them at the head of refined society. His busi-
ness talents were of no mean order. For many
years he held the office of director of the City
Bank. He was also for many years President
of the County of Montredl Agricultaral Society;
by his prudence and liberal views he was the in-
strument of elevating that society to its present
state of usefulness and eficiency—a matter of
no small difficulty when the contending influ-
ences brought to bear by the antagonistic pres-
sure of French and Englishinterests, are taken
into account. His sauvity of manner, coupled
with decision of character, did much to recon-
cile discordant feelings, and when he retired
from the presidency of the Society he did so
with the satisfaction of witnessing both races
united in a generons rivalry,

A painful and melancholy interest attaches to
the circumstances of his death. While walk-
ing in his own field, superintending the opera_
tions of his farm, he was attacked by a viciogs
bull of his own herd—a very fine specimen of
the Ayrshire breed. REre assistance reached
him, be was fearfully gored and bruised in vari-
ous parts of his body. Medicsl eid was promptly
obtained, and it bad been hoped that his injor-
ies might not prove fatal; but it was othervrite
ordained,~at the end of ten days, ynfavourghle
symptoms made their appearance, resnliing
what isfkdown by the medical profession as
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¢ Piaemia.”” Under this disease he sank rapidly,
and expired on the 18th November in the 54th
year of his age. IDis last moments were free
from sulfering.  Living, he was a humble, devout
Chrigtian,  His death was that of the righteous.
¢ His last end like his.”

The Wheat €z:p.

After the soil, the seed is the next point which
claims attention. Iere the conditions of suc-
cegs are simpler, and  far hetter undersicod. In
all cases care should be taken that the sced be
porfect (wmnjurea), and fully matured ; and that
it be of the best quality. If the seed be much
bruised or injured, its germinative porvers may
be entirely destroyed, and it decays in the soil
without producing a p.ant at all.  1f it be slight-
1y injured or not fully matured, it xeucrally pro-
duces & weak and sickly plant, which fails for
want of nourishment, before it is able to throw
out roots and obtain its own supply; or, if it
has strength snfficient to struggle through this
period of its existence, its generally debilitated
condition renders it liable to the attacks of those
fungoid and insect enemics which accompany
every stage of its future growth.

Lastly, the mode of sowing requires con.
gideration—whether by “broadceast,’ *drilling,”
or “dibbling’”’ the best results are to be obtained.
By the first, time and labour are economised, at
the expense of an increased quantity of seed ;
by the sccond, the quantity of seed i3 econo-
mised, but the cost of labour is increased; and
by the last, the proportion of seed is still farther
leasened, while the cost of labour is still aug-
mented. The first mode renders any subsequent
operation, as hoeing, weeding, &c., hupracti-
cable; while the two lalter modes give every
facility to thewm, and, at the same time, more
equally and rezularly distribute the plants over
the surface.

: The regularity of distribution overthe surface
is of some importance to the future yield. An
equal, regular plant is usually more productive,
both in quantity and quality, than where the plant
18 patchy—luxuriaut in some places and defective
in others, The ordinary practice of seeding is
far {oo cloge; a greater distance between the
plants would—provide, of course, that tle seed
were good and the soil in proper condition—
give much better results, not only as regards the
crop—the primary crop-—whatever it may be,
but also as regards the secondary crop-—seeds,
for instance, that might be sown withit. The
usual width of drills may be taken at 6 to 9
inches; if this be increased to 12 inches the
effect on.the grain crop, but more particularly
on the seeds, i3 very marked.

The Lois-Weedon system resembles much that
advocated by Jethro Well about a century
ago—deep cultivation and wide dulling—by
which,+ without auy manuies whatever, u large
crop of wheat cuud be obtained, it wus said,
year after year, off the sume ground.  Here how-
.ever, a difference of material mmportance exists
between the two systems.  Tull operated on the
same ground, whute by the Louis-Wedon system
it is not precisely the same ground that is crop-
ed in each succeeding yeur; indeed it is merely
a system of alternate fillowing and cropping,
the repeated fallowing being equivalent (during
a certain time (to the manuring of the Iissex
and other heavy land fallowing practices.

In this, the wheat is drilled in 12-iuch rows;
and between cvery set of three drills there is an
interval of three feet, which is dug or forked,
and kept well stirred and pulverized during the
whole time the crop is growing and coming to
matunity. In fact; .t is simply a naked fallow,
extending overa portion of the field equal in
extent to that occupied by the crop.  When the
crpp is harvested, the empty spaces are quite
ready, m thoroughly clean and mellowed state,
tor the reception of the seed; this space is then
sown in the same manner, and the next year's
crop i3 produced sotely upon that portion of
the field which was under a naked fallow the
past year. Il appears to be, therefore, clearly
a system of alternate crop and fallow ; and by
this arrangement of wide drilling and open in
tervals of space, with deep tiilage and perfect
Sreedom from weeds,the crop oncach half acreso
cultivated is found to exceed in uantity the
average of that grown under the ordinary mode
of cultivation upon the whole acre surface, while
the sample 13 always more regular and of better
quality.

The returns of wheat produce from one par
ticular piece of land upon which the practice
has been continuously tried smee its commence-
ment in 1847 are thus given by the Rev. 8.

