and long-lived. But Professor Oertel
and his two friends, Drs. von Pet-
tenkofer and von Voit, who lived
where the beer is brewed and the
most beer drunk—the professor having
a hospital at his dispusal where post-
mortem examinations are properly and
acientifically made, an the con-
sequences of the large amount of beer
I consumed have been fully studied—
have produced a work of such import-
ance that Dr. Schweninger has
adopted his conclusions, and applied
them in the treatment of Prince

Bismark.

He quotes Dr. Ballinger,
examined two thousand persons in the
hospital at Munich, and found that
eight per cent. of them died of
excessive heer-drinking.  The life
insurance medical examiner says that
while some tnen in English statistics
have reached one hundred years of age
who indulged in wine, whiskey, and
tobacco. so far as he knows none were
found whowere habitual beer-drinkers.
