LODGES UNDER DISPENSATION.

To the Editor of * The Sydney Freemason.”
Dear 81z anp Brormer,—My at-
fontion has frequently been arrested
by published accounts of proceedings
of our Brethren of Sister Constitutions
in conmection with the opening, and
subsequent working, of Lodges under
digpensation. The installation of the
presiding officer of such a Lodge is
of frequent, if not general, occurrence ;
as, also, the election of assistant offi-
ceors, the admission to membership by
ofiilistion, and the meking of by-laws.
Toregular as all this undoubtedly is, it
ginks into comparative insignificance
before the ecrowning blunder of a
change of Master and Wardens (?) by
vzhich the legal status of the Lodge is
impaired, if not absolutely destroyed.
Liodges under dispensation, though
imperfect and temporary organizations
—anot being constituted, and without
representation in Grand Lodge—arec
bound to observe the regulations and
uveages of the Grand Lodge under
which the issne of the dispensation is
cathorized ; and they are as liable to
censure, and even to extinction, as
cny Waorranted Lodge would be for
disobeying those regulations or ignor-
ing those wsages. But our brethren
of other constitutions, E.C. and S.C.,
cppear to think it unnecessary to sub-
it fo such restriction, or more prob-
- cbhly, are entirely ignorant of the ex-
istence of those stringen’ rules which
every Grand Lodge has, in its collect-

ive wisdom, deemed it all important to
promulgate. Were brethren better
informed, and District Grand Masters
more vigilant, the irregularities to
which I refer would seldom, if ever,
oceur.

It is altogether a fallacy to suppose
it possible to clothe a Lodge working
under dispensation with the full powers
and privileges of a chartered Liodge.
While awaiting the issue of a charter
by the Grand Lodge to which its pe-
tition has been accepted, it is simrly an
assemblage of duly registered masouns,
permitted by the District Grand Mas-
ter (in this colony) to * Make, Pass,
and Raise Masons,” and no more.
The dispensation under which the
brethren meet, has named who shall
be Master and Wardens during the
currency of that dispensation; and
no authority is given to displace the
three rulers so appointed (who are,
in fact, the Lodge), and to substitute
others. Those originally nominated
in the petition to Grand Lodge, and,
therefore, temporarily appointed by
the District Grand Mastexr, must retain
their position so long as the dispensa-
tion is the authority for assembling;
and as they, and they only, will be
naned in the warrant of constitution,

it follows,as & necessity, that they,

and they only, can be installed as the
first Master and Wardens of the con-
ssituted Lodge. Discredit will fall
upon the Lodge that has ventured to
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change its officers while working under
dispensation, If the District Grand
Master has beea blind to the irregu-
larity, and has not revoked his dispen-
gation, the disrated brethren must be
recalled, and must be placed in the
«chairg assigned to them by the war-
rant, Those who had usurped, or
wrongfully exercised authority, must
swrrender their seats ; and the Lodge
will become painfully aware tha. its
+¢ Makings, Passings, and Raisings,”
have been irregular—for the obvious
reason that the degrees have been
conferred by brethren having no au-
thority so to do—and it is by no means
clear to me that it will not be neces-
sary for all who have thus received
their degrees to go though the cere-
monials again to secure their status in
the craft.

The manner in which a Lodge un-
der dispensation should be opened is
simple, and without any ceremonial
display. The District Grand Master
forwards to the Brother aominated in
the petition to Grand Lodge as Mas-
ter his dispensation, authorizing the
brethren who signed that petition to
congregate, for certain prescribed pus-
poses, until a warrant of constitution
shall be issued from the Grand Lodge.
The Master (to be) thereupon arranges
for the brethren to meet him at a place
and time named. The brethren ac-
cordingly assemble. The Master pro-
duces and reads the dispensation.
Under its authority he at once assumes
the chair, and directs the Wardens to
assume theirs. He requests certain
brethren to act as assistant officers for
that meeting. The Lodge can then,
without further formality, proceed to
labor. At each meeting of the Lodge
brethren are temporarily appointed to
the several subordinate offices. It is
in the discretion of the Master to ap-
point the same brethren to the same
offices as often as he pleases, but no
such appointment is effective "beyond
the one meeting.

As I have before stated, a dispensa-
tion =onfers but the one right, or priv-
ilege—that of making and advancing

Masons. Even thus it may acquire
goodly proportions by the time it re-
ceives its charter, Its adherents then
become members of the constituted
Lodge, from amongst whom it can at
once elect cll necessary assistant ofii-
cers. Then, and not before, it can
augment its roll by affiliations, adept
by-laws, possess a seal, and send its
rapresentatives to Grand Lodge. These
are considerations too often set aside,
the more to be wondered at, as there
certainly ave brethren of as equal in-
telligence still adhering to the old
constitutions as there are amongst us
who have struck out a path for our-
selves. T would give offence to none;
but the desire to cheek wrong-doing,
and so aid the cause of Masonry, is
sufficiently strong with us to induesz
me fearlessly to expose what I am
convinced is wrong, and I now do so
in the hope that credit will be given
to me for sincerity and good will.

I append a few extracts from works
of unquestionable authority. They
vepresent the dicta of eminent Jurists
of English, Scoich and American na-
tionalities, and will be found to sup-
port the views I have feebly attempted
to illustrate; or it would be more
honest to admit, oy notions of whaf
should, and should uot, be done, take
their origin from the universally ac-
credited writings of such expert crafte-
men a8 Dr. Oliver, Dr. McKay, and
Brothers Preston, Paton, Sickles, and
others.

RAPID ADVANCEMENT.
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BAFID ADVANOEITENT.

