but those are my orders from the commander-in-chief.”

** The brigade will advance,” he maid quietly.

the word came from head quarters that the young hus
band and father was ordered at once to what were then
the wilds of Wisconsin, and the trackless wastes of M,
nesota. That order brought dismay and sorrow into th.
quiet home, havoc inte the hn;?})y livos. What it did
not bring was even a passing sh of hesitation or v
bellion.  As s mere mattor of course the order was
forthwith oboyed.

Iv is only the other day that one of .our own arni
enerals was ordered from the Western coast to the
tern. The papers spoko of his regret at leaving hin
ploasant home, they told of the sorrow of his comrdes
at losing him ; but they guve no hint that he delayed 1.
honoring the orders of his superior officer.

Instances might be multiplied ; but to what avail
Wo all know, without argument or instance, that th.
first nnd chief requisito of a soldior is obedient loyalty
to his commsnder. It is the fonndation on which arms
life is based. Its lack in a soldier is punishable by dis
mission or death.

But, you will say, we aro a company of

therslf in the interesta of the Prince of
E:lm this warlike theme to do with us?

topic, I could not find it in my heart to chooae any au!
ject less vital than this most practical, this underlyiu..
overlying, all-pervasive one, ™

I waa born on missionary soil, of mi Ary parentau.
I have known something of this great work, and havc
loved it, in some feeble measure all my life. And i
more I have known and loved it, the more thoronghh
convinced [ have bocomo that what we most need in .
workers is not so much greater numbers, nor great:
talents, nor greater wealth, nor greater strength i
leisure. These things sre good, and wo wish we had th.
all in more abundant measure, but no one of them is the
Ereuing need for our workers. It will be underst.--:
hat 1 am not speaking now of our dear consgcrated i
sionarics, nor of the native converts, some of whom hu:
scaled their davotion by their very blood. It is ourselse
the workers at home, of whom I eny that the great luh
and the great need is o consecration which shall count al
thinga a8 dross for Christ's sake,—a loyalty which shal
obey the lightest or the hardest order of our Coptam

uiet womien
eace. What
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sometimes 1 feel that as workers we talk too much of
wayerand means, and not enough of the motive power.
Nor should we set before curselves any motive lower than
the highest. What we need, is not so much instruction
w the work, as inspiration for it. If the heart is so full
that it must find expression, it canand will ind it. There
w no use in providing ways of working for those who will
wt work. And se I hold that our deepest need is & more
sdequate realization of the abaclute claim that our Cap-
ain has on us, His soldiers. Kingsloy mokes his Abbot
i*hilamon eay that if for oie day all éhrintinm lived a8
they should live, in that ohe day the whole world would
e iroughb to Christ. It is but a condensed way of say-
-y that when missionary workers are thoroughly conse-
rated, missionary work will be apeedily ncoomplished.

Ndw note the differences which there are between
1"hrist's followers and earthly soldiers. Earthly soldiers
nght, often they knmow not why, to glut the groed of
we conjuring oro, or to satisfy the petty quarrels of
nations,  Their meed at best is a little transitory fame ;
wwre often it is hardship, peril, wounds, death, an un-
suown grave. We fight for better stakes than these,—
~von for the redemption of the wurld, a crown of glo
ivr ourselves, and.beat and dearest, our Captain's ** V:ﬁ
done, good and Mithful servant ! Karthly soldiers fight
wder %eaden ible as themselves, whose wisdom often
imls, and to whom mistakes aro easy. Wo follow a cap-
‘st who nevor makesa mistakes, who has blundered at no
lialaklava! What would those brave soldiers who went

1 1o certain death at the word of command, even though
“they knew someone had blundered,” think of soldiers
+ho had to be pushed, and prodded, and coaxed, and led,
wnl driven into following an all-wise and almighty Cap-
win ! What do wo think of ourselves, as we see our own
~unble conduct as Christian eoldiers? “‘In what is our
comduct pitinble7”. 8end the question out into the
“'histian world around you, and bid it bring baock honest
wuinwor,—sink it down into your own heart, and lot it
ring up faithful reply,—and you will need no answer of

The Captain calls for reinforcemouts at the front, where
“he hosts of sin are pressing hard ; the fightors there are
‘sperately calling for help. ‘“More men' more
women ! ” is the reiterated ory that comes to our ears.
What are we going to do about it1 Poerhaps we cannot
2o wurselves ; we are held here by cords of the Lord's
-wn fastening. But you have children, 1 have children.
In. wo dedicate thom to this service? Do we train thom
1y for this frontier warfare? O no, Lord, not my chil-
Iren Some other mother’s!

