A strengthening
of the feeblu missionary spirit in our churches is the
grost need of tho presont timo—that with increasing zeal
wo mpy work with God to give the glorious Goapel of
His doar 8on to all people. Through the month just
drawing to a close prayer has boen ascending to God for
thie spocial blessing, and there can be no doubt these
prayors have boent heard, and that they have buen
answored, or will be answered in the near {uturo, John
says, ‘' And this is the boldness which we have toward
Him, that if wo ssk anything according to His will He
hearoth us, and if we know that Ho heareth us, whatso-
over wo ask, wo know that we have the petitions which
wo have asked of Him.” Those touching appaals for
help in the Foreign field which recoived so little ro-
sponso, aa yet, have made us foel it is time to wake from
our slumber, humble ourselves bufore God, and with the
voico of prayer and hand of faith seize the help our
Father is able to givo. :

Mr. J. Hudson Taylor proposes that the
ospel should be proclaimed to every inhsbitant of
hina in the next three years., He estimates that one
thousand ovangelists can do the work in that time, by
cachw'ieihing»ﬁ%by—lnmili“ aday,—Tso plish this, a
great many moro must oboy the Saviour's parting com-
mand, ‘* Go teach all nations” and those who cannot go
must obey the command, by giving this great work their
sympathy and support. Tiaro is not only need of all
tho tithes of talent, but all the tithes of money are
nocded in the treasury of the Lord. Somo love their
Lord so much ‘that they give themselves and all they
have. ‘‘The Kingdom” gives an item concorning one
of tho missionaries of the China Inland Mission, who is
o Scotch gontloman, worth a million, living in China on
twonty-five conts o .waek, aud using all his fortune in
the work. Givingall is what the poor wingw did who'
put the mite in the treasury. Every Chrittian ought
suroly, to give at ‘the least ono tenth of his Income.
This givingono tenth is ensily done, by adoptiuffthevl}iblo

An Auspicious Time.

Down here by the sea the people of the little fishing
village near by are very busy, for thia is an *‘auspicious
time.” It is the proper time to get married ; for have
not the Brahmans consulted the Shastrais? So the Hindoo
mother lifts her litle dusky daughter upon her kneo and
fastens all round her ears long golden eurrings, some of
which ending in ohains are croased behind tg: head and
firmly fastoned by s little hooked end into the hair. But
this is not all, a small crescent of gold resta just abovo the
forehead, the little nose holds threo tiny rings, one on each
side and the hanging above the upper lif)' Now thore ia
the neck ; surely this was made to hold a great many
pretty things, for it is_so_smooth and round. 8o the
mother fits on fivst a narrow, thin band of gold, fastened

Lo
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in froht like a collar, bolow thia hang-many chains, scwe
of gold with coins all round, somo but colored bends,
After the nock there ara the little wrists, but tho brace-
lots lying by the mothor's side are all so small, how can
sho get them over the chubby hand 1 She knows, for sco,
she pulls the little fingers snd softens the hand till ‘it is
quite long and thin, then the bracelets aro all slipped on
easily; such a varioty too ! glass, sealing wax covered with
tinsel, copper and perhaps last of all & silver pair, Now
round tho waist the mnother fastens a silver belt, which
holds the little quaka ver ‘)rottily in placo (this is por-
haps tho first time the child has had anything on in the
shapglof clothing). Butthere aroatill the feet and anklos,
80 rings are slipped over the tues, some plain and round.
others with a long silver top as long as the toe, the ank-
lots 'Wf put on and tho little Hindovo bride, her faco all

ellow with gaffron, is ready ; so the drums beat, the cym-

als ring, together, tho torches aro lighted aud for threo
nighta tho wedding goeson, but the little brido gots tired
and fo;geta her earrings, noso rings and toe ringsand falls
fast aslbop.

