THE APPEAL 0F 1889.

The large reinforcement of two familios and the bettor
hall of a third which goos te India this fail, will give our
staff of workers and the Telugu Christians a wonderfully
encouraging impetus. We were preceded in our home
journey by a special appeal fromn the thirteen churcheii
of the Godavari Association, asking for missionary rein-
forcemnents this Iear. The response will be to thomn a
direct answertean oft-repeatedprayer, and will strengthen
their faith and increaso their hope. AIl the missionaries
of both Canadian missions present at the l3imlipatam Con-
ferenco in 1889, assured me bof ore leaving that the ap-
peal thon sent home was still the desire of their hearta,
and expresaed but inadequately the roal noed of the
fields. That appeal, as we ail remomber, askod ono
missionary family te every 50,000 of tho people.

Threo millions of Telugus are dependent upon the
80,000 Baptiste of all Canada for the Bread of Life.
'rhat means that eavh Canadian Baptist is responsible

for 37 heathen Telugus. Sixty missionary familles and
a proportionate number of single ladies should be at
work where we are now represonted by only 15 families
and 10 single ladies. Fort,-five miss3iorary families and
single men are stil called for, twentî,-eight te be sent ont
by the Maritime Baptists and seventeen by the Upper
Provinces.

The latter are sending two mon this year. Where are
the other fifteen ? Where is the money to, send them 1
The Maritime Baptias are struggling over the possibility
of sending out an old and well-tried worker, already
included in their six families of missionaries. Tbey feel
too hopelessly and despondently poor this year te make
an attompt at any advance into the 28 familios which
their great northern field of 1,700,000 moula still cals for.
Thero are noble, d-evoted and faîthful bands of foreign
mission enthusints amongst our Maritime Baptiste. But
the body as a whole, for the last twene*y years, have
stood, almost still in foreign mission onterprise. Thore
is now j ust one mission family and one single lady more
than landed in India twenty-two years ago.

No power on earth, not even the greed for gain, could
niove our people te make the offeringe, say, investments,
necessary to, send ont and equip the 45 needed families.
The Baptiste of Ontario muet needs invest only W4,000
as an initial oxpense, te get their 15 families ont to
India, housed there and ready for the best effective
work on the field. Thon at an annual outlay of, say,
about $70,000, they could koep a staff of 26 mon, a large
number of single women, native agentes, schools, and all
the essentials of an active campaign bard at work.

The Maritime Baptiste, by immediately invosting
$70,000, would be in a position to forward, bouse in
India, and prepare for mont blessed service, the 28 mon
called for. Thon, eacb year, an investment of $90,000
would keop the entire staff of 34 mon, of many singlo
women, hosts of native agente, and ahl the accossories of
a most efficient mission, carrying on the holy war in the
very citadel of the onomy's country.

No power on earth, not even the greed for gain, oould
move our people te sucb a magnificent enterpriso. But
the gentle, all-pervading and omnlipotently-constraining
power of the love of Christ, which cometh down from
above, is moving on the hoarts of our Baptist hoste, to
do what no other power will do.

At presont, a few, a very few only, of our people are
in sevoro, self-sacrificing seriousness about the commis-
sion of Christ: " The Gospel for all mon before they
die." And yot, during the twelve months ending with
May of this year, those few in Ontario and Quebec alone
contributed over $35,000 for Foreign Missions. In
three months they cleared a deficit of $10,000. Right
on the back of that, and a year of hardoned stress ini
many matters, they assumne the support of two extra
famiies.

If these things be doue in the dry tree, what will be
done in the green? If the few can do so much, wlut
will the many not do when God gives them the will te
do ? Brethren of the large hand, sisters of the largo
heart, lot me extend to, you the right hand of great joy,
and open to, you the heart f ull of deep gratitude. Three
thbuusad five hundred of your Telugu brethren in Christ,
your nine xnissiouary families, your eight single ladies-
join me in rapturous joy over the faith, the hope, the

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The future 1)ri)sl>ects of our missicn-what are they ?

For sonme time 1 have feared that a part, if net ail of our
missionaries would resign and seek a field where they
could more reasonably expect fru its of their labors, un-
less substantial aid were speedily sent. From this point
of view the prospect is, that our field will soon be aban-
doned.

But this idea we can net, and wiii not, for a moment
entertain. We have become idcntified with this field,
and every station is more or less dear te us.

