Our missionaries have waited long amid great
inconvenience for the money necessary in order to
begin operations. In January, Mr. McLaurn
wrote : ** We had hoped to have been able to build
our school-house during the past year, but huve
been disappointed.  Our work is sorely crippled
for want of this one building. There is little
use in building girls' quarters in our Compound
as long as our school-house is suw méles distant, at
the other side of the town. The girls cannot walk
there and back twice a day.” Qur missionaries are
obliged to go this distance to and from their work,
uader the blazing sun in the hottest part of India,
and pay the high rental of $270 a year for unsuit-
able, inconvenient rooms. i

In view of this urgent want we appeal with con-
fidence to the women of our churches, believing
that they will not shrink from the task, but with
cenergy and perseverance will devise ways ah¢t means
for raising the necessary money with as /¥ delay
as possible.  They will thus accomplish a noble
work ; but it can only be done by united and hearty
cfiort, Last year our Women's Society in the West
had difficultics to contend with which have been
happily temoved ; this year we hope not only to see
those circles already in existpnce increasing in inte-
rest and liberality, but that many new ones may be
formed. Let us aim at great things and the result
will surprise ourselves. Above all, et us do this in
the name of Christ and for His sake, remembering
whose we are and whom we serve. :

, 1€ s0 much has been accomplished when God's
ople have just awakened fairly to the *“Go ye
nto-all the world,” dc,-what. is going.10. be the
outcome when His people belicve all the words He
has spoken and feel the weight of their own decla-
ration of fealty to Him as their King?

1 was more moved than I can tell at the last
meeting of the Conference by some remarks of Dr.
Murray Mitchell. They were on this wise :—Two
thousand years ago the great Asoka was emperor of
all India. His daughter, a beautiful, cultivated
young woman,and her brother, renounced the bright
prospects before them, and put on the yellow robes
of Buaddhism. They renounced the world and gave
themselves to religious work.  Their carnestness
Was great ; their work great and lasting. The poor
devil worshippers of Ceylon were discipled by them;
and how well theydid their work missionaries among
the Ciogalese can this day testify. If the spicit of
Buddhism could so take hold of the highest and best
of India, should not the spirit of Chnst do as much
for many who have culture and wealth in Great
Britaio ? -

I would apply this, as Dr. Mitchel) did, to the
work that is on hand for India’s degraded womep.
Are there not many single women, even in Canada,
who bave culture and wealth, who could support
themselves as they did “ Zenana work” in India ?
Oh, my sifters, does not the fact that you have
independent means increase your obligation rather
than diminish it? The obligation to go p:rsonally
and work as Asoka's daughter did is what I mean.
No Hindu could charge you with coming to.India
to make a living for your compfart or your pleasure.
Your work and words would come with added
power home to the people. How close it comes
home to us—‘Though He was rich yet for our
sakes He becamne poor.” "How much in this to dis-
arm opposition, soften the heart, and change hate
tolove!l You surely will not say to me, * Physician,
heat thysel(.” Do not the cries of our absent chil-
dren ring in our ears?  But louder and mighticr
than the roar of oceans is the cry of those whom we
may rescue and save, who are sinking into the
abominable heathen tide that bears the drowning
millions into an endless night.  Where, O where
is your compassion that is born of the spirit of
Christ, who came 1o seck and save that which is lost.

Jover's gift, we know not, but carofully sho brought
her oherished treasure, broke the alabaster box, and
poured the precious ointment upon Christ.

Quickly, with hush of every selfish murmur,
glowed from an imporishablo monument the fadoless
inscription : “ She hath done what she could, And
wheresoover this gospel shall be preached in the
whole world, this also that this woman hath done,
shall be told for-a memorial of her.”

Leaving the Church one Sabbath morning receutly
3 woman newly in mourning, placed alittle parcel of
swall silver coins into my hand, saying, * Put thew
into the Foreign Missionary Treasury for me, please ;
they were little darling's gatheringa” Only a few
“weeks eince the sweot-voiced child-hod yung “ Safe
in tho arms of Jesus,” and thon ceased forever.
And thus the igolizing and boreaved mother bad
brought her precious tressure to fill, porchsnce,
sowo heathen homo with the swoot welody and odor-
ous name of Jesua. And surely,thoughy 1, * this also
thot this woman hath done, shalt-bo told for a
memorial of hor.” '

The Condition -of Hindu Women.
Mr. McLaurin's letter to Mrs. Alloway.

