MISSIONARY SCHEMES AT MADEIRA.

You have made, in some of your leading articles, some
very interesting observations on the missionary labors
of the Protestamis. Your readers will doubtless be much
edified by a litile information on one of those giganiic
efforts for the spread of Gospel truth, which has not, as
far as I know, been as yet brought forward to receive
merited publicity and admiration.

1o every quarter of these countries are
to be found Catholic missionaries—intellis
geot, educated, devoted men—teaching
schools, catechizing, administering sacras
ments, preaching the gospel, Their suc-
cass is everywhere 1ncreasing almost be-
youd hope. The old fanaticism is begin-
mirg to pass away {rom the followers of
ihe false prophet. The decay of tempo~
ral success has dimmed the faith of the
Mussulman, The breaking up of Mahom-
mcdan empires has sounded in his ear the
znell of Mehommedan worship ; and he
s'ands mute and passive, often with the
1ocility of a child to listen to these strange
messengers from the West, to come to tell
nim of a faith which was centuries old

when his prophet fled tq Medina, and;
13 now in the freshness of ils vigouri
when the kingdoms of his prophet are,

mouldering and passing away, Of the
tireek schism, a mere earthly, and there-
‘ore, in every sense, damnable worship —
1 worship of the powers of this world—he
will hear nothing. Of Protestantism he
xnows nothing, and can understand little,
but that it is a commercial, cumfortable,
Jomestic doctrine, sadly wantingin the
s1iement of authority and the dignity of
self~denial. But of Catholicism he is
compelled to have other theughts, It is
very touching to read on this subject the
narratives of the missionaries in those
countries, The f{ollowing passages are
taken from a Memoir of M. Etienne, Pro~
curator~General of the Lazarists. It is.
dated the 29th Nov., 1840, and is to be
found in the *“ Annals of the Propagation
of the Faith’ for March 1841 :— .

The last hour of the Ottoman power
will syund only when her inheritance shali
be irrevocably secured to the Church. of
Jesus Christ.

Such is the conviction which every one’
must carry back with him from the East,
who attentively siudies the progress
which our faith is making there in pro~
portion as the empire is declining. This
13 a eonviction which is shared even by
the Turks. They feel that their reign is
over, that they form but the shadow of a
nation which is rapidly passing away, and
that it is impossible for them henceforward
to struggle against the principle of death
which is undermining tReir constitution.
And, what is most remarkable this people,
whose simple, frank, and ncble character
challenges respect in the midst of their
misfortunes, are intimately persuaded that
it is for us to inherit their ruins. In pro-
poition 10 the coatempt they manifes;
for sectarisny, whom they confound with
the Jews in one commou sentiment of
hatred, do they exhibit towards the Ca-
tholics feelings of affection. Is thisaa in-
dication of the spproaching union of the
children of Mahomet with the great fami-
ly of Jesus Christ? We have every rea-
son to think so, when we behold Islamism
falling in decay and the true faith rising
upon itsruins.

SYMPTOMS OF SCHISM.

Puseyism has for some time past been
lying not dead indeed, but externally
tranquil, displaying its life for the most
part by strange semi-Catholic writings,
chiefly and mainly in the pages of the
British Critic, in which breathes the spi-
rit of the subtlest and acutest~—perhaps
also one of the most honest of the Pusey-
ite leaders: However, within the last
few days we havehad asmall movement—
a storm in a puddle—f{rom another quar-
ter.

Dr. Pusey, it is said, has requested two
days before he delivers up the sermon, and

In support of these
statements Dr. Pusey quoted the language
of the Council of Trent, session xiii., c. &
and 4. It may be remarked here, that
Dr. Turton, the able and learned Dean of
Westminster, in his work on the Eucha-
rist, has ably criticised the principles of
interpretation adopted by Dr. Wiseman,

but of these criticisms Dr. Pusey took not
the least notice.

The seccnd part of the sermon was on
the Communication of the Remission of
Sins : and here the reader will perceive
comes the awful and practical part of the
subject.  Transubstantiation is not a bar-
ren, inoperative speculation, bat conati-
tutes a system of divinity, and determines
the whole character of the revelation of
Gon's {will to man ; and Dr. Pusey
went necessarily the whole length of
the argument, and laboured to show, that
the “remission of sina” referred not only
to the atonement on the cross, by the
one offering of the body of Cunisr,
but also to the celebration of the Loxp's

Supper; here again he quoted *the ancient
Church,” as authority. This doctrine is

also maintained in Tract 90, as we are
asserting,*that there is nothing in the thir-
ty-first article against the mass in itself, or
when considered as a continuation of
Cunist’s eacrifice.”—p. 63, first edition.

Consistently with these views, Dr. Pas
sey, in practically applying his subject,
spoke of the Lorp’s Supper as the means
of continuing and maintaining the spiritual
life imparted in baptism; and urged to
mere frequent communion, both on the
part of “the Aoly,"” and of sinners; the
