He (the Marquess of Claaricarde)
felt satisfied that the most enesgetic mea-
sures were necessary, in ozder to demon-
strate to tho Legislature the various griev-
ances which preceded aud produced the
preeent excitemenr.  He alinded pavticus
lasly to the important measure of corpor-
ate reform—of electoral rights——of inade-
quate misrepresentation.

suasion. It was impossible to thok
that the people could rest satisfied undur
such a weight of oppression ; and if thosn
and other such grievances were not speedi-
ly remedied, he would himself, alihough
now opposed to repeal of the vnion, be-
con,e a determined repealer— (hear, hear,
and applause.)

In
proof of these facts, we give extended ex-
tracts from the National Intelligencer, at
Washington, a journal that has the mcans
of information at hand ; and we also give
extracts from papers in this city, which
boast, apoarently, that they give their
statements on the bhighest authority—
meaning Mr. Webstor himself, who appears
to be the origin and instigator of all oppo-
sition 1o the annexation of Texas.

Thisis a truly momentous—a most se-
rious subject.

8 ¢ matter of
prudence, but not as a matter OF nceéasity,
‘should consult his Council in all matters of
adequate importance, he being the sole
judge of what cases come withia this des-

4th. 'That the Council may, if consistent
with the wish of the Governor, be comnpo-
sed of three individuals, only one of who
‘olds office, so that they have his canfidence.

5th. ‘Thatit is notinconsistent with Res-
ponsible Government for the Governor to
carry on _the Government with a Council so
«omposed. ]

\\;e are not Waly at 4 los todiscover any
sesemblance between His Excellency’s views
on Responsible Government, and the plain
and obvious meaning of the Resolutions of
1841 ; but we perceive n every positioh he
hastaken what we think the directly oppo.
site and antagonistic principle.

Tt requires 1o argument to prove that the
Jate Ministry and Reformers hold an entire.
1y different view on this subject, from those
sbove taken from his Excellensy’s published
writings.
