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De toutes les raisons qui ont retar-
dé si longtemps le développement de
la sténographie francaise, pendant que
PAngleterre, P'Allemagne et méme I'l-
talie prenaient un avantage marqué, la
principale avait toujours été le man-
que 2'un systtme d’'abréviations ; et,
tandis que la méthode Duployé per-
mettait d' ir péniblement des vi-
tesses de 120 A 130 mots 2 la minute,
il nous était donné de voir les étran—
gers en écrire 200 et méme beaucoup
plus.

Nous avions bien des sténographes
francais en état de donner, eux aussi,
ces vitesses, mais ils étaient fort rares
et ils n’y arrivaient que grice a des
abréviations absolument personnelles ;
il en résultait que leur écriture n’était
pas lisible que d'eux mémes. tandis
que les Anglais (systemes Isaac Pitman,
Benn Pitman, Graham, Munson,
Dement, Gregg, etc.) depuis longtemps
se traduisent tous avec la plus grande
facilité,

Encore aujourdhui, au Canada,
nous ne rencontrons pas un seul sténo-

graphe franqais en éat de relire les
notes d’un confrere et tous les hommes

de profession qui ont beso’n chaque
jour de recourir a la sténographie
savent combien regrettable est cet état
de choses qui, dans bien des cas,
rend complétement nuls les avantages
qu'on devrait retirer de la sténogra-
phie.

Cette nécessité de donner aux sté-
nographes un systtme qui leur per-
mette de se relire entre eux est de la
plus hautc importance, et I'art abrévia
tif ne pourra donner tout ce quon est
en droit d'en attendre que lorsqu'on
sera parvenu 2 UNIFIER le systeme.

Le moment est arrivé pour nous de
nous inquiéter de cette question capi-
tale.

La Commission Scolaire Catholique
de Montréal s'occupe trés activement
de rendre l'étude de la sténographie
obligatoire dans les écoles sous son
controle, et au mois de septembre pro-
chain nous pourrons voir nos jeunes
écoliers se mettre bravement a I'étude
de cet art aujourd’hui indispensable.

Nous applaudissons a la décision de
la Commission et nous sommes heu—
reux de voir que bien qu'en disent cer-
tains esprits chagrins, linstruction
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dans notre province n'est pas aussi en
arriere qu'ils le voudraient faire croire
pour les besoins de leur cause.

Nous ignorons quel sera le systeme
adopté par la Commission, mais nous
sommes convaincus que les hommes
€minents et éclairés qui la composent
prendront toutes leurs précautions a-
vant de faire un cnoix définitif et sau-
ront bien reconnaitre la meilleure mé-
thode & mettre entre les mains de la
jeunesse.

Mais, quelle est cette méthode ?

C'est le systeme Duployé (méthode
de Tlnstitut  sténographique  de
France), nous hiatons-nous de répon-
dre, et voila les raisons que nous ap-
portons a l'appui de notre affirmation :

1. Il est plus facile a apprendre que
P'ancienne méthode Duployé, parce
que les regles posées par lui sont plus
précises et, de plus, il est beaucoup
plus facile a relire.

2. Il est plus rapide que l'ancienne
méthode, parce que les regles de pla-
cement des voyelles indiquées par lui,
permettent de supprimer dans tous les
cas, 'emploi des accents sans nuire i
la lisibilité.

3. 1l permet darriver en tres peu de
temps a une vitesse de 80 2 100 mots
a la minute (vitesse nécessaire et suffi-
sante pour prendre des (0ics <t tonir
un emplci dans un bureau).

4. Il est la base de la Métagraphie,
cette sténographie supérieure formée de
regles fixes et précises qui ne deman-
dent aucun effort de mémvire et qui
permet d’obtenir des vitesses jusqu’a
ces derniers temps absolument incon-
nues.

Voila pourquoi nous disions tout a
heure que c'était le meilleur systeme,
et nous faisons des veeux pour qu'il soit
adopté.

C'est le meilleur systéme parce qu'il
est & la fois pratique pour les écoliers,
pour les hommes d'affaires, pour les
professionnels, et il a sur tous les
autres systemes frangais I'avantage in-,
discutable d'avoir un caractere officiel
puisqu’il est employé par tous les sté-
nographes des assemblées délibérantes
des pays de langue francaise.

C’est avec plaisir, que nous avons vu
la Commission scolaire de Montréal,
donner a la sténographie la place qui
lui revient dans nos écoles et si elle
arr¢te son choix sur le systtme de
I'Institut  sténographique de France,
clle pourra réclamer dans quelques
années, I'honneur d'avoir doté la pro-
vince de sténographes tous en état de
se relire entre eux, et d'avoir rendu par

La Machine a Sténographier.

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EXERCICES STENCGRAPHIQUES
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THE LONG GAIN

The gaining of enough shorthand to
quadruple the speed and ease of any
writer is a matter of ready accomplish-
ment. A dot on the line for “a” and
a dot above it for ‘“the”—you can
caiculate how many strokes you have
already saved yourself in a day’s
writing. A short oblique strok. above
the line for “of ” and on the line for
““to "—and you have another immense
economy. Step by step, as you learn
shorthand, you can put it to use in
your writing, to your immediate and
vast relief.  The principles are so
simple that ordinary child could learn
them ; so scientific as to delight the
mature mind. The forms of the words
are beautiful enough to please the
artist ; practical enough to please the
man of business. No teacher is needed,
and the odd minutes will suffice for its
mastery for private use. If you need
it you can have it, and ought to have
it.

