Chicks die in the shell because you
open the incubator too often. The
cold air coming in contact with vapor-
ized moisture, causes rapid evaporation
killing the chicks by chilling them.

You ask what is the best food for
fattening hens, ducks or turkeys. Give
them all the corn the) can eat. Keep
it before them and -illow three meals a
day of any kind of mixed food, mak-
ing potatoes a prominent article cf the
diet.

A correspondent of the Coutn/rv
Gentienan says a poultry raiser who
feeds corn can get a great many more
eggs if he has the time, and wili take
the trouble to bake it in the oven until it
is slightly brown. It seems to take away
fattening qualities and stimulates them
to la., and it wili well pay for the labor.

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He says, " Put four quarts of corn in
a dripping pan, put into the oven, and
stir with a stick once or twice, so that
all will get browned. You can oake
two dripping pans full of an evening.
I have tried all kinds of feed that hens
will eat, and am positive that I can get
the most eggs by feeding soft food, and
that composed mostly of whcat. I
have always recommended soft food,
and I put barley sprouts in now to off-
set any physicing tendency that the
soft food might give. I think sprouts
soaked over night would be excellent
food for ducks and geese in the wir.ter
when they cannot get at grass. I feed
corn so seldom in the summer that my
hens hardly know what it is."

You should be ready to give your
fowls their breakfast just as soon as
they fly down from their roosts.

The origin of the Black Russian
breed is imputed to the Cossacks of
central or southeastern Russia. The
Russians endure rigorous winterweather
as the comb is sma!l and of very tough
consistency, being nearly frost proof.
The hens are acknowledged to be
among the best winter layers by all who
knowthen, and are good sitters the year
round, although the same hen is not
apt to sit more than once in a season.
Some do not sit at all.

The fowls are of medium size, weigh-
ing from six to eight pounds at maturity.
They are excellent table fowls. Thus
they combine the qualities of utility and
beauty, being of stylish carriage and ap-
pearance. A fence, four feet high is
sufficient to confine them. 'he most
serious drawback at present is the diffi-
culty of obtaining non.related blood.
It would appear, however, that the
black Russians should become popular
throughout the Northern States.-Poul-
try Monthly.

It is never advisable to ptll the wing

priniaries of the high flyers to keep themo
from flying over the fences. If pulled,
new feathers begin to grow at once,
andthiscausesa drain onthesystemthat
will generally stop egg production. By
clipping the primaries of one wing the
fowls are secured, and the feathers will
not be replaced until the next moult.
For show birds, it spoils them to clip
the wings and a flock looks much bet-
ter with full plumage. Covering the
yard with wire or other netting is the
best remedy.

A writer says : " I have al;vays been
in favor of white fowls, but where I live,
the hawks would get all the white
Brahmas, and I had to give up raising
white birds, so I got brown Leghorns
and Plymouth Rocks, and the hawks
would not see them as soon. One
day I was complaining to a doctor
about my luck, and he asked, " Why
don't you poison the hawks with nux
vonica?" I gave sone to rny small
chicks and the hawks got some of them
and I found two dead hawks, and I
now can raise white chicks again."

Public opinion needs to be culti-
vated on one point, that poultry is
property just as wheat, corn, potatoes,
or horses.

SHALL WE SELL EGGS FOR
HATCHING?

BV H. S. DADcoCK, PROVIDENCE, R. 1.

HALL we sell eggs for hatch-
ng? I presume we will,
but I doubt if it be pro-

fitable to the breeder to do so. A very
successful breeder told me some time
ago that he discontinued the sale of
eggs and kept a record of the letters he
received from would-be purchasers of

eggs. In the fall lie sold to two-thirds
of those who wrote hia for eggs, pairs,
trios or pens of fowls. Suppose he had
had ioo inquiries for eggs and such
inquirer had bought a sitting at $5.oo
per setting. Here would be a snug
little income of $5oo. But suppose,
foregoing this desirable sui, he had
sold only one pair of chickens at $io.-
oo per pair to 67 of the enquirers, his
income would te $67o. But, as a
matter of fact, this breeders orders
would average as much as a trio and his
prices would average more than $5.oo
per specimen. Call it trios at $15.00
and the $5oo for eggs becomes $oo5,
more than double what the eggs would
have brought. Nor is this all by any
means. How many hens would it take
to furnish the eggs necessary to supply
ioo sittings during the breeding season.
Two sittings per hen is a good record
and that would mean 50 choice hens,
with 5 mates, to keep and care for.
How many hens would it require to
raise he 67 trios of chicks. Let us
see, 67 multiplied by 3 are 201, and
there would probably be a number of
culls. Allowing 25 per cent for them
it would be necessary to raise 250.

This would require say 500 eggs, which
would be laid by ¶wenty hens, requir-
ing two males. So here we have the
problem,-
55 fowls at $ro each,$55o, produce$5oo
22 " 10 " 220, " $1oo5

But of course il would cost something
more to raise the chickens than to seil
the eggs. So we need to de some
more figuring before we arrive at the
proper result. Let us assume that it
costs $i.oo per year to keep a fôwl and
5o cents to raise a chicken ready for
sale.

