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Artificial Renring of Pomestic Fowls.

The uncovered chicken houses, warmed with
dung, afford more insects, and, with greater ease,
than pouliry yards or orchards can possibly yield
to the chickens which are allowed to run about
them, Dung is the native place of & great many
kinds of inscets, and worms of various species feed
and grow in it and are converted into flics there;
a multitude of gnats of excessive smallness, some-
times imperceptible to our eyes, proceed from the
minutest of these worms; other gnats somewhat
larger, whose form and size are much like that of
our common guat, have also been dung worms.
All these minute flics enter by swarms into the
open chicken houses and adhere to their sides
The chickens, which see them much better than
we do, and are eager to hunt for them, never fail
to cateh in their beaks those which are within
reach; -y stand on tiptoe, théy jump and flutter
a little to raise themselves up to the small flies
that happen to be above them. The product of,
their hunting in point of flies and gnats is uever-
the less small in compatison to that of another
kind of insect which has no wings.’ The wood
lice love damp places and where the air is mild |
and temperate.

Grain of all sorts is the food given to poultry in
general ; they love oats, buckwheat, barley, Indian

corn, rye and wheat. They are fed by way of pre-
fercnce with L 5QMe Ong: of these. sorts. of geain in
partxcular, nccordmv tg the txqz e of year apd coun-
try. . 'We are used tp throw once ot twice a day ta
the fowls of a ponltry yard p quantity of grain
whxch is gemrally samewhat less than that which
they would consume if it was left to theirdisposal.
However fowls are not, so insatiable 2s one would
be apt to think from the greediness with which
they eat the portion of food given them. I judg-
cd it not only to be a curious but o uscful thing to
know what quantity of each sort of grain a hen
would eat in one day if she had it at her diseretion
from morning till night. The experiments not
only teach us what the expense of feeding a hen
for one year amounts to, but also serves to inform
us what sort of grain must be given them.in order
to feed them at the cheapest rate. The measure of
corn which a hen was satisfied with every day was
nearly the same whether it was oats, buckwhesrt or
barley ; then whichever of these three grains hap-
pen to be the cheapest in any year in any country
is the kind which ought to be given to hens.

It has been fully p~-~ved in the foregoing me-
moirs that it is entirery in our power to cany the
multiplication of domestic birds as far as we please
by warming the ¢ggs in ovens, and there is no one
that will not be sensible of the most essential
benefits arising from such mpultiplications; there
is no man who will not look upor it as an advan-
tage to have chlckens, young turkeys, ducklings,
geese, &c., af a very cheap mte, and that will not
'judge that they will be cheaper m proportxon as
their number is greater, and ‘e finish by re- echo-
ing the wish of the good king of France, @ that not

One of the perplexing things which often hap~{"

pens to the breeder of fancy poultry is-the neglect

on the part of the purchaser when ordering to:

state whether he; wishes.exhibition birds or breed-
ing stock, of that he really does.not kmow when
ordering which he wants. Of course veteran-
breeders do not make this mistake, as they slways
buy with one of the two ohjects in view ; this diffi~
culty is mostly confined to beginners. They would

save the deller much trouble and anxiety, and
themselyes frequent dlsappomtments if they would
give this matter careful consideration before send-
ing their orders. In most of the parti-colored
birds, noticibly the Plymouth Rocks and Light
Brahmas, birds raated for cx‘lnbmon, as at present
judged, o not give the best satisfaction as breeders.
The puxélxaqer thcrot‘ore should state what shade
of plumage he prefers both in male and female, or
he should state for which purpose he wishes the
fowls, and leave thc scllet‘ with his better know- ;
ledge of the striin, to muke the selection. The
Iatter is probably the better way for all Lut ex-
perienced breeders, as the seller, if he be a person
of experence, as he should be, can decide more cer-
tainly as to the probable. results of certain matings
than any one clse, since he is perfectly familiar
with the make up of his stock, and he is thus en-
abled to avoid mistakes. The trouble with many
hegmners seems to be that they do not know them-
selves what they do want,

Almost daily I receive letters from parties de-
scribing show birds according to the present inter-
pretation of the Standard as the birds they desire
ta purchase, and closing with the statement that
they wish to sccure the best breeding stock p:oa-
curable, Now, if I send the latter the purchaseris
not satisfied with the color of plumage, or rather
with the matching of color in the male or female;
If I send the former he will very likely not be
satisfied with their progeny ; therefore I am oblig-
ed to wnte him explaining the.differcnce, and ask
 for funther .ingtructions. .

