To
supply this want, and furnish such information, is one
object proposed by the Conductors of the intended
Paper, Their design sccordingly is,frequently to exs
tract from the Reports of the Society for the Propa-
gation of the Gospel in Foreign Parts, to the benevo-
lent exertions of whichVenerable Body the inhabitant-
of British Awnericaare so long and so largely indebted.
The columns of their psper will likewise be freely
opened for such other matters of interest, relating to
the Church in these Provinces, as their correspondents
may supply.

It is proposed also to devole a portion of the publica-
tion to Missionary Intelligence, both domestic and
foreign—and another to the important interests of
Sunday Schools.  And it will likewise be the endea-
vour of the Conductors to give as much room »s pos-
sible to subjects of a practical nature, tecding to pro-
mole sound, scrip'ural and rationsl piety.

Although this paper wiil be edited by members of
the Church of Eagland, and its special object will be
to promote the welfare of that Church, and the edi-
fication of its members; it is hoped, that it will not be
thought unworthy of the support of all who wish well
to the cause of true Religion,

than is eontinedin the foregoing Prospecius. For many

i%0 [reely given, but so seldom redeemed. Nor is it now:

intended o be large in promises; it Leing believed that
jour readers will rather regard what the work is, than what
it profcsses to be. As to our object, in thus adding the
superintendance of a religious press, to the weighty and
houtly cares of the ministerial office, we will simply say,
that itis with the hopeof noine coon,andadesiretopro-
mote the knowledge and practice of true religion in all
around us, and especially in the members of the Church at
whose altars westand. We have no personal ends what-
ever to answer; and porhaps it is as well distinctly to
state, that if the circulation of this paper should be such
as to leave any surplus, after a reasonable compensation
to the Printer, such surplus will be devoted to any religi-
ous object within the diocese,which the Bishop may direct.

No specific plan can, with prudence, be set forth, to
which we are, under all circumstances, to be confined.—
It may be sufficient Lo state, that we propose to insert es-
says explanatory of Scripture, and of the constitution,
forms and distinctive features of our Church, with the de-
sign of making our people better acquainted with her
claims to their affectionate regard and their preference—
a point upon which perhaps, too many of them are unin-
formed.

Besides what information the Reports of THE So-
CIETY FOR THE PROPAGATION OF THE GosPEL 18 Fo-
rRE1GN PArTs may afford, respecting the Church within
the sphere of their operations, and of which our members
are very generally ignorant, we hope that our Brethren in
Canada, New-Brunswick, Newfoundland, Bermuda, and
the West-Indies, will not refuse to help us to present from
time to lime, a correctand interesting account of the state
of religion and of the Church in particular, in those regions.

From our Brethren in Nova-Scotia especially, we hope
we shall receive much local information connected with
the Church. Very many have both time and ability to
prepare something for our columns every fortnight ; and
we beg leave to suggest in particular, that some historical
account of each Parish, from the commencement of epis-
copal ministrations in it, would be interesting, and useful
likewise as a record,with reference Lo some future history
of the Colonial Church. Some have already promised
such contributions.

As to the principles by which the Editors will be guided,
when itis known that they are Ministers of the Church
of England, it will be unnecessary to say more than that
their principles are those of the Church, as set forth in her
articles, homilies, and liturgy. We are of no sect or party
whatever, but members and ministers of that“church of
the living God.” Received into her tender fold by bap-
tism, carcfully trained in her good old paths in childhood,
bound to her by the deliberate choice and preference of
maturer years, devoted to her service, heart and soul, as
watchmen upon her walls,—as we desire no other, so we
know of no better guidance, than she gives us for all our
undertakings withreference to time or eternity. And we
believe, that we shall best subserve the cause of our bless-
ed Master, by endeavouring to fix our people’s minds in
the principles of Lhe same Church, which is “ built upon
the foundation of the prophets and apostles, Jesus Christ
himself being the chief corner stone.” A consistent
churchman must be a consistent christian,

And now having said this much of our object, plan and
principles, we hope we may be allowed to anticipate the
support of every churchman, not only in this Diocese, but
also in the Canadas, where we believe no publication of
the kind exists. —To the Clergy especially we look with
hopes whis i we trust they will not disappoint. 1f they
are only cordial in lending their influence in its behalf, the

Our respected Bisnop has been pleased to signify his
approval of our project, by subscribing for ten copies ;

