FOUL BROOD.

A SCHEME TO PREVENT ITS SPREAD,
™ OW that legislation for the sup-
. pression of Foul Brood is almost
assured, let us consider for a mo-
ment whether the services of an
Inspector are likely to be required fo
any extent if we go about this matter in
a proper way. The- provisions of the
Bill are very stringent, sz much so that
no person having the least vestige of
honor will knowingly harbor the dis-
ease in his apiary. \We believe, how-

" ever, that it is very often because of ig-

norance of the signs of the dlsease, that
it gets a foot-hold in many apiaries, and }:
" that ifa description was prepared, to-
gether with full instructions for its cure,
SO tha the merest novice could detecé

it in {ts incipient stages, and these wer¢’

mailed to the bee-keepers throughout the
Province, that much of the threatened
trouble now upon us would disappear.
‘We think this should <be done, and at
once—not sent to the members, of the
Ontario Bee-Keepers Assocxatlon only,
but to every known bee-eeper in the Pro-
vince. True, it Wwould take a good
many thousand pamphlets, but we are
firmly of the opinion that the money so
spent would be saved several times ov-
cr in the expenses and salary of the In-
spector. We would suggest’ that the

propdsed Act be also embodied in the.

pamphlet, so that thefrecipient may see
just what trouble he will incur for him-
self, in case he does not (if he has the
disease in his apiary) take steps to sup-
press it.

The Association is ﬁnanmallv able to
do this, and if a committee were at once

 appointed by the Directors, to prepare
/ such a pamphlet, it could be done at

once, and the distribution could be made
belore the geason opens.. What better

* use could’the funds of the Association

_be put to, than in distributing some
“suchi literature as the above throughout
the Province which is so willing to.aid
it borh by inoney and legislation. We

should like an expression of opinion on’

. this subject in the next issue of the Beg
"JournaL. Do not be afraid to express
your vicws.

own person and clothing, and shall see that any
assistant or assistants with him have also
thoroughly disinfected their persons and cloth-
ing ; provided, that where the inspector, who
shall be the sole judge thereof, sball be satisfied
that the disease exists, but only in milder types
and in its incipient stages, and is being cr may
be treated successfully and the inspector bas
reason to believe that it may be entirely
cured, then the inspector may, in his
«discretion, omit to destroy, or order the destruc-
tion of the colonies and hives in which the
disease exists.

4. The inspector shall have full power in his
discretion, to order any owner or possesser of
bees dwelling in box-hives, (being mere boxes
without frames,) to transfer such bees to move-
able frame hives within a specified time, and in
default of such transfer, the inspector may de-

stroy, or order the destruction of, such box-hives ’

and the bees dwelling therein.

5. Should the owner or possessor of diseased
colonies of bees or any infected appliances for
beekeeping, knowingly sell, or barter, or give
away such diseased colonies or infected appli-
ances, he shall, on conviction before any justice
of the peace, be liable to a fine of not less than
$50 or more than $100, or to imprisonment for
any term not exceeding two months.

6. Should any person whose bees have been
destroyed or treated for foul brood, sell, or offer
for sale any bees, bives, or appurtenances of any

PRYSERVING! FRUIT IN HCNEY,-

An *“old Sussex Bee Keeper ™' writing
in reply. to a query in the B. B. . as to,
whether fruits could be kept intheirraw .
state it preserved in honey, says:

1 tried frait, such as currants, gooseberries,
damsnns, slacs, plums, and grapes, and the last
our sorts kept the best of all;  Currants will not
keep—they spoil the honey as well. The grapes
#nd damsons have kept well, in fact 1 cawnot
say how long the grapes wonld huve kept if I.
had left them alone.

In the first place, the fruit should be ripe. but
not too rine. Great care must be taken not to
bruise the fruit; the stalks should be cut off
close to the fruit. Put the fruit very carfeully
into the bottles. Avoid breaking the skins,

fermenfation will begin.
(gé full get new extracted honey, and-if not too
thick pour it on the fruit until it covers all the
fruit, then fasten all down tight. Cold honey
is best.”

