The
disproportion hétween Home add Foreign
agency at present is immense.  There arc
more cvange'izing apencies in London
alone than in the whole heathen world ;
there are more ministers in New York
‘than have been sent to the Foreign Field
by all the churches of Americp.

The enterprize is a hopeful one. Dr.
Angus states that the success of the Gospel
in the last 100 is great than in any previous
250 years. More has been done in the last
centary to give the Bible to the world than
in the first ten centuries of our era. Twenty
versions . at most were made in the first
1,000 years; in the last one handred years
& hundred and twenty have been made—in
langonages spoken by more than half the
globe.”

GIVING TO THE LORD.

BY REV. M 0. HENRY,

In an article in the October nember, I
advised managers and others directly Mter- |
ested in the management of the financial
affuirs of eongregations, to inaugurate the
system of weckly offerings by previously
getting cnclr contributor to pledge hinwdlf |
1o o certain amount as the least he would
endeavour to give per week, The esperi-
ence of those congregations whieh have
depended upon weekly eollections for the
support of ordinanees has shown thmt this
is a wise precauntion,

I think nearly all who hsve glven the
subject anything like due eonsiderativn are
ready to ackowledge that the system of

weekly storing and offeiing eommends it

-gelf to reason; and fs reeommended by the
‘Word of God ; and, what may be sti!l more
Jfarcible to some intensely practical minds,
itlhas proved most delightful and efficient
wherever faithfully and conscicntiously
cavied out.

RBut there is a diffienlty fn the minds of
many, which prevents them from daring to
catry it into effect, It is this: Many with.
out aay outside influence, such as pablic
opisiien and example, will not put into the
collection as mvch as they new give by
subsoription. T acknowledge the foree of
this «ebjection, and confess that I believe
there are some who are so little attuated by
a sense of obligation to God a8 to meanly
shirk their duty when they can escape the
goad &f public opinion. But then, on the
other hand, it may just as truly and forcibly
be affirmed that the majority will givea
great deal more liberally than under the
old system of'quarterly payments by sub-
seription, which will asa rule more than
counterbalance the loss sustained by the
withholding of tliose who are men-pleasers
and not the servants of God—those who

—_—
give merely from such low motives g
human approval.  So that notwithstandiu,
certain supposed drawbacks, the adoption
of the weekly offering wondd as a generl
rule prove a success.

But even if congregations are afiaid 1o
trust to colletions i whieh cach # lefy 1
put in seeretly what he pleases withoy
any hunman  ingpection, yet the pln o
weekly ofttring need not and should rop he
rejected.  Adopt it in the form of the £
velope system, which may be briefly descrive
as follows: At the beginning of the year
each contributor receives fifty-two envelopes
upon the back of which muay be marked I
number, a line for his name, one fur the
amount enclesed, and one for the date—
these three to be filled up by Lamsel.
Every Sabbath he brings an envelope~
having previously scaled up his offermg m
it=~to tlre Church, and puts it into the co-
lection box. The treasurer takes chargeol
it and makes an entry of it jn kis booh, am
thug each one’s contiibution for crery wees
in the year is rccorded.

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HOME MISSION WORK OF THE OANADA
PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

This work within the last few years has
rapidly increased until the Mission Funds
have been exhausted and the Committee
have had to horrow. In addition to the
ordinary work of former years the British
Columbia Ficld has been transferred from
the Foreign to the Home Mission Com-
mittee and this, together with the expand-
ing of the work in Manitoba and in some
of the more recently scttled townships of
Ontario and Quebee, has made extraor-
dinary demands on the Home Mission ex-
chequer. These are the circumstances
which have led to the pubiication of a paper
read before the Presbytery of Chatham, by
Rev. Robert H. Warden, from which we
present the following extracts §

1. We nced "greater facilities for ex-
ploring and opening up new Mission ficlds.

In some of our Presbyteries, as well as
in several districts beyond the hmits of
our Preshyteries, it is a difficult matter for
settled ministers to undertake this work
and give to it sufficient time and Iabor.
‘Were one or more eflicient men set apart
for this particular work, we are confident
many new fields might be opened up.
Taboring in co-operation with Preshyteries
and with the Home Mission Committee,
they might also do much to foster aud
work up weak staiions,

2. Weneed, for the successful working
ot our Mission Stations, more pernanent
supply than at present is ohtained.

Gvery one acquainted with the mode of
working our fields, cannot fail to perceive
that frequent changes in the laborers and
frequent vacant Sabbaths have an injurious
effect upon their growth and prosperits.

