4. PROSPECTS.

The prospects may bic inifcrradl frem the
sate of matters abeve descrihcd, if we addt
te that thte faet tîtat, our people have sub-
scriictl betveen ciglit anti nine dollars per
ianiily for the services of a setticti pastor.
Some who are ne: our own people have
subscribcd liberaiiv, and more will do se in
case ef a settlement being cfl'ected. Absyet
there arc n Churches in wvhicli te xworship,
bnt tic people 110w sec that tîtese are a
nccssity, and with a littile enîcouragenment
ftom outside, wenld go.forward. Il a min-
ister, %vise in disccrning,-prudent in nîanag-
inz. and zealoîts for God's glory, siould be
settlct1 over this people, 1 venture te infer
from my knowiedg of surreunding circuni-
staînces, and of'theeffect oft caciîing on thecir
mintis, that in live yeairs the Churcli mcmn-
bership will be dqubled, in seven years tlîey
will have conifortable Churehes in wvhich
te ivorship, and in ten ycars be self-support-
ing, te say nothing of the sdaîls that ivill l>c
tîltimateiy saveti frem eternal ruin. The
people %vil1 raise $300 wititont difficuity,
anti a gentlemaan in Luncnburg has prom.
iset another $100 te start on, anti wvith
suchli euceîtraging prospects, surely our
Church i vill give wvhatever moreois noces-
sir .
