That he knew how soon the silver
crd must be loosed, was touchingly ex-
of | pressed by himself at the meeting of Pres-
bytery at which he asked for leave of
On that occasion he made =i
lusion to the death of his old friend, Dr.
Forbes, in whose removal he lamented the
loss of the last member of Presbytery that
had given him the right hand of welcome
when he came to the city in 1833. At the
conclusion of his address to his brethren,
he said, *“1 cannot trust myself to say
more, but T have said enough to enable my
brethren to understand the peculiar signifi-
caunce thereis for me in the event over
d | which we all this day so sincerely mourn.”
Dr. Buchanan set out tor Rome in the
same month, accompanied by Mrs. Bu-
chanan and two of their daughters, and on
reaching the Eternal City at once began
his work. His letters generally were of
the most cheering charactes. The cold of
s Roman winter, however, proved some-
what trying to him, and in the course of
last week he suffered from 2 severe bilious
attack, which may have predisposed to the
fatal attack which has so suddenly involved

His intervalz of leisure, when the hot,
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stifling winds of Rome were not prohibiti\ve
of out-door excreise, were spent in visiting
places of sacred and historic interest in the
neighbourhood, and we believe he eccupied
some of his time in recording his ex-
periences, which would probably have been
published, if he had been spared to retarn
home, in the form of his * Impressions of
Rome.”

Dr. Buchanan was seventy-three years of
age at his death. In 1827 he was ordained,
and shortly afterwards entered upon the
dutics of his first charge as minister of
Saltoun, in East Lothian. Here he re-
mained until 1833, when he was translated
tc the Tron Church in Glasgow, his sue-
cassor at Saltoan being the late Principal
Fairbairn. In 1843 on leaving the old Tton
Church at the Disruption, the congregation
who lett the establishment slong with him
worshipped for a time in the City Hall;
until the erection of the Free Tron Church.
A dozen years later, Dr. Buchanan wag in-,
vited to remove to the West End, and the
reasons for such a change were of so con-
vincing & nature, that he consented to be-
come pastor of the College Chirch. It is
hardly necessary to say that the cohgrega-
tion flourished under his pastorate, and has
long becn recogrised as one of the mest
influential and also the most liberal in
giving within the bounds of the Frce
Church: Less distinguished as a preacher
than as a leader in what may be ealled the
imperial affairs of the Charéh, Dr. Bu-
chanan’s pulpit appenrance were neverthe-
less worthy of one who held such a high
position in the denomination.

Dr. Buchanan’s public life isso much
mnatter of "history that we need not discuss
it. As the historian of the “ Ten Years’
Conflict,” as the convener of the Susten-
tation Fund, his labours in Church ‘exten-
sion, notably that ot the Wynd Churches,
which he originated, are matters of listory
in the Freq Church. His attendaiice at
the weetings of the Church Courts was
niost cotiscientions.

A WORKING GHURCH.

Twonty years ago & mission church was
established at Ermelo, a smali village in
the Netherlands. Under the labours of &
faithful pastor it has wrongh? much in that
short space of time, and affords an eminent
example’ of what zeal and energy under
God cari accomplish. The chutck has now
in oporation schools for childres, nursing
houses for the sick, alms houses for the
aged, for orphans, foandlings and destitute
children. Home Mission wovk is carried
on in nire or ten different places in Hol-
land, Relgiom and elsewhere. Foreign
Mission work is also prosecuted in Sumatra,
South Africa, China, Egypt. and among
the Jews. Those who are labouring in
these mission ficlds were not only trained
at Ermelo, but are sustained entirely by
funds raised by the little church, and the
funds come in answer 10 prayer. What an
amount of work has been accomplished by
this roble band at Ermelo. It certainly
puts to the blush the Presbyterian Church
of the Lower Provinces. If all our con-
gregations manifested a tithe of their zeal -
and exhibited as strong faith in God, how
muck inore might be done for the advance-
ment of the Redeemer’s Kingdom. JIustead
of having only six missionaries in the
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Foreign Ficld, and barcly enough to sup-
port them, we would have at lenst 20 or 30
and an overflowing treasury., Amid the
deep revival movements now pervading the
varied scctions of our Zion, should we not
look for increased zeal and energy. When
the little working church at Ermelo is doing
more for the cause of Christ than the whole
Presbyterian Church of the Lower Pro-
vinces, do we not need reviving times that
we may be stirred up to greater earnest-
ness ?

DEATH OF A MISSIONARY,

Rev. Gavin Martin, one of the United
Presbyterian missionaries in India, has
been called away to his rest. He sucaumbed
to an attack of fever, after having been
weakened by pleurisy. His brother says
in the Record

Although he scemed to slecp very much,
his mind was so occupied with visions, for
the most part so overpoweringly glorious,
that they proved very exhausting to his
poor, weakened frame.

