In uadition to the appointments previ-
ously recorded, Mr. Richardson Marris
was clected Assistant Sergeant at Arms,
and Rev. My, Cochran was unanimously
chosen Chaplain,

On Friday (Feb. $) the Answer to the
opening Specch was unanimously passed,
and presented to ITis Excelleney the Ad-
ministrator of the Government. .

Mr. McLellan prescnted a petition from
Lewis Smith, Esq, against the return of
Charles Allison; Esq. as momber for
North Quecen's County. Saturday the 18th
was naracd o8 the day on which the House
would take it into consideration. A gen-
cral committce was appuinted to prepare
iiats for standing committces of the House.

On Saturday Hon. Prov. Secretery luid
oa the table & despateh from the Duke of
Newcastle, announcing the birth of &
Prince; and a committee was appointed
to join a commitice of the Legislative
Council to prepare on address to Xer Ma-
josty on the subjects Standing Com-
mittees were aleo eppointed.

Correspondence, releting to the tcnured
of ofiice, which had passed between Lord
Normanby, the Duke of Neweastle, and
the Provincial Government, wes 1uid on
the table and afterwards read. A lengthy
correspondence on the sabject of the In-
ternatienal Railway was also submitted.

Oa Monday the bill fur the conseiila-
tion of thc Revised Statutes was reada
sccoud time.  Tho House then weat into
comamittee on the bill; and a few amend-
ments wero rade.

THE MOCKING BIRD.

The American mocking bird is the
prince of all song birds, being altogether
unrivalled in the extent and variety of his
vocal powers ; and, besides the fulness
and melody of his original notes, he has.
the faculty of imitating the notes of all
other birds, from the humming-bird te
the cagle. Pennant says that he heard
a cagod onc imitats the mowing of a eat,
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and the creaking of a sign in high winds.
Rarrington says his pipes came neavest
ta the nightingalo of any bird he ever
heard. The deseription given by Wilson
in his own intinitable manner, as far ex-
ecls Pennant and Barrington as the bird
cxcols its fellow-songstere.  Wilson tells
un that the ense, clogance and rapidity
»f his movements in listening to and lay-
ing up lessons, mark the peculiarity of
Yie genius. Tlis voice is full, strong and
musical, and capable of almost every mo-
dulation, from the clear, mcllow tones of
the wood-thrush to the savago screams of
the baldeagle. In measure and accent
he faithfully follows his originals, while
in strength and swectness of expression
he greatly improves them. In his native
wooils, upon & dewy morning, his song
risss above every competitor, for the
others appear merely as inferior accom-
paniments. His own notes are bold and
"full, sud varied seemingly beyond all lim—
its. ‘They consist of short cxpressions
of two, three, or at most five or six sylla-
bles, gencrally uttered with great empha.-
sis and rapidity, snd continued with un-
diminished ardor for half-an-heur or an
hour at a time. While singing, he ex-
pands his tail, glistening with white,
keeping time to his own music; and the
buoyant gaicty of his sction is no less
fascinating than his song, He sweeps
around with enthusiastic ccstacy; he
mounts and descends, as his song swills
and dies away ; he bounds aloft with the
oelerity of an arrow, as if to recover or
recall his very soul, espircd in the last
elevated strain,

A bystander might suppose that the
whole feathercd tribe had assembled to-
gether on a trial of ekill—each striving
to produce his utmost effort—so perfect
are his imitations. He often deccives
the sportsman, and even birds themsclves
arc sometimes imposed upon by this ad-
mirable mimie, In confinement he loses
a little of the power or cnergy .of his
song. Yo whistles for the dog; Cesar
starts up, wags his tail, and runs to meet
his master. He cries like a hurt chicken,
and the hen hurries about with feathers
on cnd to protect her injured brood. He
rcpoats the tuno taught him, though it
bo of considerablo length, with perfect
accuracy. o runs over the notes of the
canary, and of the red-bird, with such
superior cxecution snd cffcet that the
mortified songaters confess bis triumph

by their immediate silence: His fondness
for varicty, some supposc, injurcs his
song, His imitations of the brown.thrush
arc often interrupted by the crowing of
cocks ; and his exquisite warblings after
the bluc-bird are mingled with the sercam-
ing of awallows, or the cackling of hens.

Duting moonlight, both in the wild
and tame state, he sings the whole night
long. 'Ihe hunters, in their nocturnals
excursions, know the moon is rising the
instant they hear tho delightful solo, Af.
ter 8hakspeare, Barrington attributes, in
part, the exquisitencss of the nightingale's
song to the silence of the night; but if
80, what ate we to think of the bird
which, in the open glare of day over-
powers and often silences all competition ?
The natural notes of the American mock-
ing-bird are similar to those of tho brown-
thrush,

AN AMERICAN IN JLRUSALLIM.

Near St. Stephen's Gate, is pnintcd
out a mosque, where it is said the Virgin
Mary was born, and witheut the Gate is
the spot where St. Stephens was stoned |
by the Jews, not far distant from the cis-
tern into which his body was afterwards
thrown. After cxamining these locali-
ties with much interest, I pasced outside
of the walls to the Demascus Gate, which
presenta the most perfeet and beautiful
speeimens of Syrian architecture any
where to be found.

Leaving the Gate, I walked through
the Via Dolorosa, and from thence to the
walking-place of the Jews, on Mount Mo-
viah, This is csteemed by the IHcbrews
the most sacred place within the limits of
Jerusalem, on account of its vieluity to
the ¢ Holy of Holies,” Here large num-
bers of thein repair daily to wail and to
pray; and on Fridays the number is much
greater than on other duys. They face
the wall, which they believe to be a part
of the original wall of the temple. On the
day I visitcd the place, there were many
ussembled-—both males and females-some
were reading their prayers, in an under-
tone, while others were devotedly praying
or reading their prayers aloud, exclaim-
ing with broken sohs, “ How long yet 'y
oh Lord ! ok, Lord, how long " To me!
it was an impressive service, and I felt
that their prayers were ofiered in the full
belief that the Lord will appear to them,
at no distant day, and restore this, their
former home, to them and their descend- !
ants.

Not far from this holy place stands the

celebrated Golden Gate of the temple,l.

now closed, it having been blocked up by
the Mussulmans, on account of the belief
they entertain that at some future day,
should they neglect this precaution, it
will be entered by a kinz, who will not
only take possession of the city, but will
cxtend his reign over the whole carth.

I next visited what is called the Jews’
quarter of the city, and was conducted
through their various public cdifices, in-
cluding their synagogues. 1 was courte-
. vusdyshown by them everything which
they thought descrving of patticular no- |
tice. I received from them ull marks of|
respect and kindness.  They are a fine-
looking sct of people; and if the friend

The inhabitants of Jerusalem, as Tlearn,
have, without consultation among them-
sclves, selected different parts of the city
for their respective residences.  The
Christians reside gpicfly west of thestrcet
leading from the Demascus to Zion’s Gate.

Being in the neighbourliood of Zion's
