To all Suborainate Courts -

1. Representations having been made to
the Executive Council that the extension of

time made by them in the competition for -

the prizes offered in Official Circular No 3,
as advised in Official Circular No. 4, was un-
fair to Courts located in small villages, and
discriminating in favor of Courts located in
cities and towns, and the Executive Council
recognizing the force of such representa-
tions. have decided to award the prizes offer-
ed in Circular No. 3, upon the work done
during Jetober, and which will be announced

as soon as the returns for October are all re- ,

ceived.

2 In additicn to the special prize offered
in Circular No. 4, the Executive Council
offers three other special prizes to the three
Courts that*will most largely add to their
membership between the 3i1st of October,
1888, and the 1st of January, 1889.

(@) To the first Court will be given a full
set of othcers’ sashes, consisting of 13 pieces,
valued at $6s.

(&) To the second best Court a set of
officers’ badges, consisting of 13 Dieces,
valued at $zo. :

() To the third best Court a copy of
the new Supreme Court Picture, as soon as
ready, valug, including frame, $15.

3 Notwithstanding the explicit directions
contained in Circular No. 5, that the name
and number of the Court be given when
the old form No 7 was returned, already
two parcels have been received witheat any-
thing whatever to indicate what Courts™ had
seat them.  Under such circumstances the
Supreme Secretary will be unable to replace
such parcels, until he is advised what Court
has disregarded the instructions contained
in Official Circular No. 5.

The Constitution and Laws.

" Question.—A Brother who joined the
Order before he was married named his
sister as his beneficiary.  Afterwards he was
marribd, though expressing his intention
thereafter 1o change his beneficiary to his
wife, but neglected to do so in fact till he
was taken ill. Then a committee waited
upon him at his own request and secured
his signature to a paper giving directions to
have his bencficiary changed from his sister
to his wife. Thic paper and the old policy
were sent to the Supreme Secretary, upon
which he issued a new policy with the wife
named theremn as the beneficiary. The
Brother soon afterwards died. Some of our
members now express the fear that if the
endowment is paid to the wife, the sister or
first beneficiary owill claim it, because z/e
Brother did not make the application sn writ-
ing, and because suck application was not read
sn Court. !

Answer,—The “application ™ for a change
does not require :0 be made in writing, and
read in court.

The Constitution says the change may be
made “at any time.” .

The essentials are (1) a statement in writ-
ing signed by the applicant directing that his
policy be changed in  favor of a new bencfi-
ciary,duly named ; (2) the surrender of the
oid cettificate; (3) the payment of the fee
required, viz, goc.

"The Constitution further requires that the
old certificate, the fee, and the directions be
ferwarded, to the Supreme Court under the
szal of the Subordinate Court. This, of
course, 1s simply for purposes of authentica-
tion and identification.

The Brother referred to in the question
above had therefore complied with all the
essentials, ana there can be no doubt but
that the endowment is equitably and legally
Ppayable to the widow, and not to the sister.

Question.—(1) Who arg embraced in the
term, *“ Underground Coal Miners?” Does
this term apply only to the coal cutters or to
the underground managers and-overmen,
mechanics, such as masons, engineers, pump-
men, etc., who are as much underground as
the coal cutters ?” .

~

)}
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(2) If a member has been in the Ordinary
‘Class for a longer or shorter time and then
engages in the business of “underground coal
mining,” does he pasiinto the Extra Hazard-
ous Class, or can he thereafter only become
«. “Special Member ?”

Answer. —(1) All who are likely to be
killed by an explosion in a coal mine,whether
cutter,, overmen, mechanics or what not,
come under the one class,and are not eligible
for Endowment or Funeral Benefits.

(3) Whenever a member passes from one
class into another, such member becomes
amenable to the Constitutivn and laws applic-
able to such class. A member, therefore,
in the Ordinary Class, who becomes an
underground coal miner, would become
subject to the law applicable to coal miners.

Note.—The recent coal mine horror in
Kansas will serve to give especial point and
demonstrate the wisdom of our laws on this
subject. If coal miners were not excluded
as they are by our laws, the Order would
be constantly in danger from being wrecked
by some coal mine horror. .

Question. -When a member wino has been
for some years in the Ordinary Class changes
his occupation to one classed as “specially
dangerous,” can he continue as a beneficiary
member by paying the Extra Hazardous rate ?

