DrAR S1sTERs,—It is just two years
since we arrived in India, then every-
thing was new and strange and I won-
dered if ever I should get used to the
many disagreeable sights that we saw
every day and the constant thud of
ilie tom-toms which to our western
ears sounded like anything but music.
Today Mrs. ZCorey and I were talking
over our first impressions and won-
dering how our new missionaries who
are nearing the shores of India would
be impressed ; now our eyes and ears
have got used to the sights and
sounds and they do not seem so dread-
ful.

In this letter I am going to try and
give you a glimpse of life on tour.
Akultampara was my place of resi-
dence, from there I visited five other
villages. Ome year and a half ago I
spent four days there but then my
vocabulary was decidedly limited so I
did not get very well acquainted with

urrency, as it ‘means a direc_t loss of the people.
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I lived in the little church building
which is right in the street. The
people were living on ail sides of me
so I had the benefit of all the noise

The church is about 14 by 20, feet,
has a mud floor raised a foot at one
end, the windows are simply holes
with bars across close enough to keep
dogs out but cats wander in and out
at pleasure, at nizhts bats innumer-
abie kept the air in motion. I called
them my punkah, they made me
think of Dr. Judson’s description of
“ Bat castle,’’ a house that he lived in

at one time.
From early morning uutil late at

night the people came to see me and
my furniture which consisted ofa bed,
table, chair, lamp, a few dish=s, and
a box in which I kept my food, this
box has {cur legs which were Lept in
tins of water so that the ants could not
get in. One day I was rather taken
back when they asked about my idols.
I assured them I had none, but they
pointed to the dishes on the table and
said, there they are. Iexplained that
I did not worship them but used them
for eating my food. They as a rule
pile their food on a green leaf and
always eat it with their fingers, so
know nothing about knives and forks.
The people never seemed to get tired
watching me eat and crowded around
the windows just as eagerly aiter I
had been there thvee weeks as they

did the first {ew days.
In the mornings I did not go out to

the houses but spent my time talking
to the people that came to sce me.
They listened very well, and I in turn
listened to their trials wl ch are more
than usual this year because of the
Jamine. We havz bad no rain yet
and in that part of the district the rice
crop is a complete failure.

Thore are some things that we can-
not understand and this is one. No
doubt it is for the good of the people
bnt it is hard to witness the suffering
of the many helpless children. Every
afternoon Lizzie (the pastor’s wife)
and I went out to visit the people in
their homes. Many women seat for
us, and many who did not send seem-
ed just as glad to see us, only at one
or two hovses weie we reiused a seat

on the veranda.
I managed to visit every street.in

Akultampara, some twice over. Some
aof the villages were quite a distanc2
away, at one all the children disap-
peared as soon as I arvived, they had
never seen a white woman before, and
it took quite a while for them to get
over their fear enouzh to come out

and see us.
In another village I counted one

huadred and forty people as they
gathered 2round us liscening eagerly
to the woids of Lire.  After we made
our salaams and sieried away, a man
came up and spoke to me in English.
He told me he was a christian and
knew all about what we weare saying,
but that it was no use to talk to these
Jungle people, they had mever been
away anywhe.e so did not know any-
thing ; he had been away somewhere
and leerned a litile English. I tried
to show him that the I.ord had given
him a greet oppoitanity to work for
Him right in that v’llage, 2s we had
more than two miles to go I had not
much time totalk, bat could not be
sure that he really knew what salvat-

ion meant.
The evenings were spent in my

room surrounded by the Christi a
women and others who came in.

would generally read a chapter that I
felt would be helpful to them, then
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have prayer before parting for the
night. .

Or.e evening about nine o'clock two
Brahmin women came to call and
seemed very much interested in the
words they heard, they did not stay
long as itis quite an unusual thing
for Brahmin women to be out on the
street, they were airaid of being seen.

As to results, the people listéned
well, admitted that we had something
that they knew nothing about,but cash
is their great barrier, and our prayer
is that mrny who have heard the word
may have courage to confess Christ

before all.
There is much of both joy and sorrow

in the woik, joy in telling the story,
and sorrow that it is heeded so light-
1y. Dear Sisters, let us unite in our
prayers for these women and all others
that are in like darkness on t1is mis-
sion field, their name is legion.

Sisters of our W. B. M. U., when
you sent your delegates to the Annual
meeting, you sent them with power
to vote for you. Will you now fulfill
the pledges made by you through
your representatives? Remember the
salaries of our Home Missionaries
must be paid quarterly as well as
those on the Foreign fields.
