BIBLE WORDS.

Chapmenonly occurs once in the
Bible (2 Chron. ix. 14), “Besides
that which chapmen and meorchants
brought.” It represents a man en-
gaged in clhafare or merchandizo.

Clout. “Old cast clouts and
rotten rags.”  (Jer. xxxviii. 11,12.)
This is from the Anglo Saxon clut,
a patch. The primary meaning isa
blow, as “a clout on the head.”
Then it came to mean a piece
hastily clapped on, then any rag or
fragment of cloth or linen.

Reins. A frequent word. It is
from the Laiin, renes, the kidneys.
These were anciently believed to be
the seat of desire and longing.

Ring, straked. Only found in
Gen. xxx. 35-39, xxxi. 8, 10, 12,
referring to Jacob’s cattle. It means
parti-coloured with circular spots.
Strake is used for the ring of a
cart-wheel.  Siraked is the old
spelling of streaked.

Runagates. Only found in the
Prayer Book Psalter : “But letteth
the runagates continue in scarce
ness” ; derived from renegado, ome
who denies his faith. It means
those who turn aside from the right
path.

“White livered runagate, what
doth he there #’—(Shakespeare’s,
Rich. IIL iv. 4.)

Tue COMMUNION or tuE SICK.

TrE Church has provided a spoc-
ial Communion Service for the
sick, She supposes that nene of
her children will be v iiling to pass
away frem this world without hav-
ing received the assuranco of the
Saviow’s dying love- And yet we
fear that many Christians neglect
this service It comes, no doubt,
in part, from nervous dread on the
part of friends, to recognize the
fact that any sicknass is to be the last
for the sick person. A thorough ap-
preciation of the Church services,
however, would entirely do away
with these objections. Thke Holy
Communion is the highest act of
worship. Our souls are strengih-
ened by its reception, and whether
we live or die it will de us good.
If all Christians would resolve, as
they ought, to receive the Sacrament
as frequently as possible while in
health and stiength, the Commun-
ion of the sick would be more fre-
quent. It would only be doing
in private what, for want of strength
we could not do publicly, And no
man’s spiritual life will be what it
ought to be, unless he preparss him-
self to reeeive the Communion as of-
ten as be can.—Oregon Churchman.

All these are most iwportant, as
you see from the wav they are join-
ed tegether. And tue texts quot-
cd before show what is the mean-
ing of the Layingon of Hands
which came after Baptisms.

Without quoting mors passages
it is enough to show that the Bible
gives an example of a Confirmation
in acts viii., tells us that such Con-
firmations were usual in Acts xix.,
and explains the importance of the
doctrine in Hebrews vi.

II. The Church teaches Curk-
firmation.

At
the end of the Service for the Pub-
lic Baptism of Infants, the Church

THE XSSENTIALS OF
BAPTISM.

PeopLE are so often confused by
the din of the conftroversy raised
by the Baptists over the mode of
Baptism, that they are tco apt te
lose sight of what the essential
features of the Sacrament really
are. It is not the quantity of
water that makes the Sacrament
valid. The Baptists say Immersion,
and Immersion only, is Baptism.
The Bible says “Water (that is any

quantity of water,) in the name of
the Father, and of the Son, and of
the Holy Ghost.” It is, as the
Apostle says, “Not the washing
away the filth of the flesh, but the
answer of a good conscience towards
Gon.” The Church has, therefore,
at no time since Apostolic days,
laid stress upen the quantity of
water that shall be used, Lut has
only insisted that water shall be
applied to the person in the name
of the Dlessed Trinity.

INFANT BAPTISM.

THE question as to who arc the
proper subjects for Baptism is a
much more important matter than
the quantity of water used in the
Holy Rite. There never was a
time for the first 1500 years after
Christ when Infant Baptism was
not practised by the Church. The
dangereus error of the Baptists
would make a child unfit for the
Kingdomof Gopon earth, although
they care not to deny it a place in
the Kingdom in Heaven. Christ
said, “Suffer the children to come
unto Me and forbid them not,” and
in obedience to the Master’'s com-
mand a place has ever keer found
for them in His Body, the Church.
But the Baptists, “wise above that
which is written,” would keep
them away frcm Him.

TEE PEOPLE'S GIFIS.

Every Incumbent of a Parish
should particularly see that every
man, woman and child of his flock
is called upon at stated times to
contribute something towards the
Missions of the Church. It isonly
in this way that the work of the
Church can make progress; and



more important still, only in this
way will the people be taught
their true relation to the gifts
which Gep has bestowed upon
them. The too common practise is
to get what money is wanted from
ths well-to do or rich people of the
Parish, while the many, whose
small gifts woold make the yearly
total much larger, are passed over.
Not so with Rome and the Sects,
who train all their people to give,
and so to recogniz: their respousi-
bility to Gon.

EXTREMES MELET.