These returns must be understood to be from
each half acre under crop—the other haff acre,
thanks to the working it has during its fallow,
being .in an admirable condition for the nest
year's crop. The tillage processes during the
fallow, Mr Smith tells us, amount to 1Zs. 10
18s. per acre.  The cost would be diminished to
one-half or one third, now that we have sucess
fully harnessed steam to our plows and cultive-
tors. The increased vigour of plants, owing t0
the deep tillage and open growth, shows itself
in the stoutness of the straw, which frequently
exceeds 2 tong to the half acre, and is very rarely
laid. A practice of.earthing up the plants wilk
a light mouldboard, wkich Mr. 8.% aystetn of
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wide eultivation has enabled him to apply to his
wheat, no doubt ussists in maintaimng the stout-
ness and strenzth of the plani, as we know it
dves in Indian corn and other plunis of the same
famly.

Let us now follow the growth of the plant,
whose existence we have traced from the parent
wed up to the period when, having passed
through the earliest stages of its life, and con-
wred all the food stored up for its use, it enters
pon an independent career, and relies upon its
wwn powers for its future support. During the
gowth of the plant many circumstances have
nfluence overit: the principal of these are in
wnnection with the soil in which it is placed, or
the atmosphere which surrounds it. Favorable
amlitions are readily recognized in the more or
«3 vigorous appearance ot the plant ; in some
ased, however— for instance. where the soil con-
aing a large proportion of available organic
mtter—the plant starts off with an appearance
i growth which it is not able to -ustainin its
Bfler stayes. In others, agzain, owing probably
I adeficiency of soluble silicates in the soil, the
raw, thouzh stout and tall, is of too herbaceous
pnature, and lacks the rigidity necessary to
Fory o full head to maturity; and again the
gnduce is unsatisfactory. In both these cases
{:c appheation of common salt as a top-dressing
withe rate of 3 to 5 cwt. per acre, is generally
fund to be followed by good results.

observed. It should not be attemped too late
in the season, certainly not later than the end of
March; the land should be sufficiently dry to
carry the sheep, of which alarge number should
be folded on it at once, so as to get over the
surfuce rapidly. 'T'he wheat should be eaten
down close to the crown of the root, and not
merely its leaves ouly ; and then when the shee
are taken off and vegetation is again unchecked,
stems are sent up frum each knot of roots formwed
by the ¢tillering”’ process of the plant, and
being now of equal growth, present at the time
of harvest an equal plant all over the field, with
none or few of those short straws with small
heads, (tillers), which not only ripen irregularly,
but lessen the produce returns of wheat grown
under the ordinary conditions.

There can be no doubt that, ceteris paribus,
autumn-sown wheat is more productive than
spring-sown, it being the growth of say ten
months (October to August), against six months
(Kebruary to August). The roots have an op-
portunity of developing themselves, and pene-
trating deeper into the soil, by which they are
placed in far more favorable conditions as regards
mineral food, moisture, and temperature than
when they are forced to rema‘n nearer the sar-
face. To compensate for these advantageouns
natural conditions, spring-sown wheat requires a
soil richer in available food, so that it may feed
quicker ; that it may, indeed, be able, in six
months, from a limited depth of soil, to ab.
stract as much food as the autumn-sown ob-
tained from an increasea depth of soil in ten
months. If thisis not provided by the farmer
in the superior condition of his land, his re-
taras will not be so productive from his spring
as from his autumn wheats, while he must al-
ways bear in mind that the former are more
liable to be influenced by eclimatal effects—rain
or drought—thau the latter.

The yast increase of turnip cultivation during
the last twenty years has greatly affected the
period of wheat sowing throughout the eountry.
The practice of spring sowing has followed the
introduction of tuinips, into districts where for-
merly it was never thought of. In instances
where wheat follows turnips fed off on the land
a plentiful supply of available food is prepaied
for the wheat by the preceding crop, while the
extra tillage of the turnip crop acis as & good
preparation for the wheat

During the period of growth the wheat re-
quires but little uttention. Early in the spring
some mechanical assistanee should be given to
the soil, in the shape of rolling or harrowing,
in order to compensate for the effects of winter
and restore the surface to its proper condition.
On certain soils—those containing much clay -
or lime for instance-~the alternate frosts and
thews of winter frequently leave the surface ina
very aloose and open condition, in many cases,
indeed, exposing the roots prejudicially, and-in
some lifting the plants completely from theirbed.
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Here the roller does good service to the land in
consolidating the surtacesoil, which it leaves at
at the same time in a finely divided condition.
On soils of a loamy character the heavy rains of
winter frequently, if succeeded by drying winds,
leave the surface battered downand coated with
hard dry crust impervious to the atmosphere,
and obstructive to the increasing vitality of the
plant at that period of the year. This may be
readily broken up, and a healthy surface vestored,
by a double turn with the lizht seed harrows.
Later in the spring the operation ol hoeing
should not be neglected,. as even on the cleanest
farms a certain number of weeds will always be
found, and they must abstract from thesoil mat-
ters that would otherwise be available as food
for the growing crop. The introdnction of the
expanding horse-hoe has been a great benefit
to the farmer, asit enabies him to hoe his wheat
land more ecfficiently, more quickly, and at a
saving of three-fourths to four fifths, as com-
pared with hand labor. Hand-hoeing is gen-
erally piece work. Here the interest of the
employer and the employed are opposed to cach
other, and one generally suffers. The object of
the farmer is quality, the object of the labourer
i3 quantity of work, and if the latter is not well
looked after, or above the average honest, the
one is sacrificed to the other, and the soil re-
moved by a G-inch cut with the hoe serves to
cover up the next 6 inches of untouched surface;
while the agreed price of say 3s. per acre actu-
ally becomes 4s., 53., or 6s. per acre, according
to the proportion left unhoed.