The following sensible remarks, we
4ind in a late number of th: Masonic
Review, relative to meking Masons
ond their rapid advancement throngh
‘the so-called “higher degrees.” Many
degrees do not make an intelligent,
‘bright Mason, when obtained by this
rushing process, and a 32° diploma in
the hands of one who can furnish no
‘better evidence thet he had attained
o that grade,is not much of an honor
to him. A few less degrees, and a
little more Masonry, could be used to
much better advantage by a large
number of Masong:—

‘We sometimes hesr the brethren
expressing the desire to have “plenty
of petitions” offered in the lodge, and
‘thig expressed desire is more particu-
larly noticeable concerning the ad-
vancement to what are erroneously
styled “‘the higher grades.” The de-
sire to be employed in Masonie work,
with good material, is commendable;
but to be seeking after “plenty of pe-
titions” is quite inconsiderate, and al-
together unmasonic. A lodge can only
do about so much work. Beyond a
certain and fairly ascertainable num-
ber, representing good material, a
lodge cannot work without taxing the
time and the ability of the workers
unduly, and that is unmasonic. Each
and every eandidate is to be carefully,
studionsly, and seriously Entered,
Passed and Raised. This takes time,
for the work can not be neglected or
avoided in any of its parts, without
defection in the results. A just and
faithful lodge, in our lorge communi-
ties, will have all the work it can fair-
1y perform, with honor toitself, justice
to the candidates, and credit to the
Fraternity. . ‘

The same is true of the lodzes in
the rural distriets, where the brethren
have to gather from considerable dis-
4ances, and frequent meetings cannot
be the rule. They will have all the

work that is necessavy to beperformed
without any trespass upon the dutiss
they owe their neighbors and their
business. The influencés of the spiri
of Freemasonry, silently working im
the quarries of the world,are bringing
to the lodge all the “rough ashlars™
which can be well handled by the
workmen, with an eye single to the
prosperity of the Institution, and the
peace and harmony of the Brother-
hood. .

The lodgesar<not somuch in danges
of the hunt for puditions,and the hurry
of the work: The ballot at the stated
meeting, after the esantination hes
been had in open lodge, is a check up-
on advancement with undue haste.
Hence, the work in the lodge goes or
in the even tenor of its way, with
good material and with good results.

But it is the burrying of the candi-
dates into the Chapter, and througi
the Ohapter into the Commendery,
that we are called upon to consider
and guard against. Al asrangements
for expediting Chapter work, with =
view to have petitions ready for the
“pext stated assémbly of the Com-
mandery,” should be considered ond
of order. We have heard of a Chap-
ter, recently, having at least eight
¢ emergency’”’ petitions, which were
acted upon the very night they were
presented, the candidates balloted for
and elected. The principal point of
<emergency” being that the petitions
of these candidates were wanted fora
near stated assembly of a Command-
ery. There is no sort of Masonie
sense in such proceedings, and the
High Priest who would inconsistently
allow such proceedings,- should be in-
structed in the ¢ first prineciples.”
These were all good men and Masons,
no doubt, and will make gosd mem-
bers in the bodies to which they zre
advanced, but it is & bad precedens,
and not to be indulged. Let us, ok
least, be reasonable, careful, lawfal,
and orderly.

‘We believe if to be the duty of every
Brother to give special attention to,
and become thoroughly proficient in,
the “ritual,” so that he can, at 2ll
times, properly fill any place in the
Tiodge; but after all, if he should per-

suade himself that because he has
Jearned the ceremonial, there is noth-
ing more for him to learn, and that he
is now a “ bright Mason,” he makes
the same mistake, and falls ag far
short of the truth, as thousands have
done before him. A great mamy of
ihe brethren, especially the younger
members of the Craft, become enthu.
stastic in the matter of  posting up’)
in the ceremonies of the Liodge—open-
ing, closing, and conferring degrees.
This is as it should ve; the zeal of
such brethren is commendable, and it
is to be regretted thaf the number en-
gaged in such work is so smell. But,
after becoming proficient in the cere-
anonial, if not before, it is of the ut-
most importance that they consider
Freeasonry as & beautiful system of
wmorality, veiled in allegory, and illus-
trated by symbols—designed to im-
press upon the mind wise and serious
truths, Forms and ceremonies are
essential requisites to good govern-
ment, and their effects are sometimes
of the greatest importance. They
Jave received the sanction of good and
wise men in all ages of the world, and
their observance, in regular order, and
mnder proper limitations, can not be
%00 strongly recommended ; they serve
in some measure to distinguish a cer-
$ain class of men from the rest of the
community, and to merk their conse-
quence among those with whom they
associate; but when a man deceives
himself into the ‘belief that being well
posted in the ritual will, of itself, en-
title him to the distinetion of * bright
Mason,” there is reason to fear that
the hght that is in him is not of such
brightness as to reflect rays for the
gnlightenment of others,—W. P. Mc-

Such is the model lodge—
the ¢deal lodge—the none such lodge.

PLURALITY OF OFFICE,

Bro. Sir W. J. Clarke, of Melbourna,
seems in danger of becoming a Plu-
ralist in a very extraordinary way.
We learn from the Victorian Frecmason
that, while holding the positicn of
Provincial Grand Master (in Victorin),
of the I. C., he has also received the
appointment of D. G. M. of the K. C.
and of the S. (., which he aceepnis,
subject to the approval of the Grand
Lodge of Ireland as to his holding tha
three appointmaents. This singulor
union in one person of the higest ofi3
ces in the Order of the three constite-~
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¢ons may be regarded in more than
one light. It may indicate, on the
part of the thres Grand Lodges ut
kome, o witlingness to recognize the
principle of Mdsonie Union in the
<olonies ; it may even be taken asa
kint that before long they will recog-
nise the Grand Lodge of Viotoria.
There is, however, another and less
pleasing aspect of the case—the tend-
ency in human nature, from which we
fear not even Freeriasons are alto-
gather free, to ¢ worship the golden
<alf.” But perhaps this has come
down to us from the time of Moses,
and is only another proof of the great
antiquity of our Order.—New Zealand
Freemason.

DUTIES OF MASTER.

_ The offics of Master of a lodge is
-elevated and responsible, and the
most important in the whole system
of Freemesonry, as the entire institu-
tion is largely dependent upon that
officer for its character, reputation
odd prosperity. It may be' safely
osserted, as & general rale, that the
<haracter and standing of the mem-
bors of & lodge can be correctly judg-
<d by the character and standing of
their Mester. If he be & man of in-
telligonce and high moral worth, we
may be sure that his lodge is com-
posed of ‘“good men and frue.”