The Captain calls for more monoy. We have heard
how, oftimes our mission schools are disbanded, our mis-
«onaries handicapped, points of vantage cannot be ocou-
jned, our work ngm is crippled for lack of money.
How many of us here to-day represent Christian families
whera the sponding for our own neods, real or fancied, is
by hundreds and thousands, while the casting into the
loord's trensury ia by tens and unita!

The Captain calls for our influence,—that subtlest
‘rayrance of our personality, —for our interest, our time.
We have intercst in the latest religious novel ; we give

ar influence toward the study of art; we have time
tir the ordering of our households, for the piokling,
wul the clesning, and the fashion studying in their
«wison. But we are content if our influence in this
watter of missions bo not nopuslly sdverse : wo have no
mterest in keoping up with missionary intelligence; we
have no timo for attending our branch or suxiliary meet-
wugs, ar for helping them along. No, dear sister, I do
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not mean you, mor you, nor you. I mean myaslf and
those of us who know that of us these things sre true
Such know too, that this is not the kind of allegiance

‘that the Captain demsnds, and has & ro

! right to
demand, from us. It is not the kind that wins theimttle.
We msy sing ‘*‘ the world for Christ " all we please. Wo
shall never q)ring the world to Christ by anything less
than that complete surrender of oursolves to Him which
says, meaning it,—

* Take mo, Lord, snd all my powees
Tako my mind, n.x! heart, my witl |
sud all

All my goods, my hours,
All E:O' and all I foel ;
All 1 thipk, and gpeak, and do,
¢ my woul and make 1t new '

Shall we be content with any allegisuce less absolute
than thie? The Captain will not Le. But some one will
say : “‘Tdo not feefnny such glad consecration as that,
and there’s no uso pretending that I do ; and 1 can't make
myself feel it either.” It is written in the beautiful
poem ** Gladys and Her Island," -

‘“Why, Giadye is & child. 8he has not skill
To shut hersell within hor own small coli,
And to bulid the door up, and tosay, * Poos mc *
1 am a prisoner’; then to taka hewn stone~,
And, baving bulit the windows up, to say
‘Oh, It Is dark ! thero la no sumhine hore:
Thore novor has been.””

Would that more of us were children, after the fashion
of Gladys: Would that we might throw wide the doors
and windows of our hearta to the light of God's indwelling
presence, and the sweet air of His i spiration! But we
shut ourselves within our own small compass, and lament
that we are straightened ; we bewail the darkness, while
wo will not bask in the sunlight. Bear kindly, then, in
cloaing, with a few practical suggestions from o fellow-
soldier.

First, one way-—the bost way—to cultivate the spint
of loyalty is to get acquainted with vur Captain. Go to
Him much snd often in prayer. The humblost private
has free leave to His presence. No formality nged inter-
vene ; our petitions have not to be countersigned by any
superior ofticer. Talk to him frankly. Take ybtur very
coldness, and half-heartedness, and disloyalty to Him,
that He may forgive it and do awsy with it. Getacquain-
ted with Him, too, through His great letter to his soldiers.
4 faithful study of the Bible, especially the Gospels, wili
nurture in you such an admiring love for Christ as will
not brook d:e thought of disloyalty. To know Him is to
love Him, and love but Him for ever,

Agnin, get acquainted with your follow-soldie: . with
tha condition of the battlefield, and the needs of the con-
flict. The more you know of these, the more you will
burn to be in the thick of the fray. To the end of this
knowledge read your Missionary Herald, and your Life
and Light ; read the Dayspring with your children ; gu
to the meetinga of your Branch ; make your own auxil-
iary moeting as interesting as in you lies ; holp your pas-
tor to get up a good, stirring missionary concert ; lose
no opportunity to get acquainted with a ‘‘ real, live mis-
sionary " ; in short, apen the doors and windows, and let in
the light and air.”You will wonder at the rapid growth
of your own deovotion to the One who leads in this
soul-stirring conflict.