After the wedding and befors the jewels are taken off
and hidden away tho brido often calls to seo us, With
a lot of girl friends she stands out in the veranda somo-
times in a white and sometimes in a saffron colored quaka,
but she is very shy (it is the proper thing for & Hindoo.
bride to be very, very shy indem{§ so-her friends tell us all
about it while the brido stands with her head bent ; and
88 this country is not like our dwn we may examine and
ask all about tho jewels:and look at the little marriage
token that now hanga ftom one of the many chains. Ono
young girl took off a very heavy chain to ﬁab mo feel the
weiEht, another one with jowels in cars and nose, round
neck, wrists and ankles said with a very long faco ** I have

not enough.” But the last littlo bride of all (a ¢hild of
some four or five years) was very funny; we met hor while
out one ovening, shoe ran up to us followed by quito n
procossion that was roturning frow sacrificing at a tomplo
near by, - *‘My marringe is ended,” she cried, *“it onded
throo daya ago,” and at tho momory of that great event
she bont her little body, claspod hor hands together bo-
woen-her-kneos-and-danced-around ;- whon wo asked-her—
how larga her husband was she became very shy and ran
-behind a woman who stood thers holding & baby upon
her hips, s0 we asked the woman, but sho sesing 50 man
irls could not toll which one was meant, so just shook:
er head, but another child some two years oider lifting
hor hand ‘sbove her own head, eaid **he is this high,”
and at this the little bride laughed and danced away.

But this is an ‘‘ auspicious time " for sacrifico, for have
not the Brahmans looked into theic Shastras again ? 8o
night ofter night the band followed by a crowd of men,
women and children, somo leading sheep, others carrying
hens, and one man with a very long knife leave the vi Inge
to sacrifice before ono of the fourteen temples.  This
villago has twelve tom{)loa outside of it, three on each
side, to keap off emall-pox and cholers.  One cvenin
while riding-alono Tsaw noar-the tomiple a crowd guthorog
to sacrifico and thought to stay and look on, but one man
held such a very long bright knife ready for the littlo ram
that was tied near by, that upon second thought I rode
away. .

- One afternoon Inst waok just boyond the row of palms
that soparate the compoum.i from the shore on the right
side, s youni’mto man was.baptized in the rippling
wabers of the lagoon. Tho next evening justboyong tho
row of palms that so;lmmto the compound from a little
rising ground on tho left side, some heathen sacrificod a
ram and a hen; so that on one hand the heathens are
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leaving their dumb idola to serve the living God, while
on the other hand * the heathen in their blindness bow
down to woed and stone.” Maooie GARrsIDE.

Work Among the Villages.

‘In the village of Pikrowpetta, which is near Tuni, Am-
mana, out caste hible woman, has in answer to prayer re-
ceived health and strength, so that she can work now in a
way that sho could not for many years. Sho hss
beon tho means of winning another caste woman, au old
woman, who like herself is very carnest. .

The work which wa so promising in appearancs in
Rayahrapoody hasbeon seemingly stopped for a while as
the only convert in the villiage who seemed so enthusasi-
astic, acted very unwisely in ordering his wifo to be bap-
tisod, but she nat being converted very properly rofused
aud ran away to her mother's, and then the convert ab-
sconded with a cow which ho eaid belonged to himg but
which was probably owned by the wholo family, aiid to
‘furthor complicate matters, sold it’ to tho preacher who
accompanied me. We pray that out of this disorder
rightoousness may triumph and the name of Christ be
magnified. .

_In Jnggampett. o young Brahmin called at tho tent, he
spoke very geod English, had beon educated ot London
Miasion school, in Vizagapatam, he had often heard the

gospol, and read tho bible, and snid that ho was-secretly

¥ trusting in Chriat ; ho was urged to come out frofii heath-
anism but replied that the cost was too great. R

Nursaplatnam is a large place 35 miles north of Tuni.
Wo have Christisus in three villages near by, bt imust
secure s place in the t.wn. I visited and preached here.

Tho other day in preaching in Pontikots, upon the
{amiliar topic .of palpal and p 1, or sin and
merit, 1 said that worshipping idols was asin. * Worship-
ping idolsasin " laughed a bright-eyed” woman, *‘no, no,
this is'not a sin, but a geod work.”

——Ontho-previous-day my wifé and myself saw some
half o dozen shesp and numerous fowls which had boen
boheaded as an offering to the idols.

Pentakota is only a small village, but there are twelve
templesin it, the fishermen are very superstitious.

léoar this place a donkey was noticed with its ears cut
off. Why is this thus ? I asked of Abel the preacher.