Abandon our Telugu mission! No!! A thousand
times No!: There is another standpoint from which
we May view its future. Much pioneer work has been
done. The seed has been faithfully and persistently
sown, and it has been watered by dcvoted and unceasing
labor, by carnest iniportunate prayer. The Gospel leaven
is spreading. The power of Christian living is having
its effcct. The Telugu mmnd is awaking-enquiring, and
becoming more receptive of truth. God's word will not
return unto Him void. " The fields are white unto the
harvest. "

Where are the additional laborers ? Who wîll go and
thrust in the sickle and help garner these seuls for the
Master I Let us keep clearly in mmnd the Gospel fact,
that whatever failure or inefficiency there has been or î
in our mission work, the cause resta with us. No matter

*~whe or what fails, the promises cf our Heavenly Leader
tever faji. They form a solid feundation upen which we

can alivays rest in perfect senrity. He makes the condi-
tions of Hlis blessing such that it is possible for us'te
meet thein and receive the blessing.

A grand future is in store for our mission, if we will
only meet God's conditions. Then the burdens, which
are crushing the very life eut cf cur missionaries, will be
lightened, they will work with new zest, God will be
honered, and there will be ne lack cf cheering news.
f rom the field.

Sisters, what have we te do with the future of our
Telugu mission? De we owe anythi ng te the Gospel cf
Christ ? What do we net owe teoit? In proportion as
Christ's Gospel is received, undcrstood, and lived, is
woman's condition bettered ; her physical, mental and
moral status elevated. Christ ivas and is emphatically
woman's friend and champion. Hie is always the friend
of the oppressed, and, witheut the Gospel, woman is
oppressed, dcgraded and tyrannized over. Do we net;
see in this, dear sisters, an added reason for making a
supreme effort that our Telugu sisters may have this
Gospel and enjcy with us its, benefits and blessings ?
Have we thought cf our responsibility in this light?
That the command, "go ye " is laid upon us net only as
Ghrisians-as those redeenied by the blood of Christ :
but as Christian ivomen, as those etnancipated. from the
moet degrading serfdom, and given social and educa-
tional advantages-everything that makes 111e desirable.

How much do we owe our Lord on this score ? Suppese
a revelation of the plan of salvatioii were made known
te ens of us-that the truths of the Bible-the news that
Christ gave His life te redecm us from eternal death
were revealed te one-only oe of us, and ahl other women
were tetally ignorant of this precieus knowledge; how
would that one feel ? The responsibility cf being sole
possessor of such glorieus tidings would se press upon
her that she would hasten te make it knewn ; she would

6 go tell it " te aIl around-seek eut opl)ertunities te
publish. the glad news. Nor would she rest while any
were ignorant cf the saving knowledge. This is the
feeling we sheuld have about this message te our Telugu
sisters. Gcd dees net hold us acceuntable as societies
only-er as groupa of women, or leading, officers ; but as
individuals. Hie keeps a separate acceunt with each
saved woman. lie takes acceunt of stock. Talents,
early training, social anîd religieus advantages, influence,
meney, time, etc., are placed on the debtor side. On
the credit what de we find? (I am speaking now of our
obligations te our heathen sisters only.) A dollar a
year as membership fee iii the Aid Society for some, an
heur a montli te hear of, and pray 'er, our missionaries
and their work-soectimes ; but I forbear. Let each
one suin up the items fer herself and sce if ail is satisfac-
tory-if, in her judgment, the account balances. If net,
How much do you owe? how much do I owe ?

In the M. and V. cf ,Jan. 3rd, 1894, Mr. Higgins
writes cf how much they necd twe small tents in their
teuring. H1e told the native Christians of scîf-denial
week among the Salvatienists, and asked them how they
would like te adopt the plan te raise money for the
tents, so that the people in the surrounding villages
could have the Gospel preached te them. Many cf
theni were aiready giving one-tenth of their income, but
this was te be an extra. The meinbers of the different
families were wiiling te go te bcd hutngry for Jesus'ake,
thus cutting down the rations ene-quarter and put away
its value ech night fer a week. One Bible-woman
prcmised, ini addition, te seli her necklace, which would
bring about $1.25. ilf the price. was te help clothe
her two beys who were in the bcarding department, the
other haîf was for the tents. Thc paster David and his
wife agreed te give up coffee, as well as cut down the
rice. Is there a lesson for us here? Can we learn any-
thing from this seif-denial for " Jesus' sake " practised,
by these native Christians ? ,Mr. and Mrs. Higgins
joined with these natives and relinquished the use of
sugar in evcry form for one week.

How many of our Maritime womcn give te, missions te
the point of self-denial; hew many iii this rocîn give for
" Jesus' sake " tili we feel the pinch ? I am net sure
that Christ's law for Christian giving requires Hia fol-
lowers, cither in India or America, te retire hungry :
but I am sure that a plainer diet would, in some cases,
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trake osibile butter mork (for Codî and hummeity, auct