The Hindu woman is a slave,—a physical
slave in a modified form—a mental slave—a social
slave—a moral slave, and a spiritual slave ; and
perhaps the worst of all is that she is a willing slave
—will not be made free,—often struggles against the
truth which makes free with a great deal more vehe-
mence than her husband does. Excepting with very
young girls and widows, the physical slavery cannot
be said to be very galling. The widows of the higher
castes, who may be any age (rom five years to three
score and ten, have a miserable lime of it The
smallest child in the house is allowed 1o insult
apd abuse them with impunity. They are only
borne with as a great calamity. There 15 but litt]e
social life among the Hindus at best, and their
absurd and jealous rules with reference to the co-
mingling of the sexes make what there is of society -
asham.  Unable to read, and knowing nothing of
the world beyond her own particular caste or vil-
lage, the Hindu woman's mental range must be
small indeed. Her husband tells her ,nothing,
because he says she cannot understand, and he
takes the best means in his power of making his
words true, by withholding all incentive to enquiry.

Her spiritual life is the most miserable of all.
A few meaningless ceremonies on feast days,—a
few uncouth posturings before an obscene idol—a
few daubs of rted paint on the forehead or a co-
pious supply of safiron rubbed on theface and
limbs,—and the hope of being transmigrated into a
female buffalo or dog in the coming world,, make
up the greater part of her religious existenc.

No wondér they commit suicide in thousands ;
no wonder that with their mother fingers they stop
the breath of their litt]e gir/ dadies, no wonder that
they are truthful; chaste and loving only through
fear of sclt'.intcres‘. 'wonder that they are swayed
by considerations.o! Rnssion and present pleasure
alonk. PO e
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Now, do not suppose from what I have written,
that these Hindu men are fiends in human shape,
veritable Blue Beards, whose;roogs aretalippery
with wilely'goie-; not-at-all,-<they-are-natmolly a5
good-natured, as, fonﬁ, oifthegihative country, their

A Short Sketch of the Telugu Mission,
PROM IT8 COMMENGEMRNT 70 THE PRESENT TIME.
Compiled for the Missionary Link.

On the westorn coast of the Bay of Bongal is the
Country of the Telugu's, etrotohing north and south
about 600 or 700 miles, and oxtonding from the
coast inland o distanco of 300 ond 400 miles. Tt is

-0 country densely poopled, numbering by the Jatest

catimate 18,000,000. But Tolugus are scattorod far
beyond the bounds of their own peeuliar torritory,
dwelling in large numbers in oll the towns und cities
of Soutli#in India. - -
- T'he prevalent religion is Brahminism, while the
aystem of caste is rigidly maintained, as every whore
in Hindostan. This lotter opposes. & formidable
barrior. to the progross of the Gospel, bat even this
obstaole ia becoming graduvally weakened by the
advanoing tide of Christinn civilization.

As early s the year 1805, the London Mission-
ary Socioty made a feeble offort to evangelize the
Telugu's but the enterprise was attended. with little
orno , and was lly relinquished.

Thirty years rolled ou without-further steps béing
taken ;:then in September, 1885, tho Rov. Samuol
Day, a native of Canada, and his wife, eailed from

'

~
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Boston to Caleutta, under the auspices of the Ameri-
can Baptist Missionary Boclétyi with instructions to
open o Mission gmong-the Telugus..

On his arrival in*Indin, 1886, in Fobruary, Mr.
Day proceeded to. Vizingapatam, one of the principal
cities of the Tolngu country, There he engoged o
learned Brahmin as his teacher, and sought to pro-
paro himeplf for his arduous work ; but ore long
Mt. Day deemod: it to be moro conducive to his
work to eatabligh his residonce in the vicinity of

Maodrns, and thither he accordingly ‘went.
*--Four-years of labour passed away amidst numer-
ot difficultios and discouragements ; a fow Eurasi-
ane, Tamils, and English, residents were baptized,
but none of the Telugus.

Mr. Day then began to think of Nellore as per-
hups bottér euited to his work. That town is 110
miles north of the city of Madraes, and is situated in
tho midst. of a large population, puroly Telugu, He
romoved 'his fawily theré, rented o piece of land,
ond erected Mission prémises. Soon after his sottle-
ment at this new station he was pormitied to wel-
come to his aid Rev. Stephen Van Husen and wife,
from tho United States.