Of course, you are confused by the
rival claims of the different systems.
Shorthand, like temperance, would
long ago have won the world, could its
advocates have united on 2 method.
But never mind - there are .nany sys-
tems, any one of which will do your
work. A friend of mind has adopted
one of the most illogical, clumsy, ab
surd styles of writing mnmnnnlc to
be shorthan at all - and produces

results so accurate and swift that all
objectors are instantly silenced. It is,
however, of the utmost utility to be
able to hand over your notes to your
typewriter for her to transcribe ; and
so I advise you to adopt one of the
three admirable sytems in widest use
Graham’s, Pitman’s or Munson’s. I
swing my own particular hat for the
first named.

IT you will get a full series of books
— hand-book, reader, and dictionary ;
if you wili persistently introduce the
forms, as you learn them, into your
ordinary wnting ; if you will practice
readms.', your shnrlhnnd as vigourously
as writing 1t ; and if you will constant-
ly consult the shorthand dictionary to
avoid learning forms that are not the
best, -you will soun win a happy
emancipation from the labyrimh of
longhand.

Then you will be able to make
complete memor.nda while other foiks
would be scrawling the date. Then
you can take down pleasing sentences
from lectures and sermons, precisely
in the words ued by the speaker.
Then you can make liberal extracts
from useful and helpful books, and
carry a small library of these quota-
tions in your vest- pocket, if need be.
Then, so far as you can persuade your
correspondents to use shorthand, you
can abridge your letter-writing three-
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fourths. Then you will find you can
write on the cars far more easily and
legibly.than with longhand, being able,
as 1t were, to sandwich in whole words
between the jolts. Moreover, your
seatmate will not be able to see what
you are writing, and you may be ana-
lyzing the financial situation, or in-
diting a sonnet to Fulvia’s bangs, for
all ke can tell ; and this is no slight
boon to a bashful poet. Then, notes
for essays can anywhere be jotted
down, outlines of sermons, abstracts of
arguments. passages of lectures. Then
your private notes may be left around
anywhere, in no danger from the
curious. And then, as already said,
you will have, wherever you go, that
crowning luxury of the nineteenth cen-
tury - a shorthand secretary.

The small space into which writing
can be packed in shorthand is no
slight advantage. It makes your manu-
script easier, to store and to carry, and
it lessens the paper bill. *s the writing
is so regular and compact, it is easy to
estimate its length. For the same
reason it can be read far more rapidly,
when you are once accustomed to it.
You read words and even sentences as
a whole, and the meaning dashes at
you with al! the force and brilliancy of
picture-writing, yet with the accuracy
of letters.

You become quicker, more alert of
mind and hand. Shorthand leads to
rapid composing  You need no longer
hesitate over orthographic enigmas in
the midst of an ode. Thought is no
wonger impeded by pothooks. There is
a buoyant sense of mastery. You are
brain free.

Revision and re writing, so necessary
to most literary work, are made
pleasures by shorthand, while under
the serfdom of longhand they are
dreaded and disastrously shunned. We
seck to prolong the mechanical task
rather than shun it.

For there i1s a strange fascination
about sherthand. We write as easily as
we speak—and that, by the way, soon
teaches us to speak more accurately —

as to our long u's for instance. We
learn to appreciate a thousand beauties
of our English language. And the
elegance of the shorthand forms them-
selves furnishes a strong allurement.
The most wretched of penmen have
become copperplate stenographers.
And when you add to all these ad-
vaatages this final attraction for the
rising young man, that stenography is
a good business, that stenographers
are always in demand, and are quite
likely always to be in demand unless
Wizard Edison shows us how to do it
by electricity,—then the measure of
shorthand’s  utility and attraction
would indeed appear to be full and
running over.

STENOGPAPHERS OF LATIN

The Neie York Mercury quotes the
following anecdote from /Ze Journal
des Diébats. Probably itis in the main
authentic ; but as to the English pro-
nunciation of Latin, either the types
have gotten diabolicully mixed, or his
holiness was not infallible on that
poin* :

* Stenography played an important
part at the Ecumenical Council of
1870. Pius IX, needing skillful steno-
graphers, who should be discret, asked
a priest of Turin to select them among
twenty-four seminarists of all nations.
They were made to swear solemnly
‘hat they would not reveal a phrase of
the deliberations. A few days before
the opening of the council, the pope
summoned the twenty-four stenogra-
phers, in order to be perfectly sure
that they understood the Latin pro
nunciation of various countries. He
asked :

“ How would you stenograph the
folloviing phrase, pronounced by an
English ecclesiastic : ** Erma. varrum-
que keno 2"

* The unanimous reply was : * Arma
virumque cano.” Several of these ste
nographers have atiained high position
in the church.”