This is merely the pecuniary view.
But this is by no means the only view
to be taken of this question. The sale
of eggs for hatching is one of the most
unsatisfactory parts of the fancier's
occupation. I remember visiting Phil-
ander Williams some years ago, and as
his man was packing some eggs, Mr.
Williams remarked to me, " I sell eggs,
but I don't like to do it." The fact is
that eggs receive harsh handling on the
way at times, causing then either to
fail of hatching or p produce inferior
chickens, and even if they ever reach
the buyer in good condition, he may
be a person who is not skilful in rais-
ing chickens, and the quality will be
much poorer than if the birds had been'
raised at home. We are apt to forget
that raising is almost as important as
correct mating for the production of
fine specimens. I have had chickens
reared for me in a single season by
different persons, from eggs laid by a
single pen of fowls, and in the fall you
could hardly believe it to be possible
that these chickens had the same
parentage, for some would be large and
fine in color and figure, while others
were small, not well shaped, and bad
in color. Then, too, there are always

fowls. But that sitting hatched for
me four chickens, only two of which
lived, and only one of which would
be a reasonable sample of my friend's
flock. I belheve I know sonething
about raising chickens, and I fcel cer-
tain that they had excellent care, but
the cull hatched and lived, while other
eggs that might have produced winning
birds failed to hatch. The breeder
who sells eggs places his reputation
and that of his stock in the hands of
others. While the one who sells only
chickens, kilis off the culls, improves
his stock more rapidly because he is
obliged to select only about half as
many breeders, and every sale adds
to his reputation.

Shall we sell eggs for hatching?
I have done so, and perhaps shall
continue to do so, sinply because
others do, but I am satisfied that it
is less profitable to sell eggs than
chickens, and would gladly see tie
trade in eggs for hatching stopped,
and that in. thoroughbred fowls great.
ly increased, as it would be if eggs
were not sold. But I hardly expect
to see this result-much as it is to
be desired. There will be a breeder
here and there who will discontinue
the sale of eggs-and the nunber of
such may increase-but the mass of
poultry men will probably continue to
seli eggs for hatching.

style of the birds as they arrive from
their native land.

As layers, the Langshans excel anf
o the other Asiatics and in confinement
are not surpassed by any breed of dom-
estic fowls. Egg production is gener-
ally speaking the first requisite in the
selection of a breed of domestic poultry
and it is not only desirable that a large
number of eggs are laid but also that
they be distributed as evenly as possible
throughout the year. In this respect
the Langshans are at the top. They
lay well during the winter when the
small breeds are utilizing their energy
in trying to keep warm.

Next to utility comes beauty and
in this the black Langshans are not at
ail deficient. The comb, face, wattles
and ear lobes are brilliant red, and the
plumage densely black with reflection
of green and purple tnts. The shanks
and toes are slate colored showing
pnk between toes makng a very attrac-
tive bird.

But the beauty of coloring is not the
only attraction. The style and actions
of pure Langshans are pecubar to the
breed and of a character to fascinate the
observer. Langshan style is quickly
recognized by anyone who is familiar
with the breed.

Another merit is that their history is
so clear and the importations to America
seeni to be identical in blood with the
pure specimens that have descended
from Croad's stock in England and give
us at once high-scoring fowls. California
fanciers may consider themselves for-
tunate in that they are able to get stock
direct from China without a possibility
of any taint of foreign blood.

The cut accompanying is an ideal
one made by Sewell and represents the
style of birds bred by him and is alto-
getherafairrepresentation of pure Lang-
shans.

CCOR DING to the doctrine of
some would.be " Doctors

the man who buys fine
fowls and exhibits them as his own is a
fraud. The idea bas taken deep root
in the minds of some few writers who
have been airing their views in recent
numbers ofa leading journal. These
persons would bar purchased fowls
from exhibition rooms allowing no birds
to be shown except by their breeders
thus practically spoiling the market for
show birds which is the most profitable
branch of fancy poultry breeding. • This
idea carried to its full extent would
apply as well to horse breedin; or any
branch of the live-stock business. It
\vould kill the horse-breeding industry
in short order. A man who buiys a
fine horse or fowl has a perfectly hon-
est right to any profits which may be
derived from his purchase in any way.
If he has winning fowls he bas good
stock in nine cases out of ten. If the
breeder is so foolish as to part with his
best, the purchaser should have. the
benefits to be derived from his " nerve'
displayed by paying the fancy price'for
" the best." The best breeders in this
country are bqth buyers and sellers of
fine hirds.

* * *

The poultry man who bas a farm or
garden loses a very valuable part of the
product of his fowls if he does not take
care of the droppings. To get best
results the manure must be swept up
every few days and put in barrels or
boxes and mixed with dust or ashes,--
alternate layers of each. This-mixture
applied in the hii to corn will double
the crop. It is'superior to the expen-
sive guano which is imported -in large
quantities. and bas the advantage of
availability, being always near at hand.

Population drifts towards the large
towns and cities giving therr an increas-
cd proportion of the population of the
whole country. As far as prices are
concerned this drift is in favor of the
farmer and poultryman. The vast arraV
of non producers must be fed and the
poultryman cdmes in for his share of
the profits. Every farm should produce
enough poultry to at least pay the-
family store bills. The right kind of
farnier's wife or daughter can accomplish
this end each year with the turkeys and
chickens and the expense of raising
not be missed by the farmer.