lation in said building-~not draughts, hut shutters,
sliding or to let down on hihges, to admit air in
warm weather, and during great heat the doors
should be left open all night. Of course we pre-
suppose the outer atea is strorig and the wire quite
vermin.proof, Some people keep pigeons perma-
nently in sheds, well roofed, with back and ends
enclosed, and the front of wire, Many kinds be-
come very hardy, and thrive well in such quartérs,
but I should never construét such abodes, for in
winter young birds must often succumb to ¢old in
them, and during snow they are miserabls. An-
other thing to be remembered and guarded against
is that some colors:of plumnge, especially red.and
vellow, afe injured by tlie suij the riclier and
sounder the dolot, the less 1t is affected, btill, even
the best birds.do'suffer in boauty, and 8b tempos
arily in exhibition value, from exposure, This

iaii to rear two.  One of their eggs should always
be transferred.  As a rule eggs can only he inter.
changed between pairs which have begun to sit at
nearly the same time, The pigeon ordiuarly incu-
bates about seventeen days; will desert its cggs if
they do not hatch by the twentieth to twenty-
second day, and should eggs under her hatch be-
fore about the twelfth day will not yot have Na.
ture’s provision of soft milk ltke food in the crop
for the newly born nestlings. These barren bivds
are, however, much more acommodating j they will
sit longer, and will provide for young birds which
appear long before the natural time, I have often
given egge to one within a week of hatching; and
quite lately in the case of a hen (an excellent
Iayer and mother last year, which has thus far
done nothing but build nests this season) I gave
her straight off a squab two days old. I put an
¢gg into the nest at the same time to tempt her
towards the young bird. TFor some minutes she
lIcoked with suspicion at the little intruder, then
her maternal instinct scomed to get the better, and
she crept on the egg and the little pigeon. After
some hours she seemed not to have fed it, but her
warmth kept it alive, I removed the egg. and by
the morning the young bird was well fed, and has
been so evor since by both parents. Thus an ap-
parently useless bird, which one had not closely
watched the habits of the domestic pigeon would
not unnaturally be inclined to kill, may be made
of the utmost use, and the unproductive may really
bring up more young ones to maiurity than the
productive hen. A fancier who does not know
how to utilise such would-be but disappointed
mothers has still something to learn in pigeon
lore.~CreswELY, in Journal of Horticulture.

To Liberators of Homing Pigeons.

The Homung Pigeon for July gives the following
instructions to liberators of :Joming Pigeons :—

Do not hundle the birds, nor take them from the
basket or box in which they are consigned to you,
unless you are specmlly instrueted to do so.

Follow carefully to the letter all instructions
gent with the birds, feeding and watering as direct~
ed, and starting the birds at the time and ander
the conditions named.

Ii... instructions accompany the birds, we would
suggest as follows ;

1.—Count the birds in the box or basket and

before receiptir.g for them from the carrier see that
the number corresponds with the number on the

tag, or thai you were advised would be sent.
1.—The only time it is allowable to handle the
birds is when they have been carried o great dis-
tance in close quarters and their feet have become
clogged and soiled. The feet may bho washed in
cold water, or the bottom of box orhamy »r may be

'covered with clean, dry sand,
3.—To loose tie bivds, select nn open place free |

from telegraph wires, trees or like obstructions.
Face the basket towards home, wake the lid free
1o open, then standing behind, 1aise it towards you.
Have the space before the Lasket clear, so the birds
may risc without hindrance,

4.—For short distmces, the birds will not need
food before starting ; but if they remain with you
even half an hour, give thent drinking watet. If
received in the afternoon to he locsed the next
morning. give them all they »ill eat and drink at
night, allowing them but little food, though plenty
of water, in the morning, if their distance is not
over 100 miles. If the distance is greater, give
them a hearty meal, and allow the drinking water
fo remain with them to the last moment. Corn,
peas, wheat or buckwheat may be fed.

5.—~Never loose a bird before sunrise; and for
great distances, allow them time aftec sunrise to
eat and rest a little before Leing started.

6.~When the birds are loosed, make & note of
the direction taken, and of their action generally.
Note also the exact time of loosing, the direction
of the wind, and state of the atmosphere.

7.~If you are requested to countermark the
birds, observe the following: Hold the bird in the
right hand, the feet between the first and sccond
fingers, the thumb over one wing and the back.
Open the flights of the right wing, rest them flat
upon a table or similar surface, and upon one of
the largest stamp plainly, making all marks as
nearly together as possible, and only once on one
feathur,

8.—Have a witness to the start if possible, and
call attention to the number of birdsas seen in the
air,

Gapes in Ghickom and Pheasants.

—

The disease known as # gapes” has been unuqual-
ly prevalent this season, cspecially during the
Iater weeks. It is not confined to the poultry
vardg, but is destroying large numbers of young
pheasants, both tame and wild bred, even those of
considerable size.