The School'of St. John’s Church, Lunen-’
burg, was first opened on the 24ih September, 1826,
with . thirty.five scholars. . It bas since continued
steadily to increase in numbers, aad now contaios 140
boys and 180 girls.—The Rector has ever experienced
that steady. and zealaus support from many male and
female teachers, which is essential to the efficient ma-
nagement of Sunday Sehools, and which so materially
lightens the burden of the minister.  8everal of the
teachers bave been such from the beginning,and have
been constant in their attendusce, thus shewing (hat
it is not because it is a new thing, but a real desire to
be useful, which influences them. The course of in-
struction is simple,—the collects, hymns, psalms,
prayers and explanations of the catechism, are com..
mitted to memory—as well as portions of the Sciip-
tures, on which a series of questions are regularly.
put to the children, commonly called the Union ques-
tions, with the view of impressing useful lessons unon
their minds, and making them thoroughly acqueinted’

In order to secure correctnes and uniformity in the

interpretation of Scripture, meetings of the Teachers
are occasionally held, at which this is settied—and
‘such ‘practical remaiks are made as the subject mat.
ter of the lesson suggests. About’ four hours each
Sunday are spent in the School. A public examina.
tion is annually held on the Festival of St. Michael—
after which books are generally distributed as re-
wards to the deserving,‘ to defr;'ay which expense, col-
lectiods are made in the church and school. Since
the commencement, the sum of £43 6 O has been
received, and £48 11.0 expended, exclusive of large
donations of Bibles, Testaments, Prayer Books, &e,
{rom the Lunenburg District Committee S. P. C. K.
and the Halifax Bible Society, "
A Library is attached to the School-—from which,
the children desirous of improvement, are weekly sup-
plied with books— by which means mueh sepsonable
instruction often finds its way to the parents and {riends
of the scholars.

Tuesday, Sept. 1.—As it was the last day of the
convention, t0 was it, by eminence, the day of glori.

MR. WOLFR, .

Among the speakers at the annual meeting of the
London Jews' Society, was the celebrated Joseph
Wolf, who had just returned from a journey of 11,000
miles, in Europe, Africa, dnd Asia. His speech was
a recital of his adventures in travel.—The following
extraet, in which. he speaks of his passing from Persia
inta Tartary, we copy from the N. York Obscrver.
Human prudence sometimes fails. 1 thought 1
would nse great prudence st Chorazin, and went to
the nearest governor to request ptotection on my
journey to Bokhara,for there are continual wars with |
the Turcomans, nho | have heard, sold their pri-
sopers for slaves. He told me he was alwuys resdy 1o
serve an Englishman, hut when be knew what I want-
ed, he desired me first to write an order upon the
king of England to give him a pension of £10000 per
snnum; | told him I could write the order, but fesred
it would not be honored. (Laughter.) Then ssid he
you may go where you please, I sat off for Herat,
and had got about thirty: miles, when two horsemen
came after me and brought -me back, ¢dying 1 had
stolen ten thousand pieces of money. It was in vain

My Bible attracted their netice, and 1 read
some passages, translating as I went on: They said,
*‘But you have no such books in thePersian Ianguage!”’

Iwus escorted to V'erschiz, where Isaw the streets
filled with dead ‘bodies, for'the Turcomans had teen
there, and taken away one thausand five hundred pri-
soners, burning the villages ns they went.

They then stripped me of every thing, and bound
me to the tail of & horse and us we went alung flogged
me coutinually.

However,
the day before we sriived at Terbad Hyderea, secing
th«t I was not a good horsemun, they puf me on a wi'd
horse, and whipping him behind, drove him upon_the
mountains, heping that I should tuarble down,but 1 sat
as fast as a colonel of cavalry. (Laughter.) At last
we got to the city, and a most awful place it was.
The Moguls and Turcomars came out and offered praise
to God that they bad mude 30 many slives. | saw
some Jews coming out, and exclrimed, ““Hear,0 I-rael,
the Lord our God is one Lord!’ A Jew came to me,
taking my Bible and journal, hid them under-his clothes
telling the people he would settle every thing. He
took me bome to his house, and as I was nsked and
almost fiozen, he gave me some braudy. The Jews
then questioned me about the books, aund il night 1
was engaged in reading and explaining the NewTesta-
ment to them. The Jews there are not hardened ae<
gainst Christ,for they say that as their fathers left Je-
fusslem after the Babylonish captivity,and never re~
turned, they have no share in the ¢rucifixion of Christ.
In the morping they invited me to accompany them to
their synsgogue, where I again read and explained the
New Testament, tired as I was; but I assure you I
was glad to'speak to my nation aboutl Jesus and bim
ciucified, (Applause.) o
The next dey I was brought hack sod put jn chying
with the other prisoners, who cursed me and cried,
*“This infidel makes us unclean,’’ for they were Mohama
medans. In about an-hour and a h_i{f sfter 1 had
heen locked up in an awful dungeon, the door was
opened, and some one asked if any Finglich were there.
linstantly answered the call, and was taken out and
sent to Bokbhara, and from thence proceeded to ‘Cal-
cutta, under the protection of the Persians. -t