- ' HOW BEESWAX IS MADE,

Ir is no mere extranerus substarce which
needs only t» be collected far uce; it is a hit of
individual, orgahic home manufactore. If von
examine the under surfuce of a c»ll-building
worker-bee, vou will find beneath the abdomen
four pairs of white plates projecting from as
many pockets in the increasing rines of this part
of the bodvws  These are the wax plates made
from the iife-blond of the worker., :

Examine now, with a lens, ofe of the hinder
legs; v~u will find that the stoutest jnints are
very ‘¢ ~«quare shonldered' at the hinge, and
that the hinge is well over to one side. so that
the shoulders form a pair of jaws, which open
when a limb is bent, and close when it is
straightened. The lower jaw has avow of spines
which bite on the plate of the upper jaw ; with
this apparatus, piercing‘it with these spines, the
-worker withdraws a wax.plate fram its pocket,
“transfers it to the front’legs, and from thence to
the mouth, where it is laborionsly masticated
with a salivary secretion. Unless it undergoes
this pracess it lacks the quality requisite for cell-
making. - . - .

SHIPPING COLONIRS OF BEES,

A query was sent out by the Ameri-
can Bee Journal asking why bees died
in transit, when put up as follows.
The frames fastened top and bottom,
‘entrance closed. and top covered with
wire cloth. WWith one addition, that
being that the entrance should have
been covered with wire cloth for pur-
poses of ventilation, we copy G. W.
Demarees’ replv as hitting the nail
squarely on the head.

“The ‘matter’ was, instead of tacking the
wire-cloth immediatelv on top "of ‘the frames,
you should have fastened a three or four inch
deep super, or shallow bcx, to the top of the
brood-chamber, and covered the top of this
shallow box with the wire.cloth. This would
have given the excited bees plenty’of room
ahnve the tops df the frames, and prevhiated the
bees from crowding against the wire-cléth- and

For a beginner to stock his apiary, the advice
was to purchase a few stochs only—-one or two
—and work up to more numbers by natural
swarming till the business was learned, when the
more difficult method of artificial swarming conld
be adopted experimentally.

Tt is thought advisable to attempt to winter
good-sized colouies of bees that were short of -
stores by feeding. THis generally should be
done as early in the s2ason as practicable—in
September or early October. Later feeding
might succeed. ’

* Bees might be kepton quile a small lot in a
villageror ciffy, but of course the larger the area
dbe less likely to casse annoyance to one's
neighbors, . . .

In wintering bees in thin or single walled
hives they.should be placed in & good cellar;
those in double walled hives or in chaff hives
might be as well left out of deors. I

,Bees shoul! be put in the cellar before cold
freezing weather arrives, and when the hives
are dry. Asarule they might be kept there
ungil pollen could be pathercd from the willows
—~usually about the 25th of April.

Small'swarms of bees with plenty of stores,

if possessing a young and prolific queen,
might be cafely wintered, as a rule, by placing
in a suitable cellar, light excluded, and kept
quiet. . o .
. .1f a swarm in the swarming season atdempts
to run away, throwing water among the Yving
bees or eyen dirt, where this can be obtained as
from plowed or cultivated land. will usvally
bring them to a halt or cause them to alight.

In answer to the’question as to clipping the
wings of queens to prevent absconding swarms *
the practice of some of our best and largest- bee
keepers in the country favored it. But there
was a diversity of opinion vegarding the prac-

A SusscrIBER.—One of my colonies has, along
with the others, been real quiet all winter until
about & week ago (Feby 18).when they seemed
to get mad and all rush to the front 6of the hive .-
to get out, which they couldn’t, the front being
wired. They kept ranning all over the wire
cloth and making a fearful noise ds if they were
being robbed. All the bess in the hive are
roaving. Theyhave plenty of stores, are well
packed in chaff and are warm and dry. The
temperature runs 30° to0 35°,and the reposi-
tory is quite damp. Thebees look bright and
plump. We %ok them into the shop and gave
them a little fly and they would staund to be
frozen to death before they would go back to the
hive. I then put the hive outside and covered
the entrance with snow ; they made a hole
through the snow and about a pint came out
and were frozen tu death. Please give me ad-
vice on this subjest and oblige,

.gry and make a noise. One bee making

a noise brings another one to see what

that way. The temperature of your
bee-hive is also too low, No wonder it
is damp.

ded, it causes them pain and in their
misery and excitement they appar-
ently eat more- to relipve them-
selves and this state [of things
continues until they are {orged to-dis-
charge in-the hive.”

No
wonder they would stand to be frozen
to death before going back because the
light of the window has attracted them
from the hive. .o '