More permanent supply might be procured
‘were the Assembly to enact that siudents
are ineligible for calls until one yeer afier
‘being licensed, and that yerr he spest in
‘working up one, or, at furthest, two of the
Mission fields of the Charch. We are san-
guine, were such a law in operation, that
anany of our students would thus work up
:a field for themselws, in which, at the
expiry of the year, they would become the
gettled pastors.

8. We need some Committee {or other
authority) invested with power to send
particular men to purticular Mission fields.

In our present system there i too little
of this principle of adaptation. The Home
Mission Comumittee assign men to Preshy-
teries, not to special fields (with a very few

-exceptions.)  Presbyteries assign men to

fields, but, there being only two or the

men assigned to each Preshytery, they
often do not get the kind of men adapted
for their special ficlds of labor. In connee
tion with this we observe,

4. We need toinvest onr Tome Missiog
Committee with power to give higher granic
than they now do to special Sfields, and 1
invite to these, ministers in settled charges,
it other suitalle men cannot be procurd,
Some ficlds require, for their efficient worl.
ing, men of proved gifts and of the highey
qualifications, and, in certain cases, ever
men of experience.

The ficld may be some prominent pom
where it is necessary that our Charey
shonld be well represented, and where it
most desirnble that one of our foremost
men should be placed. Now, it is not
right to expeet such a man to labor i such
o field in comparatively straitened circum
stances, or upon a stipend very much lu,
than he could easily procare in older con
gregations of our Church. The Church
should he able to hold out some inducemen
to men of highest gifts to labor in suel
fields for a lengthened period. cither as mis-
sionarics or permanently as settled pastors.
Other branches of the Church do so, nos
only in Canada, but also in Britain. The
Frea Church of Scotland, at its lwm
General Assembly, took a great step in
advance of previous years regarding graniy

to enable new congregations to be formed §

in certain localities.

1knorg
of no other place where a Church is mors
nceded, or where moncy would be spent
to more advantage. Mr. Ichie preached
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here once in three wecks during winter.
‘The places mentioned oceupied most of
my time, but I had service oceasionaily in
different other places too numerocus to re-

ort. While I relieved Mr. Dickie of two
of his preaching stations—Tengicr and
Spry Buy—he himself opened up one or
two new stations eastward, where therc is
g great dearth of preaching, as most of
their public worship is confined to the
Prayer Book, and that too for the most
part only om days on which there ds
ather 2 baptism to perform or a fune-
1al to attend to. .

While it is to be regretted that this Shore
as been neglected so long, there is much
cause for thankfulness for the great suceess
which has attended the labor of the Minis-
1er who at present occupies the field. Only
about two years ago there was but.one old
Church in the congregation, now there are
two new ones finished, one almost finished,
and another and a manse in conrse of ercc-
tion. Many of our cengregations would
dowell to take an oceasional look at the
work done by this congregation, which is
qeither -wealthy movr large, althoagh scat-
tered. If there is a people in the body at-
zeched to their pastor, and o pastor devoted
1o his work, it is in this congregation.

It would eccupy ioo much fime to men-
tion the many tokens of kindmess I re-
ceived from the people. I will only refer
to Me. Bollong and Mr. Hay, whese horses
and waggons were glways at my service in
wavelling over this wide field.

Our Foreign Mission Board in
Debt.

A the last meeting of the Board, held
in Kew Glasgow on the 11th ult., the oaly
business which requires to be laid before
the Chureh, through its Record, was the
matter of finance. It appeared not oaly
thes the time had come far » mitting our
proportion of the mission vessel’ssupport,
and the salaries of qur Missionaries in the
New Hebrides, but that we were later than
usual, and that the full amount must be
forwarded by next steanaer.

Bodaras theswo hundred and fifty pounds
Sterling to mect ¢he expenses of chartering
the Paragon, &c., were concerned, the balf
was in faad, and the Board had no hesita-
tion in directing the Treasurer to provide
the balance, trasting to the children to re-
pay the disbursement, on or shortly after
New Year's day. This has been frequently
done before, and is in fact the usual course.

But never till this year did the Board
find their Treasury entirely empty when
the wme for remitting the salarics came
round. Such, however, was the situatica.
The salarics of three Missionaries for 1874
require to be forwarded, which, with other
necessary claims sanctioned and ordered by
Synod, made up asum of Six Hundred
Pounds Stg. The Board had no other way
of provilling this, oxcept by loan, and the
Treasurer was directed to procure the money
thus, and to forward it at once.