As 2 specimen of these visions I give the
following :—One day he, and & great many
other sick poople, were permitted to ap-
proach the throne of God, each to ask one
question. As his question, he had made
up his mind to ask how he might best glori-
fy God; but just as he was about to speak

he caught sight ot his wife, and instead, .

asked that for her sake he might be spared
a little iopger. Thereupon he was met by
such a frown as filled him with shame and
fear ; but #s in dismay he turned from the
throne, he heard a voice of infinite tender-
ness say to him, ‘ Come unto me, all ye
that labour and are heavy laden, and I will
give you rest,” and, falling into the arms of
Jesus at once was comforted. Regarding
the sight of Jesus, he afterwards remarked
that he would not have lost it for worlds.
On Thesday the 20th he became much
worse, but this had no effect in disturbing
his mind. Hitherto we had avoided as
much as possible, speaking to him, and he-
from exhaustion, did not care to speuk
much, although he sometimes found it very
soothing to have my wife sing to him some
of the hymns, in which he had been accus-
tomed to find so much delight when in
health ; but this day at once to suggest a
supjeet for his mind to rest upon, and to
call forth some expression of his feeling, I

One of the hearers was & young man who
was & patient in our hospital at Tamsui.
His father, & very old man, came to thank
me for having cured his son of a complaint
which defied the native doctors for twelve
years. In the morning, when leaving,
quite a number said they would rent a
house for a chapel if I would visit them
again and send a helper to instruct them.

I ordered them to repair a place for wor-
ship, as I wouald return cre long. The
enemy, hearing this, determined to crush
the work if possible. The officials referred
to above went to Sin-tiam and ecalled npon
the people to arise and put the “ Bar-
barian’” to death if he dared attempt to
establish a chapel there. Accordingly, the
head man in the village called on the man
who rented a heuse for worship, and
threatened to set it in flames.

In all the neighbouring villages placards
were posted up warning the people to com-
bine aginst the efforts of the “ Barbatian.”
From a human point of view one would al-
most despair to enter the field again ; but—
Ilove fo declare it—I have trusted the
Tord God Almighty too long to doubs His
word. Throwing myself entirely npon this
word, ¥ determined to go forth, shonld
death be the result. The Lord be praised
for having taken away its sting, so that it
has no tervors.

Procceding to the place, T met several
who scemed enraged ; and when cntering
the village, observed many angry faces and
heard many blasphemous sounds. I called
at once on the hicad man of the village, and
asked him {o point out the justice of their
conduct according to Confucius, their own
sage. The effect was astounding. Heat
once offered me tea to drink, according to
Chinese custom, and walked with me
through the street, telling the‘people not to
oppose my work. At dark the door and
windows of the rented house were thrown
.open, and in a few minutes it was filled. All

The Work of Grace in Upper
Stewiacke.

BY REV. EDWARD GRANT.

At your request I will endeavor to give
you a brief statement of the wonderful
work of grace now in progress within the
bounds of my congregation. Trusting to
Brother Smith, ia whose congregation this
movement commenced, to give you some
account of its origin, Y will confine myself
exclusively to my own congregation.

It is now four weeks since we commence
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ed holding special relizious services in.our
congregation. For two weeks in succession
these services were held every evening in
the Village Chureh, and for the last two
weeks they were held every afternoon or
evening in our new church at the South
Branch—the Village section holding their
meetings, the meanwhile, every other even-
ing. .
Lf neced not say that all the meetings
have been very generally and largely at-
tended  Tndeed, I might say that the
whole congregation has been waiting on
God in the house of prayer for the last four
weeks.

Following the example of our brethren
elsewhere, we have been holding ¢ Enquiry
classes’ in both sections at the close of our
general excercises. These classes are at-
tended at present by over 100 persons, who
have made no profession of religion—per-
sons of all ages, from the little boy and girl

10 and 12 ycars old, up to the hoary headed
wman of three score yems. Very many of
these anxious enquirers, we have good rea-
son to believe, have already been ho'pefully
converted, and we trust that all in attend-
ance will soon be able to say with the
Royal Preachier—each one for herself and
himself,—* My beloved is mine, and X am
His.”?

The attention given on the part of all to
the messnge of divine trath, and to all
other parts of divine service is unusually
carnest, devout, and even affecting. And
the requests for prayer, night after night,
on behalf of persons present, as well as on
behalf of absent relatives and friends, form-
ed not only a novel, buta very interesting
featurc of our meetings.

As to the apparent or anticipated results
of this movement it becomes me to speak
advisedly. This much, however, I can
say, that the whole congregation is tho-
roughly aroused. A spinit of deep, pious
solicitude scems to pervade the whole com-
munity. Religion is now the all-absorbing
theme with old and young, parents and
children. Professing Christians and heads’
of familics scem to be wonderfully awaken-
ed to asense of their duty and responsi-
bility.

I may say that onr young men have or-
ganized a prayver-meeting for themselves
which is held in the hall an hour hefore the
general meeting in the church, and which
is largely attended and kept up with great
interest.  This yonng men’s prayer-meet-
ing Iregard as onc of the most hopeful
and promising fruits of thix Revival—
Many of our young men arcnow all aglow
with the spirjc of their Divine Master,
and they will no doubtexert a most health-
ful influcnce in the community.