Answer.—The Constitution specifically
provides for changes from ordinary occupa-
tions to those claimed as Extra Hazardous
and vice versa. Applying this same principle
to the Constitution, when a member
changed from say a dook-keeper to a sailor on
a sailing vessel, or from-a_farmer to an wun-
derground coal miner, would thereby cease to
be a benefictary member and become a
“Special Member.”

Question.—(1) Can a Charter member be
suspended for non-payment of dues, no divi-
dend having yet been declared, and of course
no part of the “ rebate ™ having been paid to
such member?

(2) What is meant by the term “to initi-
ate at Charter rates ?”

Answer.—(1) Nothing is due from the
Court to a Charter member until not only
initiation fees have been received by thc
Court, but @ dizidend aclually declared by a
resolution of the Court, and therefore a Char-
ter member must pay all demands of the
Crurt till such dividend is-declared, and fail-
ing to do so he, by his own act of non-pay-
ment, suspends himself.

(2) “To initiate at Charter rates” means
that the Court may fix the initiation fee at

* any sum Jess than that fixed by the Constitu-

»
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tion as the minimum initiation fee, and- may
reduce the amount so that the initiate shall
pay no more than a Charter member, which
is 2he Medical Examination fee, together with
the Registration and Certificate jee.

-A Fair Warning.

Notwithstanding the explicit directions
iven by the Executive Council in paragraph
3) of Official Circular No. 4. *“Under no

circumstances to accept any reinstatement
fees from any suspended member, no matter
if the fees are tendered the very next day
after suspension, #nless the Brother has first
signed the new reinstagtement form marked
‘Form No. 7 A4,”” no less than two Court
have already transmitted reinstatement fee
to the Supreme Secretary without transm
ting any reinstatement forms whatsoever. I
is needles: tosaythe feeswere promptly return-
ed to the Courts, and the offending officers
called upon to show cause why they should
not be suspended for contempt of the orders
of the Executive Council. 1t is the deter-
mination of the Executive to protect the Or-
der at all hazards, by seeing that their order
as above set forth is strictly carried out.

Prize Giving.

—

Some time ago we received a letter from a
good Brother objecting to the Executive di-
verting the funds of the Order from the pur-
poses for which they were paid by the mem-
bers to “piize giving.” It is the only ob-
jection that has ever been made to the prac-
tice of offering prizes for good solid work
done. Our ordinary average monthly appli-
cations for membership has been about three
hundred.

‘The Medical Board reports over goo ap-

plications for October as a result of the-

prizes offered by the IExecutive, or an in-
crease of over 6oo over the ordinary month-
ly average. This means an irdcrease in reve-
nue to the Supreme Court of about $1,200.
Of course, to begin with, the Brother was
mistaken in supposing that the Executive
diverted any funds from the purposes for
which they were paid. The Supreme Court
places a certain sum at the disposal of the
Executive to be used by them in managing
and spreading the Order. The Executive
have thought it wise once in a while to stir
up the Courts to fresh activity by offering

prizes, not with the view of increasing their -

revenues, but with the view of building up
the Subordinate Courts, and through them
strengthen the Order.  However, when they
came to consider the effects, they found that
this prize giving, by which an honorable
rivalsry was created among the Courts, was a
regular bonanza-—in fact it was first-class

Y
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financiering, etc., ctc. In a word, the Courts
were waked up from their summer sleep and
were built up. The funds of the Supreme
Court were augmented, and goo good men
and true men were added to our member-
ship, - Each one of whom will from this
time forward sing the praises of the 1. O. F.
in much sweeter and more potential strains
than goo Uxbridge organs could possibly do,
and thus there has been a gain all around.

The
Supreme Court of this Order is duly incor-
porated under the laws of Canada, and it has
some distinctive features from any other so-
ciety. It pays $1,000, $2,005 or $3,000 on
the death of a member, one-half the amount
of cndowment carried is paid in the event of
total and permanent disability, or the whole
is paid at the expectation of life (63 and up-
ward; if so elected, or an annuity, com-
mencing at the age of 70, is paid if 2 mem-
ber reaches that age. DBesides these the
usual Sick and Funeral Benefits are puid and
free medical attendance is given,  All these
arc on the plan of stipulated .payments, so
that a person before he joins can tell just
what he will be called upon to pay. The
Order is growing rapidly in this State. Courts
are located in all parts of the city.—Cleve-
land Plasndealer.

The Social, Intellectual and Moral
Advantages of the 1. O. F.

Dr. Oronlvatekha Edcitor of the Indepen
dent Friester-

DEaxn Sir axp BrReTHER, -Our nubleand
Independent Ordet of Foresters has for its
object the social, intellectual and moral cul-
ture of the brotherhood, as well as providing
material and medicinal assistance in life, and
momentary aid to those left behind.