At a recent dedication of a
Methodist house of worship in
New Brunswick, we learn that two
ministers read a Psalm, verse about,
“the latter for the people.” Why
not have allowed the peaple, as “a
royal priesthood,” to take their own
parts iz the Psalms? The worship
of Christian bodies about us is of-
fered by the minister alone, the
people have nothing to do but sing.
They attend as listeners, not wor-
shippers. The Roman anthorities
have deprived their laity of the cup,
and the religious bodies who cling
to the nevolty of extemporaneous
worship have deprived their adhe-
rents of their right to take their
proper part in public worship.
So extremes meef, the Roman
priest saying the mass alone, in a
“tongue not understanded of the
people,” and the Protestant people
worshipping Gop by praying in
the person of their minister.—
Church Guardian.

PRESBYTERIANISM AN AID
TO ROMANISM

We wish respectfully to submit
the following brief extract from the
Church Times to those of our evan-
gelical friends who believe that
Romanism owes its modern growth
largely to what they are pleased to
call the Ritualistic element in our
own Church.

“No one can doubt the thorough
Protestantism of Scoteh Presbyter-
iapism, whether in the Establish-
ment, the Free Kirk, or the minor
communions north of the Tweed.
No one can dispute the numerical
feebleness of the Episcopalian
body. And, lastly, mo one can
question the thrift and diligence of
Scotchmen in general, nor the com-
parative poverty of the country,
which qualities of the soil and
people make it a less attractive
field for immigration than Yng-
and. Nevertheless, while the Ro-
man Catholic body in England and
Wales amounts at the utmost to
some five per cent, of the pepula-
tion, 1t constitutes some eight anda
half per cent. of the population of
Scotland. That shows so far, that
Presbyterianism is not so strong a
bulwark against Romanism as the
Anglican Church is ; and we may
poiut out the moral farther by re-
marking that Roman Catholic con-
troversialists, who may be supposed
to know their business acd the in-
terests of their communion, never
trouble themselves to argue or
write books against Presbyterianism
or Methodism, or any other of
their Protestant rivals in these is-
lands. The conclusien so far,is
that persons who on religious or
political grounds desire to check
the spread of Romar Catholisism
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are move likely to effect that pur-
pose by strenghenimg the Church
of England than by any other
metkod.”-— Kalendar

A sTRONG petition was offered in
the Diocesan Convention, in New
York, praying for the abolition of
special rights to pews in churches.
The petitioners believe that the
practice, never prevalent until with-
in a few years, of renting pews and
seats in advance smacks a great
deal of sharp business. They claim
that every church should belong as
much to the poor as 10 the rich
and that a man’s spirit. instead of
his clothes and his money, should
determine where he may sit or
kneel.

cannot realize that the ¢« nuich was
first founded and then the Bible
given te it, and she had exi-tud for
two centmies and more before the
sacred canen was closed. As to
the Jews under the old dispinsa-
tion, so to the Christian Chuich
under the new, were entrusted the
oracles of Gop. In the very car-
liest of the Churches, before a line
of the New Testament was wiitten,
there wero formulas of faith into
which Christians were baptized ;
and in some of the epistles St.

Paul evidently quotes from them.
1t makes a pretty party cry, The
Bible. and the Bible enly, the re-
ligion of Protestants ; and 1t hae
everything to recemmend it but
truth. The Christian Church was
well grown before ske ever hadany
Bible, and in the purity of faith
and practice she would then favora-
bly compare with the Church inany
age. She received her faith from
aposties and apostolic men, and she
now proves it by the sure warrant
of the Word of Gop.—Selected.

We have access unto Gunas
our I'ather in Grace omly through
membership in a Famiiy, that
Family whieh is “in ¢ BrIsT ” and
for which ¢ BRIsST intercedes.

Many people think they need
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not go to Church.
they choose, pray at home, they
say, as well as at Church. This is
an idea widely prevalont.  Again
some think they can live well
enough without the lIoly Com-
munion, seeming actually to regard
it as nom-essential to salvation
And some go even farther and
assert that it is not of vital import-
ance to belong to the Church at all,
and yet in some sense claim the
Christian name. Such opinions
infer the most amazing ignorance
of the very first principles of the
Christian Religion. For our pre-
senb purpose we treat sufficiontly
all three ideas by dealing with the
first one, which is the denial of the
necessity of Public Worship.

The efficacy cf our prayers at
home depends upon the Mediation
of Carist, and we have no part in
His Mediation unless living mem-
bers of His Church, and are not
living members ot His Church
unless speaking in the voice, acting
in the action, living in the life of
the Church, the Collective Body of
Christ, through which all His
blessings flow to us; just as our
tongue or hands would not be
living, but dying members of our
body, if they could not speak and
act in tke life common to the body.

Private prayers, then, however
necessary, have no true eficacy if
disconnected jfrom the corporate
functions, the public ordinances, of
the religion of Carist. If we pray
as separuting ourselves in any man-
ner from the Church we are mnot
praying as Christians, even though
we use the Name of CHrisT, simply
because we are not praying in that
Naturs which confers the Christian
character, and whieh Christ repre-

Said 1 :1 am
not quite ready for the ome-tenth,
but I will try one-twentieth and
see how it works.” T got a big
envelope, and put it down in the
corner of my trunk, and as soon as
Icould I put the $60 into it.

It cost me a little something to say
it at first, but when it was dons,
how good I felt over it! When
this appeal came for foreign miss-
ions, all I had to do was just to
run to my treasury and get the
money.