Time, too, 18 an important element m this
operation. Hoeing must not be attempted, un-
less the ground be in a suitable condition, or it
would oceasion more harm than good ; and this
particular condition rarely exists for more than
a few days at a time, at the season when hoeing
should be done, a shower, if only of an hour’s
duration, frequently putting stop to a chance of
hoeing for the remainder of the season. Where
there is a large breadth of wheat grown, the
labor question of hoeing becomes a serious one,
as a man cannot fairly and properly get over
more than halfau acre per day, especially where
the drills are of the ordinary width. The horse-
hoe relieves the farmer from much of his anx-
tety. He has only to regulete the depth and
the withth of the cut, and be assured that
the whole of his snrface will be equally
acted upon by it. He finds that, with one man
to direct . and a horse to dvaw, the imple-
ment will 90 on the average from eight to twelve
acres per day (according to the description of
soil and width of drills) in & superior manner, at
a-cost of say—horss, 23. 6d.; man 2s. 6d.; wear
and tear, 1s. = 6s.; which would have required
thes-employraent of sixteento twenty-four lahous-
ers to sffect, and-at an expenditure-of from 24s.
to 36s. This, like many other machines pos-
sessing equal advantames, can only follow good
fovming, Boforeit ¢an Be rendered available,

the land must be drained and laid flat, th
surface must be well tilled, and the seed must be
deposited in parallel lines; then there is no
diificulty whatever in successfully working it.

After the hoeing has been successfully ge
complished, the wheat must be left to take it
chance axmonst the various injuries and enemiy
which attend upon every period of its growth,
These we will discuss after we have harvestd
our crop, as, although the injuries they inflict ar
principally during its growth, ou. knowledge in
ceferenceto them is unfortunately far too imper
fect to enable us to assign, except to a very fes,
the exact period of thetv attack, the part of th
plant in which 1t is commenced, or the modei
which it is effected.—OQur Farm Crops, 4

Dr. Buckland was
actually Jaughed at and actually scorned for hav-
ing expressed such an opinion, but they had
lived to sce the day when, in the adjowning
county of Cambridge, the substratum was laid
open to the day, and the lands of tbat and the
adjacent counties were enriched to a large ex-
teut by the exhumation of those very phosphatic
substances that formerly were deemed as nothing
to the farmer, and only regarded by geologists
as curiosities. They now knew the value of this
aiscovery, and he only wished he could further
point at what depth underneath ihe Norfolk
chall this substratum might be found. Let
the:n hope that when the geological survey came
kere, they would find some corner in Norfolk
where the chalk thinued away, and where this
straturo that lag immediately under it, cropped
vut in great abundance. They would then see
some spirited nobleman, like Lord Walsingham,
sinking a shaft to bring it out and enrich the
land with a material that was equal to any guano
the farmers now paid so high a price for. These
were the chief advaniages which the geologists,
the underground men, could communicate to the
farmer. The whole system of drainage depend-
ed on a knowledge of the subsoil. How should
geologists know anything of their trade if they
could not say where a well should or should not
besunk? How should they know anything of
the strata, or be considered as anything in their
profession, if they were not able to tell the
farmer how to drain his lands? These were the
points on which geologists were connected with
agricultare, aud he must say that they wounld
never bave arrived at half the knowledge they
possessed, by going over the surface of the goil
and into the ravines that here and there existed,
were it not for the kindness and hospitalty by
which they had been received by the British
farmers. To them the geotogists owed'a deep
debt of gratitude wherever they went, and all
the surveyors under s divection—for he was at
the present moment director of the geological
survey of the British Isles—were undér the
deepest obligations to British propriétors and
farmers, not only for the kind manner in which
they were teceived, but also for the way in
which they were instructed, in the nature of the
soil they examined. He could not exactly an-

swer tlie-question that had been propounded by
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his noble friend, for he assured them it wasa
most diflicult one. Lord Walsingham had asked
him how he could account for the iutermixtare
of clay, sand, and flints, that was found here and
there in the different pits that were sunk. Geolo-
gists merged all these muterials in the common
name of diift. They were drifted materialy that
had been carricd from different rocks over the
gurface of the land. The sub-soil was chalk, bat
gome of the soil which covered it was, he waus
happy to say, sufficiently thick to bear the mag-
uificent oaks he had seen on the estate of hus
noble friend; while, from what he had seen
during the little partridge shooting he haden-
joyed with bis friend the Duke of Wellington
he found it thin enough for the chalk to be seen
at the surface. How to account .ur every heap
of wand or gravel wonld defy the best geologist
that ever lived; and his lordship had, therefore,
propounded to him a question which no geolo-
gist at this moment was in a position to answer.

American Cavalry Horses—their Inferior-
ity of Quality and its Causes.

Some of the remarks in the subjoined article,
which we copy from Wilke's Spirit of the
Times, are deserving of the special attention
of breeders of horses.

A long continuance of profonnd peace and
tranquiliity has invariably been found to lead
naturally to a feeling of national security, and a
relaxation of that vigilance which is asserted to
be the price of liberty. This cause, combined
with that cager and engrossing pursuit of the
4 glmighty dollar,” which is generally regarded
as characteristic of the American people, has
cansed us to neglect the judicious maxim, “In
time of peace, prepare for war.”” This is espe-
cially true of cne of the most important arms of
our military organization—our cavalry—and the
seemingly studied neglect with which we have
treated it, would lead to the conclusion that we
jgnored 1ts value. The breed of horses best
adapted for cavalty may be said to hardly exist
juthis country, or, at all events, only in a very
limited degree. This is especially evident in
viewing & regiment of cavalry at the present
time, and observing the heterogeneous lot of
horses on which they are mounted. Korses of
every breed, except the one best suited for the
cavalry charger, are there in sbundance. The
trotter, with his unnatural gait and unsnitable
action, is alongside the badly-broken and hard-
mouthed hack, and the lumbering Conestogas;
all equally unfitted for active service in the field.
But the true charger, nearly thoroughbred, fuill
of fire and courage, that can clear a hedge or a
ditch like s daer, carry his heavily armed rider
with case, and possess both speed and endurance
in-the highest degree, is hardly ever to he seen.