In view of the megnitude of the
office, it i important that the powers,
prerogatives and privileges of the
Rlagter should be well understood,
both by those who rule, snd those
who are governed. The powers and
privileges of a Master of & lodge are
folly equal to the prominence and
importance of his office in theMasonic
system. No one, except the Grand
Mester or his Deputy, can preside in
his lodge iu his presence, without his
<ongent. He may call to his susisk-
ance any Master Mason he pleases,
whose work, in his prescnce, he-is
alone responsible for, and is equally
anthoritative and binding s his owa.
Such Master Mason may even occupy

tho ohuir, ond oonfor the degrees,
cnd his work will bo gtriotly legal, if
the Mastor be prosent ond conconting,

A Mestor is solemnly bound to sup-
port the by-laws -of his lodge. Ho
may commend the attendznes of hiy
ofiicers tnd mombors, at eny time, by
summong, ond they ore bound to
obey. Hoa mey appoiut ell cormittesa
of Lls lodge not otherwise speoially
provided for; may decide 21l questions
of order, or Maconio law, and his dc-
cisions are final, unless reversed by
the Grend Lodge upon appesl regu-
larly token., Xs is not bound by tho
usages of parliamentery bodies, ex-
cept as he may ploase to adopt them.
He has tho xight to install his officors
after he has been himself installed,
and also his saccessor in office.

The Master is, however, in all caseg
bound to conform to the eonstitutiom
and edicts of the Grand Lodge, tha
by-laws of his own lodge, and ths
ancient established usages and land-
marks of the Order. He would neb
be justified in refusing to put any
motion, regularly made and seconded,
not conflicting with these. He can-
not refuse to declare a vote or ballot,
when regularly teken. Though he
may oall ady brother to the cheir iz
his presence, he cannob auvthorize any
brother, not even a Past Master, ic
preside in his absence. In the
absenoe of the Master, ‘all his powers
and privileges are vested in the
Wardens, in reguldr saccession, and@
cannot 'be delegated to any one.

Bat thers ig another and no less
importent light in which ‘we shounld
view the ofice. We mean the Mas-
ter's part in ‘conforring the degress.
No member of the Order can have
failed to observe, that the maaner in
which the degrees are cominunicatsd,
hes 2 large infiuence wpon the mind
of the candidats for our mysteries.
It is hardly too much to say, that the
first irapregoions of a candidate re-
main with him through life, and
proportion as' he is favorably or un-
favorably imprassed upon his first -
mission to the lodge, will be his fatdare:
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zeal end usefulnoss o3 o mason. . In
viow of this faof, how important is it
that o Master of o lodzo should not
only be o man of unblomisired char-
coter, but of irmpressive manuner and
speech. Whendelivered with deliber-
otion of manner, and in distinet and
Tecling tones, the beeutiful symbolism
ond morsl teachings of Freemeasonry,
fall apon the mind snd hoart of &
candidate with tenfold power. In-
deed, there is no resisting their force.
Thongh they fall as gently a3 tke
dow, they penetrate as thoroughly as
that silent mesconger of heaven.—

CLAIMS, APPELLATIONS, AND
. RITES.

The questions which have been
Taised by some unwonted claims and
developments of new appellations, and
eleborate rites, are neither few nor
easy to solve. It is most important,
<x7hile on the one hand we carefully
Par the door against the childish
masquerades or absurd pretentions,
we should never forget, upon the
other, the important and enduring
claims . of fairness, toleration and
Justice. The course adopted, or pro-
posed to be adopted, in one or two
American bodies, to interfere with
smch movements by ex post fucto de-
orees of Craft Grand Lodge, seems to
be open to the gravest objections. A
Craft Grand Lodge has no duties ex-
cept quoad the Craft. It cannot
xightly take any cognizance of any
grade which oversteps the limits of
Craft Masonry, Within its own do-
zinion it is supreme, and none can
question its jurisdiction, or dispute its
dicta. But the moment it seeks to
Zegislate for other bodies, to lay down
the law as regards separate organiza-
ions, it finds itself incessantly headed
by difficulties, alike serious and over-
wwhelming. It can, indeed, lay down
a law that in its own assemblies none
of its members shall wear insignia, or
eloim afiiliation with any other exis-
#ing grade whatever, and can ignore

any and every other rite not of Craft.
Maxsonry; but this is all it can fairly
do; this is all it ought legitimately to.
attempt to effect. The wisdom of the
Grand Lodge of England, and
the position of the Grand Lodge-
of England, permeated as both
have been by the long and faith-
ful rule of Lord Zetland, have for-
years wisely eschewed all nesdless
interference, and kept tho sraft out of
unreasonable discussions, as regards
the peculiarities and proceeding of
other rites. Free itself, it accords
perfect freedom to others to belong to
the High Grade movement, S0 long as.
nothing is done which at all interferes.
with, or infringes upon, the undoubted.
righ.s and claims of its own unchal-
:lenged and unchallengeable jurisdie-
tion. Heénce,inEngland,nosuch burn-
ing questions can arise, no such need-
Jess heatsneed be excited. The Grand.
Lodge of England knows nothing
officially of any higher grade than the
Royal Arch, and even that is a sepa-
rate government, and pretends, in no
way whatever, tc discuss or decide
upon cla:ms orrival coteries. It free-
1y concedes that brethren who, unsat-
isfied with the simpler rites of Craft.
Masonry, aspire to higher and more
ornamental gradations in Masonie or
quasi-Masonic bodies, may fairly do so-
without question and without blame.
It seeks to ostracize none, anathemas
tize none, to excommunicate none.
It leaves to angry combatant. -.ad
vindictive conclaves, in petty imitation
of Roman Catholic persecution of its
brethren, the childish satisfaction of"
folmatory decrees and anathemats,.
which very few read, hardly any care
for, and none are in the shightest de-
gree the worse for in any shape. We
all may well be proud that we stand
to-day a firm phalanx under the en-
nobling banner of the English Grand
Lodge, protesting against intolerance
and injustice in every shaps, and pro-
claiming in unerring tones and unfal-
ing message of love, charity, tolera~ '
tion, and good-will.—The Freemason,,

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ANWOIENT V7ORE.

Bro. Wm. R. Singleton, Grand
Scorotery of the Grand Lodge of the
Distriot of Columbia, in his report
on correspondence for 1888, says:—

*“We give our Pennsylvania breth-
ron the credit of retsining their Der-
mott Ritual longer then any other
body on this continent. The other
lodges which derived thsir Masonry
from that off-shoot in 1750, abandon-
ed their rituals and acospted the Pres-
{onian, and subsequently the Webb,
and lestly Cross work, which has gen-
crally prevailed since Jeremy L.
Cross, in 1817, was appointed the
Grand Leoturer of the General Grand
Chapter of the United States, and
gnbsequently spent many years in
travelling over these States and dis-
cominated his work in all branches
of Measonry wherever he went. The
uniformity with which this work was
cdopted at thet time showed the
valae of it. The diversity since then
grows out of the distinot ideas of the
Stote Leoturers, Any one who will
consider this subjeot philosophically,
will readily discover the key to the
whole matter.