But, after all, it is not a question of making one’s self
feel, but of making one's self be and do.  Consecration
must be primarily a matter of the will, of principle, or it
will live only in spasmodic gasps. You cannot mpake
yourself feel, but you can make yourself give an hodr of
your time, a dollar of your money, a little of your influ-
ence whore they are needed. You can aim, like Crom-
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well, * not only to strike while the iron is hot, but to
wake the iron hot by striling.” ¥énelon ssys, ** A will
sll naked and dry, without life, without vivacity, without
pleasure is often purest in the sight of God.” You can
offer Hirp such a will. But I can promise you—oh, how
faithfully, 1 cao promise you l—that it will not long stay
naked and dry. A consecrated will soon blooms out into
a glorious fruitage of joy and love, and work for the
Master becomes its own reward.

1 plead, then, to-day, for a more whole-souled allagiance
and a larger loyslty to the Captain of our Salvation. He
gives Himself to us. What can we find enough for Him ?

No one knows so well as I do that my.w are not
by might, nor by power ; but I pray that they may have
been so much by the 8pirit of the Lord of Hosta, that
their plea may ring in your hearts, and find a quick re-
sponse. May each one of us carry away in her heart
a solemn question and a faithful promise. The question
—“TLord, what wilt thou have me todo?” The promise
— 1 will do it whatever it may be."—Life and Light.

he meeting perhaps of greatest intcrest was that hold
on Tuesday afternoon aud evening before the more forma)
opening. This waa called the ‘‘ Searetaries meeting,”
and was presided over by the Correaponding Secretary.
After a short prayer-meeting, cach worker was provided
with a prayer containing one question from the Board
to the Becrotaries, nugu(:ﬁavqn from the Secretaries them:-
selves. Each of these was asked and discussed, there
being the utmost freedom, and we cannot but think that
each worker would go to her own tield, not ouly encour-
aged to persevers, but determined to do so.

On Wednesday morning the more formal exercises
began. Each session was begun with a half hour of
prayer ; commencing ut 9.30 a.m., and continuing with
only briof.recesges in which to refresh the physical until
ten p. m. Lunch and tea was served in the large vestry
below the audience room, where tables were laid to ac-
comodate about five hundred. The guests were provided
with red tickets, and were sorved Grat, thuse who were
‘“at home " with blue. The tables were beautifully dec-
orated with flowers, and presented a very pretty appear-
ance. No leas than eleven hundred meals were provided
ono day, and yet there was nu confussion, no hurry.
The sistors wore kept pretty busy; for the work and
enthusiasm of the session seemed to sharpen the appetites,
and it is hardly posaible that there were many ** fragments”
left to gather up.

Our aisters’ missionary efforts extend over u large field.
Wo heard not only from Indis, but from Japan, China,
Africa, Russis antr France. The report gives 40 mission-
aries, 55 Bible women, 394 baptisms, 162 schools, 5,212
pupils and this year more missionarics had boeu sent out
than ever before.

The report of the Corresponding Bearotary, Mrs. Gates,
should be heard to be appresisted It scoms a shame to
only take a bit from it here and there, and yet that is all
thero is time for now. In Africa, Misses Falhoner and
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Hamilton, were joyfully awaiting the arrival of Miss
Royat, who was on her way to join them in their work.
Their house, which had been reported last spring as
lying in parcela at Palabulla, had made ita transit u

country on men's shoulders, and now stood on a healthfu
olevstion near their first dwelling placo. Besido this
Misa Hamilton haa had a clay house built for her three
ransomed waifs, in one part of which she is domiciled.
Misa Falhonor has chio}m:hnrge of the general school,
which has increased from forty to seventy during the
year, meu, women and children learning to read. Reports
from France, had came this year freighted with new
spiritual life. In Sweden the Rible women had had
tokens of divine favour. In India the work at the dif-
ferent stations was sll encouraging ; only one of the
workers had been cwllod ** howe,” and those left wero
caring for her work as best they could.  Overburdened
hearts and hauds cry from every direction in this land,
** Come over and help us.” .