The crops failed, he eaid ; and 8o its owner cut ita ears
offi He cortainly took a very cownardly way of vent-
ing his disappointment on a helpless benst.

At Marsiaretta some three miles from hero Mxs. Gar-
side, Atchamma; s bible wWoman, and myself went aud
preached, when the whole village turriedout to listen to
us. After the service, cocoanuts, eggs andmilk were given
to ue as presents, some eaid they believed tho message.

There seem tb bo three stages in many villages which
the peaplo pass through when the gospol is preached.

The firat is a period in which the missionary is well re-
coived and gladly listened to. Then when the firat con-
verts aro baptized, comoes a_time of persecution, which, if
tho converts are firm and do good works changes to.one
of toleranco, whon others may bo won.

"Boycotting is o woll-known custom here, neithor fire
nor water nor employment will at first bo given to tho
convert so that they may be reduced to a starving con-
dition.

Latély God has blessed this part with a bountiful har-
vost, so that the storohouses are full.

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Tn making the above tours I have travelled several hun-
dred miles in ox carts, aud on horasback, seeing some of
the worst roads I ever looked upon. .

1t seems & little liko boasting to write a0 .much about
one'ssolf. My oxouse is that the Christians in Canads who
sond money to India, may wish to know about the work

A Touching Incident.

.« + +« . . Letme tell you an incident of yes-
torday; but that you may the better undebstand it I must
ﬂ: back to s hot afternoon more than n week ago when

uth—Bible woman—on foot and 1 on my horse, wended
our way down the dusty road to the village. We had al-
most reached the point where the red gravel gives place
to sand, in which one sinks ankle deep, when 'two men
coming along in breathless haste stopped me, exclaiming,
** Wo are just coming for you, will you come to our house,
our brother is very illgl and only you can save his life, will
you come?” Qf coussp ] bade them lead the way, and
soon found lixyaelf in a court yard in the center of which,
on a cot, lay*the veriest skeleton of 8 man 1 ever ssw.
Long abatinence from food (starvation is the Hindu cure-
all) and consumption had reduced a once strong young
man to skin and bone, and it was very apparent that he
was dying. For two days we sent him sago, arrowroot
and the like, and medicine to keep down the fever that
was consuming his very life blood. Each day I visited
him, telling of Jesus, of His love, of the hope beyond and
of the Heaven above, to all of which he listened, making
no sign oither of rejectigui or-dcceptance. The third day
Ite refused any food or medecine, saying 'twas no use, all
would soon be over. The fourth day as I passed the
burning ground on my way to the house I noticed several
men watching by a smouldering corpse, and as I neared
my destination the great wailing ery of the mourners told
mo that the burning body passed ou the way was hat of
tho man I had come to see. I turned away, for what
word of comfort had I for the aged mother, for the wife
or sisters too 7 He had given no sign by which I might
even venture to suppose that he believed aught of what
T told him. Day after day went by before I courage
to go and see tho bereaved ones. Yesterday, however,
I went. The mother grested me with *“ 1 have waited a0
for your coming, that you might tell me more about the
Jesus Christ God of whom you told my son. He believed
in Him before ho died that day [and I want to believe
too.”

Extracta From a Letter From Miss Fitch to
Mrs. G. F. Currie,
' Bossiur, INmA, Feb. 1st,-1890.

My Dear Awunt.—It is just ong week to-day sinco my
arrival in Bobbili, and it 18 surprising how much at heme

‘I have come to feel during that short time. 1 wishI

gould describe Bobbili to you, that is the natural sconery,
1t is vory protty. It is not much troublo to describe the
town—a cluster of native huts with thatched roofs, with
a sprinkling of rathor more respectable native dwellings.
Of course, the Rajah being here, there are a fow nice
buildings. But the country round about is what attracts
the attention. AsIlook out from my veranda I gota
fino view of the hills, In the distanco is tho hazy, irregu-
lar line of the Ghauts range, and nearerare hillsof nearly.
every variety of form, somoe “of them actually covered to
the very orown with rjch verdure, a raro thing in this
country. And then ‘all about are groves of beautiful
trees, many of them tamarinds, which are vory graceful.
That old familinr line of poetry often comes to my mind,
¢* Whero overy Kroapect. plonacs, and only man is vile.”
1t does seem so here. ) .