In Beptember of thie year, 1840, Mr. Day bap-
tized his firet Telugu convert’; the second followed in
1843. Daring this interval schools wore established
und the Gospel porsistently preached at thé sireet
corners, and at every availabie point. Many heard
it by the way-side, and in visiting the schools, where
the people were. moro than willing to bave their
childron taught. Thus was the eoil under silent
preparation for the soed of the Kingdom.

The population in snd about Nellore wore by this
time gradually beginning to fosl the power of gospel
trath, ond to cherish some doubts respecting tho
divioity of their idole-—--- -~ - -~ -

But alas, the heslth of the Missionaries began to
fail ; Mr. Van Huson was -obliged to roturn home,
tho victim of a distressing malady. Ho was unable to
resumo his work, and died in 1854, aged 42. Soon
after ho left Nellore, Mr. Day was so prostrated by
sudden and sevore illness that he too was obliged to
goek health and rest in his native land, leaving his
Chureh, School, and the Missionary proporty in the
chargo of a Eurasion proscher sided by the native
Chriatians.

At home the question of abandoning the Telugu
country as a Mission field was soriously entortained,
but Mr. Day st ly pleaded for fts conti
and reinforcemont ; accordingly iv wss determined
not to advise a dissolution of the Mission, but to
wait for future indications of Providenco to docide
the polioy which should hereaftor b pursued.

It will interest some of our réaders to learn that
the late Rov. John Bates, 8o Joved and respected
hure, and who waa tho father of Mrs. Timpany and
Mis. McLaurin ; and the Rev. Dr. Caldicot, so long
tho faithiul pastor of Bond St. Church, were both

resent al the Board meeting heldat Tmy, N. Y., in
gfay 1848; indeod Mr. Bates was the one who opened
the weeting by prayer, when the subject was dis-

- cussed.

At tho end of two yoars Mr. Day’s health was so
fac restored 08 to enable bim to resumo hia loved
work.  This time ho was accompanied by Mr.
Jowott and wife ; they left Boston 10th October,
1848.

Thoen followed five years of struggloand almost
utterly fruitloss efforts, ut the end of which time the
question of giving up the Mission was sgain undor
consideration by the Home Board.

Tho subject was fult to be an important one. It
was eamnestly and prayerfully dealt with, The spo-
+*al committeo, in their report, which rang with the
courage of fuith, observed : « We regard the work
“of Missfons, not ds & Worlk of oxpediensy, bit of
fnith and persevering labour ; the door is wide opon ;
it is o vast.and :pevishing. fiold.. - Who will dare to
rotreat} The God of Missions is a grest God, and
.our times of necessity have -beon our times of-salva-
tion.” B

Eloquent pleas woro also urged by friends of the
Mission, and the' Lord caused thom to provail. One
of tho speakers, Rov. J. L. Burrqws, pointing to
Nellore on the, map suspended over the platform,
called it *The Lono Btan”. Tho words fell with

peculiar forco on the ears of ono presont, and. that

night Dr. 8mith put to papor the following stanzas

Though faith had yet to be sorely tried, the ac-
complishment of the prediction, couched in theabove
impromptu stanzas, will soon appear in the sequel to
this sketch.

Reov. MIr. Day relinquished the field o second
time, in 1853, leaving Mr. Jowatt-and family alone
in their work. In this same year Mr. Jowett, with
bis wife and a hative Chrietian, visiled a town named
Ongole, 77 miles north from Nellore, containing a
population of sbout 6,000, al 'l‘orl:'u Tho Miss-
jonary, Lhouqh ‘stoned and reviled, preached the
Gospel.in the streets and thoronghfares of Ongole ;
and towards ovoning, the work of the day having
boon aeemingly in vain, the thres ascended a bill,
overlooking the town, and there singing a hymn,
they prayed to God to send a Missionary to Ongole.

The years roll away, with labours incessant an@
rometimes discouraging, alibost boyond the endur.
ance of the strongest faith. In 1862, nftor 14 year
of unremitting toil, Mr. Jawoett, with his physical
systom almost hopelessly shattered, was compelled
to roturn home.

The Anniversary Mestings of the Union wore
being held this year, 1862, at Providence, R 1.
For tho thind time, the question of abandoning the
Mission was under debato, but Mr. Jawati was
there to plead for the cause he so dearly loved, and
in most emphatic terma he avowed his detertmination
nover to give itup. The Lone Star Mission was to
him precious beyond exjression. With the vision
of faith he beheld a day breaking for the millions of
that benighted people.

The confidence, courage and faith of such a tried
man as Mr. Jowolt, wore not to botreated lightly,
sud could not bo overthrown by a poliey of expo-
diency. 1t was resolved ** To return Mr. Jowott, if
his health permit, and to send o helper with him.”