The cause of the dxseasc is well known—name-
1y the presence of parasitic worme in the wind-
pipe. These increase in size, aud apparently de-
stroy life Ly interfering with the Lreathing and
due oxygenation of the blood.

Of the natural history and development of this
injurious and fatal pacasite very little is known.
Ova are developed in the gape worms, which are
in pairs ; but of the conditions under which these
ova are preserved until they are matured and re-
appear the following season, we are profoundly
ignorant. As the disease is peculiarly local, ap-
pearing in one spot whilst adjncent poultry yards
and farms are exempt from its attacks, it has been
surmised that the ova are retained in the hodies of
some terrestrial worms or grabs, or that the ani-
mals hatched from' these ova pass through theéir
larval stats therein ; and anather theory has also
been promulgated that the ova exist in the lice
with which -chickens. are infosted, and that .the
best method of prevention is anvinting the birds
with mercurial ointment to destroy.the lice. The
latter theory, however, is not geneorally. accepted,
and there are very strong. presumptions against it.

The treatm 1t of ghpes is not much more satls-
factory than the knowledge of its developyment.
One old remiedy was thé seini-suifocativn' 'of the
young chicken by placing'thewt in a Lox:with fo-
bacco smoke ; but the birds themselves generally
succumbed. Some years ‘since I suggested fumi-
gation with turpentihe of carbolic acid. A few
drops of the latter may be voldtilised from a warm
brick placed in the box with the chicken. Care-
fully performed fumigation, especially when car-
bolic acid is used, is fairly efficaciohs, as the
vapour of this powerful chemical is pncullarly f'r.tal
to the lower fo.ms of dn*maldife.; v~ . - 0

This year I have liad' to xecdurse b the*vety old
practice of removmg "the worms* mecha.mchlly
Wrapping up the chicken in a. h'mdkerchlef to
prevent struggling; the imoutb is opened, and a
loop of thread passed Behind the fongue, which is
| pulled forward, exposing the 11it of the larynx, or

opening of the top of the windpipe. Holding in
the right hand a stem of foxteil grass, from which
the scales. (florets) have been stripped, the rough
top is pushed down the windpipe, and rapidly
twisted between the finger and thumb. On pull-
ing it out it will be scen to ba covered with a
brown grumons pulp, the result of the destruction
of the worms, which are casily destroyed by the
slightest touch. .

Care musti b2 taken, that the grass stem is pass-
ed the whole length of the windpipe, as the worms
are usually numerous ab its Jower part, where it di-
vides intp the two branchi, going one to each lung.

‘This is casily managed by measuring the full

length of the neck with the grass stem before in-
serting it in the pipe.

I bave repovered birds very neaxly <n articule
mortis by this process, but I need hardly say it is
not invariably successful in advanced cases, and,
where the patients are numerous, is troublesome
and tedious.

Nevertheless, I know of no more eflicacious
remedy when the disease has once appeared, and
can only reiterate the old proverb that «preven-
tion is much better than cure,” and suggest the
adoption of fresh, untainted ground for the hatch-
ing opetations of next season.—W. B. TEGETMEIER,
in T%e Field..

Second,—After they 'are out of the shell, these
that are first hatehed will often get out of the nest
atid perish béfore they can 'be found and put back.

"Fhird—If tlie hen ig cross, when you go to feed
the clncl\ens slic will dance about and tread on
them; by so domg she wxll kill or cripple them.

Fourth —Verv often jou will find that her
feathers get Tatted, and the young chicks get kill-
d by being hung in her feathers.

Tifth,—She generally thinks she has & right to
the hon’s sharc of the fced you have prepared for
the chicls, and often she will scold them for want-
ing to eat in your presence and keep them back
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until she has devoured all.

Sixth,—They choose their own time for leaving
their chicks, not caring whether the  weather is
warm or cold, or whetk » they are half feathered
or naked,

Sixth,—If o storm comes up suddenly, she will
Jjust sit down where it overtakes her, not caring if
the whole or any of her chicks are under her or
not ; and generally speaking, many of them are not
if she has & large brood and partly grown.

Bighth,—She will cat from three to four times
the amount of feed that her whole brood will, for
she will not cat wheat or corn as long as she
can get boiled eggs, and all the little dainties you
feed your chicks.

Now all these charges that I make against the
hen are founded on facts and practical experience.
The “brooder” can overcome all these things, It
will not crush the chicks in the shell ; the oldest
will not get out of the nest and perish with cold ;
nor step on them and kill them ; no feathers to get
matted and hang them ; it cannot eat the lion’s
share ; it cannot leave the chicks before the chicks
are ready to leave it ; if a storro comes up, it is al-
ways ready to take them all in, and you can feed
your chicks just what you like, and they get it all
as the brooder does not eat. And after the first
cost of getting your brooders your chicks will not
cost one hal. or quarter what it will o let the hen
run with them.