This has been done. The money has
been borrowetl, itis true, fom our awn funds,
bat for the use of it the Foreign Board will
require to pay interest, and the Board ja-
vites the Church generally to take fiote of
ithe facts of the case, and to relieve them as
quickly as possible from their embatress-
ment. - . :
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The contributions to Foreign Missions
have not fallen off, bat they have not kept
pace ;with the necsssary ov:t]ay. Other
schemes have mmultiplied, and have drawn
off revenue that otherwise would have
swelled' the Foreign Mission funds, while
the impression has geunerally prevailed that
the Foreign Mission Boavd were financially
in prosperous circumstances. A:l our ac-
courfs for the last two years have shewn a
different result.  'We closed the Jast year in
dabt, aud met the Synod in this condition.
The contributions paid in at ‘Troxo only
met the half-yearly payment of the Trinidad
Missionaries them falling due. )

What is required now is that Congrega-
tions in every pest of the Lower Provinces
should lend their aid, and quickly, say
within the next two menths, te. bring
us back to our former state of financial
prosperity. J¥s this toe much to ask
from e people whom the Lord has pros-
pered and blessed 2 s it too mach to ask
that our Missionaries should reccive the
assurance that their suppert is cheerfully
provided, and that oar people only reguire
to know that their salsries are required to
furnish them ?  Surely it is no$ teo. much
to expect that those who eowe themselves,
their position, their usefnlness, thefr hap-
piness and their hopes to. Christ, will show
zeal' and forwardness by rashing to the
rescae, and coming tothe help of the Lerd’s
cause in the present emergerey ¥

Then
Azez Ahmud removed from San Fernando
as explained by Mr. Grant, and it was
considered best to draw off Thomas W.
Cockey to San Fernando, and draw off
with him some of the larger childrea and
close the Iere School for a time. And
this has accordingly been done.

July 1st a_new school was opened in
Couva on “Exchiange” Estate. A com-
fortable school room and room for the
tencher have beern buik, and a salary
cunranteed by the proprictor, John Cum-
ming Fsq ,—the same who supports the
“Picton” and “ Wellington” Schools.
Thus the way of a Couva Missionary is
being opened up.

When Kantoo and Juruman first came
tn Jere School they scarcely knew the
alphahet.  They are now both teachers,
they have wot on by working & task in the
caneficld in the morning and coming to
school in the afternoon. True they are
not yet well equipped teachers. It is not
suchan easy task to master & new language
and writeit.  But they read well, and are
well advanced in arithmetic, and they will
continuc to prosecute theirstudics.  Both
so read their own language. And
though the Tere School is closed for the
present it is some compensation to se¢ two

other schools presided over by former
pupils of Iere.

Letter from Rev. K. J. Grant.
San Feryanpo, Oct. 8th, 1873.

Rev. and Dear Sir,—Let me tell you of
some things which cheer us in our mission
work. On Sabbath, the 28th Sept., our
hearts were very glad. At 8 o’clock in the
moraing 100 children were present at
Sabbath School—our largest attendance.
In this work we have the assistance of
scveral young Scotchmen.

In the afterncon we had four adelt
Baptisms and one child. Of the adults
two were voung men, the others were
wives of men previously admitted. Al
have been under instruction for a year,
some for nearly two years, and 1 feel safe
in saying that all had passed through a
severe struggle before taking the stand
which they have taken. Itis very difficult
to relinquish the old trodden ways of their
fathers, and especially does it become a
trial, in the face of their countrymen.

Gungadeen, one of the new converts, is a
partner with Lal Bihari, our Catechist, in
a small provision store. When Lal
Bibari was baptized Gungadeen d.id not
spenk to him for several days. His soul
was traly grieved. He had reposed un-
bounded confidence in him. He had often
been instrueted by him out of their sacred
books, and he could not comprehend the
change through which Lal Bihari had
passed. And yet when he would not
speak to his old friend he came to your
Missionaries to tell his difficulties, acd to
receive instructions. Gradually prejudices
have melted away under the influence of
the truth, bonds of friendship have been
strengthened and the new convert's feclings
to his old companion finds just expression
in the language of Ruth to Nazomi,
« Whither thon goest, I will go; and
where thou lodgest, I will lodge: thy
people shall be my people, and thy God my
God.” The other young man had pre-
pared for Baptism some time ago bat
yiclded to the entreaties and threats of his
countrymen. We fearced that he might not
return again to our mectings. But he did
retarn and veluntarily renewed his applica-
tion for Baptism which we have now
granted.

One of the women is above 50 years of
age. Bhe bad been initiated into the
Hindoo faith in her country, aud they are
taught to-believe that to submit to a second
initiation will involve them in ruim irve-
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triovable.  This consideration stood as a
barrier for several months, braced up anew
by occasional visits from her Gura or
Spiritual Teacher. The other female is
the wife of one of the Cuova ‘Teachers.
After the usual questions Mr. Morton
administered the ordinance of Baptism,
and then followed the Sacrament of the
Lord’s Supper.