I must not forget to mention, as an cvi-
dence of the Christian affection and cordi-

ality which are cherished by the people of
this Valley that we held a wnion prayey.
meeting in our church on the forenoon of
Friday, the 26th March, consisting of the
three congregations of Stewiacke, at whi
there must _have been nearly 600 persors
present. This was certainly one’ of 1l
most interestings and refreshing mcetings
we have ever enjoyed.

Nor mugt Lomit to mention tha gy
Baptist friends, who are at present withyy,
a settled pastor, have co-operated with
in all cur meetings most cordially gy
heartily.

And I would also take this opportuni
of acknowledging with gratitude the timgj
and highly appreciated services rendered
not only by my govd Rrothers Sinclairs:
Smith, but also by Brothers McLean, Ly
ton, Sedgewick and others.  Our spd)
gratitude, however, is due to Him wkoj
wonderful in counsel and excellentin wy]
ing. And in looking back upon thels
four weeks’ experience, and i recalf
what our eyes have seen and onr carshe
heard, we are obliged to exclaim, “Ths
the Lord’s doing and itis marvellousin
eyes.” Weall feel that we have enjy
and are still enjoying—for the work i ¢
going on—a most refreshing scasun,
our united cry is that God may coniy
““ to pour us ont a blessing until ther
not be room enough to receive it.”’

In reference to the Revival movement at
Hopewelt o which you desire an account,
the following oricf statement will give you
an idea of its character and results. It
may be said to have begun by setting apart
the afternoon of the 1st Sabbath of March
in the church for special prayer for theout-
pouring of the Spirit and o revival of reli-
gion among us. At the conclusion of the
usual evening prayer-meeting of the same
duy the people agreed to meet for prayer
every evening during the week. 1ncon-
nection with these meetings it was evident
that a deep and wide-spread interest in di-
vine things was felt by all who attended.
The subjeet of religion became the all-ab-
sorbing topic of conversation. 1ivery per-
son appeared anxicus about his soul’s sal-
vation and en assured interest in Christ.
‘The meetings wero continued every night
for five weeks. Frequently at those meet-
ings as many as five or six hundred would
he proseni.  The religious exercises were
portions of Scripturc read and expounded,
short addresses, prayers aud singivg.
Psalms, Pamyhmses, and Sankey’s Hymns
were sung.  ‘The Rev. Mr. Macrae of St.
John speat a few days among us with good
effect, assisting at these meetings.  On the
second Sabbath of April the commnunion of
the Lord’s Supper was observed conjointly
by the two congregations of the place.

This was the Jargest, most solemn and in-

‘T'he full resnlts of this revival movement
are known only to God Himself. Those
that appear to us are : True Christians are
much revived in their souls, and stirred up
to do more for Christ than they ever did or
ever thought of doing--formalistsand carcless
sinners have been awakened and brought to
Christ—hunger and thirst for the Word of
Life felt as never before, and more dili-
gent attendance than usual on the ordi-
nances of religion. The young men have
been specially touched and moved, and
large numbers, if not all of them brought
under the power of the truth. This is true
of all the young people from ten years up-
wards withopt distinetion. The young
men are now holding prayer meetings of
their own twice a week, which are well at-
tended.

On the whole the past seven wecks have
been the most prezious and gracious weeks
ever experienced in the history of this com-
mupity.  The work of grace is still going
on, and I hope and pray will continue to
go on with increasing saving results. The
present generation are now receiving a bap-
tism of the Holy Spirit, which will tell be-
neficially on generations to come. “ This
is the Lord’s doing, and it is marvellous in
our eyes.

The Isord’s Work in Pictou Town.

Revival in Glenelg, St. Mary’s.

BY REV. ROBERT CUMING.

Youask me to write a very bricf account
of our vevival meetings, and to describe
their phases and results. The time has
not come to write such an account as you
desiderate, as the movement is still of re-
cent origin, and the interest thercin is un-
abated. ~ Every individual, old and young,
far and near, that can possibly attend the
the meetings docs so, and is delighted with
them. There is little or no excitement,
and no encouragement is given to any
speech-making calculated to electrify the
feelings. Somehow people realize far more
than they usually do that the Bible is in
deed and in trath the word of God, and
that the doctrines of the cross are stupen-
dous facts. They have also become in-
tensely evangelicel. They do not concern
themselves in the least about high Calvin-

ism or low Arminianism, or any other
ism. Once convicted of sin, o one seems
to have any doubt that Christ is able and
wiling to save him, and the sole guestion is
“ How can I close with the offer of salva-
tion whicl: Christ makes to me.”

Meetings have been held in the East
River church every evening for the past
four weeks, and in Glenelg church for the
last threa weeks. In the former church the
people themselves conduct the meetings.
The number who have come forward as
anxious enquirers slready exceed 200.
More than the one half of those are able
ta speak hopefally of their faith in Christ;
and some are strong in the Lord. At first
many were suspicious that the movement

was not the work of God, but now all are
agreed that *it wasneverso seen 1o Tstacl,
and that indeed notable mirscles arc being
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wroughtonevery hand. The great Miracle-
worker is indeed among us, and the resnlts
of His power are to be seen in nearly every
home ; save when ** He could do no mighty
works beeause of their unbelief.” In Glen-

el there are a_number of Baptist families, ¢ place, the results of which time only i

who have cordially joined in with us, and
about a dozen of the anxious enquirers are
of that persuasion. ‘T'heir minister, Mr.
McQuaillam, also did all he could in the
way of promoting the good work.