Of the social, intellectual and moral ad-
vantages of Forestery I desire briefly to
speak.

. Man is a social being, he was not made to
lIive alone. For Adam a helptate was early
provided. The words of Cain, “Am I my

<
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brother’s keeper ?” betrays the consciousness
of fraternal obligation, even though under
the ban and blight of sin and moral turpi-
tude.

Sociality is the tender bud of that ever-
green tree of natural affection, first planted
in Eden and still to be found, not only exist-
ing, but blossoming and maturing -into
fragrant flower and iuscious fruit. Sociality
can only be cultivated and developed by the
union and converse of one withthe other. As
the iron-moulder throws his rough castings
into a large revolving cylinder that by con-
tact and friction they may be freed from ad-
hering sand and dross, so in our Forester's
Courts; by rubbing one against the other,
roughness, asperities and angularities of de-
portment, expression and character are re-
moved or modified by the smoothing and
polishing influence of mind upon mind.

But further, m our Courts of Forestry we
are trained to regard social distinctions. We
are an Independent Order of Foresters, so
we insist on maintaining order. Order is
is Heaven's first law, and seeing we clam the
designation “ Order,” we also aim at main-
taining it.e Our Forestry Camp s therefore
conducted in an orderly and becoming way.
Qur Chief Ranger has supreme control ; we,
his loving subjects, delight to obey his every
command. Fach cfficer 1s respected in his
place, that place he knows and keeps, while
the rank and file seck to carry out the re-
quircments of our officials, and promote 1n
cvery possibie way the mterests of the
Order.

The mportance of such trming in social-
ity and deportment to the young men of our
day cannut be overestumated, and should not
be overlooked. In our country Courts
where the young do not meet so often in a
social capacity, as in the larget centres of
pupulatiun, the brushing up and drawing out
which they thus enjuy s of great preparative
value, - -helping them to develop their latent
powers of mind and heart, and 1o lay tracks
and Spen up avenues of profitable nter-
communication with the world without anu
around. Thus are they traned for getting
and giting good in theur future Jives wherever
their Iot may be cast.  Order nvolves dis-
tinction, and distinction, order.  ** Jack 1s as
£00d as his master "——well, perhaps he 15
better : L t the very axiom nvolves distiac
tion in rank and relation between the master
and Jack. )

Social culture requires regard for social
distirctions. In the church, in the family,
on board ship, in school or college, in fac-
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tory or store, on the farm or in’ the market,
the principles of sociality obtain, so ; the very
nature of our * Forestry Camp ” involves the
recognition of these elementary and funda-
mental principles on which society is based.
We thus teach implicitly the principles of
sociality without the evils of socialism and
brotherly union without the vices of com-
munism.

But further, our Order seeks to promote
tae ¢ intellectual ” improvement of its mem-
bers.

If we are to advance socially we must also
progress intellectually. Sociality is the ex-
ponent of our mental condition. If we are
intelligent and cultivated it will appear in our
social habits and companionships! We may
be socially agreeable and pleasant without
much power or training of mind, but we
cannot be truly helpful to our fellows with-
out mental trainingand intellectual develop-
ment. As the diminutive but cultured posat
says :

¢ Though I could reach from pole to pole,
Or grasp the ocean in my span ;

I must be measured by my soul.
The mind’s the standard of the man.”

Or, as the Scottish p'ilosopher puts it,
“¢‘There is nothing great on earth but man,
and-nothing great in man but mind.” Thus,
to become social, without intruding; to be-
come friendly, without familiarity ; to become
agreeable, without flattery, we must cultivate
our powers of mind,.reason, conscicnce, af-
fection and judgment, together with all those
qualities and virtues which constitute true
gentlemanliness.

These things we seek to foster and en-
courage, both in our open and secret gather-
ings. By lectures, essays, debates, readings,
music, vocal and instrumental, we succeed
in some measure to train the minds of the
brethren. Even the opening and, closing
services of our ritual, the ordinary business
of the Court, the fraternal greetings of visit-
ing brethren all these things are very helpful
in this cownnection. -

In our Court we have even already con-
sidered the possibility of one day opening a
public Forester? Hall, with reading and re-
creation rooms, for the.improvement of our
members and pro bono pudlico.

Thus. we aim, at least in both city and
country Courts, at the social and intellectual
culture of the members of our Worthy
"Order.