And to whas is this deterioration of our breeding
stock to be attributed? 1t is to the fact thatin
the Northern States, racing, us a national pas
time, has been allowed to die out, and, as th
natural eonsequence, we are fast losing in th
lweed of our horses, the specd, courage and e
durance which are characteristies of the thorougt
bred racer.  Trotting has usurped the place of
racing in the affections of the people, and the
country has becume flooded with a breed o
horses that are utterly valucless for cavalry pur
poses in time of war, however useful they ma
be for the pursuits of peace. Such a class ¢
horses can never be got to face the cannons
roar. or to charge the serried ranks of glisteniny
bayonets. “ Blood will tell,” and they woull
recoil and run away in such circur  ances, whox
the stock of the “high mettled racer” woul]
stand firm, and, like its rider, defy the whistlip;
storm of death.

In the Southern States, where racing, as
institution, flourishes and prospers, they posses
a breed of cavalry horses which can hardly i
cxeelled in the worid. In the commencement of

number and excellence of their cavalry, and exe
now they are far better mounted. In the Mesd
can war it is well known that the cavalry fi
nished by the Southern States wr y much superis
to the Northern, owing to the better breed o
their horses, which could withstand any amou
of fatigue and travel. In actual warfare, th
great advantage of cavalry is by charging, 1§
prevent the reforming of the enemy’s ranks, il
they have been broken by the fire of artillery, o
by the bayonet charge of infantry; and by cong
pleting the temporary disorder, produce  d
astrous effect throughout the ranks. To efis
this, the horse and the rider must be so traing
that every evolution can be executed with p
cision and rapidity; and it is essential that U8
former must possess courage, endurance
speed.  The latter quality is as ymporianta
quisite as the other two, so that no time moy§
lost in making the decisive charge upon thed
ready broken ranks. It is easy to conceive (jf8
effect upon raw recruits of a charge of well g
ganized and well mounted cavalry, when I}
lines are once broken: the trampling down
the horses and the fearful execution of the ridegh

In England. whereracing is a national insi
tion, patronized and supported by annual g8
of money, by government itgelf, are to befo
the best cavalry horses in the world.

Ior
Peep-o’-duy-Boy, Col. Shrider, the Bmperor's
azent, was asked 33,000, but as he would not
sive an angwer ai the tune, the price, on his next
sisil, was raised to $6000 3 another demur shot
the price up to 33,040, and the Emperor hou sht
him for that sum. Dr. Cains, Cardinal Wolsey,
Southsayer, Juzrler, Bousbon, Middleton, Mem-
non,  Allesro, Coronation, Jereed, Ithuriel,
Uriel, General Chassve, Wanota and Andover,
ae o few only of the “terribly highbred”
Baiglish stallions that Russic has imported to
rodace her cavalry horses. In the south parts
of that vast empire, the studs for cavalry horses
alone comprise 1,000 to 1,500 mares each.—

lwgely over France, TFor cavalry horses, the
gverament has several depots de remount, but
twill only buy from breeders, and not from
fealers.  In spite of this virtual monopoly, their
weat cavalry contract in 1842-3 was executed
n England.  Their standard for the cavalry
hgere is from fourteen-hree to fifteen hands;
for the drazoons, from fiftcen-one lo fifteen-two;
ud for the ecunirassiers, from fifteen-two to
ixteen hands. The Emperor's own private
?tablishment containg nearly five hundred
arses.

Prussia, Sardinia and Austria, also pay great

% Russia and France, endeavour to have them
snear thorouzhbred as possible. ~Prussia im-
s & vagt numbher of thoroughbred mares
fir the Sovernment Haras, in which are now
tanding the famous sires, Stilton, Ephesus and
fhtham. The studious care devoted by the
wrernments of Barone to the securing and cul-
rsting of the hest breed of horses for cavalry
farpoges, stands iun striking contrast to the
uglect hitherto evinced by our own government
2 this imno-tant matter. Nor bas individaal
tnferprise effected what covernment has left un-
lme, Throughout the Northern States,breeders

devote all their efforts to the extension of a
race of trotters, which can never be made
good cavalry horses, and think more of a Mor-
wan, Bashaw, or Messenger than of the best
thorouzhiw=d racer on the turf. Except Lapi-
dist, Come Heimes, Mango, Slasher and Con-
sternation, we have no thoroughbreds at the
stud; while in the South they are spread broad-
cast through the States, and include such world:
reuowned horses as  Albion, Childe Ilarold,
Yorkshire, Lexington, Nicholas, Revenue,
Sovereign, Fly-hynight, Wagzner, Balrownie,

Tuc Hasvest Moox.—The remarkable phe-
nomenon of the harvest moon is familiar to
every one.  During the time that our satellite is
full, znd for a few days before and after—in all
ahout a week—there is less diflerence hetween
the time of her rising on any two successive
nights than when she is full in any other month
of the year. By this means, av immediate sup-
ply of lizhi is obtained after sunset, so beneficial
for gathering in the fruits of the season. To
conceive of this phenomenon, it must he recol-
lected that the moon i3 always opposite to the
san when she is full—that she is full in the signs
of Pisces and Avies, these being the signs oppo-
site to Virgo and ILabra, which tLe sun passes
throngh in September and October. our harvest
months. Thus, although, whenever the moon
enters the sizns Pisces and Aries (and she does
so twelve times a year), the same circumstance
takes place with regard to her rising, yet it is
not observed on these occasions, just because
she is not full at the time. The reason of there
being little difference in the time at which she
rises on several consecutive nights is that at
these periods her orbit is nearly parallel with
the horizon. The harvest moons are as regular
in south latitude as with ug in north latitude,
only they happen at different periods of the year.