«“Now, as to ritualism, it is well-
known that in the Grand Lodge of
Engle=d, sutil about 1780, there was
o distinotive ritusl, The initiation
ef a candidate was a very simple
mattor, and the Fellow Craft and
Tiagter’s degrees were given only in
ths Grand Liodge. We may clearly
cco that until the rival establishment
af Lawrence-Dermott commenced its
apward course by the introdaction of
fimprovements,” the conservative
cloment in the old establishment pre-
vented any ‘innovations,” but after
Dunkerley had seen what was the at-
trootion in the lodges of the ancients,
he sncceeded in the introdnotion of
improvements into his own body of
1lesons.

#We have traced the gradual in-
‘orense of rituelism from this day
down to the commencement of this
eontary, or to about 1797, when

‘Webb visited Boston and Hartford,
in the interests of Oapitular Masonry.
Aiter that he published his ‘Monitor,’
and from thot day to this the history
of the lecturea and work of all the
degrees, from Entered Apprentico to
Royal Areh, is well knewn.”

IIASONIO ITERIS.

The TLotus was the Lily of the
Nile ard the Rose of Egypt, on it
Osiris delighted to float mysteriously
a8 the Spirit of God moved upon the
face of the waters at creation, It
was the Couch of Homer, Juno and
Jupiter; the horses of Achilles re-
galed on it; it symbolized the resi-
dence of the Gods, and was saved to
Ogsiris and Isis. The Lethe of Para.
dise. Hindoostan wes its birth place.

It now seems that the Hon. Miss
St. Leger was not the only woman
who had witnessed the mysteries of
the Craft. The Newocastle, England,
Courant, of January 4, 1770, informs
the public that a Mrs. Bell, the land-
lady of & tavern were a lodge met,
sbroke open a door with a poker,”
“got into an adjacent room, meade two
holes throngh the wall, and by that
stratagem discovered the secrets of
Freemasonry.”

Our brethren of Pennsylvania are move
ing steadily forward in their determination
to esteblish a Masonic Home. A charter
hes been obtained and officers eleoted to
serve until the annual meeting, which will
be held on St. John's Day, June 24th., The
spirit evinced in the enterprise thus far be-
speaks for it a triumphant success, and the
MMasons of Pennsylvania will soon point
with pride to their Masonic Home, as they
do to their Masonic Temple, as being the
finest in the world.

Bro. T. L. Jefferson, President of
the Masonic Widows’ and Orphans’
Home, of Louisville, Ky., whose
death we lately noted, did not forget
his Masonic bodies in his last will,
for, he left $1,000 to his Lodge (Ex-
celsior, No. 258), and $5.000 to tho

Masonic Homs, over which he had -

He
also provided for the erection of a

the Home,

A ourious Masonic engraving is
that entitled, “A Freemason's Sur:
price; or, the Secrots Discovered; o
True Tale from & Masons’ Lodge, in
Qanterbury,” in which achambermaid,
who has been eavesdropping, is re-
presented in the act of falling, through
the ceiling of & room in which a Liodge
of Masons is meeting. KEboracum
Lodge, 1611, York, has a copy of this
very old engraving, and Bro. J.
Sampson, of York, lent a very fine
copy of it totherecent York exhibition
of Masonic ouriosities.

There are probably about a’million
and £ half of Masons in the world.
Great Britain includes about one
pixth of the entire numbar, and the
United States a still larger fraction.
The estimate for the whole of Europe
is three hundred and fifty thousand,
and for North and South America
about six hundred and fifty thousand.
Asia, Africa and the islands of the
ges furnish the remainder. Larger
figures can be given by aggregaling
the members of various societins that
essume to be kindred to Masonry, and
putting into the count all these who
at some one period of their lives had
& connection with such societiss. A
million and a half of regular Masons
is & conservative estimate. With this
number of adherents Masonry may
well claim to be, as it is, a potent
foree in the world.

Not a few of the Craft dimit from
their Lodges undsr the plea that they
mast economize—must cut down ex-
venses, but none one such divests
himself of any habit that costs him
ten-fold more than his Lodge dues
peryear withno corresponding benefit.
Others deprive themselves of Ma’
gonic literature on the same plea, and
yet spend, unnecesserily, every week,
if not every day, more than a good
Masonic periodical cr papsr costs for

‘Ootober of the same year he took his
first degree and his cecond degree the
following month, and in Dacemaber his
third degree. At this time Mr, Hen-
drickson was Magter. InMay, 1816,
he received his fourth degres, in New-
burg., This was the last degree he
racoived in the St. Simon St. Jude
Lodge. In1825,hemoved toJamaiosa,
L, L., where he had sincerasided.- He
ig chaplain of the village lodge, and
also a member of the Ryal Arch
‘Chapter of Flushing, called Pentalpha
Chapter, No. 206. Notwitlstanding
Mz, Potter's advanced age, being now
in his ninetieth year, he is unusualily
active. Ho is deily i his desk in the
Queen’s Coanty Surrogate’s ofice as
oopyist, and “puts on” six pages
daily, or about thirty folios. He has
served under six surrogates, and
politicians never seek his removal.
Hoe has also been assistant clerk to the
ounty Board of Supervisors., In
politios he is strongly Democratic.

Ax Orwiox.—The Rev. Charles
Brockwell & minister of the Churoh of
England, in a sermon preached be-
fore the Grand Liodge of Massachu-
sotts more than g century back, seid,

member of this Ancient and Honor-

But not to insist on my own exper-
ience, the very antiquity of oar
institution,” furnishes a suficient

long; the want of virtue, on whia
mutual trast end confidenco is found~
ed, soon divides and bresks them to
pieces, Nor would men of unqucs-
tionable wisdom, known integrity,
strict honor, undoubted verasity ond
good songse, though they might ke
trepanned into a foolish and ridiou-
lous society, which could pretend to
nothing valuable, ever continue in it,
or confribute towards supportiug and
prropagating it, to posterity.