One missionary has built a house this year for the boya
under her care, vut of mud and thatch, at a cost of per-
haps 818 Another apends four hours daily with the
Burman women, and finds a welcome every where, being
often invited into their houses by caste women, that they
may hear the *‘ old, vld story.” N

Another, as a grateful recognition of her appomtment
as a nissionary, senda s thank offering of 860 from her
salary to the treasury. 8he had brought home from her
viBit to the villages twenty-three young girls. At one
timo she found herself waist deep in a stream of water
where her pony having stumbled had landed her. And
still another s busy learning the language; another
translating the Bible into Burmese; and one of the
Bible women sends word, ** every one we see has not the
desire to contend and oppose as formerly,” and she begs
that Christians in America will pray for tXne people of her
land. And 8o on from one ami) another came tidings of
the glorious work. No wonder that the Bocretary adds ;
** Prayer, self surrender, Christly service are on the un-
written ¢, which wu may never read ; and the fruit.agn i
That will be garnered to t{e end of time and be the joy
of eternity.”

In China one of the workers asks for an inexpensive
house for wayside praaching. 8he wanta it to be wholly
Chineso in atyle, s model of what a Chineass Christian
woman's home should be.

In Japan the work is showing wider opportunities for
enlargement on every hand. Miss Kidder not long home
from the field received a warm welcome, and gave an in-
teresting account of her share in the work.

The Treasurer's report showed receipts, 876,103.88,
and a balance at tho opening of the year of 85,002.81,
which made a total of $81,196.69,

On Wednesday afterncon, the first nddress was from
Mrs Nathan Brown, of Yokohoma, Japan. 8he tuld of
her work in teaching young men to read. In less than
six months the fruita were seon in tho baptism of six.
Later when she began teaching Japanese girls, the
heathen came to her%e ing her fo take their children
and educate them, and nﬁl had to turn away three times
as many as could be accommodated the firse year. With
» proper building two or three hundred could be gathered
in in two or three days, Mrs Brown ploaded for help
in those school buildinga as only one could plesd whose
heart had been constrained by the love of Christ.

Mrs L. C. Barnes, of Newton Centre, read a grand
paper entitled ‘* Responsive Bervice for Young Women,”
which is to be printed. 8he thought that young woman.
hood was never 8o rich in resources as to day. Fi
years ago the mental training of women was far inferior
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tu what it is now, and God expeots a richer, sweoter,
response to His call of servico from the women of this
generation than from any other.

Mrs. Waterbury, of Madras, interested us very much
in her ples for schools in connection with the mission
work. Bhe had met now and’then a little murmur as t»
the advisibility of such schools. Those who had looked
at child life in India, did not ueod to be told of the needs
of the children. The same mesns cannot be used for
them aa for tho older people, and she wanted to present
the evengelistic side of theso achools, The meaning of
evangelizo was to instruct. Never before did the full
beauty of Mrs, Browning's ¢ of the Ohildren," strike
ua aa it did coming from the lips of this consecrated
worker as she pleaded for the little ones for whom Christ
died. For these little ones they have three schools : one
for thoas too poor to buy books or slates, and are there-
fore provided with piles of sand on which they are
taught to write. And those gathersd are bost of all
learning of Christ. The second school ia the boarding
achool.  These are needed that well-equipped men nm‘f
women may be sent out to evangelize. The third is the
schoul for easte girls. Same people eay that caste should
not be rocognized. It is impossible not to recognize
it. It is & barrior to all effectual work in Indin. Like
a stone wall it stande to bar the proj of the missionary .
by and by it will fall to pieces, and many a caste woman
haa died with the name of Jesus on her lips.

The reasons for carrying on this work are three : First.
that we have it in our hands to shape and-mould these
girls, save the man in the boy, and save the people in the
men. Second, because we are Baptists. It often
been anid that we have no place in the Church for the
little ones, but let it be known, that though wo do ant
baptize the children we save them. And third, becaus:
we are women. ‘' It scems a most beautiful ti\ing that
wo should be allowed to mother the children of the world
Can we ask God to bless vur children, and not care for
His! Christ's children sre your children. It isa grest
comfort to me to know that before the Throne are littl
ones that 1 led to Jesus. Let us not lesve this gras.
Mother-work undone.”

THE WORK ABROAD.
Within and Without the Mission Compound.