I find Mrs. Churchill much more poorly than I had an-
ticipated. Tam very glad I camo to Bobbili. I beliave
the Lord's hand waa in it, because he had a work for me
to do in cheoring and comforting Mra. Churchill. She
has been much alone and it was vory bad for her. ' Her
trinls havo been many, but withal sho is brave and pa-
tient.

You will want to know.how I am nmisking out with tho
Innguage. I am sorry to report that I have not a teacher
yet. It will be difficult to procure one here, as thero are
no trained teachers of Telugu in Bobbili, I have wbout
an hour’s instruction a day and am deep in the mystorics
of the Télugu alphabet. Ibis a queer kind of jargon,

ot graceful and pretty. Do not forget tapray that the
ord will give me special help in studying Tolugu.

My organ is a great comfort to me, and tho natives ovi-
dently regard it as a wonderful piece of mechanism. They
come in_groups and squnt themsolves down on the ve-
randa while I play and sing to them. They acknowledgo
that it is much bettor than their musio. Their coming
in thia way, gives Mra. Churchill an opportunity of mlking
with them. about the * Way, the Truth, and the Life.”
They listen attentivoly and ascent to what sho says, but
still they do not beliove, or if they do thoy are afraid to
own it. Many of them have heard the story over and
over again, and their hearts seem hardened. Truly much
prayer is needed for this people. '

ow you will want to hear something about tho con-
ference in Oocanads, To begin—we had s grand good
time, o timo of rich spiritual blessing. The meetings
were indeed full of intorest. The matters discussed and
the manner of discussion were very helpful, and calcu-
lated to deepon one’s interest in the work. I nover at-
tended ‘moetings in my life where I received so much
good. Could the poople at home have been present at
that gnthering, thoy would never for a moment doubt
that the men and women out here are in the right place,
and fuil of zeal in the Maater's service, Every morning,
boforo the business bogan, thros-quarters of an hour was
devoted to prayor, and at such times tho Lord's presence
could be felt. Icame nway from the conferenco con-
vinced of one thing—the missionnries out here are in
enrnest, and another thing —they have to struggle ngainst
terfiblo diffioulties.
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I like all the missionaries very much. All, without
exception, are of good material, are wide awako, active,
earnest. .

Rouse up, littlo folks ! rouse up ! and make haste with
your dressing, olse we shall be lato. But I think I hearn
sloepy voico say *‘ oh dear; I neverdid risoat five o'alock
on Sunday morning snd why to-day?"” But you must, if
you wou]g come with e, so hurry and we will have our

** early tes " of bananas, bread sud milk ; and now jump-

up behind me on my horse and awdy wo go, down the
dusty réd-gravel road, past the burning ground, and yes !
thore ia a little curl of blue smoke and an odour of roast-
ing flesh and s group of men, all tolling only too plainl
that during the night somu one has died and thebody wi
aoon be but a heap of ashes ; past the tinshop at tbo en-
trance of the village where the tin-smith, sitting out on
tho vorands, has already begun his work for he
knows no Sabbath rest; past the goldsmith, who
like the tinsmith, is hammering away making jewels
for the nose, ears, neck, arms, waist, ankles and
toes of the Akidu ien, womeon, girls and boys ; pasta
tumbled-down old heathen templo; past the Mahomnedan
mosquo ; "past the queer little bits of shops, where you
never can buy anything you,want, becauso only things for
" native uso are kopt.; these ure apread out on the floor of
the veranda and the salésman sits behind them tailor-
fashion waiting for his customers ; past 8 group of chil-
dren who shout ‘‘salaam™ and, ‘* did you bring any
books " ** will {ou give we a paper to read-?% . I shake
my head—‘no, I have neither%ooks or papers to-day,”
" * will you bring one next time 1" they call aftbr us as we
turn s corner into a woe bit lane and roundandthei-corner
on to the Brahmin'street. Hero all the mon and boys are
sitting outside the front door cleaning their teeth with a
stick. On we go past the placo where they sell awful
stufiy to moke men drunk, and we Iave roached the Mal-
apilly. The horse slackens his pace to a walk and I raise
my voico and call ** Children | oh children ; come to Sun-
day School ; come to Bunday School ! " Through the street
W d at one door after another dusky little forms