And now the day was breaking ; that remarkablo
prayer’ meeting on tho hill of Ougole, held by three,
believing eouls, wis not forgotton by Him who an.
swors prayer; tho blessing, after 12, years, was
about to descend. The Lord mised up a helper in
the person of Mr. Clough, who, spucially designnted
ag the * Missionary to Ongole,” arrived at Nelloro,
in company with Mr. Jewelt, 1865.

Early in the year 18€6 Mr. Clough mado his first
visit to his appointed atation, and on the 1st Jan.
1867, a Church of 8 souls was organized in Ongolo.
This little ono was destinnd to bocome a thousand. |
In 1874 it was tho fargest Baptist Church in the
world, numbering about three thousand three hun-
drod souls,

M. Clough writes, Sept. kyth: |

“The total number baptized up to date, since
June 15, is 9,147. Is this too large a blessing ?
Is it notwhat you have been praying for? Are the
converts unacceptable, because so many ?  Are we
not after a// the ‘Teloogoos? We—my native
preachers and mysel{—believe in the Lord Jesus

-| Christ, and in preaching the gospel. We baptize

those only whom we have reason to believe he has
regenerated. How can we do otherwise? The
converts are not the rich high-caste Hindoos, but
are weavers, cobblers, tanaers, farm laborers, etc. ;
and are mostly of the Madaga and Mala castes.
About two thousand are small farmers, and own
about six acres of land each, on an average. With
common elementary education for the mass of con-
verts, added to their Christianity, they will be, in a
few years, largely the bone and sinew of this part
of the Teloogoo. country. They cannot help us
much now, but will generally do all they can. The
clamor for preachers and teachers for the four hun-
dred villages is excruciating. ‘The twenty-two
preachers of last year are at work. The graduates
from the seminary are at work.  ‘The old village
schools are ail revived, and are floffrishing.  Séveral
lay preachers, or ““lighis of t’¢ jungle)” as 1 call
them, have been set to work 10 help us hold the
position and press out our pickets. These are now
out one hundred miles to the west, and seventy
miles north.

Our old normal schoot is 2gain in operation, with
forty-seven men and large youth, fifty women and
girls.  Four competent teachers are pushing them
as fast as possible.  Besides these we have a few
‘boys and girls in Mr Loughridge's school ; and
seventy-three men and fifty-four women (under God
our hope) in the theological seminary at Ram-
apatam. * * *

As much work should be carried on during the
year 1878.79 over this mission field as pn fen ordi-
nary mission fields. This is self-evidept. God has
led us up to this point.  He points ahpad. Thou-
sands of converts now await baptism\ We must
advance’along the line, and keep the old camp-fires
burning also.  * Vestigia nulla retrorsum,”  Sound
this grand old motto out over the land until every
sleeping Baptist is not only awake, but af work.

[The Canadian mission field is immediately to
the north of Mr. Clough’s. The effects of this
wonderful work of grace must extend to all the ad-
jacent districts ; only let us faithfully and earnesily
sustain our nussionaries with our prayers, and
money for their work, and we too shall have a
blessing.  Ku.]

- DEAR Bovs anp Giris.—Do any of you know
what a famine means? If we had no min for many
months, the ground would become.hard. .Our
farmérs might plant wheat and :corn, hut the seeds
would not grow. . When the -haryest. tjme came
there would be no grain to reap. Very soon it

would be hard to get food, and many little boys P

and girls would-go to bed hungry. That is the
way a famine begins, and then. people starve to
death. . A little while ago. there was a great famine
in India. Hundreds of wothers saw their little
children, crying Tor bread, and had none to give
them. Strong men grew weak and pale and thin,
and many people died of hunger, Then the news
came to our land that a whole nation was starving
for food. God had given us good harvests that
year, and our barns were full of grain. So when
we heard of the heathen dying in that far-off land,
we sent help aver the ocean-to buy food for them. |
‘This famine did not last long ; but a worse one is
in India now. It has iasted for hundreds of years.
Oane J'ear ago these people were dying. for want of
bread to feed their bodies; but their souls have been
starving all their lives.  Our souls need food just
as much. as our bodies, and we cannot have eternal
\Jife unless they are’ fed. Jesus says, “1 am the
bread of life ; he that cometh unto me shall never
bunger, and he that believeth on me shall never
thirst.” This is the food that our souls need, .and
the heathen in India are starving because they
never heard about Jesus.