Editor Reviow,

I have read in many of the practical poultry
books that oatmeal was a splendid food for young
chicks. Now I have fed my chicks ontmeal this
year and have had more of them die than any pre-
vious year. It scems to cake hard in their crops.
and tobe very hard to digest. Would you please
to give me your opinion on the subject, and I
would like to hear from some others of your

readers also.

We would judge from your letter that you feed
too much at a time. Fced in smaller quantitics
and often and you will not have the trouble com-
plained of. Oatmeal is a splendid food for chicks
if properly prepared. If raw it should not be fed
in a wet or sticky stafe ; mix with only sufficient
water or milk to moisten, so that it will fumble to
picces when dropped on the ground, and see that
none is left in powder or dry. Soft, sloppy food of
any kind is apt to cake in the crop and cause diarr-
hoea. When oatmeal is made into porridge or a
dry cake, after chicks become accustomed to it, it
will be relished by them and prove good food.
In any shape we would consider it too strong and
heating to be made the staple food for chicks. In
using soft food it may be taken asa guide that
when the droppings are soft and show signs of fer-
mentation when dropped the food is notright, and
it should be changed till the droppings become
natural in ap} .arance.

Will Mr. Rowe allow me to add two more “veci-
mens of hen cussedness to his long list, and there
are still more cases to be heard from. A hen,
Asiatic, good setter, set out doors, most approved
plan and care, did well for 20 days. Then she was
observed scratching her nest all to pieces ; no eggs
visible. Concluding her usefulness was gone, I
tossed her out, then unearthed the hen-fruit. All
sound except one. After washing were placed
under another setter, and in twenty-four hours had
a good hatch. ’

Another hen, after rearing a brood of ducklings,
hatched a nest of chickens. She immediately led
the flock to the watfer, and becoming exasperated
because they would not swim, threw them in and
drowned the whole brood.

Culling.

The season is now on us when the flocks must
be culled in ovder that the poultry business may
be run with profit. Feed is too scarce and dear
this year to be given any longer than necessary to
fowls that will not bring a better price than
market poultry. The farmer who can allow his
flocks to gather their focd in his stubble fields is
the only one who can afiord to keep all over till
winter, The fancier wko has to purchase food for
his flocks should kill off every bird that will not
make a good breeder or cxhibition bird just as
soon as he is satisfied of that fact, and they are of
a sufficient size for broilers. If he calculates on
making a repue.tion for himself as a breeder he
will reach that end more rapidly by culling close-
Iy; he should never let the month of November
find him with 2 cull in his yards; then he will not
be tempted by offers of low prices to ship birds that
will be a standing reproach to his judgement. If
all would adopt this plan how soon the whole
stock in the country would show improvement,

The experienced fancier has here again a great
advantage over the beginner. The former can tell
at-an earlier date those birds that will be profit-
able to keep over; the latter must learn by ex-
perience.

Th re are a fow general dofects that show carly

of use to those who are wanting in sufficient ex-
perience to judge of those that may be but tem-
porary, Crooked breusts and backs, besides be-
ing disqualifications,are generally evidences of con-
stitutional weakness; wry tails, twisted or lop-
combs, or with side sprigs in cocks of the single
combed varictics; combs hollow in centre or fall-
ing to on side, or without natural spike, in rose
combed varieties ; absence of fifth toe in varieties
that should have the fifth. AIl birds having these
Fdefects may be consigned to ihe pot as soon as
chough flesh can be pat on then to pay for the
trouble, In Asiatics, vulfure hocks—that is stiff
quill feathers in hock joint—is & serious defect,
but sometimes birds of this c¢lass can be used to
advantage to ilaprove a flock scanty in leg feather-
ing. Ii most varieties wi: re the ear-lobes are of
much value in showing, their developement is slow,
and it is betier hot to cull early for this point.
The same may be said with regard to face in Spa-
nish. In Plymouth Rocks the cocks will grow
lighter, so the very light ones may be killed off
early s the pullets will becomo lighter also, but
there is little danger of them becoming toe light.
The 1egs and bedks of this variety are seldom quite

brighten up wonderfully in the fall. As a rule

We know it is a diffitult matter for thé young
fancier to kill off birds with avhat Le may consider
small defects, but birds having those above named
will very seldom if ever make good breeders, and
will certainly never meke shaw birds. If he is
anxious to succeed he must get rié¢ of all such,and
the sooner he does it the better for his pockat and
reputation, '