One of the number suggested that it
would be well to have  little entertaininent
on Monday evening, corresponding to the
Agapac of earlier times, expressing at the
same time his willingness to bear the
expense. It was agreed to. Only the
converts and a few others who have shown
a decided interest were invited—thirty -two
were present.  After partaking of the goed
things provided, several made short speeches
and the evering passed very pleasantly.
They are all sober and industrious men
and women, their conduct at the entertain-
ment was very creditable, and we believe
that a social meeting occasionally of this
character will be productive of good. The
formation of a little christian community
will strengthen the Brotherhood and will
be ag an asylum for those who may wish
to renounce the faith of their countrymen.
Let the church, as she watches the progress
of this Mission, be patient and prayerful
for there is a brighter duy coming for these
people whose minds are now enslaved by
sin, by the doctrines of devils and by super-
stition.

NEW HEBRIDES MISSION.

Letter from Rev. J. D. Murray.

ANELCAUHAT, ANEITYUSS, May 3, 1873.
Rev. and Dear Sir,—As a vessel is ex-
pected to sail from this island for New
Caledoma to-morrow, I take this opporw-
nity of writing you a few lines. I wrote
you last in January, a few days after the
great hurricane, during which the “ Day-
spring” was wrecked. We have not yet
had any tidings of the shipwrecked com-
pany since we heard in Febraary of their
safe arrival in Noumes, en route for Syd-
ney. I had then 2 note from Captain
Jenkins, saying that they were all well,
and that thicy expected to take passage in
the mail steamer the following week. No
vessel has yet appeared here in licu of the
“ Dayspring.” = We have been looking out
for one for the last four weeks or so, as the
« Dayspring” used to arrive here abhout the
first of this month. The detontion this
season, we snspect, is due to some difficulty
experienced in chartering in Sydney a ship

suitable to our purposes. It is to be hoped,
however, that many more days will not
elapse ere one come to us, and that she
will bear to us in safety and in good heulth
aud “in the fulness of the blessing of the
Gospel of Christ” our brother and sister.
Mr. and Mrs. Annaud.

In consequence of the Inteness of the ar-
rival of the vessel the meeting of our Mis.
sion Synod which has been appointed to
be held here cannot this year be less than a
mouth later than usual. Une important
question to be considered at this meeting
will be whether we should now do anything
towards having a new vessel built or bought
for our mission, or whether it might not
be more expedient in future to chartera
vessel.  There would be less respousibility
on our part, and probably less outlay to
our supporters by this plan than by the
former; but I doubt if the interes:s ot the
mission would thereby be as well served
as if we had a ship of our own. However,
this is o question which, I should think,
could not be settled by us before consulting

.at least all the Churchesrepresented in this

mission.

After the mceting of Synod my wife and
I purpose (D.V.} to accompany in the ves-
sc})thc brethren as they return to their res-
pective stations, and so at length get our
trip round the group, a voyage to which we
have been looking forward now for upwards
of a year.

REVIEW.

1t is now thirteen months since we took
up our abode in Ancityum. Time during
this period has s¢emed te us to have slipped
away with unusualspeced.  No doubt that
observation of Seneca is true, viz., that the
velocitas temporis is best realized by us after
it was fled. I never, I think, felt the force
of this saying-more than I have recently.
Thus the whole of life will seem to us all
soon, but as a tale that is told, a drcam in
the night, or as a vapor that appeareth for
a little time, and then vanisheth away.

The year just clapsed has been an ex-
ceedingly busy one with us, a fact which
no doubt has had much to do with ourex-
perience of the quick flight of time. We
have had more than two ordinary yean
amount of house-building, house ropairing,
house-cleaning, and other needful improve
ments to accomplish during the past twehe
months ; first, in consequence of tl}c ne-
glected and dilapidated state in which we
found the premises on our arrival here
and afterwards, in consequence of the great
desolation o which the place was redaced
by the hurricane. At present, I amglad
to say, our cntirc establishment is in st
rate order.

ANEITY UMESE.

As regards-the moral and religivus-state
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of the natives here, I am inclined to believe
that it is, on the whole, improving. A
better spirit scems to be gaining ground
among them.  We are much less troubled
now than tformerly with tribnl feuds and
private revenge, which unhappily prevailed
among them before and after we took
charge of this station, a state of aftairs
which was artended with much inconve-
nience 10 us, and which was doing injury
1o the cause of Christianity. We have
never yet been able to ascertain the origin
of their quarrels and jealousies. Very
likely it was something quite trifling or
absurd.  Of conrse we did all in our power
to make peace. But whether it was vur
interposition  that was the means of
effecting the desirable change or not, one
thing is evident, that they are now more
pacitic and amicable in their intercourse
with each other than they were a year ago.
And for this we feel sincerely thankful, tor
we know that where envying and strifs are
there is confusion, and cvery evil work.”
RUM.