As to results, it 1s too soon to speak.
There are always more flowers in spring
than fruit in autumn. However, we fondly
look for a richer blossoming yet, even in
Glenelg and East River, and I have given
no report at all from Caledonia, which is
one-third of the congregation, where the
movement is only commencing. These
may be aftirmed already as manifest results,
that profanity, which was rife among us,

. and intemperance, and social bickerings
seem to be entirely swept away. There
are instances of conversions among us of as
thrilling intevest as was that of Bunyan—
Baxter—or Colonel Gardiner—but, I do
not know that it would be prudent to lay
them before the public.

TRINIDAD MISSION.

Pourth Annual Report of Mission
Wgrk in Trinidad, Dec. 31, 1874.

In submitting my Fourth Annual Report
it appears unnecessaty to givea lengthened
statement, as the character and extent of
our work hgve been so fully presented by
Mr. Morton during his visit home. On
lookers may regard our work as monoton-
ous, but weekly if not daily, new phases
present themselves which awsaken interess
and hope, and gradually brighten the pros-
pects of the ultiate success of our mission.

1.—~8CHOOLS.

The year commenced with five Estate
schools under my care besides the San
Fernando school. 1ln April, about the
time of Mr. Morton’s departure X opened
three more, and for seven months during
Mr. Morton’s absence I had Jordan Hill
school to superintend. It is difficult for
your Board to realize the amount of work
in this department. It frequently occupied
& part of four doys in the week. Of

teachers on Estates John Kantoo and Jacob
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Corsbie, (a Chinese) deserve honourable-
mention. Though the results fall short of
our estimates, yet there is progress. Dear
little children, some of them roally hand-
some, differing from children at home only
in the colour of their skin and eyes, are
gathered out of homes where there is not
one happy influence, usually, save parental
affection, and that bli.diy guided, and
brought into schools where they are taught
cleanliuess, order, truthfulness, where they
Jearn for the first time that there is one
God, the Father of all who loves them,
and a living Saviour who is as willing to
receive themn as he was the children brought
w Him when on earth. Scores of these
little ones 1 believe say their simple little
prayer daily under the ronf and by theside
of their heathen parents. Parents with
strong prejudices may not like this, but
they know that we are their trae friends,
and will send their children to oblige us.
In my cight Estate schools there are 216
corolied and 147 in daily attendance. By
adding San Fernando tv these we have gs
a total 333 cenrolled and 280 in daily at-
tendance.

1X1.—~RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION.

In the country schools the children re-
ceive religious instruction daily, but we
don’t enjoy the same liberty in San Fer-
nando. Here we call the children to the
church, children iu the first book are dis-
missed an hour carlicr than the more ad-
vanced, these are called twice in the week
to be taught catechism, just when dismissed
from schoonl. Then on Tuesday evening
we give Bible instruction in & form suited
to the capacity of the young. This service
has awakened considerable interest, and
the attendance varies from fifty to eighty.
On Friday evening we also meet with the
same object, but this service is different
inform. I may inform or remind your
Board that we receive abont forty dollars
worth of papers, books, cards, &c., from
the Book and Tract Depository, Halifax,
& very generous grant made by the Com-
mittee of that Society. These supplies are
forwarded quarterly by Mr. DMcBean,
through the kinduess of J. G. Allan, Esg.,
Lockeport, and they are an iavaluable
auxiliary to eur work. Now, as I am
aware that children are oftep more de-
lighted with the pictures in these papers
than edified by the lessons, I have occupied
Friday evening in reading from these papers
and little books, hoping in this way to en-
courage a taste for reading. Singing too
has always a prominent place in these ex-
ercises. Many of our young people sing
hymns nicely, and in this part of our ser-
vice we are greatly indebted to Mr. Camp-
bell, a young Scotchman, who attends our
meetings regularly. “Jesus of Nazareth

passeth by,” “I am so glad that our
Father in Heaven,”  There is a gate that
stands ajar,” and other favourite hymns
have rccently been introduced, and are
sung heartily.

I1L—SABBATH DAY’S SERVICES.

Sabbath school is held from 8 to 9i,—
the usnal attendance between 70 and Sy,
the hizhast present on any Sabbath being
95. We have a_quarterly entertainment
and review,—on Christmas day 130 present,
this included the teachers from Couva and
some adults who can’t attend day school,
but who are under instruction at the Mi-
sion House several evenings in the week.
At this gathering about 20 ladies ani
gentlemen of the Scotch congregation were
present. A new Catechism containing 30
pages with answers in Scripture words
alone, had been introduced during the year,
14 children repeated it accurately, anil
these will now have the Shorter Catechisin
pliced in their hands. In the Sabbaih
school w2 are much indebted to the youny
men of the Scotch congregation, and the
services rendered are so coustant and
earnest that you have the pleasing convic.
tion that they are a labour of love which
will not zo unblessed. Qur aim is to enrich
the minds of our young people with Bibl
truth, to ground them ang build them up.