But again, we also seek by precept and
practice to improve inmorals as in social and

" but man is moral.
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mental culture. If we cannot be truly so-
cial without intelligence, we cannot be truly
intelligent without morality. Morality is the
distinguishing attribute in the character of
man. Morality impiies obligation; thus
man is head of creation, and superior to the
brute creation. All animals are more or less
social ; some are wonderfully intelligent, non¢
Man only possésses the :
dictates of conscience ; man only acknowl-
edges what he ought and what he ought not
to do.

Man only knows the meaning of thatlittle
word dufy. Every British subject, every true
man bows to its imperative commands. As
truly as in the days of Nelson, every loyal
Briton knows that “England expects that
every man this day will do his duty.” So
we Foresters, from initiation till death, are
taught to recognize duty to God, to country -
and to brother man. Every true and loyal
Forester can adopt the ancient Latin motto :
Proaris et focis. We too are loyal to our re-
ligion and defenders of our homes. In our
beautiful ritual the whole duty of man is
summed up in the frequent definition of the
Apostle, * Pure religion and undefiled before .
God and the Father is this: To visit the
fatherless and widows in their affliction, and
to keep himself unspotted from the world”

We seek to help others while we help our-
selves. e provide medical and pecuniary
aid for suffering and disabled brethren. If
we for the present enjoy immunity from sick-
ness and distress, we are all the time aiding
some less fortunate brother, and are thus
taught the lesson of the Master’s word : “It
is more blessed to givethan to receive.”

We are taught to be provident and thought-
ful, for if careless of our financial obligation
we are soon reminded, “To owe no man
anything, but to love one another.”

By our Life Insurance or Endowment
Fund we make some little provision for those
dear ones we leave behind, and thus we seek
to implement those moral obligations which
devolve upon us as husbands, parents, sons
and brothers.

We are also taught to respect and defend
the character and family of our Brother
Forester.

We are pledged to secrecy and fidelity on
the Bible, which is the word of God. Surely
then we are doing something to develop the
social, intellectual and moral character of -
our brethren, and thus directly and indiregt-
ly striving to mould the thought and char-
acter of our brather in that likeness and
image of ourtCreater and our God. ’
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And ** after all'it seems to me,
*Tis only noble to be good ;

Kind hearts are more than coronets,
And simple fajth than Norman blood.”

INFLICTING PENALTIES IN CORRESPONDENCE
TOURNEYS.

On penalties in general, Staunton says,
“ Unless the laws are maintained by stringent
provisons against violating them, there is a
danger of there being laxly observed. And
we all know what a miserable game chess.be-
comes when it is not played in strict accord-
ance with law. ¥ * * With reference to the
hardship, inconsistency and inequality of &
penalty, they are unavoidable and inherit in
the thing itself. The way to escape-them is
to avoid committing the offence to which the
penalty applies. All punishments are neces-
sarily at variance with liberty and freedom of
action 61 the part of the offender, and they
are all more or less severe in one state of
thiugs than in another.”

* We are entirely in accord with the above,
and consider that when a number of players
have accepted well defined rules, laws and
regulations of play, these form part of the
game, and as a consequence a player has not
only the right, but—on account of others be-
ing interested in the result of every game—
he is obliged to enforce them. The well
understood principle that each player ina
tourney is in duty bound to do his best by
all legitimate means to win every game he
plays, is invariably followed in first-class
tournaments, and in one held in Europe
some years ago, when a player waived his
right to inflict a penalty, he was immediately
called to order by the proper officers and
obliged to enforce it.

“The player who does anything to incur a
penalty has no one except himself to blame,
therefore he should submit to it with that
same good grace which he is supposed to ex-
hibit when losing a game.

“Should it be considered better tohave no
penalties, well and good for those who choose
to play chess in that way, but when they are
established, it is very unreasonable to find
fault—sometimes adding a gratuitous sneer—
when an opponent claims nothing more than *
what he has a perfect right and an obligation
to exact.”

OBJEOT8 OF THE ORDAR.

4,' (1) To unite fraternally all parsous of sound
bodily and mental health and zood moral character,
who are sooially acoeptable, aud undcr fifty-five
years of sge,

(2) To givo all moral and msterial aid in ita
p;m_gr to its members and those dependent upon
them,

&3) "To educate its members socially, morally

intellectually.

{4) To establish a fand for the relief of sick and
disfressed members,

(5) To establish a Benefit Fand, from whick, on
satisfactory evidence ot the death of a member of
the Order who has complied with all its lawful re-