Aw Basy Way ro Dissornve Boxes.—James
8. Grennell,iEsq., Dreenfield, practices dissolv”
ing bones by a method which seems worthy
of notice from its simplicity and convenience.
Casks having each but one head are provided;
a laver of bones six or seven inches thick placed
on the bottom; then strong, unleached wood
ashes are spread over the bones to the thickness
of two inches or more. The casks are filled in
this way, taking care to have a pretty sood-
thickness of ashes at the ton to prevent the ex-

halation of ammonia,  The process of thus
packing the bones goes on through the season,
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48 ashes accumulate in the hovse, and they re-
maiu in the casks till spring, “vhen the cusks are
emptied, and the bones are found to be generally
well pulverized, or so soft that they can ecasily
be broken as fine as desired. The mixed boues
and ashes are exeellent manure for most crops,
and especially for fruit (rops.—[ Buston
Cultivaior.

Borrixe CrLay Soun.—Stilf olay soils are
sometimes greatly improved by burning a por-
tion of the surface. The burned clay loses its
tenacity, and being mixed with that which is
unburned, a more friable soil is produced —
The burning of clay, however, deprives it of
the power to retain fertilizing salts, which 1t
naturally possesses in a hizh degree.  This sub-
jeet was alluded o in a late lecture by Mr. Hol-
land before the Evesham Farmer's Club. He
said :—¢!Professor Way had two large boxes
made, one of which was filled with burnt, and
the other with unbumt clay.  In these a strong
solution of salt and water was poured, holes
being left in the lower part of the boxes
{or the solution, after percolating through the
clay, to escapeby. Itwas found that thut which
ran through the unburnt clay came out almost
tasteless, whilst the burnt clay allowed the solu
t1on to come away ahne st asstrongly impregnat-
ed with salt as when it wac first poured into it.
The advrntage of burning clay was, that in
doing so a very large portion of the ground was
laid open to the action of the atmosphere, whick
was of great service, for a large amount of ni-
tric acid and ammonia came down from the sky
and strengthened the soil, if the carth was only
open o receive it.  That was one of the advan-
tages of deep tillage and of burning the soil up-
on very_heavy land.”—Ex.

Late Pasturing.

Some farmers Leep their cattle out as late as
possible in the {all, and even into winter. The
pastures are gnawed very cluse, and even the

after-math of mowing fieids, as if they never ex-
pected to get another crop of gruss frum them.
This is very bad busbandiy upon any land, and
especially upon that recently seeded with herds
grass. 'T'his grass, as is well known to all care
ful ubservers, bas a bulbuus root, and the fine
ryuts that shoot out fium the buttum are not as
strong as the roots of most other grasses. Itis,
therefore exceedingly liable to be torn out by
the roots by grazing cattle, especially if the
zrass iy shoit. Ina cluse cropped meadow where
this giass hus been suwa, nuthing is morejcom
mon thun tv sce thuusands of these dried bulb:
lymz upon the surface. We doult the econom
of grazing a berds-grass meadow at any time
But'if done at all, it should not be crupped afte
the first of Novewaber in this latitude.

The roots of all the grusses are designed tobe
covered with their own leaves and stulks during
the winter.  These and the snow prutect them
from the alternate ficezings und thawings, aud
bring them out in good condition in the spring.
The fanner who undertahes to thwart the designs
of Nuture in this respect, will find it a veiry er-
pensive business.  The little that he saves i
feed now, he loses next season in the diminish-
el yicld of the pasture or the meadow. We
ought always to manage so as to have nature
working with us, instead of against us. This is
one of the evils of overstocking farns. The
farmer is afraid that he has wot quite fodder
enough fur winter, so he pastures till the ground
is frozen. He cuts less hay for the next season,
and he is still more sorely tempted to pasture.

It is quite us bad for the cattle as it is for the
land If they have no fodder in the month of
November, they lose rather than gain upon pas
ture, unless it is much better than the average.
Every animal ought to go into the stableins
thriving condition—if not fat, at least in full
flesh. They are then eashy kept thriving upon
=ood hay, or upon hay and roots, straw and meal.
After several years' close observation directed to
this particular point, we do not think any thing
is gained by pasturing in this latitude, and north
of it, after the first of this month. All the grasses
must bave time to cover their roots in order t0
make tush feed next season. Cuttte foddered
through a patt of October, and brought to th
stable about the first of November, in good flesh,
are easily wintered. It is better management to
buy bay or 1o sell stock, than to pinch the pa
tures by close feeding.—dm. Agricullurist.

Advantages of Deep Draining.