Mother Liodge Kilwinning, No.O of
Kilwinning, Scotland, in A. D. 1677,
granted the first known warrant for
¢ subordinate Liodge in Scotland, and
Brother Gauld rightly styles it *‘the
premier Scottish Warrant of Con-
stitation.” It recds as follows:—“Ap
the ludge of Kilwining, the twentio
day of december 1677 yoares, deacona
and wardanes aod the rest of the
brethren, considering the love cnd
favor showne to. ns by the
rest of the brethren of the oan-
nigate of KEdinbroughe, ane paxt
of our numbsr bsing willing to bo
boked and inroled the 9ch day, gives
powar and liberby to them to enter,
receavs, and poss ony gnalified pex-
sons that thay think fitt, in name and
behalf of the ludge.of Kilwinning, and
to pay theirentry and booling moneys
due to thesdlndge, as wado ourselves,
they sending on of ther numbser to &
yearly, and we ta do the lyke to them
if need be. The 91k day ther names
are ingert into this book.” This
document was signed by twelve Breth-
ren, and is “‘entered wverbatim in the
books of the Mother Lodge, the
criginal wsarrant being now lost,”
The Lodge was reorganized in 1785
by speculative Freemasons,” when *‘tho
members worked the third degrce;”
and the date of its creation on tho
20th Decamber 1677 is acknowledged
by the Grand Liodge of Seotland.—
London Freemason's Chronicle,

ANNRUAL COMRIUNICATION
THE GRAND LODGE OF
CANADA.

‘Wednesday, July 9th, the Grand
Lodge of Ancient Free and Accepted
Mezsongof Canada, wasopened inample
form in the Pavilion of the Horticul-
tural Gardens, Toronto, by M. W. Bro.
Daniel Spry, Grand Master. The
number of delegates present was un-
usually large, and in the East were
seated many present and past Grand
Lodge officers. The customary pre-
liminaries having conoluded, M. W.
Bro. Spry delivered the annual ad-

dress, of which we append a sum-
mary :—

Breraren oF- Granp Liopag,—An-
other year has passed away, and our
doings are recorded among the actions
that can never be recalled. Thoe year
has been sufiiciently prosperous for
the Fraternity to warrant usin essem-
bling together with grateful hearés for
the many favors vouchsafed to us, fo
renew our feith in the benefits ard
usefulness of Freemesonry, end o
take council for the fature gnidunca
of the Craft. There have been cbsta-
oles in the way, but they have besm
brushed aside, aud the edvencs hes
been steady. The seed of Masonis
knowledge sown by the way-side hos,
wo trast, taken root, and in ifs good
timo will bud and blossom, and brizg
forth good fruit. The Fraternity hos
not been unmindful of its duty towazd
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the distressed, and oan point with
atisfaotion, though without boastful-
ness, to the work of benevolence done
during the year ; and we have reason
to be thankful that the opportunities
for soothing the afflictions s«nd reliev-
ing the distresses of our fellow-beings
have been afforded us.

The Grand Master made feeling
reference to the death of H. R. H.
Prince Leopold and R. W. Bro. John
Urquhart, 2. M. of Liancaster Lodge,
and P.D.D.G.M. of Montreal district.

In speaking of the Order’s develop-
ment during the year, the Grand
Master said dispensations were issned
for the formation of the following new
lodges:—1. Windsor Lodge, Wind-
gor, County Rssex, 18th July, 1888.
2. Mattawa, Mattawa, Nipissing, 1st
August, 1884, and the Cispensation
granted on the 6th March, 1883, to
Lorne Lodge, Tamworth, County Ad-
dington, has been continued for an-
other year, on the recomnmendation of
the Board of General Purposes.

commend the application. Ag this is
a peoculiar oase, I refer the application
to Grand Liodge, and strongly recom-
mend that a warrant be granted. On
the recommendation of the D.D.G.}M.,
X approved of the removal of Thorne
Lodge No. 281, from Holland Liand-
ing to Orillia. I was much pleased
to learn, after personsal inquiry, that
the removal had been attended with
the most beneficial results.

It is peculiarly gratifying o observe
that the religious bodies, as well as
the loyal descendants of the early
seltlers of this couniry, who endured
many trials and privations of which
we know but little, hold Masonry in
puch high esteem thet they bave in-
vited us to assist in laying the corner
otones of churches to be erected to
the honor and glory of God, and the
foundation sfone of & monument to

t

be raised in commemortion of thoss
noble men who, in the early days of
Canada’s history, laid the foundation
of this great Dominion, upon the
principle of unswerving loyalty to the
Crown and the Government of Great
Britain., All true Masons are loyal
to the government of the country un-
der which they live, and the recog-
nition of our Craft is an acknowledg-
ment of the influence of Freemasonry
for good, in every community.

During the twelve months ended
81st May last, $9,825 have been ex-
pended in benevolence by Grand
Lodge. Complaints have been made,
however, and I think justly, of the
smell amount often granted to appli-

joents who are well known as being
desorving, while large grants are
meade annually to local Boards of Re-
liof, to be expended to a considerable
extent on the perambuleting Meson,
of whom little or nothing is known,
and who, in many cases, is not de-
serving of agssistance. The returns
published last year in our printed
proceedings, show that there are
grounds for complaint ; and the time
has arrived when Grand Liodge should
remedy the evil compleined of. These
returns state that the amounts grant-
od and expended in erch locality is as
follows :

These fizures olearly establish tho
feot that, with one exception, none of
the local boards expends a!l the money
grented for transient relief, and that
lodges where there are o local boarda
not only have to pay the demands
meade upon them for assistance, but
they have also to assist in meeting
the demends mede- upox the lodges
in other and in many cnses wealthier
localities. To remedy this unsqual
and unfair distribution of the funds,
I would strongly recommend Grand
Lodge to discontinue sall grants to
locel buards for transient relief, and
in future to make grants only to indis
viduals, and suck grants to bs larger
in amount. The payments of the
grants ‘. pensioners should also, in
my opinion, be made through tho
Grand Secretary’s ofice. I am also
informed that some of the monay
granted by Grand Liodge his been
sxpended in eiding those who are not
Masons, nor in any way connected
with Masonry. While I am aware
that Masons are always ready to cone
tribute to any good cause, it certainly
was never intended that money grant-
ed for @ specific purpose should be
misappropriated by being expended
in general charity.