1t is mid-day here in India and all Cocanada is sup-
posed to be indulging in its daily siesta, quiot reigns
indeed, as we pause for a moment, we hear nothing but
the rustle of the palmira and coconnut leaves as stirred by
the hot west wind, but as soon as the clock strikes twa
syns of life will appear. In this, the Zenans Bungalow,
will be heard the voice of singing and of prayor—the
nntive Bible women meeting for a fow moments before
yoing out to their afternoon’s work ; they having departed,
thers is nothing. more of interest until dinner hour, only
the monotonous hum of Telusgu issuing from three differ-
untrooms ocoupied by Misses Simpson, Baskerville and my-
self, with our respoctive munshies. At the missiun houss
we would find Mr. Davis busy with the native preachers
of his field, they come in at the beginning of the month
o give reports of their work, to receive their salaries, and
then worE: of counsel and encouragement, which Mr.
Davis is always so ready to give whon oppurtunity pro.
wonta. At the girls' bosrding school, ﬁm Biggs, the
matron, is giving a Bible leasson to the younger girls,
and at the church, where all through the wook a day
school is held, wo find olasses in arithmefic, grammar,
;;cugmph , otc., and most intereating of all, the primary
lass sitting on the floor. In front of them is spread
sand, in which they are being taught to form the letters
f the Telugu alphabet, Andu:ﬁe ohubby little ﬁni’em aro
trying 8o hard to make them just like teachers. Paasing
-n we take up our stand just outside the gateway. Tn
the right is what we cail our ‘‘cab etand.” Let me
‘leseribe the caba—-sll two wheelers, drawn by bullocks
1 uxen, covers mado of bamboo sticks hent to form an
arch over which is laid palm-leaf matting. To the left
w a large tank 100 x 150 foct, the water therein is used
by the natives for all purposes—drioking, cooking, wash-
g of pots and pans, and bathing, sud as we watch the
women filling their water pots, raising them to their

heads and passing on, we think of the Water of Life that
floweth so froely, and concerning which Jesli aaid, ** Who-
wwover drinkatz of the water that I shall give hlm shall

never thirst, but the water that 1 shall give.him shall
hecome in him a woll of water apringing l:ﬁ into oternal
life,” and we would that these our dusky skinned siaters
might drink of this life giving water; but they don't
know anything about it. Thay heve not even so much
a8 heard that there is a Water of Life, nor has the name
f Jesus ever sounded upon their ears.

Our thoughts come back to the tank by the road side,
» o woman steps out from among the passers by, and
pnuses noar a large stone close b tge water's edge, she
loossns half of her quaka and after dipping it into the
water, dashes it over tho stone, agnin into the water,
again over the stone, until she is satisfied as to its clean-
lineas, then binding the wet half about her she treata the
remainitig half to the §dme operation. When all {a satis-
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factory sho dons the wet and dripping thing, lifta her
Lurden and is gone. A man, evidently intluenced by her
exomple, immediately takes possession of thst stone,
and his puncta is immediately made clean in much the
same way, save that he does not do it in halves, and
instead of putting it on at unce, he crosses the street,
ties one corner to the back of one of the above mentioned
carta, then catohing n corner of the opposite end in hand
ho stands off and holde it in sun and breeze unti) dry.
Then comes the most unmusical band we have ever
been privileged to listen to—three or four men beating
drums with an energy worthy of a better cause, as many
more blowing long horns, and a like number knocking
brazen chpﬁum one against the other, and all this with-
out the slightest regard to time or tune. In the rear of
the procession are cooly-men bearing the ufferings to the
god or goddess, for they are going up to the templo to
worship, and as we realize this our hearts sink within us
and we fain would cry, " How long, O God, how long
befure this people shall know that Thou alone art the
Lord God, that Thou alune art worthy to be worshipped,
that blessing and wisdom, and honor and glory, and
power and might must be ascribed unto Thee, unto Thee
only.” Burely we who are the Lord’s remembrancers
in this land and in the home land, will keep not silence,
will hold our peace, day nor night, will take no rest and
ive Him no rest till He ostablish and till Hp make
Jerusalem a praise in the earth, wven m this Telugu
country.

To the Mistion Bawd of the Bloor St. Baptist Church :