appear bobbing back again to tell to a sister,” brother or

mother that wo have come, or we hear a great shout of
‘‘oh ! this is Sunday and here is the miss-ammagarn (as
thoy call me). They come trooping vut to join us and
wo oll turn‘onto tho veranda together, they pop down
into their places on the floor and we take our seat on the
block of wood placed ready for us ; a hymn is given out
and sung ‘while the }ate comers gathor in—still they come
and the number swélla—forty, %ortyﬁvo, fifty, or fifty-
five, sixty ; sixty boys and girla ranging in age from two
yoara to fourteen or fifteen and a few mothers and fathers

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- who form o Bible claas off to one side. The bell rings,
all know its moaning and every voice is bushed, every
little formed bowed with face to the floor, while prayer
is offered, or as one little girl said ¢ whilo we talked with
the'whito lady's God ;" Then the leason for the day in
given and the teachiors tako their ssveral classes, teach-
ing a verse to cach child therin; they aro learning the
Commandments and to-day ’tis the fourth—* Remember
the Sabbath Day to keep 1t holy.” Why they are thus
engaged lot us take a look at them—yes | this 15 the very
school of which I wrote long ago, you hardly recognize
in the orderly childron before- you the wild, frightened,
naked litblt(:lf'oungsbcm of whom I wrote, do you? True
they are still naked or nearly so, though the older ones
have made some littlo attempt at clothing and some of
the girls even comb their hair before coming ; but the
great difference is in their behaviour, they no longer

“scampor off in a fright if I look at them or rise from my
‘seat, nor is it any longer common to see a coupld of boys
hero and two or throe girls there trying to settle their
snall differencea with high words, and doubled fists, See
that laughing faced boy, sitting with folded arms ! there
was a time when we did not know what to do with him,
he twonld persist in pinching the little ones, poking them
(not at all gently) in the ribs and pulling their hair.
was in fact o general disturber: 6f the peace ; and that
curly headed girl in Dehgrah’s class! she was a trial too,
sho wouldn't sit down, Was always ready to run, some-

_ times I almost wished she would stay away, for, being
onv of the older girls, others followed her oxample.

Once, some of the teachers said “give it up ; no use
trying to have a Sunday School here,” for the fathers and
mothers, instead of helping us by sending their children,
tried to kesp'them at home, and those who came were so
unruly that "twas amall wonder if there wore discouraged
ones, but wo knew that Jesus could and would help us,
and sure enough He did ; but the lesson hour is over,
another hymn is sung and then comes tho ,recitation of
the verse learned, each ohild rires in turn, recites his
verse and receives his reward ; another prayer and 'tis
time to close, » touch of the bell and all. rise, another
touch and with one voice they all say ** salaam ” “‘salaam,”
and rush away. :

I think I hear wome ono ask-—** Whoever heard: of o
Sunday School that met at six o’clock in the morning?
why do you have it s0 early 1" Just because many of tﬁo
boys ara.cow-herds nnd the gisls shepherdesses and the
earlier the sun rises the earlier they must be away to the
pasture fiolds: o if we would have them in school we
must bo early too. Some months ago we met at half-past
geven, then at seven and so on till now we meet at six
and next Sunday we hope to be earlier still, for last week
aman came and looked round upon the achool just as
though he only wanted to sce how we were getting along,

" but he no sooner espied his daughter than he struck her
three or four heavy blows with his stick before I could
stop him and dragged her off to work ; and a little
mother came and ran her oyes over each olass, at lastthey
rested on her nino year old son, very quick she caught
him by the “jufu” and led him off; I ?lead that he
mnisht: remain a little longer but she said ‘‘no, the cows
had besn waiting over so long nud she couldn’t have any
more delny, if our Sunday School was going to keep
pw,ih from their work, it was a very bad thing and she
would not allow her hoya to core agan.”