We feared 2t one time that drunkenness
was going to come in among the uatives
like a flood, and ruin especiaily most of
our young men. But I am thankful to
say that matters in these respects are con-
tinning better than our fears. Strong
drink may be had on the island, and there
are those who watch every opportunity of
vending it to the poor unsuspecting natives,
but our admonitions seem to be remem-
bered by these, so that they are in a strength
ahove their own, I trust, nobly resisting
tha siven voice of the tempter. But, Icon-
fess, I have liitle confidence in their stead-
fastness in this respect, if they are not the
subjects of o saving change.

STATE OF RELIGION.

The young men here, I am sorry to say. are
vet very thoughtless respecting the all im-
portant claims of Christianity.  Those who
were born in heathenism, the old genera-
tion, are the most excmplary Christians we
have. However, the best of these are
much less alive to the great realities of our
holy relizion than we should like. Our
Sabhath and week day meetings are indeed
generally well attended, and a seeming de-
vout attenrion is paid to the hearing and
to the preaching ot the Word ; but they do
not manifest tat brokenncss of heart on
acconnt of sin, or that warmth of love to
the Saviour which one would expect to see
mamlested in true converts to God. How-
ever, we know that they form a part of the
visible Cu. .reh of Christ, and as the ordi-
nances of divine appointment are being dis-
pensed among thew, the cause of truth,
we doubt not, is advanciug here in some
degree, as Galileo of old said of the earth
#moves. But O how ubspeakably desira-

ble it is that this people should be pricked
in their hearts to cry, out of their depths
of sin and misery, with those who were
awakened by means of the preaching of
Peter, on the day of Pentecost, * Men and
brethren, what shall we do?” Will you
not pray in faith that this may speedily be
the case with them ? ‘
WORK OF DEATIH.

By last mail we received the sad tidings
of the death of my honoured and excellent
predecessor, Dr. Geddie. This eveu will
be learned with profuund sorrow Ly thou-
sands, especially by those of the Chureh
whose messenger he was. But his work
on earth was done, and he now rests from
his {abours. By the samc mail we heard
of the the death of my esteemed friend and
venerable brother, the Rev. John Camp-
hell, Sherbrooke, the voice of these provi-
dences to us who survive is, ** Work while
it is called to-day; for the night cometh
wherein no mas can work.”

My Dear Siv,—1 have had brief notes
faom the Islands informing me that the
chartered vessel, “the Paragon,” which
left this port on the 24th May, arrived
safely at Aneityum on the 3rd June, ex-
actly ten dayson the passage. She left
again on the 9th June, and Mr. Goodwill
writes me that she came to Espiritu ‘Santo
on the 24th June. I heard from these by
way of Fiji. «“Al on board the vessel
spoke well of her sea-going qualities.” Mr.
Inglis says :  Mr. Murray was well. Mr.
Paton had been poorly. T expect the
 Paragon’’ to ryeturn soon with news of
the Mission Synod: Much will depend on
the opinion of the brethren at the islands
with regard 1o a vessel.

1 seud you an extract from "the Rev.
John Goodwill’s Jetier to shew iou his
trials and perils. His position is one f
difficulty and danger ; but he seems to have
suceceded in getting the confidence of the
tribes around him.

Dr. Macdonald sent me the money paid
for insuring the  Paragon’ as the pro-
ceeds of the Reserve Fund. He has se-
cared the £2000 for which the ¢ Day-
spring” was insured.

T havo had funds sufficient to pay for the
chavier of the “ Puragon,” and have just
received the £250 duc by the Reformed
Preshyterian Church. When I receive
your Church portion, I will ba able to start
well on the return ot the vessel in meeting
claims for wages, &c, -
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Thad a letter from Tanna dated 24th
July, and sent by New Caledonia. Mr.
Neilson _had uot gone to the Synod this
year. He says, ““ Things contipue to pro-
gress slowly with ug here.  The Gospel is,
I think, making some advance quietly, but
war has beon raging near at haud for some
time back.”