Let me remind you that several of our
most advanced pupils are Chinese and
Madrasi, who know nothing of the Hindu.
stiani language, and that children in San §
Fernando whose paronts speak the Hindo-
stani gencrally prefer English, as we find
sometimes in Highland fawilies at home,
and furthe , that there are a few young
men outside the school yet within ourin-
fluence, who have good English andare
ignorant of the Hindustani. In view of §
these facts your Board will readily sdmit
the importance of sustaining regularlyau 2
English service on the Sabbath. Thiswe
have done throughout the year with resalls
which confirm me in the conviction which
1 have held for the last two years, thatve i
should not treat this element of our work S
as secondary in San Fernaudo. We have
usually about 50 at this service. J

At 2 P. M. cvery Sanbath we hav}
service in Hindustani. This part of oor
work too is sustained with unabated in- §
terest, the average attendance graduslly
increasing. In this, afier the departurecf
Mr. Morton in April, I had the assistane
of LalBihiri, the Catechist supported by
Dr. Bayne’s congregation. C. Soudeen,
and T. Cockey, teacher of the San Fe-
nando school, were also ready to gived
helping hand when required.

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Letter from Rev. K. J. Grant.
Sax Fernanoo, March 23rd, 1875.

Rev. Dear Sir,—

Cases of interest in our work turn up
frequently. Let mo give afew of them :—

1. I was engaged yesterday in conduct-
ing a meeting in a Hospital, assisted by
LalBihdri, about 40 people present. It will
be remembzred that every Estate is obliged
to grovide Hospital accotamodation, and
me

ical attendance for all its Indentured

Labourers, and according to law the la.
bourer must be at his work or in the Hospi.
tal, this law is not rigidly cuforced, ye
there are Hospital patients whose indispo.
sition is very temporary. Well, in the
midst of our service a poor fellow evidently
very weak and emaciated, crept Sorwarl
wrapt in his blanket, and unrolling his
kapra took out four shillings and placed
them on the stool beside me in order to gat
the forgivencss of his sins not apprehend.
ing the freeness of the Gospel offer.

2, When on the same beat a few days
ago, I was engaged in a neighbouring
Hospital with my Catechist, and there
heheld stronger evidences of feeling, than
I cever witnessed in a Hindoo audience
before, in hearing the Gospel. Vain were
the .attempts to suppress pent up feeling,
or to hide emotion by stealthily brushing
away the falling tear. !

One poor fellow
brought out a six cent piece, I suppose all
he had, and begged LalBihari to take it.
When we left, cvery poor fellow that coull
creep to the door followed us with his
Salam. Such incidents give a force anda
freshness to the words of our Lord, “I
have meat to eat, that ye know not of.”

3. On another occasion in_conversation
with a thoughtful, well-to-do ‘Coolie, le
asked, “ Where will batchers who are con-
stantly taking life go when they die?’

He believed that the soul after
death would-dwell in d cow, a serpentor
some, othet Kiving thing, according to the
character the individual had obtained for
piety here, and that the butcher was con-
stantly dispossessing souls from the taber
nacle assigned them by the gods. Aftera
long conversation he asked in an eamest
manner, how can X come to that happy
place where I shall be free from the changes
which our religious books teach us we must
undergo? He appears now to be a hopeful
enquirer.

NEW HEBRIDES MISSION.

Letter from Rev. J. D. Muigay.
ANEITY 6N, Jan. 2, 1875,
Rev. P. G. McGregor, Sce. B. F. A :

My DEeAR Sir,~—An unusual press of
work prevented me from sending away any
communication 1o you by the Dayspring in
Nov. last. I write you a few lines now,
however, in the expeetation of their going
by a vessel which we have just learned 33
woleave this port for Noumen the day after
10-MOLTOW.

We are all well here; but Mr. Inglis, I
ugeet to say, has been prostrated for some
weeks past by influenza and fever and
ague, The fever poison has clurg to his
system very tenaciously. We have learn-
o, however, that he is getting betterslowly,
and we hope soon to hear of his perfect re-
covery. ‘There is not much sickness among
the natives at present ; but the rate of mor-
ulity among them during the past year has
been very high.

A VOYAGE.

I returned from my second voyage round
the mission-field in QOctober, after aun ab-
seace from Ancityum of nearly six weeks.
Thesum of what I saw and learned with
reference to  the state of the mission, you
will find in the observations embodied in
ny ananal report of the vessel, a copy of
which has been forwarded to you, I trust,
by Mr. Cosh, or Dr. Steel.

REPORT.