The foilowing remarks were made at a lake
meeting of the Surrey (England) Agriculturd
Association, by an English agriculturist, M
Butcher, on receiviug a prize for the best pract
cal results of draining. ‘

Entering upon an_ explanation of his plan of

" drainnge, heavowed himself 1o be a deep drainty
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and to have been so for the last thirty years. He
remembered to have beenlaughed at for placing
o main drain thirteen feet deep. In the place
where he had carried on his operations the sur
face drainage had been attempted by one afteran-
other most unsuecessfully, but the ‘nceds still re-
mained just the same, and could not be cured.
He, bowever, having plenty of energy, and the
owner placing at his (Yisposal plenty of money,
he bad succeeded m reclaiming an estate which
had been represented as irrecluimable. He
felt pleased that he had succeeded, because the
old men of the day gone were unable to find out
the secret. He found it thus: that while others
- were content -vith mere surface-drains he dug
decper and deeper until he came down to the
springs. He made a deep drain, while his gener-
al drainage was about four feet, though on com-
ing into the farm he found his neighbor's drain-
age about two feet. He felt that the land he
had drained was drained efficiently. He ad-
vised that land should not be drained in small
portions, and with furrows; but even in a clay
%il, to allow the moisture to pass quickly
through, as if through a colander, without leav-
ing any of it to adhere to the surface. If the
water was required to be carried off the surface,
must be done by plowlng on a flat surfoce;
and whatever draining was done on a stiff
land was required to be done deep. On mea-
dow land it was found necessary to be care-
ful, and to dram on a proper system, with
the drains not too closely connected; always
keeping one consideration in mind—not to study
an artifical position, but to take nature’s surface;
and as nature makes the fall of the land, let the
worxmen take the cut.

_ Herefords in Canada and Australia-

prominently placed as oue of those who have for
the past few years taken a lively interest iu the
agricultural progression of that colony, and
whose importation of Herefords last year from
the herd of Lord Bateman were so generally ad-
mired o4 their recent show. The readiness with
which those animals become acclimatised in-
doced their spirited owner to send further com.
missions to the mother country, and the {'ol-f
lowing lots were purchased for him at the sale o
the late Lord Berwick's herd, viz., Graceful
(168) Wildrose (180), Sweetheart (182); to
these heifers were added the bull ealf Sailor (219)
sd the lot shipped in the steamer ¢ North

American” from Liverpool to Canada a short
time since. Whilst it gives us great plegsure to
record such endeavours in the northern portion
of the western hemisphere, it also gives us equal
pleasure to be enabled to speak of the well-doing
of this valuable race of animals in the southern
part of the eastern hemisphere, as the fame at-
tached to the nuwcrous exportations which it has
been our pleasure to notice would soon cease,
were there any disappointment experienced with
the ammals after arrival in thuse foreign lands,
where they are destined to form the foundation of
future herds.  Aud here, we think, we cannot do
hetter than give an eatract from a letter before
vs, verbutim: ¢ The Herefords have done much
Better than the Durhams : the bulls do well, and
keep in excellent condition ; the cows are all
fat, they have never been shut up for any length
of time, having done very nell out at grass ; but
Thave had great difficulty in keepmng the Durham
bulls in condition, they appear to do uothing
but run about when out, until they become as
poor as crows.” The Hercfords here alluded to
were sgelected by Mr. W. Bostock, and sent to
his Australian possessions, from the herds of Mr.
Monkhouse, The Stow ; Mr. Rea, of Westonbury;

Culture of Flowers,

Mr. Enrtor,—The short descriptive article
on the Crystal Palace grounds and flower beds
_ inEngland, that appeared in your last journal,

highly deserves attention, as being not only
interesting, but very instructive, and calculated,
1 think, to lead to enquiry. Particularly so at
the present time, when Flodeulture is com,
manding so much notice in the mother country.
Durmg the last few years, the Hower-bedding sys-
tem has undergone a very great change for the
better ; there the objectsin view are well consi-
dered and effectually carried out. It i§to be re-
gretted that so little attention is paid to
these things in this country, the old random
way of planting seems still to Le adhered to and
practiced, without tl.ought or consideration;
this is wrong, and ought to be disgontinued, and
arrangements made and 2dopted to make
the most of things that are.

In the old country, from the Rogal Gardens
down to the humble cottages the fluwer-bedding
system is particularly attended to; high and low,
rich and poor, all unite m forwarding this object.
This is as it ought 1o be, every one trying to
excel his neighbour in bhis best planned bed,
liuked chain, or ribbon-border. Now the way of
accomplishing this lies mn the arranging of the
plants and colours, and to do so effectually the
operator must have a thurongh knowledge of
the plants, their nature, habits, colour of flower,
time and ducation of flowering. Whenthe whole
is properly carried out a very pleasing effect will
be produced und very much taste displayed. It
must be borne in mind that the fuliage of plants,
as well as their flowers, has a good deul to do in
the matter, and must ot Le foigotien, A full con-
siderutisn of those things will not be witheut
its good effects on the cultivator; without it
he may rest assured nothing really good can be
arrived at; it will affurd very pleasing exer-
cise for the mind during the dull winter montbs,
when looking throu,h the bedding plants for the
next spring. You may Lear frum me again on this
subject. In conclusion I must say that I feel
convinced that we bave in this Provinee just as
leen ribandists as there are in all England, if they
could be induced to come out. Out I trust
they will come next year, :nd get all the ladies
and artizans to join them.

When we b. gan operations we did experi-
euce seme lLitie difliculty, by the inteiference
of parties, some of whem weie ext ibuters,
but upon making known this fact to the Pre-
sident of the Board, sueh wrangements were
made that upon the folowing day we got
along with our woik with-ut difliculiy.

We only refer to this matter in order that
it may cume under the eves of exhibiters, and
that wpon future oceasions such anangements
may be made in the diffe:ent departmenss,
that judges can proceed with their arduous
udties without beisg bampered with the in-
terference of interesied partivs.