The difficulty arising out of tke in-
fringement of the jurisdiction of tha
Grand Lodge of Michigan had been
satisfactorily adjusted. He regretted,
owing to the Oregon Grand Lodge’s
refusal to acknowledge as a Mason
‘ho brother initiated by Irving Liodge,
. 154, while the matter was under
consideration no farther action on the
part of this Grand Lodge became
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neccegsary. The difficulty with the
Grand Lodge of England is in a fair
7oy of being satisfaotorily settled.
Shortly after the last communioa-
tion of Grand Lodge, I wes requested,

unofficially, ot to issue an ediot ex-’

oluding Mr. George W. Hogarth, &
rasident of Toronto, who had been
initiated into Masonry by St. George
Tiodge, No. 440, Mon{raal, and was as-
sured that the matter would be prop-
erly considered with a view '~ prevent
o recurrence of the gction of which
we justly complained. I complied
with that request, as I considered it
was ray duty to avoid, as far as pos-
sible, any disagreement with another
Grand Lodge, and especially with the
Mother Grand Lodge of Eagland, for
which we have:such great respect.

Numerous applications have been
made to me to be healed by persons
who have become members of lodges
on the registry of the so-called Grand
YTiodge of Ontario, under the impres-
giqn that they were being initiated
into Masonry. I declined all such
applications, and pointed oyt to the
parties that they were not members
of the Masonic Fraternity, and could
not be recognized by any competent
Masonic authority, and while regret-
ting that they had been misled and
defrauded of their money, under &
mistake on their part, or owing to
vilful misrepresentations on the part
of their proposers, the only course
open to them, if they desire to become
Masons in this Province, i8 to make
applicetion by petition to one of the
regularly warranted lodges on the reg-
ister of this Grand Lodge, and if the
ballot should prove favorable, they
could then be initiated into Masonry.
Several have followed the advice given
them, and in one locality all the mem-
bers of one of these illegal bodies
made application individually to a
proper lodge, and have been balloted
for, accepted and initiated.

Persons who are not Fresmasons,
oand who may desire to become mem-
bers of the Fraternity, should be care-
ful to ascertain that they are really

applying to & Mesonic lodge, bscause:
there are two bodies in this Xrovinge-
calling themselves the M, W. Grand.
Lodge of A. F. and A, M. of Ontario,
that are not recognized as such by
legitimate Masons, one of which is
composed of respectable colored mer,
and has or had its G. East in Wind-
sor, and of which George Reaves is or
was Grand Master.

I am considerably surprised at the
views expressed by some of our Amer-
ican Masonic writers, who appear to
think that there would be no difficulty
in understanding this question if we
changed the name of our Grand Liodge
to that of the Grand Lodge of Onta-
rio. I do not agree with them, and
cannot see the necessity for doing so,
particularly as it is quite well known
Yhat since the confederation of the
Provinces we have, and only claim to
have, jurisdiction over the Province:
of Ontario. Perhaps it would be well
to add as a sub-title to the name of
Grand Lodge, so as to make matters
perfectly clear, the words, ¢ having
jarisdiction over the Province of On-
tario,”

During the year I have rendared the
following decisions upon questions
gubmitted to me:

Question—1Is & Brother who has been
Master of & Liodge in snother juris-
diclion a member of Grand Lodge,
upon joining a Lodge on our Regis-
ter ?

Decision—He is not. Only such
Past Masters as have been Masters:
of Lodges on the Register of this
Grand Lodge are entitled to seats
therein.

Question—Can tho W. M. of a Lodge-
permit a brother under the rank of a
W. M. to confer any portion of the-
degrees ?

Decision—The W. M. is responsible-
for the work, and can permit any
brother to assist him in conferring
any portion of the degrees exocept ad-
ministering the 0. B.

Question—After a ballot has been.
taken upon the application of g can-
didate for affiliation or initiation, and.
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he has been declared rejected, can the
W. M. order o second or third ballot
to be *aken at a later stage of the pro-
coediny s ?

Decision—After & ballot has been
taken and dcclared either fororagainst

.the applicant, and the Liodge has pass-
ed on to other business, it is illegal
{5 re-opsn of tuko the bailot again at |
o later stage of the proceedings that |
evening.

Question—Is it proper to introduce
any work or ritual in a subordinate
Lodge other than the work prescribed
by Grand Liodge ?

Decision—Any Master of a Lodge
who administers, or causes or suffexs
to be administered, any charge, rite
or ceremony other than that preserib-
ed by Grand Lodge, violates his O. B.

Question—Ts & Mason saspended for
nou-payment of dues entitled to Ma.
sonic burial ?

Decision—A. Mason who was ander
suspension for N. P. D, 4t the time
of his de~*h, isnot enfitled to Masonie
bumial,

Question—1If a brother objeots to the
initiation of a cendidate after the bal-
lot has been decared, would the W.
M. be justified in proceeding with the
initiation ?

Decision—The W. M. would not be
justified in initiating a cendidate if
any member of his Lodge objeots,
without making due 1nquiry,

Question—Who has authorily to
dedicate or consecrate Masonic Halls ¢

Decision—The Grand Master only,
or the brother he appoints.

Question—Can a candidate be bal-
foted for if his name does not appear
in the notice oalling the mesting at
which the balloting is to take place,

,3f it has appeared in a previoas no-
tice ?

Decision—No. The nams imust be
inserted in the notice calling the
meeting, without whioh the ballot
would be illegal.

Question—18 it legal or proper for &
Aason to sell or offer for sale a ritual
purporting to be the work or ritual of
the Grand Liodge ?

Decision—It is highly impropsr and
& Masonic offence for s Mason to print
or cause to be printed, and offer for
sale, any ritual or cynher, or any por-
tion of the ceremony of the degrees of
Masonry.

Question—After a resolution hes
been adopted by & Lindgo, can it be
reconsidered or repesled without no-.
tice having been given ?

Decision—No; it cannot be reconsid-
ered or repealed without notice.

The appointment of a committes ta
consider the question of preparing &
history of Freemasonry in Canada
was recommended by the G. M.

The @. M. said I have caeerfully
complied with thea renrast of having
an anniversary held in each lodge, as
I am of opinion that if each lodge
would meet on the anniversary of itg
formetion, a pleasant and profitable
evening could be spent once in each
year, listening to those old Masonie
veterans, who are fast reaching the
sere aand yellow leaf, relate many
Masonie incidents, that would in.
struot, entertain, and perhaps amase
the younger brethren, many of whom,
know but little of the struggles of the
older brethren in the early days of
Masonry in many parts of Canada.

The G. M. dwclt on the necessity
for csution in recoguizing Grand
Lodges, which are in reality subordi-
nate to or associated with Crand
Orisats or Supreme Councils of other
rites. He announced that the Grand
Orients of Belgium and Holland hav-
ing followed the pernicious example
of the Grand Orient of France and
struck from their constitution the
clanso affirming the wxistence of God
the G. A, 0. T. U., had placed them-
selves outside the pale of legitimate
Freemasonry.