My veaR Baxn,—You seem like my Band, above and
beside all the Bands I know, and that because [ am your
missionary. But I have neglected writing you, not be-
cause I have forgotten you, but becsuse I have had -
thing to write with aay certainty, oxcepting the queer
lotters of this language. As you must know, the ve
first work a missionary has to do after landing in this
country is to learn the langusge. And one can’t learn
very much without a teacher ; so I got one, a little man.
His skin is ns brown as mahogany, and his eyes as black
as o coal and just as bright as uyes can be. Around his
head, in thick, heavy folds, a turban of spotless white is
tied. And s long white coat of light cambric linen
reaches to his knees, and under this a cloth dmﬁed grace-
fully about the ﬁt and hanging looscly to the calves,
with another looss cloth flung with the two ends over the
shoulder, complete his entire dress. He came to me in
his bare feet ; it is a sign of respect, and here all who
wear boots or sandals leave them off before entering the
house. And, unlike us, they keep their turbans on while
vigiting. He is called a moonshee, and his full name is
Goviniﬂmdnoo Subbarow Garee. The Garee means Mr.
and the Subbarow ia the name given at birth, and Govin-
dalradsoo is the name of the people of his house. It
seems very easy now fur me to say it, but it was very
hard at first, and it was a good long week before the
name came readily. And that is the way they apeak of
the study of this lan o, they say, “ﬁ it coming to
youl" And thet is tﬁ‘?rst sentence the moonshee said,
(0 master, the Telugu will come soon.” He speaks
English and 8o we commenced with the alphabot and &
fow easy words. Then wo put the letters together, and
we had the words. And then we got enough words
to make a sentence, and queer sentences they are
when put inta English.

Ifx just a month from Bunday, i.e., on the 3rd of April,
wo shall all, missionaries and native Christians, be ob-
wrvil:ﬁ a day of fosting and prayer that God mng sond
bis Haly Bpirit in auch power upon Hie people and upon
the nattve Christians, that this generation of -Christians
may be impelled to give the Gospel to this generation of
heathen. And I hope that long before you become old
men and women there will not be a single, man woman or
child who can understand the message of salvation but
will have heard all about it. Jesus is such & great good
Saviour, that I have determined to put allmy life and
strongth in telling everybody sbout him., To-morrow
Mr Davis starta by ox carta with a compauﬁ of native
preachera and goes away up north and west of Bamulcotta,
preaching to everybedy about the good news. Aud the
same morning, 1 go by boat, away to the south, down the
canals that cut thrnugh all that part of the country to the
Godnvery. Theére will be native preachers with me and
thoy will carry their musical instruments, and hymn books,
and Biblea and tracts. We shall go into villsge after
village, and ifi every place, and to everyone shout out the
giad tidings of great Joy | When this letter reaches you
wo ahall bo coming k, snd bearing, I trust, many,
wany precious sheavea. We long for ever sn great a
num{ter of souls this year. Join us in prayer, that Christ
may be glorified amongst these people.

1 aay, when the question was mooted aa to whether they
would have & silver or bronze d,.that she ought nut
o nfford a twenty-five-cent one. Ho the :pthers decided
t» choose the bronze, which wae only five centa. And
thoy had 81.20 to Begin with. - = =" - :

Aliceia rich. Her solf-donial reached in mapy directibns,
She often went without ruching, dnd wote lient collard’
Sho bought lisle-throad stockings inatead of silk. Bhe
monded her old gloves, and went without a now pair.
She made thirty-five-cent embroidery answor -when she
had been used to paying fifty. e

Carrie is moderately wealthly. 8he nover indulged in
silk stookings nor high priced gmbroidery. Bhe used the
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buttons on an old dreas for s new one, bought just half
the usualamous of p‘ush for the trimmings, and Jid with-
out & festher on her best hat. '

Elsie never used oxponsive trimmings or feathers or
flowors. 8he was a plain little bofl{, but she did enjoy
having her artioles of tho finest quality. 8o she bought
an umbrella with a plain handle instead of a silver one,
and a pocket-book which was good and substantisl, but
not real alligator, and walked to schuol when she used to
patronize the hurse-cara.

Confectionery had been Mamie's extravagence. Unce
a wook she went without her acoustomed box of bonbons,
and sometimes bought plain molasses candy instend of
caramels, and asved the siﬂ'emnce.

Peanuta and popcorn are 8sdie’s favorites. And as she
began occasionally to **do without " these, she was sur-

rised to know by the amount she saved huw much she
Eud been apending.

Lottie went without tea and coffe¢ and sugar, and her
mother allowed her what she thought they cost. She on-
listed tho sympathy of the family, and persuaded them
to go without desert one day in tﬁe week.

All this and much more these young girls did, not with,
out some aighs and pomo struggli l:ﬁnt first month ; but
it is growing casier to do without for Jesus’ aske.