Missionary Trials on Espiritu Santo

The Rev. John Goodwill, the solitary
missionary_on this island in the north of
the Naw Hebrides group, in a letter re-
ceived by Fiji, writes to the agent in Syd-
ney: * The Paragon came to anchor on the
evening of the 24th June. I nced not tell
you how happy I was to sece Mrs. G. and
the baby back again. . . . We had
very trying times on Santo during the last
season, with storms, hurricanes, and dysen-
tery. All the houses except our dwelling
houge, and that was near gone, were torn
to pieces; the thatch was blown off eur
house twice. We lost the most of our
stores, and only for the kindness of Capt
Macdonald of the Success, and John, his
brother, of the Daphue, and Capt. M*Kay,
of the Satellite, I would have been in a bad
state before our supplies came to hand.
They very kindly gave of their stores to
supply my need. 1 have been severely
tried with attacks of dysentery, and have
been in-the very jaws of death. I was re-
duced to & mere skeleton; I had none to
help me, and had to cook mv own food,
look after the premises, &e. Two of my
ribs were broken in the hurricane. My lit-
tle daughter, too, was attacked by dysen-
tery. The bushmen made an attack on us
on the 6th May, about midnight. They
broke our windows, farniture, crockery,
&e. I had a rarrow escape trom being

oshot with an arrow. I had heen very un
well from dysentery and had gone outside
when I was fired at. They showered ar-
rows, sticks, and stones upon us, and made
a desperate effort to break into the cellar. I
opened fir¢ upon them, and put them to
flight.  There were thirty-two of them,
guided and directed by a wretch who is a
notorious man-stealer, and who stole away
nineteen last vear. e hud to fles to the
bush in the hot scason, uas the shore people
were goiug to Kkill him. Two villages
were massacred—all the natives killed—
two days after the attack on us.  The peo-
ple of three other villages took refuge with
onr people (at Cape Lisburne) from fear of
the bushman. A few days ago a chief,
about two miles north of our station, killed
five of the bushmen, and divided them

among the villages fricndly to us in order
to grace their feasts! I did oll in my
power to prevent them from doing so, and
pointed out to them how revoliing canni.
balism is, but their constant answer was
—* They were your enemies, and tricd to
kill you and plunder all your stores ; they
stole your turkeys, broke your windows,
furniture, crockery, &c., and this is cause
enough for killing and ecating them up!”
Oar people take more iurercst in us now
than they did scme time past.  Food i3
very scarce herc this season,— Communico-
ted Sydney Herold, Oct. 15th.

The Presbytery of P. E. I, in connec-
tion with the P. C. L. P., met in Charlotte.
town on the 30th Qct., and was constituted
with prayer by the Moderator.

Preshytery cntered upon the consdera-
tion of the subject of Union, as remitted by
Synod, and by a unnabmous resolution ex-
pressed their approval of the Basis of Union
agreed upon by the Committee, and the
deliverances of Synod thereon.

Kirk Sessions and congregations are re-
quested to forward to Preshytery their re-
poris on the Synod’'s remit, on or before
March 1s¢.

Preshytery expressed their high pratifiea.
tion at the flourishing condition of the con-
gregation at Suinmerside, since the induc-
tion of Mr. McKay. They were especially
pleased to learn that the congregation had
purchascd for the use of their minister, 2
manse and two acres of land, in that rising
town, at @ cost of $2050.00, the whole of
which has been secured by subseription and
one third of it paid.

Attention having been ealled by Rev. A,
F. Carr to the evils resulting from the use
of intoxicating liquors and to the duty of
the Church in reference to the cause of
temperance, it was on motion unanimonsly
agreed to carncstly recommend to the ses-
sions and congregations under this Preshy-
tery to use all diligence to secure the prac-
tice of total abstinence from all irtosicants
on the part of Church members, and as far
as possible on the part -of adhevents also,
by the formation of congregational Total
Abstinence Societies, or by such other
m:ans as they may deem most cfiective,

Reports of missionary labour by Rev. d.
A. F. Sutherland and S. McKaughion, A,
M., were read, approved and ordered to be
forwarded to the Home Mission Board.

Rev. S. Archibald was appointed to sup-
ply Tryon and Bonshaw, on the st and,
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and Alberton on the 3rd Sabbath or No
vember, on which last day Rev. M. Carr is
{D. V.éto dispense the Sacrament of the
Lord’s Supper in Lot 14. Rev. John Mur-
ray was appointed to visit the gaclic speak-
ing population of Sheep River and preach
1o them on 2nd Sablath of Decemher, Mr.
Murray was also appointed to preach once
a fortnight, in Summerfield till the end of
December, and at New London North, at
8} o’clock on Sabbath, Nov. 9th. Rev.
Mr. Laird was appointed to give two days
supply to the same congregation in the
month of December ; and Rev. Mr, McKay
10 preach at Lot 16 on 2nd Saturday of
November at 3 o’clock.