We found the miscionaries all well, and
twoting  themselvi s with vigor to their
spostolic work. The progress and pros-
paas of evangelistic “operations at the
wrous stations appear to me to be, for
the most part, of an encouraging cha-
nter. Of course every missionary has
many difficulties to contend with; and, at
times, the work in some, or all of its
bmucheg, may seem to. e not only not
fgressing, but even to be going back.
¢, asa whole, it is evidently advancing
i the direetion which betokens ultimate
weeess. The annihilation of heathen su-
ersuuon may not be effected here as readi-
Tas we and our {yiends counld wish, or as
wemay have expected, but it shall be <f-
&ied some day ; and it is ours w0 maintain
Besicne against the powers of darkness till

@ o IS
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law. “Thou hast conquered, O Galilean!”
was the ery which went up from a defeated
leathen of 0ld ; and it is the cry which will
yet be extorted “vom the enemy here.  The
weapons of our warfare are mighty through
God, and are sure to win a complete vie-
tory indue season. Xet us have—along
with the effectual fervent prayers of the
Church—an adequate staff of evangelists of
truly apostolic mounld, and you will not be
disappointed in your hopes of hearing that
the strongholds of Satan in those regions
have one after another been demolished,
and that all those Ethiopians have been
gmde willing to streteh ot their handsanto
od.

PROGRESS.

Nothing extraordinary has taken place
in the spiritual department of the work ;
yet some of the brethren feel certain that
the great vevival movement of the past year
has atfected them and the people among
whom they are laboring for good ; and feel
certain that, in their happy experience,
God has been answering the prayers offered
up in their behalf by the Christian Church
in Britain and in the Colonies. The light
of divine truth seems t¢ by winning its
way into a few of the dark hearts of the
heathen, while one nere and there among the
class who have ocen denominated Chris-
tians exhibits sizus, if we mistake not, of
the commencemant or revival of spiritual
life. We would fzin hope that these are
tokens of still greater blessings to come—
that they may be the arspe of merey from
on high which presage “ the plentiful rain”
that turns the parched ground into & pcol,
and the thirsty land into springs of water.

WORK AT HOME.

On Aneityum the missionary work con-
tinues to be attended with encouraging in-
dications of sound and real progress. A
number of the ndtives seem to have hecome
unusually interested in the great realities of
the Gospel.  This, I think, is more parti-
cularly the case with those under the care
of Mr. Inglis. We are very happy in our
work here, and hopeful of success in it in
due season. It must be said, however, that
we are frequently confrounted by difficulties
which are due to the cssentially heathen
proclivities of many of the people. "Thede-
gree to which the life and manuers of the
Ancitynmese as a boly have been amelio-
rated is unquestionably considerable. A
very marked difference is observable be-
tween their every-day deportment aud that
af their more barbarous neighbours on the
islands adjacent, The former, too, it must
be admitted, nve characterized by some in-
teresting qualitics. But perhaps no lower
type of humanity anywhere exists than

ey one of thesc isles wait for Messiah’s

they; and their Christianity, as might
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be expected, is of e correspondingly low
type. That they may be elevated, we,
anlike some people, have never had the
slightest doubt. 'We helieve most firmly
that they have come of that ¢ one bloog of
which God hath made all nations of men
to dwell upon the face of the carth.”” Like
the rest ofp us they were made in the divine
image, but have become lost by the fall.
‘The” word of salvation has been sent to
them, and we trust that many of them have
aceepted the “ unspenkable gift.” We are
doing what we can for their salvation and
Christian civilization, trusting in God for
the increase, and praying that He may
have all the glory.

S8ECULAR WORK.

With reference to manual Inbour, I have
been directing and assisting the natives
lately in making some much-needed altera-
tions and improvements in the mission-
house. I am also negotiating with the
chief for the erection of an additional room,
20 x 30 feet, which we hope will be finished
before the retura of the vessel from Syduey
in April next.

THE SCRIPTURES,

We have recently bound and distributed
among the natives some hundreds of vol-
umes comprising Genesis, Exodus, and a
portion of Leviticus, in the Ancityumese
language. This is the part of the Old Tes-
tament which was printed in Melbonrne
under the superintendence of Dr. Geddre.
It will be, at least, five years yet ere the
whole Old Testament will be ready to
be put into the hands of the natives. = Mr.
Inzlis expects to go to London next vear,
for the purpose of superintending the print-
ing of the Bible there.

PASTORAL VISITATION.

I have completed my annual visitation of
all the districts on this side of the istand,
and examined the schools. The printing
press will be again in operation next week,
I trust, when teaching, on the premises, will
also be resumed.

LORD’S SUPPER.

Our latest communion was dispensed on
the 29th Nov., when I had the assistance of
xev. Mr. Inglis. Mr. Copeland also gave
us his aid on one of the week-days hefore
the communion, being then on his way to
Australia. Three young persons were ad-
mitted to the fellowship of the Church, and
nine children baptized.

THE ORGAN.

I should have mentioned in my letter

Extracts from Private Letters of
Rev.J. W.McKenzie, of Brakor,
Efate, New Hebrides.
SEPT. 23RD, 1874,
“ Here I am getting along as usuai and
in my usual health and spirits, but not do.
ing as much as I should like for the Mas
ter’s honor. Oh, we need great paticnce.
I dow’t know any other station in life
where so much is uneeded, as labouring
amongst a degraded race. The work seems
to advance so slowly, and we have to wait
80 long to gain the hearts of the heathen.