In our depuiunent, the actual extubiters
came far short of the number«f entr es mude,
in many cases they were not a feurth.  The
genaal quality of the articles, with a few ex-
ceptions, was very fuir; in some of the sec-

tions, liowever, the articles were 1ot what
they should have been for suh an Exhibition
as thns.  In some cases, therefure, we did hot
award a flrst prizc, believing the artic'es were
not worthy of holding that plae. We also
fund nany aticles competing in classes
which properly did not belong t.. them; also
some entered in the Exua cla-s, when tlhere
was a proper class for thein. We do not
know whether these were entered this way
through ignorauce, or otherwi e Lut in all
cases wheie sueh entries were found, we took
it upon vwselves to classify thenr arght, so as
to con.e in ditect competiion with others of
the sawe class.

Thure i+, perthaps, no cliss in th> Exhibi-
tion, in which a higher iuterest is felt, than
the one your judges have the Lovor of being
placed upon; the most momin -nt part of it,
however, is that of wheat, There may be
several reasous for this; we think, however,
that th= ve.y liberal gift of th: Canada Com-
pany, ably scconded by the Association, is
the principal feature of its attraction.

Your judges, f.om past experivnce, were

fu'ly aware of the jealousies existing in the
mind of each compeliter, as to the merit of
his own particular sample ; we therefore be-
stowed a greater share of our time than is
wsual upon this article, in ord-r that no hasty
couclusions might be airived at.  Upon ow

first inspection, we had but one opinion in our -

award of the Cauvada Company’s prize, the
successful fndividual bLeing Blr. Auderson, of
Flamborough.  The sulsequent actions of
Br. Anderson excited a susprio. that all was
not right ; we therefore made a second exam-
ination, and upon this occasion we emptied

o

each lot, when we found in the case of An-
derson’ sample, that for about # thrd of each
bag, at the top, was placcd wheat of a

very supeior deserip ion, the remvinder of
each bag being very infuior.  We also found
this to be the case in two Jots of ths two bush-
els samjles, one « f which was also Andeison’s.

In these ¢ ses the judges set the samples -

asid-, and changed their awards.

There was but one other case of deception -

practised, which came under our notice, that
buing in a s mple of tares.  The exhibiten
apparently anxious to give them a fizo
apprarance, resorted to ths expe-ticut of rub-
g them with oii, s0 as to make them havo
a giussy aprearance 3 hid they Leen left i
their natural conlition they might have been
awarded a premium,

The judges thing it most laudable in an
exhibiter to bestow all possible care in having
his samples pure and clean, the public thereby
being benefited ; but, on the other hand, we
think no langzuage can be uttered too strrngly
condemnatny of the baseness of an individual
who woulii descend to practise deceution, as
in these cases, for the purpose of veceiving a
paltry sum of money.

Your julges think it a duty owing to the
public for their future safety, to prohilat these
parties from exhibiting upon any future occa-
sion. We would further suggest to your
Board that better facilities for the examina-
tion of wheat should be placed at the disposal
of the julges. This could be done, by hav-
ing a hopper wih a slide, so that each bag
could be emptied therein ; by this msans every
part of the bag could be examined,

All of which we beg to submit.

TaproveMENT 1IN HorTICULTURE.—It cannot
be denied by any one taar the.e has been an im-
mens2 progress in ail dupartments of [Torticur-
tare within the past few years. In fraits we
have for the dry, choking summer pears, and
the large but tasteless au umn varietiss, an end-
less list of delivious tender, and juiey sorte, any
of which wou'd grace the dessart of a king.
For grapes ins'ead of the two vgrieties of a
few years since, the Isahella and Catawba, we
have a great number of luscions varieties, all
soperior to those sorts.  And so of all kinds of
fraits. 'The Swawberry, Raspberry, Blackberry,
rarely known except as wild plants twenty years
since, are DOW cu‘,nvaged Jin every gnrdcn. and
are found quadrupled in size and [roitfuluess by
the attzotion of the gardezer.

But it-is notin fiuits 7lone that we see the
evidences of the great advance which has been
made. The floxer garden bears evidence to a
still greater improvement, Any one who can
recell the appearsoce of most gardens of twenty

arg-gince,will remember the limited number of
varieties of shrubs and flowering plants of thoge
days. 'The Lilac, the Syringn, the Snowberry,

the Althea, with a very few others, composed
the shrubberies ; herbacerus plants were repre-
sented by one or two vavietics of P lox, the
Columniae, the Larkspur, t' ¢ Iris, tue Meadow
Sweet ; of annnals single Dalsims and Asters,
Cockscombs, Cereopsiv, Marvivolds, and a few va.
rieties of Pinks, held the plsces of honor, Now
behnld the change; the seedsmen's ¢ talogues
rezister the wanes of hmnd:eds if not of thou-
sands of anpuals, and the qulity as well as
qn otity has been grealy inprivel. No one
wou'd recozgnize in the s len hid double German
Asters and the Camelia fl> - ered Balsyos of the
present, dav, the same plauts as the single vari.
eties of a fi-w years ago.

In shrubs we can no v show d. zens, remarkable
Lar beaury of foliage and flawers, for one of that
time. DBedding plaats, @ most wukoowsn they,
are now s 1d by every florist in thousancg and
tens of thousands. Iivery year witnesses the
i froduetion of novelties in every dep-rtment of
flyriculture and the improveme .t of old sorts.
Iivery comer of the earth, no matier how re-
mogte, is visited hy the enthu-iastic smateur or
the salaried servants of entepri-ing narserymen.
No expense is thought too great, no labonr too
sevece to deter men from the pursait of new
nlagts. Nor are these labours unrewarded.
Rich men lavish money on the advrnment and
enrichment of their green and hat heases and
their grounds ; the man of moderate means musg
have his well ordered and well fureished gardeo,
and even the paor man spares @ buw of his hard-
1y earned pence for the purchase «fa few pack.
efs of ceeds of annuals to brautify the few square
tuet be calls his o #n—~Country Gentleman.