The G. M. stated that as he had
not full particulars eoncerning the
Grand Lodge formed in New South
Wales, in which all the provinecial
lodges but two were represented, he
could suggest no immediate action
with a view to recoguition,

The addrvess further stated thab
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“the English Ritual with slight modi-
fications was adopted as the estab-
lished work of the Graud Lodge of
Canada;” with the lectures and
charges approved, is ably and correct-
ly performed in nearly all Lodges in
the jurisdiction. The appointment
of s permanent committee with whom
the G. M. could consult on all matters
relating to Ritual, was recommended.

In conclusion the G. M. said:—It |
is again 1oy pleasing duty to express
my warmest thanks to the officers of
Grand Liodge and the brethren gener-
ally for their hearty support during
my term cf office. R. W. Bro. Hugh
Murray, Deputy Grand Master, has
promptly and most cheerfully re-
sponded to my many requests, and
efficiently performed the important
duties entrusted to him during my
illness last winter.

In bringing {0 a close my official
connection with you as Grand Mas-
er, accept my warmest thanks for |
your uniform kindness and gene-
rosity. I shall never forget the many
sympathizing messages received from |
80 many of you during my severe ill- !
ness in the present year. They have
made an impression upon my memory |
that cannot easily be effaced, because
they came when kind words and acts |
were greatly oppreciated. Finally, |
my brethren, in surrendering the .
gavel to my successor, I do so cheer- |
fully, as I feel assured he will receive
the same generons support that has .
been extended to me, and that we
shall all con.nue to work together .
for the good of Freemasonry and the .
benefit of mankind. '

GRAND CHAPTER R, A.M. OF
CANADA.

The Twenty-seventh Annual Con-
vocation of this body was held on the
11th inst., at Toronto, a larger num-
ber of the Chapters than usual being
represented. We give a few extraots
from the able address of the Grand
Z., M. B, Comp. Judge Henry Mac-
pherson:— .

After a brief introduction the Grand
Z. proceeded with a very interesting
history of the Royal craft.

“Previous to the year 1857, the
Chapters in Canada were held under
warrants issued from the Grand Chap-
ters of England, Ireland and Scot-
land, but a number of leading Com-
panions belisving it wounld be for ths
best interests of the Royal craft to
unite together and have all Royal
Arch Masons under one control, and
that a local one, took measures to es-
tablisk a Grand Chapter for Canada,
which was successfully done in the
year 1857. For the purpose of short-
ening my review, I will divide it into
three periods of nine years each.
The beginning of & work of this kind
i8, of course, the most trying; com-
mencing with but three Chapters,
having to prepare a suitable Constitu-
tion for their Grand body, to so pre-
sent themselves to the various Chap-
iers in Canade as to secure their ad-
hesion, and to tne sister Grand Chap-
ters throughout the world as to secure
their recogaition, wa may see they
had an arduous as well as a noble

- work to perform. Atthe Ninth An-

nual Convocation, there were twenty-.
four Chapters working under the
Grand Chapter of Canada, with
membership of 847, and an incoms
that year of $611, and the Grand
Chapter was in friendly communica-
tion with nearly all the Grand Chap-
ters of the world. Grand Chapter,

i however, was not at that time entirely

free from debt, there being still somo
liabilities incurred during the esrly
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years unsettled, but it was able to
look forwaxd to a prosperous future.

“During the second period the pros-
perity of Grand Chapter was very
great, It had pessed through the
¢rying period of formation, and was
firmly established on a basis from
which I trust it will never be removed.
Peacoand harmony prevailed through-
out itg borders. Its affairs had been
wisely managed, and it had attained
o well-known reputation with its sis-
ter Grand Chapters throughout the
world. At its Eighteenth Annual
-Convocation, it had nnder its control
sixty-seven Chapters, with & member-
ship of 8,102; its receipts were S1,-
791.98; and it bad a fund on hand
amounting to $4,281.48. A marvel-
lous increase in every respectfor such
% limited period.

It could not be expected that this
great inorease should continue during
the third period of nine years now

good material might be found to en-
sure the successful working of o
Chapter.

“Prosperitv, however, has continu-
ed and notwiihstanding the loss in
numbers sustained by the formation
of the Grand Chepter of Quebec dur-
ing the third period of nine years novwr

*“With this slight retrospect of the
history of the Grand Chapter, I will .
proceed to report the occurrences of
the last year, and the action I have

as such, by the other Grand Chapters
of the world.

«Tv has also been the policy of this

Under the heading of *Finance,”
the Grand Z. said: —

«The statements and accounts of
the G. S. E. and G. Treasurer will
be laid before yon by thoce officers,
and I have no doubt they will be found
satisfactory: I would recommend to
the Finance Cowmittes, the careful
consideration of the question, would
it not be advisable to encourage the
commutation of dues of Chapters and
for that purpose toenable comparions
to commute their Grand Chapter dues
for a fixed sum. I am satisfied that
the number of unafliliated compan-
ions is as much due to the mneglect
of Chapters to regularly enforce the
payment of dues, as it is to the neg-
Ject of the companions. Dues are al
lowed toaccumulate until they amonunt
to 2 sum which the companions feel
apwilling and perbaps at the time
unable t> pay, when as if by pay-
ment of a fixed sum at an earlier
periogd, they might be in the future
exempt from these calls many would

avail themselves cf the privilege and !

bers of the Chapters.”

And on the subject of the invasion
of the jurisdiction of the Grand Chap-
ter of Quebec, the M. E. Companion
said:—

«There yet remains 2 matter to

I mean the difficulty which has arisen
between the Grand Chapter of Quabea
and the Grand Liodge of Mark Master
Masonsof England.  After the Grand
Chapter of Canada had been fully
formed and recoguized as having su.
preme authority in Canuda over the
Royal Arch and its subordinate lodges,
including the Mark Masters, it was
found that one or two Eaglish lodges
retained the right, under their wax-
routs, of conferring the degres of
Mark Master, but holding under no
supreme authority.  These Mark
Masters, or a portion of them, ap-
parently seeing their anomalouns posi-
tion, and desirous of becoming con-
nected with some supreme anthority,
asked for and received warrants from
the Grand Lodge of Mark Master
Masons of England.