I thihk their history would forever have remsined un-
writton but for Maggie, the youngest and poorest of them
all. Her dreas was plain even to poverty. Fruit was s
rare Juxury on their table. Ruches and embroidery and
fancy trimmings were not so much aa thought of. Bhe
did not drink tea or coffee. As the days wore on,
her heart waa heavy, for there seemed absclutely no
opportunity for her to do without, even for Jesus' sake.
Az she looked around her plainly furnished roow she
could see nothing any one would iuy. Occasionally her
mother had been used to give her a penny to buy a dough-
nut to eat with the plain bread-snd-butter lunch she
always carried to school. But the times seemed harder
than usual, and there was no epportunity to deny hersslf
even the cake. .

A copy of their missionary peper came to Maggio’s
home. Alice had given a subscription to each of the
Band. The child's heart ached as she read the pitiful
story of need in the homes 50 much poorer than her own,
and going to her.room she knelt and asked the Father to
show her some way in which she could sacrifice something
for him. As sho prayed, her pretty pet spaniel came uj
and licked her haud. She.caught him in her arms an
burst into s flood of tears. Many a time bad Dr. Gaylord
offered her twenty-five dollars for him, but pever for a
moment had she thought of parting with him. ‘I can-
not, darling, I cannot,” she said as she held him cluaer.
Hie name was Bright, but she always called him Darling.
Sho opened the door and sont him away. Then she lay
on her face for more than an hour, and wept and struggled
and prayed. Boftly and aweetly came to ber the worda,
' God so loved the world that He gave his ouly begotten
Son.” She stood up. ‘I suppuse He loved his only
Son better than T loved my darling. I will do it,” sho
said. Hurriedly sho called Bright, and went awny.
When she came back she held five new five-dollar bills in

and sents thera' to the Band, with a briof note. She knew
she would dever trust herself to go nnd take the money.
They might ssk het whore she got so much.

Three days went by, Maggie was atrangely happy,
though she mlesed her hittlo play-mate. The fourth day
goad old Dr. Gaylord cklle?. 8 had wondered if it was
extrome povarty that had forced the child to part w
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her pot. Mboggie never meant ta tell him her secret, but
he (Y:ew it out of her in spite of hor resolution. He
went, home grave and thoughtful.  In all of his carcless,
genéroun life he had never denied himsolf so much is a
peanut, for Jeans' sake.

' "2 Cama here, Bright,” he called, as he entered his gate.
Gravely tho'dog obeyed. He was no longer the fmlg',
tricky cacnture Dr. Gaylord had always admired. He
migsad his little playmate.

The next morning when Maggie answered a knock at
the door there atoo‘f Bright, wriggling, and barking, and
wagging his tail. :

“My Darling!” was all the child could say, as with
happy tears she scanned the note Dr. Gaylord had fastened
to his collar, It read:

“‘My dear child:  Your strange gonerosity has done
for me what all the sermons of all the years have failed
to do. Last night on my knees I offered the remnant of
an almost wasted life to God. T want to join your Band,
and T want to begin the service as you dini by doing with-
out Bright. - He is not happy with me. God bless the
little girl that led me to Jesus ! "

8o that *‘ Do-without Band” came to number eight.

A Great Change.

Archdeacon Farrar thus writes of facta that have come
ander his own observation in Africa. Twelve years ago
the station with which he is himself associated, consisted
of 8 mud hut, tho restdence of the missionaries, s fow
sheds and s small 4ron building used as s church. *‘The
natives,” he says, ‘' wero always fighting ; no man could
travel alone aafely. They clothed thomselves in goat
skins, and their only means of exchange were atrings of
beads or Amerikano, 1. e., cutton sheeting. Now the
excellent granite of the country has been quarried, lime
has been burnt, a large and beautiful church, capable of
holding 700 peoply, with naves, aisles, and arches, has
been bnilt in Emnite ; e large hospital has bean erected,
with schools, house for the missionaries, dormitories over
foe boarders, and a dim'ns hall—all built by our native
converts, in granite, under the superintendence of a
young English-working mason. There is now perfect

and safety in the land. A child can travel alune.
he antives dress now in well-made garments, sewn by
themselves, after the coast fashion. Trade has been in-
troduced ; a e market has been established close to
the mission station, attended by 2,000 to 3,000 traders
every market day. T can sce from my window a young
nutive Christian, who is being trained as s doctor, Eusily
attonding to a crowd of patients, sitting on o piszza near
the dispensary, binding up their wounds, and giving medi-
cine for their sicknesses.”