The Presbytery felt, however, that
the congregation was tuo large, and perhaps
a5 a consequence of this not sufficiently
liberal and aggressive. The congregation
was urged to take the matter of division in-
to consideration, to put forth greater efforts
for the schemes of the Church. Iy was
ﬁrged that at the next regular meeting in

Presbytery of Truro.

This Preshytery met at Truro on the 28ih
October. ‘The attendance was large, all the
ministers heing present during the day.
The Rev. Dr. McCulloch grave notice of a
motion anent Presbyterial visitation. The
Modcrator, the Rev. A. L. Wylhe, rend a
report of the Commission appointed to or-
ganize a congregation at Maccan. The re-
port was reccived and the diligence of the
convener approved. The Rev. Dr. Me-
Cullach and J. F. Blanchard, Esq., were ap-
pointed a committee to take wneasures to
secure the site promised some time ago by
the:proprietors of Acadia Iron Minesfor a
chnreh in that locality.

The Preshvtery expressed its approval
of the proposed County Sabbath School
Convention, and pledged itself to co operate
with those taking the lead in the movement,
but was of opinion that the Convention
could not be well held this season.

The Report of the Commission on the
Antigonish Riot was received, and the fol-
lowing resolution passed :

 That while this Presbytery is of opinion
that 1he rioters ought to be prosecuted in
regular course of law, and is disposed to aid
the Picton Preshyters in aiming at such
a result, it considers that that Presbytery is
in the hest position to determine what the
interests of order and religion require.”

The subject of Union being taken up, it
was moved hy the clerk, and seconded by
the Rev. E. Smith, that the Presbytery ac-
cept the Basis of Union as agreed upon by
the Synod.

Moved in amendment by the Rev. J. Mc-
G. McKay, and seconded by the Rev. Dr.
MeCulloch, that,

« Whereas no civcumstances have arisen
under Providence pointing to the necessity
of the proposed Union between the Presby-
terian Churches of British America,

«« And whereus the range of territory to
be embraced by the said Union is so exten-
sive as to render the united body exceeding-
ly unwieldy, and the working of it in many
respects impracticable, hesides entailing on
the people largely increased expense, and
the closing up of many churches for & numn-
her of Sabbaths every vear in order 1o attend
General Assemblies.

« And whereas the churches to bé united
hold difierent and antagonistic views on
principles and practices affecting the dis-
cipline and worship of the Church, tte re.
salt -of which wounld be either to produce
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discord and contention, or lead to the ig.
noring of important principles, and the tol-
eraring of donbtful practices.

““ And whereas the people incladed in the
said Univn must of necessity continue to a
very large extent strangers to one another ;
consequently their interest in the work of
the Church would he diminished and their
liberality laruzely affected.

“And whereas thesaid Union would break
up organizations which are at present vigor-
ous and prosperous, to form a new and un-
tried ecclesiastical hody whose success is
exceedinuly problematic.

“ Resolved, therefore, that the Presbytery
decline to accept the Basis looking to the
laveer Union of the Presby tovian Chuvehes
of British America preferring 2 Union of
the Churehes in the Maritime Provinces.”

On division there appeared 5 for the
amendment, and 11 for the motion.

The Rev. J. H. Chase moved that the
Preshytery take up the suhject of the * Aped
and Infirm Ministers’ Fund.” The hour
being late, it was decided to defer its consid-
eration till next meeting.

Agreed to visit the Stewiacke congregn-
tions, Middle Stewiacke on the 3rd Tuesday,
16th of December, at 10 o’clock, A. M., the
Rev. Mr. McKay to preach; Uppor Stewi-
acke on the same duy at 3 o’clock, P. M.,
Mr. Ross to preach, and Springside at11
o’clock, A. M., on the following day, Rev.

The earnest prayers of many Christian
hearts from his native town as well as from
the Church at lavge, will follow Mr. Chistie
to his new and tryimng ficld of labour.

The discussion of the Union Basis was
deferred till the next meeting of Presbytery
which was appointed to be hield in Shel-
burne on the third Tuesday of January,
1874, at 2 p. m.—Com. by Clerk.

Presbytery of Pictou.

The Preshytery of Pictou met on the 21s
Oct., in Primitive Church, New Glasgow.

The Call from Sharon Church, Stellar-
ton, to the Rev. Thomas Cumming, was
sustained.