SUPPLIES BY “DAYSPRING.”
The Dayspring is now somewhere north
of us. She left us about a fortnight ago,
and we are looking for her every day. She
will remain down here a month or twoyer.
1t is very pleasant to have hor make two
trips in a year as she has justdone. When
our stores are kept for any length of time
here, & good portion of them spoil, but by
making two trips we get a fresh supply. I
darc say you would like to know what
stores we get.  Well, we get flour, oatmesl,
and cornmeanl (the flour in casks and the
oatmeal and cornmeal in tins each holding
14 1bs.) rice, sago, common starch, barley,
a keg of corned beef. ‘I'hen we get various
kinds of meat put up in tins, each contsin-
ing two pounds, also butter in small tins,
and likewise fish. Indeed we can get any-
thing we want put up in this way. e
used to get milk in this way, but weare
now getting a nice flock of goats aboutus,
so that we will not require to buy milk.

NATIVE LANGUAGE.

I have now a pretty good kuowledge of
this Janguage. I can preach_and pray iv
it without any difficulty. Ifis nos verf
difficalt to acqnire a langoage in this
group. Of course it makes a vast differ-
ence when the language is reduced to wnt:
ing. We had this advantage. But ewee
withont this, when one goes and lives
among the patives, and hears nothing bt
their langnage, he cannot do otherwis
than acquire it

The principal reason for this is to catch
rain water which runs into a large iron
tank. We could not use the water here
for cooking, it isso bad. We use it for
washing, but we get plenty rain water for
cooking and drinkiug. We otten long for
a drink of water from our home wells.

To-night Yam somewhat tired, having
been working to-dny putting the iron root~
ing on the covk-house. And oh, the sun
was 3o hot. Some places the iron was so
hot that we could not touch it. It is nei-
ther wattled nor plastered yet, but I intend
doing this next week. Ourpatives are very
busy just now making their new planta-
tions, so that I have all the work to do
myself. ’

OcToBER 15TH.

WEATHER.

What very unpleasant weather we have
had for nearly a “fortnight. IDay after to-
morrow, it will be a fortnight since it be-
gan to “ain, and with but short intermis-
sion, it has rained heavily ever since. To-
day it is pouring in torrents, and there is
no sign of its ceasing. This is not the
rainy secason either.

It is this kind of weather, that is so hard
on our poor natives. They have to go to
their plantations, wet or dry. They don’t
keep food at their houses. They jast go
for it as they need ir. Sometimes they
have a supply of yams at their house, when
they are ripe they dig them up. But they
generally tie. them up to & pole within
their plantations. The yam is the only
kird of food that will keep for any length
of time. The taro will keep, ifleft in the
ground, but afterit is taken up, it will only
keep for a few days. Bunauus and bread-
fruit have to be used as soon as ripe. Taro
grows like a beet or a turnip at home, but
has much larger leaves and longer root

SLOW PROGRESS OF WORK.

Our work is not advancing so rapidly as
we could wish. Oh! what patience we re-
quire. But when we sec them sunk so low
in ignorance and sin, it is not so much 1o
be wondered at, that thewr progress is slow
when they embrace the gospel.  The light
is so long in peuetrating their dark hearts.
In their heatﬁenism they don’t seem to
have a spark of gratitude in their hearts,

tilives, and was made by driving stakes

and very little after they bave enibraced the
gospel.  If they do anything for us, orgive
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us anything, it is more as doinz a favor for
us than as a mark ot gratitnde.

“ DAYSPRING.”

In about a fortnight the Dayspring will
be back for our mail.  She wilt call at all
the mission stations as she goes south to
Ancityum, and then set sail for Sydney. I
expect that Mr. Paton and family will go
up in her. He is in very poor health, and
I fear will not do much in this field  Mrs.
Copeland has been in Sydney for about a
vear, and Mr. C. will be going up now.
Her health is not good. I expect that Mr.
Inglis will be leaving next vear. So you
see our number will be smail, and we hhve
no prospeet, so far as I know, of being re-
inforced from any quarter.

HEATHEN VILLAGES.

We have a very diflicnlt station here.
The villages are so small, and so far apart.
Mr. Annand and I spent four daysin visit-
ing new villages. We walked inland about
fifteen or twenty miles without seeing a
a single village.  When we go to any vil-
lage we have t0 goa small disiance in a
hoat or canoe. I canonly zo to two heathen
villages all the way in iny boat. But we
@o partof the way to several. Eratap and
Brifa are-the two nearest villages.  The
former is about three miles distant, and the
latter eight or nine, and then the third near-
est is ahout fificen miles.  If we only could
get an opening among them, I would settle
teachers, and then I could visit them ocea-
sionally, but as it is, they will not take a
teacher, and if I were to settle ono against
their will, they would soon tomahawk him.
It would be imgossible for me to remain
inland any length oftime.  Iwould he sure
to be down with fever, and T could only
takea small supply of provisions. It the
villages were along theshore, where I could
@0 to them in my hoar, I would beall rieht,
but going inland, the walking is so bad in
some places, thatitis hard work getting
along even without a load. In some
places we travelled kunee deep in mud, in
others kuee deep in water, and then again
we were aimost crawling on ouar hands and
feet, the hill was so steep.  Even withouta
load of clothing or provisions it was hard
getting along. I intend going inland again
shortly, but in a differcut dircction to ex-

IGNORANCE AND SUPERSTITION.