Frve Frsg—The usual length of this fish
is from ten to twelve inches, but at the island of
St. Ielena I have seen it offered for sale from
fiifteen to twenty inches lon z,jwhere it is used, as
in the West Indics, for food, and is of very
delicate flavor. This species is named the Sol
itary Flying fish (Ewxocetus Solitarius,) from
not being seen in laige flocks like the others;
and it appears to have other specific differences.
When watching these fishes close, as they pass-
ed under the stern of the ship, I remarked that
the extension of both the pectoral and ven-
tral fins as effected with wa aundible rustling
noise, and only & vibratory motion was per-
ceptible afterwards; nor was there any ex-
pansion and contraction of those organs during
flight, after the first effort. Had there been any
percussion of the pectoral fins, it would have
been distinctly visible, owing to the proximity
of the fish; indeed, to procure percussion of the
fing it would be requisite to have an elaborate
muscular apparatus; and as on dissection such is
not found, the theory of that action of the fins
may be coneidered unsupported by fact.

1t was also remarked that the fish, when keep-
ing in o direct line of flight, procecded for a-
great distance ; but when this was deviated fror,.
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snd it turued round, (which actiou was appavent-
Iy pertormed by the tail, not by the pectoral fins)
it ouly proceeded abouy the lengih ol a yard and
dropped into the water. The greatest length of
time I have s:en them fly has been thirty-two-
seconds and their longest flizht from 200 tv 250
sards.  The Fliying-fish has asteady flight, re-
sembling that of some birds, but when pursued
by encaties ov frizhtened by the passazge of the
ship throuzh the water, it loses this graceful
style of volitation, its flizht becomes hurried, ir-
regular and awkward; akind of serambling pace,
—and it frezuently drops into the water and
srain reaews its {lizht in the same unsteady
minner.  When a large shoal of them emerged
gt the same time from the sea, it was perceived
that some of them dropped immediately, others
passed over a distance of twenty yardsand fell,
while the rest continued a steady flight of 170
10200 yards,and passed out of sizht. Theirlong
peetoral fins or wings have the rays united by a
fine,delicate memhrane, flexible and transparent;
the color of this membrane varies, and some
have the ventral fins so large as to appear to
have four win 1s.—Gatherings of @ Naturalist
in Australusia.

Dutch Cattle.

Mr. W. W. Chenery, of Belmont, has made
mother importation of Dutch cattle. We saw
them oun the 7th as they were removed from
the ship Fairfield, at Battery wharf. They con-
ssted of a yearling bull, and four 2-year-old
heifers, all in good condition. The passage was
short, having occupied only thirty onc days from
Rotterdam. They are what are called the * best
nord Dutch blood.” The correspondent adds,
“iq golid peasant’ was employed to purchase
them, and they were carefully selected, of excel-
kut skin and hair, ‘and are breake out of
tands by offer of money,’ * 7. e., only obtained
by exorbitant prices In bringing them to the
port for importation, ¢ they were not allowed to
sme in contact with any cattle on the way to
the port where they were shipped."’—They are
large, thrifty-lookiug animals, the heifers weigh-
ing over 900 bs. apiece after arriving at Mr. C.'s
farm, and are, evidently, of the best bred stock
of the Duich cattle. Mr. Chenery remarked,
that he regards them as combining all the good
qualities of the Ayrshires and the Short-horns.
Ivmay now be said of the enterpricing proprietor
of the “Highland Stock Farm,” that ¢Richard’s
himself again.”

Mr. Chenery took every precaution in thig
mportation, necessary to guard agains disease,
besides justructing his agent to purchage none
but the best blood of the Dutch cattle. He has
shown us certificates and declarations from Bur-
gomasters, Magistrates, Secretary of the Dutch
Agricultural Society and J. F. W. Korndoxffer,
frst-closs Veterinarian of the Kingdom of Hol

land, all duly sizned aund sealed, setting forth
the fine and sanitary condition of the animals,
Not only were the specific animals afier minute
examination pronouriced healthiul, but reterence
is hud also in the certifieates and declarations, to
the present aud past condition of the herd where
they were selected and whence they came,

% Speaking of the ** Dutch Short horned race”
as Mr. Flint i his “Miich cows and Dairy-
Farming,”" calls the Duich cattle, imported by
Mr. Chenery, he suys, “It has been bred with
special reference to dairy qualitigs, and is
especially adapted to supply the wants of the
dawy furmer.”  Again he says, < Dutch cattle,
are, in general, renowned for their duiry gualities;
but espeeially so we the cows of North Holland,
which give a large quantity but also a very good
quality,” fof milk.] It is for these qualities so
strongly certitied 1o by Mr. Flint, tozether with
others which Mr. C. cunmerates, that commend
this breed of cattle to him as bemy superior to
all others in his estumation.—\W.—DBoston Cul-
tivator.

from the salt will quickly absoth carbouie acid,
forming carbonate of soda; thus you will retain
with your manure the ammonia that would other-
wise fly away, and you have also a new and most
important agent then introduced, viz., the car-
bonate of soda, which is a powerful solvent of
all vegetable fiber.”