“These lodges did not hold, and
never had held, any authority from
the Grand Lodge of M. M.’s of Eng-
land, being in existsuce long before
the formation of that Grand body.
| The Grand Lodge of M. M. had never
i1ssued a warrant to a subordinate
i lodge in Canada. It had recognized
-the Grand Chapter of Canada as
| having snpreme authority over M. M.
; lodgesin Canada. It had afterwards,
when the Grand Chapter of Quebec
was formed, out of and with the full
cousent of the Grand Chapter of
Canada, and had assumed over that
pordon of Cansda known as the Pro-
vince of Quebec, all the rights, privi-
leges and responsibilities formerly be-
longing to the Grand Chapter of Ca-
nada, recognized the Grand Chapter
of Quebee. Yet, in the face of this,
the Grand Lodge of M. M.’s assumes
a right to issue warrawts and form
‘M. M. lodges in the Province of Que-
bec.

“It seems to me the M. M.’s who
applied for warrants to the G. L. of
M. M.’s of England, might have with
equal propristy, anplied to the Grand
Chapter of New York, or the Grand
Chapter of California, for warrants,
and that those Grand bodies might,

which I feel it is necessary to allude, | with equal propriety, have granted
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them. In my view, there is only one
Grand body that has u right to au-
thorize the conferring of the M. M.
degres in the Province of Quebec,
and that is the Grand Chapter of
Qusbec.

«“Such being the case, and if Grand |
Chapter agrees with me, what course
should this Grand body tuke under
the circamstances?

“If we can believe that the repre- :
sentations of this Grand Chapter,:
added to the representations of the:
Grand Chapters that have already
given an opinion, and of those who
will, undoubtedly, give an opinion
shortly, will have sufficient weight !
with the Grand Lodge of M. Masons '
of England, to induce that Grand .
body to re-consider their position, -
oand withdraw the warrants issued to
M. M. M.’s within the territory of the
Grand Chapter of Quebec. I would:
unhesitatingly say that no action
should be taken at this Convocation, |
farther than strongly making those
representations. If, however, the:
Grand Chapter is of opinion that it
is incumbent on us fo immediately |

ed.

Resolved,—+That the title of this Great
Priory shall hereafter be *‘The Sovereign

! Great Priory of Canada,” having supreme

and extlusive jurisdiction over all precep-
tories of Knights Templur, Enights of
Malta, and Appendant Orders, in and for
the Dominivn of Cunada, and the title of
the Great Prior henceforth shall be *Su-
preme Grand Master,’ and of the Great
Sub.Prior ‘Deputy Grand Master.™

The Provincial Priors presented
their reports, which show the Order
to be in a prosperous condition.

The following extracts from the re-
port of the Grand Council on the
Allocution of the Great Prior are of
interest:—

“The Grand Councilre-echoesthe unfeign-
ed pleasure with which the National Great
Priory of Canada receives the announce-
ment that His Royal Highness, the Prince
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of Wales, the Grand master, has graciously
absolved this, the Canadian Branch of the
United Orders of the Temple and Malta,
from its allegiance to him, and to the
Convent General, thereby placing this
“Grand body on an independent footing, and
enabling it to become a Sovereign Great
Priory,—the peer of all other governing
Templar bodies, — and to assert and have
full and complete jurisdiction over all Tem-
plars, and Templar bodies, in the whole of
‘Canada.”

“The Great Prior has well remarked,
that the pleasure in attaining our present
position 18 enhanced by the honorable
course pursued towards completing abso-
lute independence, and by the gracious and
kindly manner in which it has been accord-
ed to us; and so the tie which binds us to
our Queen and mother-country receives an
additional strength from the courteous
action of His Royal Highness, and we can-
not but feel proud that our origin as &
Templar body is derived from that branch
of the order over which that Illustrious
Frater, His Royul Highness, presides.
Our ritual and laws bear the impress of
our attachment to the Templars of Great
Britain and Ireland, and it will be our
pride and desire to continuea close alliance
and friendship; for though now an inde-
pendent body, we are connected by the ties
of affection and respect and it is fervently
hoped that the bright record bdf the past
may inspire & determination to attain a
‘prosperous future.”

«The Grand Council heartily concur in
recommending that His Royal Highness
be solicited to become Honorary Supreme
Past Grand Master of the Canadian Branch
of the Templar Order.”

“The allusions made by the Great Prior
in his Allocution to our new position are
follyreiterated,and we heartily congratulate
him that while he had, in the year 1854,
the honor of reviving in Canada the Tem-
plar Order, and bringing it under the jur-
isdiction of the Grand Conclave of England
and Wales, he is, in God’s providence, al-
lowed, thirty years after, to be mainly in-
strumental in placing the Order in Canada
in its presené proud position. and to worth.
ily occupy the throne of {iut Sovereign
Great Body through tne unanimous suf-
frages of the Fratres.”

““The Grand Council recommend, that to
him, and Right Eminent Frater Daniel
Spry, who so ably' assisted in bringing

about the present position of the Great |

Priory, should be accorded some mark of
esteem, showing how greatly their success-
ful services have been and are apprecinted
by this Great Priory.”

i “The Grand Council will ever uphold
and maintain the principles of the Order,
which we have inherited, and will not per-

mit any steps to be taken which will de-
generate the Templar Order into & system
in which the dootrine of the Holy Trinity
is_ignored; andin that view, tho counrse
taken by the Great Prior, as to the admis-
sion into our Preceptories of Fratres hail-
ing fron the United States, is to be com-
mended.”

«The Grand Council unite with the Great
Prior in trusting that the harmony existing
between the Teraplar bodies in the United
States and this National Great Priory, will
ever continue. That its continuance is as-
sured, is evidenced by the Illustrious
Fratres who preside over the respective
jurisdictions.”

On the subject of the Independenee
of Great Priory the following reseclu-
tions were carried:—

¢ Resolved,—That the General Grand En-
campment of the United States, as well as
the Grand Commanderies of the respective
States of the Union, be requested to issue
a circular to the Fratres within the Juris-
diction of the United States of America,
setting forth the fact that the ‘‘Sovereign
Great Priory of Canada,” now of right en-
joys the full, sole, and absolute control and
jurisdiction over the Order of Knights
Tormplar within the whole Dominion of
Canada, and that the Knights Templar
of the said United States of America be
respectfully requested to take such mea-
sures as may promofe the interests of its
sister authority on this continent.”

“ Resolved,—That the R. E. the Grand
Chancellor, be, and is hereby authorized
and directed, under the direction of the
Most Eminent; the Great Prior, to issne