Aged and Infirm Ministers I'und,

The Committee on the Aged and Infirm
Ministers Fund desire to make a short
statement to the Church regarding the im-
portant scheme intrusted to them, The
fund was started by the Svynod in the year
1862, and a commencement made of ye-
ceiving subscriptions from Ministers and
members of the Church.  In the foilowing
year the Comunittee were instrueted rto
prusecute the work., Again, in 1871, the
Synod resolved to “ give authority to the
Comimittee to appeal 1o the congregntions
throughout the whole Chureh, and that
they be authonzed to avail themselves of
the aid of the agent of the schemes of the
Church, as far as his time will admit, and
that cach session be ¢njoined to contribute
the fund either by collection or by susserip-
tion amouny the members of the several
congregations.”  Again, in 1872, the Synod
resvlved unanimousty, * That the Syncd
renew their injunction to those congrega-
tions which have not contributed to this
scheme, to dv s0 a8 early as possible, au-
thorize the agent of the schemes of the
Church to give hisaid ag far as conves
nient, direct the attention of Presbyteries
1o the subject, and remit 1the matter 1o the
Comumittec to prosccute the work of col
Jecting,”  Circumstznces, to which we need
not now advert, prevented these injunctions
from being carried out, except very par-
tially, and at the last meeting of Synod
this resolution was renewcd.

So far as appeals have been made, the
Committee are happy 1o say that the ves-
ponse has been such that if thescheme were
ouly followed up through the whole Church
they have rcason to helieve that the fund
would be in a position to provide for tle
comfort of the declining years of the Lord's
servantg, who, having speut their days of
strength in the work of the Ministry, are,
whea their strength is weakened, in the
+way dependent upon the Church for suj-
port. . But the Committee have to bring
before-the Church the present state of con-
aributions. The scheme was commenced
by Ministers, some of the Preshyteries sub-
scribing  liberally for their means, and it
was expected that their brethren would con.
tnbute according to their circumstances,
But up to this date, thongh the scheme has
been tour years hefore the Church, only
one third of the Ministers have contribu-
ted ; and notwithstanding the thrice re-
peated ** injunction” of Synod to Sewgions,
we have received no conwilmiions what-
ever from about three-fourths of the con-
gregations of the Charch.  ‘The Commit-
teo do not desire to attach binme to auny
party for past delay, but would now affec-
ionately- present the matter before those

1 Preshyterics and Sessious which have 1ot
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yet taken up the matter.  We cannot help I sons with the Golden texts and the Doc-

noticing the inequality existing between
the ditferent portivns of the Chureh in the
contributions 1o the fuad, and the unfair-
ness that there would be in its continu-
ance. For example, cvery congregation
but one on the Lslund of Cape Breton has
contributed something, and nearly all the
Ministers there, whereas there are two
Presbyteries on the main land from which
ne contributionus whatever has been re-
ceived either from Ministers or people.

As to the claims upon the fund, the com-
mittee are already aiding one tather to the
amount of one hundred dotllars per annum;
and there are two or three others that
ought, if the fund were properly establigh-
ed, tobe at once placed upon it. Under
those circnmstances the Committee affec-
tionately appeal to those portions of the
Church which bave wot yet aided, and to
those Presbyterics and Sessions which have
not yet taken up the matter, tocome toour
help, so that if possible every scetion of
the Church may before next meeting of
Synod have done its part in the work.

The Committee would also present the
fund to the notice of those who may be
disposing of their property by will. The
object we believe to be worthy of their
attention, more particularly as hereafter
the fund will be largely dependant on lega-
cics and & nanons.

Provinces Church Insurance
Scheme.

The Committee of the Synod of the P.
C. L. P., on the insurauce of Churches have
to intimate that the number of applications
has not been sufficient to warrant their com-
mencing the scheme on the scale originally
contemplated. Buat being desirous of ; ut-
ting it in operation, they have resobved to
do so with the fullowing modifications.—

Furst.  That at present they assume no
greater risks than $2,000, and that instead
four ¢lusses, there be, tor the preseant, only
two, $1,000-and $2,000.

Secondly, ‘That the rates be payable in
one or two years,according to the vptivnot
managers or trustees, instead of in one or
three.

As soon, however, as a sufficient number
of congregations join, ur the funds warrant

i the scheme will be carried out on the scale

originally contemplated, extending the rishs
to three, four, or it may be five thousand
dollars. In the meantime the s lieme a3
ahove modified will go into uporation on
the 1st January, 1874, Those managersof
congregations who have sent iu their re-
turns and made application for the benefit
ot the scheme, arc requested to forwanl
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their rates previous to that date to Jas. W.
Carmichael, Esq , Treasurer of the Fund;
and all others. are invited to avail them-
setves of the scheme. Below will be found
the table of rates.

It may be added that a conmittee of the
Synod of the Maritime Provinces have the
scheme under consideration, and are likely
to recommend it to the congregations of
that body.