The Jews.

The Emperor of Russia has granted an
importaut concession to the London Soci-
ety for Yromoting Christianity amongst the
Jews. ‘This Sceiety, which has stations in
most of the countries of Europe, as well as
in Palestine and the northern parts of Africa,
has been excluded from Russian territory
since the outbreak of the Crimean War.
Various attempts have been made to ob-
tain permission for re-opening the Society’s
mission, but until now without success. A
saord time ago a depatation, cousisting of
the Rev. Frederick Smith {Secretary of the
Society), and Mr. J. Alexander, proceeded
to St. Petersbury with a petition to the
Emperor, signed by the Earl of Shaftesbury
as president. ‘This petitfon has not only
been graciously received by his Imperial
Majesty, but full permission bas been grant-
ed for the Society to send its ageats to Po-
land and other parts of Russia where Jews

reside ; and an extensive field for mission-
ary work has thus been opened, as is evi-

dent when it is borne in mind that within

the territory over which the Emperor rales,

the Jewish population propably exceeds

three millicus.  “T'his concession may be re-

garded as an important sign of thatchange

sf feeling towards England aund England’s

Christian iustitntions, which has happily

been brought about by recent events, and

more cordial relationship that has sprong

up between Russia and this conntry.

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JAPAN.—A correspondent of the Eram-
tner and Chronicle says :—*“ Of all forms of
Christianity the Greek Chu:ch scems to be
the most popular among the official class
in Japan. ~ I'he ceremonial of the Greek
Church is as dramatic and duzzling to the
eve as Buddhism, and finds great accep-
tance among these Orientals. ¢ Father’
Nicholas, the present head of the Greek-
Rassian Mission, is building a magnificent
church—the finest in Japan—a favor that
has been granted to no other nationality,
and a proof of Russin’s great influence
here.  The assistants are all natives; and
his long residence here, his wonderful skill
in the language. and thorough knowledge
of Baddhism, which he studied in a Budd-
hist convent for years, give him great in-
fluence, especially as heis backed up by
his Government, which has secured for him
full liberty of residing in whatever part of
the empire he chooses.

The Romanists have a numerous mission
of over fifty priests in Japan, but they are
not popular cither with the people or Gov-
ernment.  They have also a mission in the
centre of the capital, which they owe to; the
power of France. Their work at present
seems to be chiefly among their old con-
verts:  They have a school of about fifty
pupils preparing for the priesthood, and
are extremely cautious of aggressive work.

Persia.— Whether the Shah of Persia
imbibed the spirit of toleration or not during
his trip through Europe, he certainly did a
Christian thing lately in ordering “the re-
lease of a poor creature who had already
been nearly bastinadoclto death for re-
nouncing Mohamwmedanism. The convert
would, doubtless, have been put out of the
way eventually, but is now happily doing
good service as a colporteurin the American
mission.

Kxox Cornecs, Toronto, is shortly to
have a new Building 847,000 of the
Building Fund are already collected. The
Montreal College is flourishing finely, and
hids fair soon to take the lead among the
Theological Schools of the Dominion.

CurisTIaN students connected with the
University of Edinburgh send an address
on the importance of relizion to the stu-
dents of Paris. By the latter, as & whole,
it was reccived with scorn and tumult,
some however have been impressed and are
said to be anxious to learn the truth.

Having been publicly declared king, Saul
went quietly to (inbuah and resumed his for-
mer occupation. See Cb. 11: 5. He would
wait the leadings ot Providence. He had
not however to wait long. The Ammonites
came up against Jabesh-Gilead with the full
expectation of making the city an easy prey.
The inhabitants having obtained a respite of
seven days, sent messengers throughout the
coasts to see whether help could be got. The
tidings having reached the ears of Saul, the
Spirit of God came upon him and stined bim
up to speedily assemble an army and go up
to the reliet” of Jabesh. The result was a
grand victory over the Ammonites. And
now the people were delighted with their king,
‘““they received him with sacrifices and great
joy.”

Samuel embraced the opportunity to afirm
publicly theintegrity and disinterestedness he
had ever manifested in the discharge of his of~
ficial duties. He also briefly recapitulated
the great kindness of the Lord towards the
people in raising them up delivers frun time
to time. -And now, even although in asking
a king they had virtually rejected Jehovah,
the prophet assured them that if only they
and their king would serve the Lord faithfully
their privileges as the Lord’s people would
still be continued io them; buthe also warned
them that if they would forsake Him, e
would forsake them.

Samuel's reply was assuring.  He told the
people to dismiss their fear: Fir.f they served
the Lord, He would still take delight in them
as His chosen people. As regunfed himsel,
he told them that he could not cease praving
for them, and wishing their good.  His fideli-
ty, at the same time, constrained him to warn
them of the sad result of disubedience.

No teacher
should be content withont his scholar’s
love; nor should he be content with that
love. Having it, he must use it for the
end to which he toils and prays—their up-
building in the faith, and knowledge, and
likeness of our Lord Jesus Christ.
